They want 
to gather In the crop while the weather is 
good, but Sec. Goff lias not responded very 
readily, as he has made only three or four 
appointments in hisdepartment since he took 
charge of it.

A Lively Passenger-
C h ic a g o , Jan. 23.—The Cairo steamboat 

Annie P. Silver, reports that an insane man 
came aboard at Memphis, and when a hun­
dred miles up t he river went to the hurricane 
roof and fired at the negro pilot. Burnham 
opened the window when the .fellow fired at 
him. Then the insane man bounded into 
the pilot house and killed llie clerk, Laurel 
Blake. Captain Silver and the pilot then 
graplcd with him, a pistol ball being sent 
into the captain's hand- The maniac was 
then knocked down with a poker and guarded 
until the boat reached New Madrid, where he 
was turned over to the authorities.

Bold Burglary-
C h ic a g o , Jan. 24 .—One of the boldest and 

most, successful burglaries ever planned and 
executed in this city occurred about 7 o’clock 
last, evening at the office of the South Chicago 
iron and steel works, on Ashland avenue near 
31st street, hut was not reported by the police 
until 2 o’clock this morning. It was then 
learned tliat, three masked burglars had forced 
the office door, bound the janitor, Charles 
Brooks, and while one of their number stood 
guard over him with a pistol, the others 
drilled a hole in the safe, blew open tbe com­
bination, and bidding the old watchman a 
cheerful good night, left, taking $1,000 in five- 
dollar gold pieces ami $150 in coin, together 
with about $0,000 in hills done up in an en­
velope, ready for paying the help to-day.

The above facts ate given by Brooks, lmt 
the police regard some tilings about the affair 
as sufficiently suspicious to implicate him, 
and have accordingly arrested him and Ins 
son. He told some rather contradictory 
stories, and his unruffled clothing and unpre­
possessing appearance raised doubts of nis 
accuracy and integrity. Baddy Cavanaugh, 
a notorious character, was also arrested.

Mineral Laws.
Washington Jan. 23.—The following is the 

full text of the mineral land provisions finally 
agreed upon in the bill which passed the sen­
ate last Thursday providing for adjudication 
of Mexican land claims in Nevada, Califor­
nia, Wyoming, New Mexico, Arizona and 
Utah:

No allowance or confirmation of any claim 
shall confer any rights or title to any gold, 
silver or quicksilver or minerals of the same 
unless the grant claimed effected the dona­
tion or sale of such mines or minerals to the 
grantee or unless such grantee has become 
otherwise entitled thereto in law or equity 
and all such mines and minerals shall re­
main the property of the United States with 
the right of working the same, which tact 
shall be stated in any patent issued under this 
act; but nothing in this act shall authorize 
the working of any mines therein by any 
person, the confirmee or his assignee, until 
congress shall provide hy law therefore. 
This clause is based ttpou the Spanish and 
Mexican ordinances, which provided that 
the precious mineral should be reserved to 
the crown, unless specially included in the 
grants. A motion submitted by Senator 
Teller to strike out the whole clause as orig­
inally framed by the private land claims 
committee was defeated. Ayes 12, uoes 38, 
but the amendatory provisions with the words 
“unless” and “but” as above given were ac­
cepted at Teller’s instance audit is believed 
will protect all existing mineral rights.

The Tekkes Repulsed.
St . J’ETunsm hg, Jan. 23.—Genera! Sko- 

beloff telegraphs that between the 15t.li and 
16th insls., the Russians carried the Tekke’s 
position 100 yards from the walls of the 
fortress. The Tekkes made desperate efforts 
to recover it, but failed. At 7 a. m. on tho 
16th the entire force of Tekkes assaulted the 
Russian centre and left, and desperate liulit- 
ing ensued along nearly the whole line. The 
Tekkes were finally repulsed with great 
slaughter and pursued over the ramparts of 
their own works. The Rus-ians continue 
sapping and entrenching, but operations arc 
difficult because the enemy outnumber them.

Jmry XJitohargcd-
Du b l in , Jan. 25.—The jury was dis­

charged at 7:45, the foreman stating t'ust it 
was utterly impossible to agree. The jury 
stood ten for conviction and two for acquittal, 
but the judges could “lily receive a unani­
mous verdict. The judges said that after the 
exhibition to-day in court they c mid not ex­
pect a tree and unanimous verdict. Great 
excitement ensued.

Basntes Weakening.
L ondon, Jan. 23.—A dispatch from Dun­

bar says the troopship Euprates arrived from 
Bombay with reinforcements of artillery, 
cavalry and foot 1,314 strong. The corres­
pondent at Dunbar savs the Basutos are in 
want of food and are tired fighting.

Hail to the Chief.
D ublin , Jan. 25.—A torch light procession

Balton, Jan. 25.—At a crowded meeting

C h ic a g o , Jan. 25.—Permission to organ­

ize a new telegraph company with $1,606,000 
capital was teceived from Springfield to-day, 
aud stock books will lie at once opened here 
lor subscriptions. It is believed the tele­
graph company outlined in Saturday night’s 
dispatches will push forward its enterprise to 
get its lines first to New York and subse­
quently to other points in the east.
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A Restrictive Law-
London, Jan. 23.—It is said that the hill 

forthe protection of personal property in ire. 
land will much resemble the Westmeath aci 
of ’71. it will empower the viceroy, upon a 
reasonable suspicion, to arrest any person 
deemed an offender within the act. It will 
also provide that poisons so ancstod cannot 
be released, tried or balled out without an 
order of the privy council or viceroy. An­
other clause will m certain cases substitute a 
trial before two judges for a trial by jury, 
[t is possible that the suspension of habeas 
corpus will continue until Aug. 1.

Ilewsjiaper Talk.
Chicago , Jan. 25.— The Time« editori­

ally prints a long review of Lehnui Stanford’s 
reply to Judge Black and tho New York 
commission, intended to ridicule his positions 
and show them tobe illogical.
