Mahoneism is bearing its legitimate
fruit in a quarter least expected—in
Tennessse. When the Republican
members of the United States Senate in
extra session last summer openly and
unbinshingly defended thie coalition of
| Republicans and Repudiators in Vir-
ginia, they encouraged every State in
the Union to repudiate its debts. In
fact, they offered a premium for dishon-
esty in publie efficials and smoothed the
way to power to unprincipled men.
Tennessee is threatened with what has
already happened to Virginia, and ifshe
does not scale down her debt or repudi-
ate it altogether it will not be for lack of
encouragement from the Republiean
party to do so. The recent decision of
the Supreme Court of that State that the
Funding act of 1881 is unconstitutional,
is but the outgrowth of the teachings of
the Republican party in Virginia. It
proposed to “split the solid South’ by
forming alliances with Repudiators.
The Democrats, to checkmate the game,
threatened to repudiate everything and
thus leave no plank on which the Re-
publicans could stand in the South.
They bave opened the ball in Ten-
nessec. ’

While there isnothing in the attitude
of the Democratic party in that State
which eommits them to repudiation as
the Republican party in Virginia is comn-
mitted to that heresy, ye! in the reopen-
ing of the deht question in that State by
the decision referred to, there is reason
to fear that the temptation to unite with
the “‘Low Tax"” party in the hopes of
carrving the State by a decisive vote
against the Republieans and their allies,
will be too great to withstand. The
manner in which the natter now stands
in that State is this. This State owes
ahout $25,000,:00 principal and interest,
about $35,91),000 of the debt being inger-
est. This interest embraces warinterest
and compound interest on an old debt
in which the State became involved in
connection with ruilroad enterprises.
The debt was funded in 1851 and coupon
bonds bearing S per cent. intervst were
issued. Onc of the provisions of the
funding act was that the 2oupons should
be reeeivable for taxes for ninety-nine
years. This provizion the Supreme
Court of the State, by a majority of
three to two, declared unconstitutional.
This throws the whole questain again
before the people for settlement. Al-
though the clection for a  new
Legislature does not take place until
next November, it is considered of such
importance that steps are already being
taken to secure the supremacy of one of
the many parties in that State.  In the
menntime the ereditors of the' State in
the North and East are on the anxious
seat. With the result of the dickering
of the Republican party with the Repu-
diators of Virginin before them their
hopes of receiving their payment in full
are not of the brightest character. The !
logic of this state of things is that the
Northern conunercial and financial een-
tres are losing confidence in the integ-
rity ol every doubtful State in which
the Republiean party is seeking to gain
political aseendaney.  There is enuse
for alarm.

A SORAP OF HISTORY.

su the year 1792, just nivety years
ago the Congress of the United States
passed the first coinage act, and under
its provision the first standard silver dol-
iar of 412} grains was coined. This was
the ‘‘dollar of our daddies,” and it held
its place in the metallic currency of the
country as an honored coin. At that
time and for many years afterward the
country was prosperous and happy and
knew neither national bankspor bond-
holders. No one found fault with the
silver dollar. It was the measure of
value for a!l commercial transactions,
gold not excepted.. The gold dollar was
not known until 1849 or 1859,—we will
not be positive as to the exact date—
The act which authorized its issue sta-
ted that it should be of the value of a
dollar—that is it shonld be of the value

of the standard silver dollar of 4121°

grains, or in other words the amount of
gold to be placed in that dollar was reg-
ulated according to the value of the
gold bullion as mensured by the siiver
dollar. The *“dollar of our daddies” was
still the unit of valuc and held an hon-
ored position beside the other royal! met-
al-gold. In 1861 a great war broke out
over the land which destroyeda w:illion
lives and absorled Uillions of (reasure.
To meet the great demands made upon
its treasury the Government sold its
bonds to the amount of a bLillicn or two
of money. During all the long years of
strife and bloodshed the silver dollar
maintained its proud position a5 the unit
of value. It was the poor min’s money
and the rich man did not diseard it.

The war e¢losed in 1865, and the peo-
ple took a breathing spell. They began
to post up their books and make out
their balance sheets. They {cund upon
theone hand a preservad union, but
on the other thousands of desaolate
homes and a national debt vi neariy two
billion dollers huanging over then
While the hearts of the jeople were
drowned in sorrow over the lo=s of loved
vnes the brains of the boenliolders were
aetive in  devising plans to {asten this
debt upon the people for on indefinite
period of e, The first stop wus to ob-
tain 2 pledge from the nation that their
bonds shouid be jaid in ewin.  This
pledge wus obtained by an et of Con-
gress in 1869, The next step was to de-
monetize silver and thus make their
honds payubie in gold coin.  'The mat-
ter was breached occasionally by an or-
gan or two of the money power, but the
idea of demonetizing silver was met by
the people with such an outbwis: of
indignation that the prime nmovers
were compelled to aecomplish by fraud
er a iriek, that which they fouud
it impossibie to eompuss openly. The
silver dollar was at a premium and in
all menetary tiansaetions the measure
of value. But this made no diflvrence
to the money kings. Ii silver could be
siruck down the purdhasing power of
cold would be inereased and the nation-
al banks and the Londholdets would be
the gainers, and henee their teols resort-
éd to one of the most contenuptible tricks
known in the Listory of parlinmentary
bodics to gain that end.
