An Investigation of the Causes of

Golden Rule.

Much sioh has beem occa-
sioned tbroughout Ameriea from the an-
nouncement made by Professor Proctor
that the return in niseteen years of the
great comet of Jast summer will cause
the destruction of the earth. But while
people are becoming so strangely exer-
eised over this announcement, an event
of fur more serious importance, which is
taking place turd:{, seems to be almost
whol.y overlooked. The nature of this
most vital subject can be best explained
by relating the following experiences:

Bishop E. 0. Haven, known to the
entire land, was unaccountably awak-
ened one night eut of a sound sleep, and
lay awake until morning. His mind
secemed unusually aetive, and he not on-
ly reviewed his past life, which had
been an eventful one, but inid extensive
plans for the future. He did not feel es-

ill, but could not account for
the unusual activity of his brain, nor
for the restiessness which seemed to pos-
sess him. In the morning he had but
little appetite, but wus apparently well
in other s. In afew days, how-
ever, he began to feel restless and mor-
bid, a’though he tried earnestly to over-
come the feeling which bad taken pos-
session of him. But try as he would
the shadow of some evil seemed to fol-
low him, and he waseconsciousof a grad-
ual sinking and wasting away of ali his
pbysical faculties. He been an
carnest and diligent worker. and in his
zeal frequently cvertaxed his strength,
and being absorbed in his duties failed
to « hzerve the com:mon s‘ymptoms with
wl.;--h he was afflicied, thus permitting
the workwf desiruction to go on unheed-
ed.  But the end finally came in a most
e ronptory manucr.  Shertly before his
de.coa he wrote & lciter—the last one he
ever indited—ii. waich he speaks as fol-

lows: ‘A beliel that death is near al-
fects different minds difterently,
bat fprobu!-l,v all who are
in a fair condilion of physical and

mentsl strength instinetively shrink
from it with an indefinable dread and
horror. A dying man is no more able
of himself to foresee his own destiny or
the destiny of those he leaves than he
was before he begun to die.”

The recent sad and sudden death of
Hon. Clarksou N. Potter is one of the
noet serious warnings ever given in the
long list of innumerable cases or fatal
neglect. It is not suflicicnt to say tha:
many other brilliant men, inciuding
Everett, Sumner, Chase, Wood, Wilsoa,
and Carpenter, were swept away by the
same fatal trouble. The question s,
were these men sufficiently careful ot
their health, and could they have been
saved ? The Albany drgus, in speaking
of Mr. Potter's sudden illness and death
suys:

“One of the physicians who attended
Mr. Potter was interviewed reeently. He
stated that Mr. Potter’s inability to con-
verse had for some time served to battle
the physicians in their eflorts to deter-
niine tﬁe root of his illness. It seems,
however, that Mr. Potterson:e two years
ago, suflviced a slight attack of Kidney
di. eaze. Unwise dependence upon a ro-
bust constitution and naturally perfect
hea th, and negleet of proper ~iothing,
doubtless sowed the seeds of a disease
that needed bLut some such personal
neslect as that of Tuesday merning to
develop.  From the symiptonis  at first
shown, it was thought that his only
trouvle was neivous lrostintion; but
his long eontinuance in a semi-uhcon-
scious state led to the bLelief that his ill-
nuss was seated in & chronie difficulty
more mvsterious and dangerous.”
