Father of Hydraulic Mining.

A telegram from Auburn, Placer coun-
ty, says: “R. R. Creig, father of ex-Sen-
ator Joseph Cruig and Lee D. Craig, of
san Francisco, died \Vednaulaz at the
residence of E. 1. Craig, in this place.
Mr. Craig was the original inventor of
the hydraulic process of mining and the
Little Giant and Monitor machines.”
There are soine errors in the above, as
the Transcript is prepared to establish
by numerous witnesses. In Aprll, 1852,
C. H. Seymour, of this city, made for a
Frenchman ramed Chabot, mining on
Buckeye hill, neartown, a hose four or
five inches in diameter and between 35
and 40 it. long to convey water into the
claim. It had no nozzle, but, by press-
ing together the end, it was found to be
very useful in washing the dirt picked
down from the bank of gravel, am! als?
in cleaning the bedrock. In 1853, K.
E. Matterson and his partners, at Mr.
Matterson’s suggestion, attached a noz-
zle to a similar hose, and by directing
the strenm agninst the bank of their
mine nt American Hill, found that 8
t saving of labor coula be eflected.
That is the history of the origin of hy-
draulic mining in & nuishell, and the
honors of the discovery and application
really should be divided between Messrs,
Chabot and Matterson.— Nerada Tran>
eript.
