On 
the road the ballet was rehearsed, t he 
violinists playing the music in the cor­
ners of the car, while the danseuses 
went through the figure on their fore­
fingers, whieh were assumed to repre­
sent their legs, on the morning of the 
6th of January the train arrived at the 
Missouri River, which it was customary 
tt  cross on the ice, the line being laid on 
sleepers on the froxen bosom of the 
stream, but a thaw had set in and tlie 
crossing was too dangerous to be at­
tempted.

TERRITORIAL NEWS.

[ ■• le n s  Herald, Mb.)
One of the most valuable desert land 

locations made in Kantern Montana is 
that by Messrs. Handers, Cullen, Beattie 
and Flowers, in Gallatin county, cov­
ering the better part of the beautiful 
plateau ground near Hamilton. The 
gentlemen concerned are about to build 
a canal sixteen miles in length to cover 
the property with an abundant water 
supply, taken from the West Gallatin 
river.

L. Gans, of New York, is making a 
tour of tlie sheep ranches in the Terri­
tory with the object of securing tlie 
handling of Montana wools, and offers 
the following inducement: As it is 
there is no such thing as Montana wool 
known in tlie markets. I t is classed as 
Territory and lias a very poor recita­
tion as it Is mixed witli tlie products of 
all the rest of the Territories. Mr. 
Gans proposes to take samples from all 
the principal flocks in the Territory and 
otter so many thousand pounds or eacli 
on the market as Montana words. He 
proposes to sell the products of each 
.lock on its merits and establish for tlie 
Territory a reputation. Ohio words sells 
upon its reputation, anti Moutanu wool 
if properly handled, can be made to do 
the same. Now, as far as the scheme is 
concerned we have only to say that if 
Mr. Gans has discovered a plan by 
which he can secure to our wool grow­
ers two or three cents per pound more 
than they are getting at present he will 
have no trouble in getting tlie handling 
of the word crop of the Territory. The 
field is free to competition and he that 
can insure tlie best prices will uo doubt 
get. the business.

In yesterday’s issue of the Daily
