Senator Pendleton bar made an in­
teresting report on the Mil which waa 
Introduced in the Senate some time ago 
to regulate* d improve the civil ser­
vice of the United States. The bill, 
which is known as the Pendleton bill, 
will be earnestly pressed by its distin­
guished author to an early considera­
tion. Whether the Senate is in the hu­
mor to take up and seriously consider 
auy measure looking to the correction 
of the abus« growing out of the present 
civil service remains to be seen, but that 
the civil servi« needs to be reionned no 
two opinions « n  reasonably exist. The 
most superficial observer bas long sin«  
become convinced of this, and the de­
mand is almost general that a reform bè 
instituted in the servi«. In  re­
sponse to this demand Mr. Pen 
dleton introduced the bill above 
nameu. The report which the Senator 
has prepared and sent to the Senate sets 
forth that “the growth of otfr country 
from 80U,000 square m il« to 4,000,006, 
the increase of population from 3,000, 
000 to 50,000,000, and the addition of 
twenty-five States imperial in sise am 
«»abilities, have «used a correspond­
ing development of the machinery and 
facilites of tlieGovernm nt. In the be­
ginning, even as late as 1801, there were 
906 postofflees, now there are 44,848; 
then thero were 60 custom houses, now 
there a n  135; then the revenu« were 
less than $8,000,000, now they are $400,- 
000,000; then our ministen to foreign 
counlri« were 4, now they are 83; then 
our consuls were 68, now they are 739 
then leas than 1,000 men sufficed to ad­
minister thegovern ment, now more than 
100,000 are needed; then one man might 
personally know candidat« for the civi 
eervice, appoint them on their mérite 
and supervi« the performanro of their 
duties, and for sufficient « m e  remove 
all the offloen ; now no tingle human 
being, however great h e  intelligence, 
discrimination, industry, enduran« am 
devotion, even if relieved of any other 
duty, can, unaided, select and retain in 
officiai station th e«  beet fitted to die- 
charge the many and varied and delicate 
functioua of the Government."

Ii then reviews the spoils système and 
true« its working to the point where 
has practically changed the duttee of the 
office of tho Chief Magistrate and im­
posed burdens and responeibiliti« upon 
him which he should, and would gladly

hands of the government bn« their re­
quests upon the grounds of their pover­
ty or inmpaeity otherwise to earn a 
livelihood. Fitnem for tho position 
or merit in the candidates is not 
considered as a rule. There are other 
quaUfieetions which a man most pos­
sess in the«  latter days to entitle him to 
n hearing on his application for offl« of 
which assurance is tho muet potent. 
This « r a n  n multitude of mental 
weakness« and too frequently pose* 
man on to tho coni of hie ambition.

As showing the early practi« of the 
Government the report mentions that 
“during the eight yearn of General 
Washington's administration there 
were only nine removals and nil for 
earns.

CONSTITUTES A  
QUORUM.

Our dispatch« record the feet that

There may he those who do not exactly 
uuderetand how it is that there ia a 
quorum present except when it ia at­
tempted to call this particular « se  up. 
In all legislative bodies, it is necessary 
that a «rtain  number, «lied a quorum, 
of members should be present in order 
to the transaction of biisinem. The 
reason of this is obvious. The number 
necessary to constitute a quorum may 
be fixed by law, by usage, or by tlie as­
sembly Itself. In the House of Repre­
sentatives the number is fixed by the 
Constitution itself, which provides tliat 
a majority of all the members hall con­
stitute a quorum. The present House 
lias, we believe, 293 members, of which 
147 is a majority. There being quite a 
number of Republi«n members absent 
that party cannot muster 147 votes, aud 
when the Democrats refuse to vote upon 
roll «11 the minutes show there is no 
quorum present, hen«  no motions are 
in order ex«pt for a «11 of the House 
or to adjourn, consequently no busine«
