The defendant’s attorney reviewed 
the ev id e n t and quoted fr  rn the 
good book : "Thou »halt not kill ex­
cept in self detense.” and the jury 
was in no immediate danger lrom 
the prisoner, as he could see. and 
proceeded to demonstrate with a 45 
cal i ore Colt’s revolver. He flourisii- 
it around in a promiscuous manner 
to the terror of the ju ry  «ud by­
stander«. several of the latter with a 
new rope in band waiting for the 
‘’matter of form” trial to close, until 
James Bhoup. a  juror, called out 
‘‘you had te tte r put up that pistol, 
you infernal fool, or you'll kill some 
body.”
