The 
small stream thrown by the hose 
produced of «fleet upon the flames, 
but at this juncture the tire brigade 
arrived and making i i. mediate con­
nection oNuineuoed to throw a  solid 
stream upon (lie burning build­
ing, and almost Instantly the fiery 
element was seen to yield, ami it 
soon Itérante apparent tha t the fire 
was under control. In  the meantime
