Henry Forman 
in company with an only daughter 
came to Montana some ten years ago. 
Kenek married the «laughter a year 
ortw oafter.at which time Forman 
deeded te* Kenek a residence and lot 
to be held in trust for the offspring of 
his (Forman’s) daughter. The 
«taughter died several yean ago, leav­
ing two ebildrei:. These are still 
living. Forman, it k  umlentood, 
brooded over his daughter's death, 
aud Anally became Impressed witii 
tiie hies tliat if she had not married 
Kenek »Im would still have been 
alive. This idea I «came a mania 
with him, and It is »apposed that a 
vengeful spirit toward h b  son-in-law 
waa the outaiowth of this feeling. 
When Mr. Kenek married hbsecoud 
wife, the ok! man refused to live with 
him longer. Tiie murderer is well 
known in Helena and was generally 
considered a harmless, half crazy 
creature, who wished no attention 
and merited none. Forman was ar­
rested immediately after tbe shoot­
ing, and in the jail told visitor» that 
he had intended to kill Kenek ft« 
two year» feud, and that if  lie had 
not broken hb  leg ou Christman eve, 
a year ago be would have killed him 
on that Christmas.

The IndrprHdcut says : “ Jacob 
Kenek, the victim of this sad tragedy. 
Imgere«i for several hours, and died 
a quarter before sev«*u o'clock Frkby 
evening. The news of his death will 
I« heard with deep regret by the resi­
dente of all portions of the T«?rritory. 
He was one of our test and most 
highly respeeted citizen* and was 
Iiked wherever known. The sympa­
thy of the entire community will be 
extend«*! to hb  berraved family and 
rebtives.”

After the death of Kenek a crowd 
of excited men gathered at the fail, 
and an attempt was made toorgauixe 
a lynching imrty, hut good counsels 
prevailed and the crowd wen* indnt*- 
ed to «]ii tativ «ÜMierse.
