I  would a t soon have pop­
lar, basswood >r ash as any other kind 
of timber im  fence posta. I  have 
taken out basswood po rts after hav­
ing been set several yean that wore 
as sound when taken out as when 
fin t put in the ground. 'Time aad 
weather seems to have no effect oa 
them. The posts can be prepared 
for kas than two cento apiece. Thk 
k  tbe recipe: Take boiled linseed ail 
aad stir in pulverized coal to tan 
«»asisteucy of paint. Pat a  coat of 
th k  over the timber aad there k  not 
a man that will live to see it rot.
