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The Striking Miners.
St , L ouis, Mo., May 26.—Ac­

counts from Collinsville, Illinois, this 
morning report everything quiet. 
Two companies of malitia, one from 
Edwardsville, and the other from 
Tay lorsville, are on guard, and no 
further trouble is anticipated in that 
place or vicinity. Col. Berklay, of 
the 5th regiment of railroad guards, 
is in command of the troops, and 
deputy sheriff Rangland, of St. 
Clair Coun.ty, and sheriff Holz, of 
Madison county,are there with a 
civil posse. The Abby company’s 
two pits, which are worked by ma­
chinery, the Confidence and Brook- 
side mines, and two pits of Collins­
ville companies, all of which em­
ploy only non-union miners, resum­
ed work this morning. These mines 
are on the Vandalia road, and there 
is no further danger of molestation 
as long as the authorities guard them. 
The strikers offered ho opposition to 
the militia nor to the civil posse, and 
have left the neighborhood. The 
only other mines in operation in St. 
Clair county are in Marissa, near 
Bellville. The strikers have ordered 
them to shut down, but the county 
and state authorities have taken 
such active measures to preserve or­
der and to protect men willing to 
work, it is not likely they will 
make any demonstration there. I t  
looks now as though the trouble is 
ended, but whether miners generally 
will resume work is not known. I t  is 
said the operators are willing to pay 
two and a half cents, the price de­
manded by them, but refused to sub­
mit to the other terms and condi­
tions imposed. Probably a compro­
mise will be effected in a few days, 
when operations throughout the 
district will be resumed.

Ringo, the wounded leader of the 
mob, has three cousins and one 
brother-in-law, an outlaw,in the gang 
whom he was attempting to hang, 
ahd which will doubtless cost him his 
life. He has since 1866 been an offi­
cer in this county, and has always 
enjoyed an excellent reputation in his 
community as a fine officer and law 
abiding citizeD.

Washington and North Idaho should 
be regarded as belonging to the 
Northern Pacific, oj; the Villard 
combination; and all east of Snake 
iver should belong to the Union 

Pacific, or the Gould combination. 
The agreement is understood to con­
tain further stipulations in reference 
to the joint occupancy of the Terri­
tory of Montana. Under this agree­
ment the public was given to under­
stand that the Union Pacific branch, 
known as the Oregon Short Line, was 
to terminate at Burnt river, and the 
Baker City Branch of the Oregon 
Hail way & Navigation company was to 
terminate at the same place, where a 
junction would be formed. It now 
transpires that little or no regard is 
being paid to this alleged agreement 
as, it is said, the Oregon 
Short Line is expending thousands 
of dollars in the survey, and the lo­
cation of its line beyond the point 
where it was understood to have 
agreeed to stop.

The impression lias been given out 
that Villard has been giving the Un­
ion Pacific people a wild goose chase, 
and is putting his forces in the field 
to occupy the territory east of Snake 
river, and take in Boise City upon an 
invitation from its citizens, who are 
anxious to have a competing line. 
Many do not believe the Union Pa­
cific will build 550 miles through a 
desert country and then stop 400 miles 
short of the Pacific coast, at the very 
threshold of a section that would 
furnish the very best of local traffic 
For this reason they favor the exten­
sion of the Northern Pacific, as a 
gentleman from the extreme north­
west said said to the reporter of the 
Times, “To give a western outlet and 
n opportunity to construct a road 

through a country where it is need­
ed.”

Surveys are now being made by the 
Union Pacific road of the Snake river 
country, but it will never have a road 
constructed there, and they are be­
lieved to be made for the purpose of 
securing an agreement different from 
the one that is said to exist about the 
territory east and west of Snake 
river.

The people of the country men­
tioned are of the belief that there 
will yet be a hard s' ruggle between 
these combinations for the possession 
of this important territory in the ex­
treme northwest, which will result 
in the building of several important 
branches of the road next year.

The phytolacca is the 
poke-root of the South, and, as it 
loses its strength by drying and age, 
the tincture should be trom the fresh

or cosmoline to the outside of the 
throat to protect it from the action of 
the air, as the patient must be pro­
tected from all danger of getting 
chilled.

In  the beginning of the disease, in 
the mild cases, the above solution of 
permanganate of potassium is all I  
use, and all that is needed as the di­
sease is local at first, but it rapidly 
affects the whole system when seat­
ed. In  the stinking form of diphthe­
ria tbis solution destroys all smell, 
and in every case it destroys the 
diphtheria membrane without leav­
ing any had effect behind.

THE SECRET OF BUTTES PROS­
PERITY AS A  MINING 

OAMP.

How Real Estate and Mining
Operations are Profitably 

Blended.

The Silver Bow Properties a Toplo 
of General Interest.

Full Ore Houses and Steady Mill 
Runs.

The popular idea that a mining 
camp must be “boomed” to be pros­
perous is a popular falacy. All the 
boom camps of the Pacific Coast may 
be pointed to in support of this axiom 
and the proof of the reverse proposi­
tion is presented in the history of 
Butte. The inclination of mine and 
property owners in this camp bas 
from the first been to repress 
every attempt to get up 
a boom. Our mining men 
like our merchants, have as a 
rule engaged in a business the de­
tails of which they thoroughly un­
derstand, and with sufficient capital 
at their command to conduct the 
business to the best advantage. 
The future product of any mine must 
always bean unknown quantity, but 
given a certain quantity of ore, b* it 
40 ounce or 103 ounce rock, and any 
mill man will calculate very closely 
the profit to be made per ton, in its 

‘reduction, and it is upon the princi­
ple of close calculation of profits, and 
safe management in every depart­
ment of mining aud reduction, that 
Butte miners have amassed colossal 
fortunes and the enterprises of this 
district have been placed upon a 
solid basis.

No strikes of special importance 
have occurred during the past week, 
but mining operations have teen 
characterized by steady work of a 
routine character. The number of 
men employed underground at the 
principal mines is perhaps, with 
some exceptions, not so large as at 
this time last year, but notwith­
standing this fact the ore houses are 
all full aud the daily output larger; 
indicating that the ore bodies are 
better developed and the ore is ex­
tracted with less expense. Accord­
ing to the Miners’s Union record the 
number of miners employed, strictly 
underground, last week at the prin­
cipal mines was as follows: Alice 
125, Moulton 70, Parrott 40, Gagnon 
20, Shonbar 6, Lexington 90, Clark’s 
Original 21, St. Lawrence 30, Ana­
conda 110, Colusa 45, Nettie 25, Bell 
16. This does notincludetop men,mill 
men or mechanics, which with men 
working their own properties, would 
swell the total number of mining em­
ployes to over 2;500.

Public interest has been much ex­
cited during the week as to the plans 
of the Anaconda company with ref­
erence to the Copperopolis smelter 
and townsite. Many rumors have 
been afloat, and the general impres­
sion seems to prevail that Messrs. 
Haggin, Hurst & Tevis have pooled 
their issues with the Northern Pa­
cific Railroad Company. The rail­
road company owns or will own the 
alternate section upon which the 
townsite is laid out. The mining 
company has become possessed of a 
large tract of contiguous land, and 
by erecting its smelter there, the 
nucleus of a town is immediately 
formed and the property of both 
parties is enhanced in value.

Another topic of great public inter­
est and general comment during the 
week has been the status of the Sil­
ver Bow properties. The financial 
a flails, or prospective plans of a min­
ing company are always delicate 
matters for a newspaper mail to ap­
proach and the sensitive character of 
the conditions upon which the credit 
of corporations usually depend, make 
it the duty of every newspaper to 
carefully avoid auy statements which 
might in any manner effect the in­
terests of owners. With this view 
the Miner reporter yesterday called 
upon parties interested in the Silver 
Bow properties and found them en­
tirely uncommunicative. I t is safe, 
however, to say that the Silver Bow 
properties are among the most valu­
able in the district aud accepting 
Judge Davis’ statement published in 
Friday morning’s Miner that the 
recent deed to him meant simply that 
the property was to be sold, the in­
terest of all concerned is in good 
hands aud a sale is likely to be re­
ported in good time, which will 
stand side by side with the Drum 
Lummond sale and with some of the 
previous colossal transactions of 
Judge Davis himself.
