M onument Erected.
Ca m d e n , S. C., June 20.— The 

monument erected by the women of 
Kerslmw county in memory of the 
Confederate dead was dedicated to­
day. There was a grand military 
demonstration, in which twenty 
companies participated. Senators 
Hampton and Butler, Governor 
Thompson and other distinguished 
men were present. The ceremonies 
of unveiling consisted of an artillery 
salute, a dedicatory prayer, an ode to 
the ladies, and a memorial oration 
by Senator Hampton. He paid a 
tribute to the faith, devotion and pa- 
tienceof Southern women. When the 
I rue history of the war is written they 
would not only occupy the first place 
in our hearts but first in honor. 
They would always repel with scorn 
sud indignation the imputation that 
monuments to the Confederate dead 
marked the spot where traitors slept. 
\Ve of the South were neither traitors 
nor rebels nor was our war in any 
proper sense a rebellion. I t  was 
strictly a civil war growing out ol 
ronflicoing interests and different 
constructions < f the Constitution by 
opposing sections of the country. He 
imiutuiued that perfect union of the 
States contemplated by the Fathers 
could never be possible if the citizens 
of one portion of the Republic are to 
be kept in that union merely on 
sufferance—tolerated but suspected; 
contributing their full share to the 
support of the government, but not 
participating in its direction; bearing 
its burdens, but not sharing its hon­
ors, and feeling that in the home of 
their fathers they are but unwelcome 
iutiuders. He congratulated the 
country that the future was auspi­
cious, that the scars of the war were 
being obliterated by time, and de­
manded that our former enemies do 
justice to the motives that inspired 
our conduct. He believed that if a 
settlement of the war issues had been 
left to old soldiers the country would 
have been saved the shame and hu­
miliation of reconstruction. He 
counselled obedience to the laws and 
to the supremacy of the constitution, 
and said it requires only mutual for­
bearance, concession and generosity 
mi the part of the late contending 
stations te bring about the resuit, and 
every statesman, every lover of his 
country desires to see this end 
reached, and it can be attained with­
out loss of .-elf respect by any honora­
ble man, north or south, without auy 
unmanly degradation or without the 
sacrifice of one honest conviction or 
one cherished principle. The great 
questions which were at issue be­
tween the north and south, and 
which were left to the arbitrament of 
war, were decided against us, but 
the sword never has decided, and 
never will decide, the question in­
volving the great principle of final 
judgment as to the motives and ac­
tions of nan. I t  rests with a higher 
tribunal than any on earth, and tö 
that last court of appeal must every 
question of righ t and wrong be sub­
mitted. For our couvictious we are 
• espousible alone to our own con­
sciences and to our God. Hence 
there is no inconsistency in giving 
to the constitution and laws under 
which we live an earnest support, 
while we hold in tender reverence 
Hie memory of the men who died for 
the cause we held to be just and 
light. The oration was received 
witli much enthusiasm .

The Morton Block Fire.
San F ra  ncisco June 20.—This was 

the most disastrous fire since the 
great lumber fire two years ago. I t  ! 
was first noticed at 3:30 this morning 
by the steward of the Olympic Club. 
Before h? could turn on tbe alarm 
the fire had got well under way. 
When the engines arri\od hope 
ceased of saving the upper portion ot 
the building. The fire patrol imme­
diately turned their attention to save 
the dry goods of O’Conner & Moftatt. 
This they succeeded in doii^r by 
means of tarpaulins. At four o’clock 
the rear wall fell out into Morton 
street, inhabited on the other end by 
the demi monde. The greatest con­
sternation was created among the 
occupants, who sought refuge in all 
quarters. At five o’clock the fire de- 
partmentsucceeded in overcoming the 
flames saving two of the lower stories 
and adjoining buildings, which for­
tunately were protected by heavy 
walls of masonry. Tbe first two 
floors were occupied by tbe drygoods 
establishment of O’Connor, Moffat 
Co.; the third story by the Acme bil­
liard parlors, owned by tbe Bruns­
wick and Balke Co., of Chicago; and 
the upper story by tbe Olympic Club. 
The building was erected in 1838, and 
although it withstood the heavy 
earthquake of that year it lately has 
been considered a fire trap by tbe fire 
authorities. As proof of this tbe in­
surance companies have charged one 
and a half per cent, premium. The 
building with improvements was val­
ued at $150,000; insured for $44,000; 
O’Connor, Moffat & Co. carried a 
stock of half a million; insurance 
$245.030. The Royal, Norwich and 
Union National, $’so,o00, and the loi 
perial, London, Northern and Queen 
lor $25,030. being the heaviest insur­
ers. The Olympic club property, 
valued at $40,000; insured for $10,000, 
divided among Pacific coast compa­
nies. Tbe Acme billiard parlors lost 
$10,000: insured for $5,000, divided 
between the Standard and London 
Insurance Association. Total loss, 
$500,000; total insurance, 8310,000. 
Several accidents; no loss of life.

An Alleged Abortionist Arrested.
Ph ila d elph ia , June 20.—The 

police to-day found in the cellar of 
the dwelling No. 2243 North Fifth 
street, formerly occupied by Dr. 
Isaac Hathaway, the alleged abor­
tionist, the bodies of several children 
and a large number of human bones.

Up to 4 o’clock 
this morning twenty-one skulls, or 
portions of skulls of infants, bad been 
found buried in the cellar of his 
dwelling. Dr. Hathaway is now in 
the county prison charged with as­
saulting a relative.

A Stampede of Texas Steers.

Michigan, a distance of over three 
miles. They are sain to be wild and 
utterly uncontrollable and citizens 
are out all through the district with 
guns and pistols sbootiug at them and 
adding to their frenzy.

Ottawa, June 20.—The question 
affecting the statutes of British Co­
lumbia, the Dominion Supreme 
Court has decided that the Province 
legislature has exclusive authority 
over the procedure in all civil mat­
ters in the courts of the Province,- 
and can make rules governing pro­
cedure courts.

Dublin , Juue 20.—A dispatch 
from Redmond, who represents the 
interests of the Irish National League 
iu Australia, states that he would 
guarantee to send from that country 
£1,000 for the Parnell fund.

The Harvard and Columbia Boat 
Race.

N ew London, June 20.—A four 
mile, straightaway, eight oared face 
between Harvard and,Columbia was 
rowed this morning, Harvard win­
ning by twelve lengths. Tbe wind 
freshened considerably before the 
start, makiug a bad, choppy sea. 
Harvard had the west and Columbia 
the east course. Harvard, though 
splashing a little, got the best start, 
and at no time was she headed. At 
the two mile flag the time was 13:05, 
with a lead of three lengths. Colum­
bia at this point was twenty seconds 
behind. Harvard gradually increased 
her lead, wliite Columbia showed vis­
ible signs of being used up. At tbe 
two and a baiAmile Hag Harvard led 
by four lengths, pulling 44 strokes to 
Columbia’s 32. At the three mile 
flag Harvard hd five lengths, which 
was increased at the three and a half 
mile flag to nine lengths. Here H ar­
vard made a fine spurt and crossed 
the line, pulling 34 strokes, aud win­
ning the race by 12 lengths in 24 min. 
45 sec.; Columbia’s time, 25:55. Har­
vard pulled in splendid form from 
tbe start to the finish. The attend­
ance outside of the collegians was no­
ticeably small. Before the race bets 
ranged from 103 to 63 to even money 
on Columbia.

P r o v in c e t o v v n , Mass., June 19.— 
Mate Dunham and six or eight of the 
crew of the whaling schooner Ellen 
Rizpat, were lost on a whaling voy­
age. l he captain and mate struck a 
whale at the same time, and the 
mate’s line becoming fouled his boat 
dragged under and was never seen 
afterwards,
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The Regatta a t Chicago.
Chicago, June 20.—Sixteen of the 

most noted oarsmen of the country 
have arrived to take part in the re­
gatta at Pullman en Friday and Sat­
urday of this week. They comprise 
one of the finest fields of rowers ever 
assembled in the United States for a 
contest. Hanlon, the world’s cham­
pion, will contest in both single and 
double scull races. His companion in 
the double scull race is Benj. Lee. 
Hanlau is in fine condition, but it is 
asserted he will have to row his best 
to hold the first place, as some of the 
fifteen are known to be in most ex­
cellent shape and are liable to press 
him. The oarsmen speak of the Lake 
Calamet course as one of the finest, 
and with good weather there is a 
promise of an enormous attendance, 
as it is really the first great profes­
sional race which has ever occurred 
in the West. The railway companies 
are preparing to accommodate a large 
crowd of people who will attend from 
the city.

Murch’s  Testimony.
Washington, June 20.—In the 

HiW investigation to-day, Murcli was 
sworn and answered the usual ques­
tions as to residence, occupation, etc. 
Witness had been a stone cutter 
from 1857, and during six years wit­
ness worked both as journeyman 
stone cutter and foreman in dressing 
granite for the Philadelphia build­
ing. During the time he worked 
there, 35 per cent of the working­
men’s »time was wasted. The Dix 
Island Granite Co. men were instruct­
ed as to the length of time they 
should occupy in cutting each stone. 
The superintendent made estimates, 
aud if a man finished a particular 
stone in less time he was kept jobbing 
until the intimated time ^expired. 
Witness worked about 140 days upon 
one stone, and believed he could have 
done tiie work in 40 or 50 days.

Witness appeared before the Com­
mission of which Assistant Secretary 
French and W. Hill were members, 
and certified to all the facts as just 
related by him and called Hill’s at­
tention to the unfairness of the mod­
ified contracts which he (Hill) then 
proposed making.

Counsel for defense wished to post­
pone the cross-examination of Murch 
until to-morrow to which the prose­
cution assented.

Several letters and other docu­
mentary evidence relating to the 
Philadelphia building were then of­
fered, after which General Steinmentz 
was recalled and questioned as an ex­
pert in relation to certain alterations 
in the plans of the buildiug commit­
tee Adjourned until to-morrow.

A Feverish Market.
Chicago, June 19.—This has proved 

another exciting day on ’Change. 
The condition of affairs was very 
much strained, and tiie bulk of the 
trading has changed oyer from pro­
visions to wheat and corn. The fail­
ures that have occurred in all lines 
have caused a suspicion of unsteadi­
ness to attach to many of the heavier 
firms. The fluctuations in all the 
markets have been sharp and rapid, 
and speculators have, in consequence, 
been calling indiscriminately for mar­
gins. One failure was announced 
during tiie forenoon, that of George 
Stewart & Co., reported long on wheat 
and lard. All the markets up to noon 
displayed signs of weakness.

The markets all assumed a firmer 
tone towards the close, although the 
severe drop in pork was not alto­
gether recovered. Just before the 
close the firm of Dally & Co., who 
have been dealing heavily in pork, 
succumbed, and so notified those with 
whom they have dealings. Their lia­
bilities are not ascertained. The ru­
mor that Robert Ludloom had failed 
is not true.

Potatoes are selling for five cents a 
pound in Missoula.

The spring session of the Missoula 
District Court opens Jane 25th.

A postoffice has been established at 
Townsend, the station at the crossing 
of the Missouri.

So far this month sixtv-three cases 
have been disposed of in the Police 
Court of Helena.

There are lumors ef a mammoth 
hotel iu Missoula, te be built by the 
railroad company.

The Beaverhead county jail is said 
to be no more fitted for holding pris­
oners than is a sieve for holding 
water.

George Bell, the bandit of Custer 
and Yellowstone counties, was con­
fided  of burglary last week at Boze­
man.

The Husbandman says that it is 
believed that the crop iu the Judith 
valley will this year be grown with 
out irrigation.

A Wisconsin journalist proposes to 
start a German newspaper in Helena, 
which will be the first German news­
paper published in the Territory.

Antelope in great numbers are seen 
at this season along the Northern Pa­
cific for a great part of the distance 
between Mandan and Livingston.

Reports from the different round­
ups throughout the Territory indi­
cate that the calf crop this year will 
preve one of the largest ever known.

Lynch was brought before Moses 
Doggett, a justiee ot the peace, and 
Wednesday morning set for the pre­
liminary examination. Mrs. Shea’s 
wounds are thought tobe mortal, and 
in case of her death there is danger 
of summary justice in the lynching 
of Lynch.—Hc’ena Herald 18.

The Butte coach with eight passen­

gers, five men and three women, was 
stopped by two road agents this side 
of the Boulder mountains, about 28 
miles from Helena, at four o’clock to­
day. The passengers were searched, 
but only about $25 were taken. One 
of the women had $700, which the 
robbers overlooked. The passengers 
were covered with revolvers. John 
B. Reed, city editor of the Butte 
Inter Mountain, was a passenger. He 
gave up only $1.50, but had $6,003 
hidden in an inside pocket which 
was not discovered. The robbers 
took the treasure box from the coach, 
but it isnotkuown how much money 
was in it. A valuable watch was 
taken from one of ihe passengers, but 
returned again.

The Butte stage was roLbed this af­
ternoon on Prickly Pear divide near 
Beavertown. The Government treas­
ure box was taken and tbe passen­
gers robbed. Notify the newspapers 
and officers that we will pay one 
hundred dollars reward in addition 
to the three hundred| dollars stand­
ing reward from the Territory, for 
the arrest ot these men. There 
were two robbers in the party, botli 
masked. One wa3 supposed to be a 
middle aged man with striped over­
alls aud one a young man with blue 
overalls.

The reference to the Government 
treasure box leads to the inference 
that the robbers have cap­
tured a shipment of gold 
retort from Virginia City to the mint 
at Helena, which would be trans­
ferred to the Helena coach at Beul- 
der.

Sad Death of a Pioneer.

The Independent's Missoula special 
wf June 18th says:

M. S. Halpin, a pioneer of this 
county and proprietor of the Missoula 
Ferry for the past twelve years, was 
drowned at 4 p. m.

He was honest 
and upright in all his dealings, and 
held the highest regard of all.

A  Business Term.

The last term of the District Court 
held iu this eity was remarkable for 
the large number of cases disposed of 
in so short a term. Deputy Clerk 
Chas. S. Warren has completed a 
summary of the business disposed of 
during the term, which show» that 
the whole number of cases docketed 
was 242; 71 judgments were rendered; 
5$ cases were dismissed as settled; 
67 cases were continued for the term, 
and 45 passed until called up. Four 
prisoners were sentenced (• the peni­
tentiary, and fines were imposed up­
on two. The aggregate ef fines was 
$550, all of which was paid into 
Court. The Court was in session only 
sixteen days.

A Canine Suicide.

A circumstance occurred at the 
Gagnon mine last Saturday which 
adds another link connecting the 
brute with the human species in the 
operation of the mental faculties to 
inspire motive and design for the ac­
complishment of a definite purpose. 
The terrible death of Charles Miller 
by falling into the shaft at. the 
Gagnon mine is still fresh in the pub­
lic mine. Almost every mine has a 
pet dog or cat which shares with the 
miners the contents of their lunch 
baskets, and soon learns to accom­
modate itself to the habits of the 
men, changing shift, lunching and 
sleeping with as much regularity as 
the men themselves. The pet at the 
Gagnon was a yellow dog: not the 
proverbial and despised “yaller 
dorg,” but a sleek, fine haired, 
intelligent and handsome dog 
©f the shepherd species. He was 
a great favorite with all the miners, 
and particularly with the unfortu­
nate Charley Miller, since whose 
death tbe dog has been palpably sub­
ject to fits of despondency, and with 
a dejected manner would wander 
about the shalt house apparently in 
search of his lost master. Last Sat­
urday afternoon the dog came trot­
ting into the shaft house, and with 
an airef determination which seemed 
clearly to indicate deliberate pur­
pose, ran straight to the shaft 
and plunged headlong into the 
yawning abyss. As the dog passed 
the 230 foot station he was heard to 
give one yelp, thus disproving the 
theory that fife ceases during the first 
hundred or two hundred feet in a 
fall from a great height. The bucket 
was at the 300toot sh tion.into.which 
the dog fell. His lifeless body was 
hoisted to tbe surface aud buried 
near tbe shaft house. His grave will 
be pointed out by many a miner as 
that of the dog which committed 
■u icide*
