The twenty-eight steam hoists and 
hundred or more of whims and wind 
lasse« of Summit Valley district have 
been steadily hoisting^the precious 
metals from the bowels of the earth 
during the past week and the two 
hundred and thirty-five stamps have 
been as busy pounding the ore into 
builion; while the blasts and rever- 
beratories of the four smelters have 
produced their steady stream of 
molten wealth. The bullion ship­
ments tor the week amounted to $78,- 
864, credited as follows: Alice, $23,- 
680, Lexington $35,408 and Moulton 
$19,776. The consignments of matte 
and copper-silvtr ore at the U. & N. 
freight office aggregated 870 car 
loads, 340 of which were copper 
matte and 530 ore.

Development and production are 
the chief corner stones of prosperity 
in the field of mining, and every 
thing that stands as an ob­
stacle to the progression of any 
mining district, in that direction, 
should be removed by every influence 
within the command of the mining 
community. The principal obstacles 
to development in the Summit Val­
ley District are the high prices set 
upon mere prospects by excited hold­
ers, which drives investors to other 
districts, and the lack of custom 
mills, sampling works or a market 
for our ores. The first obstacle can­
not be removed until owners have 
been taught by bitter experience that 
capitalists will not buy a pig in a 
poke, or pay m > for a mine than its 
actual value. The second difficulty 
will be obviated only when capitalists 
can be made to see that custom mills 
and ore samplers would be a piofit- 
able investment in Butte. There are 
in the district upwards of 200 mines, 
which are more or less developed and 
which the owners believe would pay 
large profits if facilities for reduction 
wereathand. Why might not the 
owners of these properties organize a 
reduction company among them­

selves? A few hundred dollars from 
each would aggregate a large capital, 
and the success of such an enterprise 
would convince capitalists of the 
feasibility of the venture and »-esult 
in the establishment of custom mills 
of large capacity. Miue owners will do 
well to ponder this proposition 
Toe mines contain a good grade of 
ore. Why not convert it into bul­
lion ? They may wait until the day 
of judgement if they Macawber-iike 
wait for something to turn up,or for a 
boom excitement in which they can 
make a sale. Capitalists will not pay 
a big price for a closed down mine 
that will require a large outlay to 
make it productive and mine own­
ers must stir themselves to place their 
properties on the list of active mines 
in order to attract a customer.

At the Moulton work is being vig­
orously prosecuted in the west work­
ings and the stopes are looking better 
than ever. The winze from the 300 
southwest drift is down 70 feet and in 
a 3 foot ledge of 40 to 50 oz. ore. The 
extensions of the cooling floors at the 
mill have been completed and a great 
improvement is already noticeably in 
the facility with which the pulp is 
handled and in the increased yield 
produced by the better chlorination 
and thorough cooliBg obtained by 
the greater length of time which the 
pulp lies on the cooling floor.
At the Alice no special developments 

have been made during the week. 
Work is prosecuted with the activity 
which characterizes the operations 
of this great mine, and the usual 
amount of ore has been extracted 
from all the levels, stopes and drifts 
of the Alice and Magna Charta. The 
west drift from the 800 has advanced 
105 feet, the ledge maintaining its 
width, grade and uniform character 
as heretofore reported at the bottom 
of the winze from the 700. The 80 
stamps at the mills are dropping 
steadily, and the ore houses are full.

The Pollack is being successfully 
worked by the Clark Brothers. The 
tunnel has advanced 40 feet on the 
ledge, which is from two to three feet 
wide and yielding from six to ten 
tons of 120 ounce ore per day.

The Amy Silversmith, under the 
energetic management of Superin­
tendent Cary, is showing up in fine 
shape. The new shaft has atta'ned a 
depth of 40-ft from which < re is being 
raised that furnishes dump samples 
averaging 100 ounces in silver.

Iu Ciark’s Fraction the winze from 
the 800-foot level is looking remark­
ably well, recent samples assaying 
300 ozs. The east 80-foi't drift shows 
40 feet of ore in the face, and the 
stopes are producing a large amount 
of high grade ore.

A force of men are working the 
Neptune, which was recently pur­
chased by W. A. Clark. Some ore is 
being taken out of the old shaft at a 
depth of 40 feet. A central shaft is 
being sunk and has attained the same 
depth. The mine will be thoroughly 
explored and developed.

At the O-iginal, ore is being ex­
tracted from the two, three and four 
hundred-foot levels, all of w.iich is 
high grade, and some of the assays 
run into the hundreds.

Early»yesterday afternoon it be­
came noised about the streets that the 
prize fight between Jack Waite and 
Billy Lynn for $100 a side was about 
to come off in the vicinity of Wood- 
ville, Jefferson county, which had 
been selected as the spot through fear 
of interference by the officials of Sil­
ver Bow county. By three o’clock 
the Park road was lined with every* 
description of vehicle, and at four 
o’clock, when the principals in the 
encounter had selected a retired spot 
about two miles beyond Woodville, 
before they had completed the work 
of stretching a rope around the 24- 
foot ring, they found themselves sur­
rounded by a large delegation from 
Butte, which was largely augmented 
by a crowd of woodchoppers from 
Woodville and the Park. At 4:15 p. 
m. Lynn shied his castor into the 
ring, which was immediately fol­
lowed by Waite's. Both men stepped 
into the ring, and at 4:17 p. m. they 
advanced to the center and shook 
hands. Neither of the men 
had trained for the en­
counter, and neither were 
in good condition, but both were 
known to be game men and evident­
ly both were determined to win the 
battle. There was but little differ­
ence in weight and although Lynn 
appeared the lighter of the two he 
found many backers at the start. 
The first round was devoted princi­
pally to sparring and was a long one, 
lasting one hour and fifteen minutes, 
and terminating in the first knock 
down and first blood in favor of 
Waite. Fourteen rounds were 
fought with but ten seconds between 
the rounds. Most of the time 
was occupied in sparring, but 
at times the fighting was 
quite spirited particularly after 
the sixth-round, when Waite seemed 
inclined to force the fighting, and re­
peatedly fought Lynn to his corner, 
where the Colorado boy would end 
the round by going through the ropes 
under one of Waite’s powerful blows. 
In  the 14th round Lynn laid down 
without a blow, upon which a foul 
was claimed in Jack’s favor, which 
was allowed, and Waite was declared 
winner of the fight and money. The 
fight lasted two hours and thirty- 
eight minutes, and although neither 
of the men were severely punished, 
it was considered a fine exhibition 
of scientific skill and a closely con­
tested battle. Lynn wasgame to the 
last, but was evidently overmatched, 
and saved himself from punishment 
by his peculiar tactics of going down 
before he was hurt.

Power of Imagination.

A good anecdote is told of M. Bont- 
ibouse, a French savant, in illustra­
tion of the p >wer of imagination 
M. BeutiLou.se served in Napoleon’s 
army, and was present at many en­
gagements during the early part of 
this century. At the battle of Wa­
gram, iu 1809, he was engaged in the 
fray; the ranks around him had been 
terribly thinned by shot, and at sun­
set he was nearly isolated. While 
reloading his musket he was shot 
down by a cannon ball. His im­
pression was that the ball had passed 
through his legs below his knees, 
separating them from his thighs; for 
he suddenly sank dowD, shortened, 
as he believed, to the extent of about 
half a foot in measurement. The 
trunk ef the body fell backward to 
the ground, and the senses were com­
pletely paralyzed by the shock.

Thus he lay motionless among the 
wounded and dead the rest of the 
night, not daring to move a muscle 
lest tbè loss of blood should be fatally 
increased. He felt no pain, but this 
he attributed to the stunning 
effect of the shock to the brain and 
nervous system. At early dawn he 
was aroused by one of the medical 
staff, who came round to help the 
wounded.

“W hat’s the matter with you, my 
good fellow?” said the surgeon.

“ Ah! touch me tenderly,” replied 
M. Boutibouse, “I  beseech you; a 
cannon ball has carried off my legs.” 

The surgeon examined the limbs 
referred to; and then, giving him a 
good shake, said with ajoyous laugh: 

“ Get up with you; you have noth­
ing the matter with you.” 

jyi. Boutibouse immediately sprang 
up in utter astonishment, and stood 
firmly on the legs which he thought 
he had lost forever.

I  felt more thankful,” said M. 
Boutibouse, “ than I had ever done 
in the whole course of my life before.
I  had not a wound about"me. I had, 
indeed, been shot down by an im­
mense cannon-ball; but instead of 
passing through the legs, as I firmly 
believed it had, the ball had passed 
under my feet, and ha*! plowed a 
hole in the earth beneath, at least a 
foot in depth, into which tuv feet 
suddenly sank, giving ine the idea 
that I had been thus shorfeued by 
the loes of my legs.”— The I t e m .

A Gardiner special to the Living­
ston Enterprise dated August 22nd, 
says: On Monday afternoon about 4 
o’clock, George Weber and John 
Znterern engaged iu an altercation at 
this place, about a difference of $4 be­
tween them.

an offensive sound. Tiie natives of 
the Tonga Islands, Polynesia, hold it 
to be wrong to whistle, as this act is j 
thought to be disrespectful to God.
In Iceland the villagers have the 
same objection to whistling, and so 
far do they carry their' superstious 
dread of it that “ if one swings about 
him a stick, whip, wand or aught 
that makes a whistling sound, lie 
scares from him the holy ghost;” 
while other Icelanders who consider 
themselves free from superstitions 
cautiously give the advice: “Do it 
not; for who knowth what is in the 
air?” However eccentric these 
phases of superstion may appear to 
us, yet it must not be forgotten that 
very similar notions prevail at the 
present date in this country’. A cor­
respondent of “Notes and Queries,” 
for iustance, relates how one day’, 
after attempting in vain to get his 
dog to obey orders to come into the 
house, his wife tried to coax it by 
whistliDg, when she was suddenly 
interrupted by a servant, a Roman 
Catholic, who exclaimed in the most 
piteous accents: “ If you pieasf 
ma’am, don't wnistle—every time a 
woman whistles Urn heart of the 
Blessed Virgin bleeds!” In some 
districts of North Germany the villa­
gers say that if one whistles in the 
evening it makrs the angles weep.—
Popular Science.

Pearson, the escaped murderer ot 
Hailey, is believed to have taken his 
route along the foothills for Montana 
and three Idaho officers, well armed 
and mounted, are on his trai!.

At last the monument to mark the 
Big Hoie battle ground is on its way 
to its destination. I t  was loaded on 
three stout wagons last week and 
started from Dillon for Gibbon’s bat­
tle field.
