Itis
natural that men should seek relief
from ennui in car(ei;lplaylng and pools.
But it is regarded mereiy as a pas-
time and oot in any professivnal
sense "’

‘‘Are there not men, skillful play-
ers, who make it a habit of crossing
the oce:nn many timesa year, readily
paying their passage and making a
geod profit out of their winnings at

lay?"
¥ “J’i‘bere may be such men, and if
they get on board our ships it is the
duty of the stewards to look out for
themn. A face will become familiar
after a while and if a person is a
blackleg or sharper the steward will
know how to deal with him. We
cannot refuse paswsage even to such
persons where they pay their fare in
advance, for we are common carriers
under the law, but the steward can
centrol the gentlemen's eperations.
Im one case which I remember, the
steward at the very outset privately
told one of these gentry that if he
caught him playing he would hoist
his name, asa warning, in the smok-
ing room.
