A  New Bullion Producer.

A. notable event occurred last week 
in the production of the first bullion 
ever turned out in Missoula county, 
at the Bitter Root smeiter recently 
erected by Bass Bros. There were 
six bars each weighing 110 pounds of 
what was said to be tbe Quest silver 
bullion of tbe territory and estimated 
to be worth in gold and silver 50 cents 
per pound.

The Missoula Times says: Tbe trial 
smelter recently erected near tbe 
Stevensville bridge is pronounced a. 
big success. The capacity of the 
works is about twenty bars per twen­
ty-four hours. Six meu are required 
to operate the smelter. The ore 
worked was a mixture of the second 
and third class grades from the Eliz­
abeth, Curlew aud Pleasant View 
mines. Contrary to expectations the 
ore was found to be easily worked, 
and it appears the success of the ven­
ture is already established beyond a 
doubt.

Yellowstone Gold.

Montana has given the world at 
least 8200,000,000 of gold since its 
discovery in 186«. The silver pro­
duction is now exceeding the gold, 
and the silv r yield must be im­
mensely increased when smelters 
shall have been erected to work the 
rich argentiferous galena ores on the 
head of the Clarke’s Fork—one ot the 
uppt-r tributaries of the Yellowstone, 
but the gold yield will not 
be largely increased in the 
future. There are on the Yel­
lowstone hundreds of acres of rich 
gravel deposits of gold which have 
heretofore been worked by the most 
primitive methods. There are also 
_n that section rich gold quartz veins 
of great extent. Not a single hy­
draulic has been brought to bear on 
the former; not a mill has been put 
in operation on the latter. But capi­
talists are now organizing to work 
these rich gold mines, quartz aud 
placer, in a scientific way.— Minne­
apolis Journal.

A  Fiendish. Murder.

On Saturday, November 10th, a 
man named Edward Smith, while 
wttlkmg on the road near Walla 
Walla, W. T,, was joined by a 
strittiger, who proposed that they 
take a rest iu a straw-stack near the 
road side. He had no sooner 
stretched himself on the straw than 
the stranger attacked him with a 
bludgeon, knocking him senseless, 
aud then set fire to the straw stack. 
The heat brought him to semi-con­
sciousness, and he rushed from the 
flames to a neighboring farm house, 
almost naked and fear udy burned, 
and with three g ishes iu his throat, 
which showed tnat the murderous 
fiend had tried to finish his deadly 
work with a knife. After reviving 
sufficiently to tell his story and de­
scribe tbe murderer, the terribly 
wounded man died.

A Railroad for Benton.

In a short interview with Mr. C 
E. Conrad yesterday, says the River 
Press, we were informed that the in­
fluential citizens of Helena have by 
no means given up the idea of rail 
connection with the river metropolis. 
Indeed it seemed the genefal impres­
sion that when the Northern Pacific 
straightened out tbeir financial diffi­
culties with their new loan this com­
ing winter that they would be ready 
to take bold of the Benton branch in 
good earnest by next summer. Sam­
uel Hauser, the noted banker, who is 
connected with the railroad, was 
quite positive that such would be the 
case. Samuel Word, attoruey in 
Montana for the Utah A Northern was 
of the opinion that another summer 
would see the road built to Helena 
and on its way to our thriving town. 
The live population of the capital 
city are alive to the fact that a rail 
road from there tc the head of navi­
gation on the Missouri will be a great 
benefit to them. They will then 
have the two ways of reaching the 
east and shipping their goods. Ai 
competition is the life of trade, so in 
railroading it is the life of the citieä 
they run through. Corporations 
have no souls, and therefore cannot 
be expected to look after the interest 
of any community. Like bull team 
freighters, they take all they can get, 
and if they cannot get two cents a 
pound, because someone eise is car­
rying cheaper, they will take one 
oent.

Houses for the N ation’s  W ards.

George R. Milburn, Special United 
States Indian Agent, who is superin­
tending the work of erecting “ Mas- 
chee-la-teepes” for the Crows, has al­
ready erected thirty-four buildings 
on the Little Horn river, and will 
build 18 more on the Big Horn, be 
tween, now and the first of January. 
Tbe buildings are batlt of hewn logs, 
covered with shingle roofs, contain 
panel doors and several windows and 
cost tbe government about $135 each. 
Tbe lumber for this purpose was 
bought at Miles City and Billings 
and was shipped by rail to Custer 
station, thence hauled by govern­
ment teams to that favorite locality, 
which will be the future home ot tbe 
Crows, and where they intend to en­
gage in agricultural pursuits.

ABOUT CREMATION.

Its  Method Explained and  its 
Adoption U rged—Growing 

in Favor.

In  view of the interest that is felt 
at tbe present Lime in relation to the 
subject of cremation, an Enquirer 
reporter sought an interview with 
Mr. Ben Pitman, of this city, whose 
wife, it will be remembered was cre­
mated a few years ago, and was, it 
is believed, the first female whose re­
mains were thus disposed of in this 
country. Mr. Pitman received the 
reporter, when bis mission was 
known, in the friendliest spirit. 
“You will,” said he, “ be doing a real 
public service if you aid in ridding 
people’s minds of misapprehension 
with respect to cremation, and put­
ting in its place some of tbe many 
reasons in favor of this method of 
disposing of the dead.”

Mr. Pitman here reached from a 
desk a large bundle of letters, and 
went on to say:

“There is nothing connected with 
cremation that is not reasonable, and, 
in its way, beautilul, as compared 
with the method of hiding away 
dead bodies, and allowing them to 
slowly rot away in the damp earth. 
I  wish you would, in yonr own way, 
disabuse people’s minds of tbe sup­
position that tbe bodies of our friends 
when cremated are actually thrust 
into a blazing iurnace. The body 
when cremated does not in fact 
■ouch the fire. The fire has been 
used to heat the small horizontal 
chamber built above the fire, made 
of fire-clay, and sometimes called a 
retort, and this chamber by means of 
a fire lelow and around it is heated 
to an almost incandescent glow, un­
til it becomes a glory like the sun 
when seen through a veil of mist. 
The body to be cremated is laid on a 
light iron frame work or crib, which 
rests on a thin iron plate; it is cov­
ered with a sheet that has been satu­
rated with alum water, the friends 
look a last adieu and the body is 
noiselessly slid into this glowing 
spectacle; the lid is closed, and in a 
few minutes all that was of the earth 
save the lime of^the bones, has as­
cended in invisible vapor to the skies. 
In an hour there is nothing left but a 
few handfuls of calcined ashes and 
irregular chips, white aud pure to 
the eve and touch. There is not a 
single thing offensive to any sense in 
this method of disposing of our dead 
friends, and when people say it is 
shocking as compared with our pres­
ent method, it is clear they speak 
without any knowledge ur thought.” 

“There is one thing I would much 
file you to say,” Mr. Pitman contin­
ued, “and that is that there is far 
more sympathy accorded to cremation 
than i" generally believed. Women, 
especially those of a sensitive nature 
are supposed to be dreadfully averse 
to this revival of incineration. I t is 
the greatest mistake. I have here in 
this great bundle of letters an expres­
sion of sympathy that really sur-
Ïrised me. When my wife died, and 

complied with her request that her 
body should be taken to Dr. Le 
Moyne’s and disposed of in his cre­
matory, I  received a great many let­
ters: those from women I preserved, 
and were it not violating the confi­
dence of friendship I  could give you 
a great many extracts showing how 
wide-spread is the sentiment in favor 
of cremation. I have letters here 
from the wives of United States sen­
ators, authors, artists, clergymen, 
women of distinction in literature, 
art and science, and some from souls 
noted only for their gentleness, and 
one aud all thank me for complying 
with my wife’s desires, and in almost 
every case saying how much prefera­
ble it seemed to avoid the lugubrious 
aud doleful customs incidental to 
burial, and how great seemed the 
load removed from the mind when 
the dead were transported to the 
skies instead of allowing them to rot 
and fester in the earth, only to haunt 
us at those times when we were least 
able to endure the dreadlul thought. 
Many of these letters,’’ Mr. Pitman 
said, “are trom ladies personally un­
known to me, but they make a re­
markable show of testimony from 
those who are generally supposed to 
be the most averse to a change in our 
methods of sepulture. Tf people 
wish to escape the possible horrors of 
grave desecration, if they wish to 
avoid the almost equally dreadful 
thought that our loved ones are slow­
ly becoming a mass of loathsome cor­
ruption ; if they wish to avoid the 
nerve-racking association of the eus- 1 
tomary burial, they will be willing 
to think without prejudice of ertma- 
tion, its simplicity, its naturalness, 
and its economy.”

“Another reform,” continued Mr. 
Pitman, "will grow out of the disuse 
of the old method and go hand 
in hand with the adoption of the 
more seasonable method of disposing 
of our dead. People will simplify 
and beautify our funeral trips; they 
«•ill get rid of the customary under­
taker and his dolorous devices, his 
ugly black, his sentimental white, 
bis absurd plumes and ostentatious 
show. The wearing of the regula­
tion mourning is always ignored by 
many intelligent families, and it will 
be more and more the custom to 
avoid so senseless and costly a tradi­
tion. The whole thing is wretchedly 
inconsistent with professedly Christ­
ian people.”
