Sam’a Surplus Revenue.
Philadelphia, Nov. 28. — The 

Philadelphia Press to-morrow will 
contain a letter from James G. Blaine 
to Charles Emory Smith, editor of 
the Press, stating Blaine’s objections 
to the distribution of the surplus rev­
enue ot the Federal government 
among the States, and proposing as a 
substitute, if the national govern­
ment no longer needs the tax on 
spirits that the entire amount it 
yields be paid to the States. Three 
fatal objections, in Blaine’s opinion, 
make the Pennsylvania proposition 
to distribute the Federal surplus un­
wise: First—The utter uncertainty 
regarding the amount of revenue; it 
may be a million or a hundred mil­
lions, and unless it be steady, no 
State tax could be remitted on ac­
count of the receipt of this aid, while 
the sporadic Federal contributions to 
States would be wasted, as was the 
last distribution of Federal surplus. 
Second -The division of this surplus 
would impose on Senators and Rep­
resentatives a divided duty; tor the 
sake of their Stales they would wish 
the surplus to be as large as possible, 
which would present a constant 
temptation to withhold appropria­
tions from objects of a realty national 
character. Third—The assumption 
of a continuing redundance ot 
the national revenue is op­
posed to all sound views 
uf administrât on because it is sure 
to yield to extravagance, corruption 
and all manner <>f schemes for get­
ting rid of the money. The time is 
rapidly approaching, however, when 
the national revenue, yielding under 
the present system of taxation hun­
dreds of millions beyond the amount 
required for government expenses, 
must be reduced. A strong move­
ment isalready on foot for the repeal 
of the entire system of internal rev­
enue which receives the support of 
pi election. It is like Judge Kelly 
and free traders like Cox, of New 
York. This conjunction of opposing 
views in support ot the abolition of 
some of the taxes gives a rare oppor­
tunity to relieve taxation in the 
States. Of all our taxes state taxa­
tion is the most oppressive. I t  is di- 
lect, it falls on property with crush­
ing force. In  a few communities it 
is less than one per cent, aud in most 
it is over two per cent. Why, there­
fore, should not the states be permit­
ted to have a tax on spirits lor their 
owu benefit if the national govern­
ment does not need It ? Can it be 
worse to continue the direct tax on 
property and at the same time com­
mand a hurtful luxury like spirits to 
go free, a luxury whose taxation op­
presses no one. The custom reve­
nues by which the national govern­
ment monopolizes the excise ojieu 
in tueory to both state and national 
use in taxation, out in practice the 
national authority alone can 
levy an excLe tax on whiskey. No 
state can guard its borders agaiust 
whisky from other states or make an 
economical collection of such tax 
witniu its own revenue. The federal 
machinery for the c«»llection of this 
revenue is in full operation and a bill 
of ten lines could direct the secretary 
of the treasury to pay the whole of it, 
le?s the small expense of collection 
to the states aud territories in propor­
tion to their population and continue 
it permanently as a part of their reg­
ular anuual revenue. Such a plan 
w«>uld give the revenue from such a 
tax wholly to the states and would 
not depend on any chance surplus or 
accidental remainder iu the national 
treasury. I t  would make the tax on 
spirituous and malt liquors a perma­
nent resource to all slates, euabling 
them thereby to definitely readjust 
and reduce their owu taxation. Each 
state could most wisely use its sur­
plus according to its own necessities. 
The total return of taxes on spiritu 
oils aud malt liquors last year was 
over $>0 000,000. The arnouut which 
wouid tend to increase rather than 
diminish as each state saw the sup­
pression of illicit distilleries was to 
its advantage. W ith this revenue, 
state taxation could be remitted, state 
«ltbts paid, or if the aid were divided 
among the cities aud couuties their 
expenses would be proportionately 
diminished. In a table annexed to 
his letter Blaine shows the snare of 
larger states iu a basis of population 
would be $8,893,000 for New York; 
$7.493,000 for Pennsylvania; $5,285,- 
()i)0 for Illinois; $5,590,000 for 
Ohio, the smaller states receiving in 
in prop«»rtion.

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ON THE BEAT.

A Formerly Prom inent M erchant 
in M ontana Charged w ith 

Confidence Opera­
tions.

Some eight years ago no firm stood 
higher in this seotion of Montana 
than that of Oslwrne & Denuee, at 
Deer Lodge. Their business was 
large and their liabilities promptly 
met, and when their business was 
closed up in 1875 they paid dollar for 
dollar, but an atmosphere of uncer­
tain reputation always pervaded the 
character of the junior member of 
the firm, and ugly stories were spread 
about regarding some of his former 
transactions, iu which it was allaged 
h? did not scruple to take unfair ad- 
vitutages by misrepresentation and 
sharp practices in his business deal­
ings. Since the disruption .of 
the firm at Deer Lodge, Den- 
nee has operated in Various 
sections of the northwest country 
and now and then stories have been 
circulated regarding crooked tran­
sactions in which he was charged 
with being implicated. I t seems by 
the following which appears in the 
Portland Nets West of Nov. 25th, 
that he has about run his race and 
is about to be brought to a full stop 
on account of crookedness recently 
perpetrated at Spokane Falls: “Wm. 
McK. Den nee, who beat several per­
sons In this city out of various sums 
of money, has been at Spokane, and 
left debts behind him there.

Mr. Dennee used to be a' member 
of the firm of Osborne & Dennee, of 
Deer Lodge, Montana, a house that 
did a very extensive business. Their 
purchases in San Francisco amount­
ed sometimes to as much as $10,009 
in one bill, and their obligations 
were always met when due. The 
firm, however, closed out some time 
since, and very shortly afterwards 
Dennee got into some swindling dif­
ficulty, particulars of which are not 
necessary at present.

He came here very recently, and 
pressed his intention to buy proper­
ty in Seattle, having, so he said, a 
quantity of effects of value, and quite 
a sum of money. By these repre­
sentations aud means of a telegraphic 
dispatch, which it is now supposed 
he forged, and which said that $2,000 
had been sent to him by a bank In 
Dcadwood, he

of several people here. Besides, his 
appearance was such as would in­
spire one with faith, he being a well- 
dressed, business-like, polite and 
genial man, about 50 or 55 years of 
age.

Before it was disclosed that he was 
a confidence operator, he announced 
to an old friend of his, formerly a 
merchant on Battery street, in San 
Francisco, who used to furnish him 
with goods when he was in business 
in Montana, that he was going to 
Spokane for a few days. This friend, 
who is now a resident of Oregon, do­
ing an extensive business in this 
city, thereupon gave Dennee a letter 
of introduction to Charles Sweeney, 
a Spokane merchant.

Yesterday the Portland friend re­
ceived a telegraphic dispatch as fol­
lows:

“On your letter and «Iraft he gave 
me on you, advanced him $100 and 
sold him goods.

Ch a r l e s  S w e e n e y . ”
This makes one more victim to this 

operator’s schemes, the others, as far 
as heard from, being 8hoaf & Gra­
ham, $10; the Esmond Hotel $15, and 

! a commercial traveler lrom San 
[ Fraucisco, $20. Undoubtedly there 
j are others who have been victimized 

who have not cared to make 
known their losses.

Dispatches have been 3ent to Spo­
kane to have him followed and ar­
rested, and he will, doubtless, be 
speedily brought to justice.”

but it has since been shown it was a j 
deliberate act of suicide. Church > 
had just been talking with Ed. t 
Stone, in whose office until recently : 
he had been acting as bookkeeper, 
and was accompanied by Stone to the 
room door. He gave Stone a let ter to 
post, saying he might sleep too late 
himself; had lost sleep the 
night bfeore. Then he shut 
the door and looked it 
inside. As Stone walked back 
along the hall he heard Church un­
lock the door and a moment after 
heard a pistol shot. Accompanied 
by Max Sklower, Stone- hurried to 
the room |and found .Church lying 
across the bed with a bullet hole 
through his head from which the 
brains were ozing. He died in a few 
moments. The coroner’s Jurf gave a 
verdict of death by his own hand. 
Fragments of a letter Church com­
menced to write hut did not finish, 
show it was an Intentional suicide. 
The letter was presumably to Dr. W. 
C. Morris of this city, Church’s 
brother-in-Dw. It said:

“Dear Doctor: I am dressed for 
the burying all except my overcoat, 
if the bullet fails to do Its work—” 

And there it ended. Church was 
dressed in his best dress suit. No 
cause is assigned for the act..
