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Bland's Views ou Silver Coinage
W ashington, Jan. 2.—Represen­

tative Bland, Chairman of the House 
Committee on Coinage, Weights and 
Measures, was interviewed to-day 
In response to the question whether 
any act for the restriction of silver 
coinage would be passed at this ses­
sion he answered: “No. sir, not 
much; I suppose efforts will be made 
in that direction, but if the enemies 
of the silver dollar see that they can 
neither stop nor restrict its coinage 
below exis ing law, perhaps they 
will consent to a sensible solution ot 
the whole question, which is in un­
limited coinage. Silver only suffers 
in comparison with gold now because 
it is restricted, debarred, discredited 
a rd  kicked about by law. Provide 
for unlimited coinage, and it will 
then be equal to gold in all respects. 
We must come to that eveutually, 
and the sooner the better."

What do you propose to do with 
the trade dollar?" was asked.

“Take them in," I  suppose, beans- 
wered, “and recoin them, if we can 
get them without paying too much. 
If parties bave bought them up at 
bullion value for speculation, and 
want to sell them to the 6  vvernment 
at par I would Bay, let them keep 
the trade dollars. If  we can get them 
at reasonable figures, why we might 
as well qpin them over."

A  New Postai order—Notes.
W ashington, Jan 2 —The post­

master-general issued an order chang­
ing the rate of postage on a number 
of articles heretofore rated as third 
class printed matter, paying a 
postage rate of one cent on every two 
ounces. Under this order those ar* 
tides heretofore classified as mer­
chandise, are fourth-class matter 
upon which the postage will le  one 
cent per ounce. The following is 
the text of the order: The character 
of the article or merchandise within 
the postal law's is not necessarily 
changed by printing or stamp­
ing them with words, letters, 
characters, figures, or auy combia- 
tion thereof. Labels, photographs, 
playing cards, visiting cards, address 
tags, paper sacks, wrapping paper 
with printed advertisements thereon, 
bill heads, letter heads, envelopes, 
and other matter of the same charac­
ter, the printing upon which is not 
designed to instruct, amuse, or culti­
vate the mind or taste, or impart 
general information, are mere articles 
of merchandise and will be rated as 
fourth class matter.

Ch ic a g o , Jan. 2.—The News To­

ronto special says at 7 o’clock this 
morning a suburban train bearing 
about bfty men to their work 
Humber was run into by a special 
train coming east at frightful speed 
The dummy engine was driven into 
the single car used for suburban 
traffic and the escaping steam and 
hot water scalded the men in the 
most horrible manner. A fire also 
resulted from the collision and sev­
eral poor fellows were roasted to 
death. A special car was sent out to 
the scene of the disaster from here as 
quickly as possible, and the un 
fortunate conveyed to the town 
while ambulances, busses and private 
carriages carried them tothehospital 
There were 27 killed outright and 22 
wounded, some of them fatally. The 
men were packed in the car, sitting 
around the stove chatting about New 
Year’s, holiday pleasures, etc. The 
ecene at the accident was most piti­
ful. The meu were most horribly 
mutilated. Human bodies were 
mingled with the wreck. Their suf­
fering was terrible, and groans from 
the injured were heart-rending. Sev­
eral men had their legs tangled in 
the wreck, and while their bodies 
were protruding from the burning 
pile their legs were being gradually 
roasted. Otners who had been 
scalded, and afterward extricated, 
implored those standing about to 
throw water on their wounds. One 
man bad both eyes burned out and 
ail his fingers burned off. He lay 
dyiDg in the snow, waving the 
stump of his banos and shouting at 
the top of his voice.

On rounding a sharp curve just be­
fore reaching the bolt works the en­
gineer saw the freight train coming 
thundering down the grade toward 
him. He reversed the engine, blew 

warning, and with the fireman 
jumped for his life. The conductor 
heard the warning, and shouting, 
“Jump, boys, for your lives !”spruug 
into the snow. In  a second more 
there was a terrific crash. The en­
gine of the freight train knocked the 
boiler dummy through the first car 
crushing the unfortunate passengers 
in every direction and pinning many 
to the floor. The for :e was so great 
that the engine actually mounted 
the back of the dummy which hept 
the rails and remained on a balance. 
The engineer of the freight train, 
when he saw a collision was inevit­
able, sprang from the engine, but 
Thomas, the fireman, was killed in­
stantly. To add to the horror of the 
scene the boiler of the dummy ex­
ploded, and steam from the boiler 
scalded and carried death or ter­
rible injury to the mangled and 
bleeding men. Then fire, as if mad­
dened at the other agencies for 
clutching so many victims, broke out 
and completed the sickening work of 
destruction. Shrieks, groans and 
heart rending cries for help from the 
agonized sufferers rent the air. Sev­
eral poor fellows, suffering untold 
agonies, with limbs and bodies burnt 
cr.sp, piteously implored those near 
them to pour water upon their scald­
ed limbs or put an end to their suffer­
ings. Strong men looked on appalled 
and many an eye was dim with tears, 
Every possible phase of dis­
figurement was to be seen. Limbs 
were cut, bruised, mangled, or half 
eaten away by fire or swollen to an 
enormous size by steam or water. 
No possible horror was le  t  to the 
imagination; no more awful scene 
could be witnessed. The first passen­
ger car was a terrible wreck, and 
several hours elapsed betöre the poor 
fellows buried beneath the debris 
were extricated. A relief party of 30 or 
40 men were soon on the scene and at 
once set to work to rescue the sufferers 
and at about ten o’clock a car load of 
dead and injured was on its way to 
the city. On arriving at Union sta­
tion an ambulance wagon and several 
cabs and busses were in waiting. A 
large crowd bad gathered, and as one 
after another of tiie dead and wound­
ed were carried from the car to the 
conveyances many turned sick at the 
sight. The wounded men bear their 
sufferings with fortitude and pa­
tience, a few groans being the only 
indication ot their intense agony. 
At the morgue 15 bodies were placed 
side by side in rows opposite the 
side rooms. Mothers, sisters, fathers 
aud brothers were to be seen passing 
from body to body, and with trem­
bling hands lifting the coverlet to 
gaze upon the faces of the dead. 
Now aud again a cry of anguish told 
too plainly the discovery of some 
dear one. At the hospital, on the ar­
rival of the wounded, the doctor im­
mediately set to work sewing up 
wounds and did a’l in his power to 
alleviate the sufferings of the unfor­
tunate men. One man, Jno. Rawlett, 
died after arriving at the hospital. 
When found among the debris he 
spoke cheerfully and asked to be al­
lowed to walk. On looking down he 
cried, “Oh, God, my legs are off," 
and so they were, burned off. 
Coroner Lynde empanelled a jury 
who viewed the bodies and adjourned 
till two o’clock when again it met.

An O ld  Story.

Washington, Jan. 2.—The solic­
itor of the Treasury is notified that 
there will be submitted to him cer­
tain legal questions recently arising 
in connection with the work of re- 
receiving treasure supposed lost in 
he wreck of the British frigate Hus­

sar at the bottom of East River, 
New York, just below Port 
Morris. The Hussar was wrecked 
in 1780 while on the way to Norwich, 
Conn. She is supposed to have had 
on board nearly a million pound 
sterling intended for payment of 
British troops; also, 70 American 
prisoners chained to the gun deck. 
Attempts bave been m ale at inter­
vals for many years to recover the 
treasure which It is believed went 
down with bei, but on 
account of the great depth of water 
and swift cross tide or the channel, 
where the wreck lies all such at­
tempts have hitherto proved fruit­
less. A company is now engaged at 
the work, undertaken at their own 
expense and risk, to recover the 
money upon an agreement with the 
U. S. Government, that they should 
have 90 per cent, of all money re-? 
covered, the U. S. to have the other 
ten per cent, together with all relics 
of value which might be found.
I  rom the fact a legal
question has arisen concerning tbe 
sunken treasure, and is to be sub­
mitted to the law officer of the Treas­
ury, the inference is drawn there are 
better prospects than ever before for 
the recovery of the money, but noth­
ing is known definitely about it or 
about the nature of the question 
raised.

Conviction of Marquis De Ray and

The marine band played the 
national airs of the principal Eu­
ropean countries as the foreign min 
isters passed through into the east 
room, where they remained greet­
ing and talking to the other 
guests until twelve o’clock. At 
that hour they took leave and went to 
breakfast a t the residence of the sec­
retary ot state. The justices of the 
United States supreme court and 
their wives were next receiyed, after 
which Col. Rockwell and Marshal 
McMichael took places beside the 
president and introduced large num­
bers of senators and representatives. 
At 12 o’clock the doors leading to the 
main corridor were thrown open and 
a long line of army and navy officers 
filed in to pay their resnects to the 
president.

THE TROUT CREEK TRAIL.

The Proprietors Preparing For 
a  Town Site Boom at the Point 

of Divergence From the 
Railroad.

Misssula Times, January 2 i:,v As 
respecting mining news the subject 
of greatest import now is the ques­
tion of a feasible route to Cœur 
d’Alene. All doubts entertained of 
the discovery of gold in rich quan­
tities has gradually disappeared as 
report after report of the most favor­
able character have been made by 
experienced miners direct from 
Eagle City. Last week Hiram 
Beagle, our well known townsman, 
was down the road as far as Heron 
going for the sole purpose of looking 
oyer the situation. Mr. B. fully sub­
stantiates reports previously pub­
lished in these columns to the ef­
fect that the Trout Creek trail 
is destined to be an easy and quick 
route to the heart of Cœur 
d’ Alene. fcThe trail was passable last 
week, persons having come out from 
Eagle City, in two days, which is 
conclusive proof that the trail is 
short one. From the railroad station 
at Trout Creek to the foot of the 
mountains the trail is finished, and 
frequent communications are made 
with a camp at the latter place, 
gang of men who are working on the 
trail are stationed there, and provi­
sions are carried in on pack animals 
or upon some sort of a sled dragged 
behind. The trip between Eagle City 
and this camp is made on snow shoes 
Persons going in can see the smoke 
at Eagle City soon after getting over 
tbe divide. After reaching the sum­
mit and crossing a short space of 
nearly level ground the descent is 
made on a smooth ridge that extends 
to the vicinity of the mines. Several 
men are now working on the trail 
and perfecting it as fast as possible. 
I t  is likely that the route will be 
kept open the remainder of the win 
ter, as the route from Trout Creek to 
the foot of the mountains is traveled 
frequently and the snow is packed as 
fast as it falls. The remainder of the 
trip can be made on snow-shoes in 
pleasant weather. Messrs. Hamilton 
& Tone, proprietors of the trail, bave 
filed on all the available land at 
Trout Creek, and are already asking 
$75 to $100 for “ town lots." A few 
buildings are beings erected. From 
ill reports received fiTTS~ tieTieved 
good wagon road will be built from 
Trout Creek to Eagle City as soou as 
the mines can be reached from any 
point, if not sooner. The great ad­
vantage of this route is its directness.
