HOUSE.
W a s h in g t o n , Jan. S.—Kasson of­

fered a preamble and resolutions re­
citing that ceitain foreign Govern­
ments with which the United States 
bas commercial treaties securing to 
the United States the same treatment 
assured to the most favored nations, 
in tegard to the importation of 
American produce and manufactures 
and the apparent violation of such 
treary by the probioition of the in­
troduction of certain food products 
from the United States, under regu­
lations not applied to the like produc­
tions from other nations, and direct­
ing the Committee on Foreign Af­
fairs to inquire into the tacts and re­
port such legislation or other action 
as should be taken by Congress or 
tiie Executive to secure a due ob­
servance of such treaties, and protect 
the rights of United States citizens in 
respect thereto, and whether retalia­
tory legislation or otherwise should 
be adopted.

Gibson asked leave to offer a reso­
lution declaring all laws of the feder­
al government authorizing the sale of 
intoxicating liquors in states, whole­
sale or retail, be made dependent on 
t arties auth-. r  zed, first obtaining ii- 
sencts from the state antborities. 
Deusier objected.

Siocum, from the Committee on 
Military Affairs reported a bill for the 
relief of Fitzjohn Porter.

Committee of the Whole, headed 
by Slocum, reported back the resolu­
tion calling upon the secretary of 
war, for information as to the average 
number of commissioned officers of 
the army from tue 4th of March ’77.

The in­
quest will be held open until all the 
bodies have been recovered.

Death c f  an Insane Offloer.
N e w  Yo r k , Jan. 9. -Lieut. John 

J. Augur. U. S. N , escaped from the 
Bloomingdale lunatic assy I um last 
uigbt during a terrible storm This 
morning his ondy was found in the 
roadway. His death was due to the 
cold and exposure. The father of the 
dead Lieutenant is G neral Augur, 
in charge of the military post at 
Leavenworth, Kansas. Lieutenant 
Augur has been in the Navy since 
1870, and was one of the officers sent 
out in the expedition in search ol the 
Arctic exploring steamer Jeannette. 
The hardships then experienced ef­
fected his mind. He has been off 
duty since last summer, and was 
placed in the asylum on December 
24th la t.

Mexican Reciprocity.
W ashington, Jan. 9.—In the ex 

ecutive sessiou of the Senate this af­
ternoon, there '»as a disufory dis­
cussion of tiie propriety of receiving 
in opeu session aay memorials or 
petitions concerning the Mexi 
can reciprocity treaty still
pending before the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations. 
The ruling of the presiding offl.-erfo 
rush the memorials cannot properly 
be entered upon the legislative jour­
nal. I t is not generally dissented 
from but in the course of the d scus- 
siou a strong sentiment was mani 
fested on the part of a majority pres­
ent. The discu->siou of the treaty 
will be conducted with opeu doors. 
At a meeting of the Senate Commit 
tee on Foreigu Affairs, the Mexican 
treaty was discussed at length, but 
not disposed of.

A Black Fiend.
W ashington, Jau. 9.—A de­

praved, vicious-looking colored boy 
named Alphonse Kell. 13 years ot 
age, was in Hie dock at Judge Snell’s 
court tlii* morning, for committing 
an atrocious deed. He lives with an 
mule, a respectable colored man, 
who testified that about the 20tli of 
last month the boy bought a box of 
“ R 'Ugh on Rats” and a quantity of 
arsenic. When he went home he 
put. the contents iu three quarts of 
milk with the iuteutionof poisoning 
the family, but failed in the attempt. 
The next day he renewed the a t­
tempt, by putting the poison in a 
bucket of water, and Benjamin’s 
eight children drank Jrom the bucket 
and were taken with violent pains iu 
the stomach, but al' recovered. 
He also gave arsenic to 
the cattle. He sprinkled 
arsenic on Mrs. Benjamiu’s bread 
she, however discovered it and 
threw it away. He also attempted 
t* set fire to the barn nut the corn- 
stocks burned so siow lie thought lie 
would be detected and put out the 
fire. Just before Christmas he at­
tempted to cut one of the children’s 
throats while she was asleep 
but she awoke just as he had 
his hand raised to cut lier. 
He built a fire and called 
his aunt out to see it, and then threw 
a handful of cartridges into the lire 
and ran away, bopiug that she 
would be killed by the explosion. 
The boy stated that while living at 
Baltimore he poisoned his mother 
aud auut, who died from the effects, 
and at one time he attempted to set 
his mother’s house on fire. He also 
said that while in Baltimore he used 
to poison persons aud cattie for spite.

The Speaker laid before the House 
a message from the President, ac 
companyiug the annual report of the 
Mississippi River Commission. A 
long discus don followed on the mo 
tiou by Willis to refer the message to 
the River and Harbor Committee.

Retford, of California, said this 
discussion would show the damna­
ble, infernal character of the rules 
uoder which the House acted. There 
was a Committee of Ways 
aud Means, composed of the brains 
of the House. Theu there was 
Committee on Appropriations. Com­
mittees were mere slaves, compelled 
to bow tbe neck and ask the Speaker 
to recognize them. I t was a specta­
cle as sweet as the Hebrews observed 
when they saw oil running down the 
beard of Aaron to see the Democratic 
brethren quarreling over the refer­
ence of a great subject. He was in 
favor of allowing not one million 
but thirty millions for the advantage 
of the people. The Treasury to-day is 
governed by New York influence. 
There is held in tbe vaults a hundred 
million do.lars, kept there in his 
judgment for the sole purpose of ad­
vancing the finances of New 
York and Pennsylvania, but the 
House to-day is in coutrol of the 
South aud West and he thauks God 
for it. The couutry submitted to the 
domination of two states, a little sec­
tion not larger than one county in his 
own state, long enough. Now let 
the Southern aud Western men stand 
together, say they would unlock 
the vaults of tbe National treasury 
and use the money to improve the 
water ways of the country to the end 
that the interests of the people be not 
overborne and torn down by the cor­
porations of tbe Republic. Every 
committee should be accorded the 
privilege of reporting at any time. 
Members should have the right to 
call up measures at eonvenieut sea­
sons. Two men, under the present 
rules, controlled the House—the 
Speaker aud the gentleman from In 
diaua, Holman, who exercised a veto 
power by way of constant objection.

The House refused by VIA yeas to 
143 nays to refer tbe message to the 
Mississippi river committee, which 
leaves it referred to the Committee 
on Rivers and Harbors.

The Speaker laid before the House 
a message from the President 
transmitting the draft of 
a bill to allow Indian
homestead entries on certain cases 
without the payment of fees of the 
Commissioner. Referred.

Also, a message in regard to the 
resolution respecting the alleged dis­
tribution of circulars in some, of the 
Departments, asking contributions 
for political purpo-es, and the reply 
of I he Secretary of State thereto. Re­
ferred.

Also, a letter from the Secretary of 
the Treasury askiug a deficiency ap­
propriation of $150,0 10 for printing 
one aud two dollar notes. Re­
ferred.

Frye referred to the in lense activ­
ity which characterized public men 
of England in regard to the shipping 
of that country, and England gained 
a victory in shipping over every na­
tion of the world, and while he 
(Frye) could not help admiring the 
steady purpose and manner in which 
England accomplished this result, he 
felt constrained to say always anil 
everywhere that she works for 
money. She fought the United 
States nearly fifty years because we 
owned slaves, and when the war 
came that promised tbe slaves on oue 
hand freedom and on the other con 
tinued slavery, she saw her oppor­
tunity, and forgetting principle, 
supplied the South wiilx munitions 
ot war and arms of every kind. We 
captured 763 o! her blockade runners 
with 26,01)0,000 arms and amunition 
She fitted out her Alabama to prey 
ou our shipping and joined Spain aud 
Francein tüe attack on Mexico and 
she was ready to march on tbe U. 8 . 
when occasion presented iiself and if 
it bad not been f  >r Ericcson and his 
“cheese box,” she probably would 
have dismembered our country. So 
England forgot or ignored all princi­
ple she held so dear, iu order to get a 
market for her goods aud employ her 
ships. She built up a great busi­
ness and has it yet. The speaker 
animadverted with some severity on 
the system of compulsory pilotage 
dues, which he characterized as a 
great hardship on shipping. McMil­
lan said there was much difference of 
opinion in regard to such dues, aud 
it was not clear that they should be 
abolished. With regard'to the work 
of the Committee on Commerce Mc­
Millan said that during the last Con­
gress it made reports on a great va­
riety of subjects aud the merchant 
marine had not been neg ei-ted. 
With regard to the River and Har­
bor bili, he thought it oue of toe 
most useful and beneficial bills with 
which C mgress dealt, aud criticisms 
made upon the River aud Harbor 
bill would apply to otber bills also. 
Without reaching a conclusion on 
the rule the Senate went into execu­
tive session, aud soon adjourned.

A  Family Cremated.
Ra l e i g h , N. C , Jan. 9.—On Sat­

urday nignt, on the plantation of 
W. G. Taylor, Lane county, an en­
tire family of negroes, Wm. Crook, 
wife and six children, were burned 
to death. The weather during the 
night was the coldest for 20 years. 
I t is supposed that a large fire was 
made before retiring, and the 
house caught fire from the brands 
rolling on the floor. No news 
reached the neighbors until noon, 
Sunday. Then a neighbor who went 
to visit the family found nothing 
but the ashes of tbe house and eight 
human beings. The father and 
mother were found nearly together, 
aud the infant between them, where 
tbe bed had stood.

W a s h in g t o n , Jan. 9 —The com­
missioner of the General Land Of­
fice suornitted to the Secretary of 
tiie Interior the papers relating to 
the adjustment of the grantor public 
lands io the State of Kansas for the 
Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe Rail­
road companies, together with the 
complete record of the case while be­
fore the Interior Department and an 
exhaustive opinion. Tne questions 
involved in his conclusion is that the 
State of Kansas should be called up­
on to request the Atchison, Topeha 
& Santa Fe Railroad Company to re­
turn to the United States by proper 
deeds aud relinquishments or con­
veyance of the lauds last certified to 
the State as indemnity for its use of 
lauds equal to 15,160 acres 
certified in excess of the total area 
of odd numbered seetions in granted 
limits, 40,950 acres certified in excess 
from or on account of lands sou:h of 
the road in granted limits. In com­
mon with the Missouri, Kansas and 
Texas Railroad Company, 4,069 acres 
north of the road, which pa-sed to 
the Missouri, Kansas aud Texas 
Railroad Company, to which the 
Atchison, Topeka aud Santa Fe Rail­
road Company has received indem­
nity, iu all 60.180 acres. H 11 intro­
duced a bill to require a Government 
building to be constructed in every 
town and city of the Union in which 
the postmaster draws a salary of 
$1,000 aud over.

Four hundred 
wreaths aud other testimonials of ad­
miration were placed on the rnonu 
ment, tomb and chapel which were 
grandly decorat »d.

They are opp >sed 
to all money-making at iuter-oolle- 
giate contests, aud to the acceptance 
of money or gratuities for services 
from railroads or hotels, and, there­
fore, to all exhibitions o? contests 
which are deliberately plauued so as 
to attract the multitude, and thereby 
iucrease the gate money; in short, 
they believe college sports should be 
conducted as amusements of ama­
teurs aud not a business for the profit 
of players. The treasurer's report 
shows general investments, $4.625,- 
000, giving an income of $248,000.
