fhi « I iTbîcù we regret because of the public interest that baa attached 
to its proceedings. The teachers 
cira plain ot the neglect »hey receive 
from the parents oftbe children corn- 
mined to their charge and of school 
officers alike, and they justly say if 
m re public interest was manifested 
in he schools, they would feel that 
th r l-bors were recognised and ap- 
pr dated, and tbe scholars would be 
simulated to more active exertions. 
One teacher in her eesiy remarked, 
"if a stock-raiser sends his colt to the 
murse-breaker, he is careful to inform 
the latter of the animal’s pedigtee 
and habits, in order that the right 
course of treatment may be applied. 
But tbe same man will send his chil­
dren to school, and show no care 
about the mode of training they re 
ceive.” This is a very striking truth? 
and barely reconcilable with the 
power of parental love.

But the showing made at the Inst! 
tute, whose sessions were certainly 
not neglected by our citizens, giv«s 
gratifying evidence that the public 
indifference complained of has not 
abated tbe zeal and devotion of the 
teachers to their work. The recita 
tions given by the various 
classes were highly credita­
ble to teacher aud scholar; 
and must have been con­
vincing to those parents who wit­
nessed the little folks’ performance 
that tbe work of the educator has 
been honestly performed. Mrs.Gibbs 
(a primary teacner) gave a recitation 
in reading, the juvenile tyros read- 
ng their primer lessons witbfacilitv, 

an«l pointing out the words on tbe 
black-board, as called off by the 
teacner, with gratifying readiness.

Miss Mary Howell, of the Eas’ 
Park street school, put half a score of 
her primary scholars through a 
lesson in number. The Grube 
method was displayed, and these 
dimitiutive students, both on the 
black-board and orally, went 
through all the numerical combi­
nations up to eight with surprising 
facility.

Miss Shaw made as creditable an 
exhibit In reading, with her class 
in tbe third reader, and gave con 
vincing evidence of her thoroughness 
as a teacher. The same may lie said 
of Miss Siebenaler and Miss Hutch­
ins, tbe form«-rof whom gave a reci­
tation in language by her class aud 
tbe latter in grammar. Miss Siebe­
nter carries untiring energy into her 
wmk, and Miss Hutchins belongs to 
a family where tbe teaching faculty 
seems innate ami intentional.

It is urged by some writers that 
tnere is too much routine work done 
iu our public schools at tbe expeuse 
of the moral perceptipns. Bays a 
writer in the North American Re­
view: "Learning- -theac quisition of 
specific facts—is not wisdom, it is 
almost incompatible with wisdom; 
ir deed, unless the miDd be powerful 
euougb not only to fuse its fasts, but 
to vaporiz : them—‘o sublimate them 
into at impalpable atmospheie—they 
will stand in wisdom’s way.” And 
this seems to be. substantially, the 
view of our own teachers, for it was 
noticeable that most of the papers 
read, and tue great« r portion of the 
discussion that ensued, were devoted 
to the «-ubj tt of so fusing the pupils’ 
minds w th their studies that they 
shall be taken up by their apprehen­
sive powers and become assimilated 
as intellectual fibre .

The Institu e Just closed has at­
tracted unusual interest iu our city, ’ 
and it is gratifying to have so expe­
rienced and judicious an educator as 
Territorial Superin endent Hedges, 
who took a part in tbe teachers’ de- 
liberatioi s, bear tbe high testimony 
to tbe value aud efficiency of our 
corps of teachers that he expressed in 
his speech in the Presbyteriau 
Church on Wednesday evening, and 
the Min e r  very heartily congratu 
lates ttce people of Silver Bow oounty 
on having their schools placed in such 
faitnful bands.

Stevens, of Wash­
ington Territory. Tbe Indian girls 
are educited by Sisters, who also 
conduct JiospitaL at Deer Lodge, Mis­
soula, Butte City and Benton. Tüe 
Monitor sends its greeting toRt.

Cincinnati, O., March 28.—Teu 
thousand people gathered in Music 
Hall in response to a call by reputa­
ble citizens to take action on the 
Berner verdict. Many couldn’t get iu 
Strong resolutions were adopted con­
demning the verdict, and a commit­
tee on res-olutious appointed. Upon 
the adjournment the vast crowd 
moved directly to the jail, where 
they attacked the front door. At 
9:40 the riot alarm was sounded, 
summoning the entire police force 
to the jail. Va-t crowds of people 
are gathering in that vicinity. Ber­
ner was removed. Sentence was 
passed this afternoon, and he is now 
on his way to Columbus, but if the 
mob gets In the jail the other mur­
derers will be lvnched. The Police 
upon arriving iu the vicinity of the 
jail commanded the crowd to move, 
and not being obeyed they fired, out 
as no one was hurt it is presumed tbe 
police fired iu the air. It is said that 
tiffs was the intention of the police, 
they being deeply in sympathy with 
the movement in condemning the 
outrageous Berner verdict. A shot 
or two was fired from the jail, but 
the crowd refuses to move. They 
have a good leader, and are still (1 p. 
m ) at work at the jail d .or.

Tbe meeting in Music Hall was 
presided over by Dr. A. C. Kemper, 
who made a conservative speech to­
day from the topic, “The Prevalence 
of Crime Throughout the Whole 
Country.” He then spoke of the 
special prevalence of the crime ot 
murder in this country, aud the ne­
cessity of more certainty in the ad­
ministration of punisdment for 
crimes. His remarks were not in­
tended to awake the mob’s spirits, 
but when the meeting adjourned the 
people, by common impulse, moved 
down to Twelfth street to the jail. 
At 11 p. m. the report from the jail 
is that the crowd has got inside of 
the jail. They broke in­
to a blacksmith shop and 
and took all the tools they could 
find. There is difficulty in getting 
information about the movement, be­
cause the streets all around the court 
house aud jail are jammed.

11 p. pa.—There is a great crowd of 
men inside tbe jail, but they have 
not yet reached the cell-room. They 
are well supplied with too a aud are 
at work ou the door. It was possible 
they would have to go through a 
stone wall, which would be easy. 
There is apparently no resistence to 
mob. No violeuce lias been offered 
to prisoners by the mob, except that 
Adam Maegly, one of the policeman 
iu the patrol wagon, was struck with 
a brick and slightly hurt.

11:30 p. m.—Tue First Regiment 
of Ohio Guards has just entered the 
jail, having matched through the 
first entrance of the court house, 
thence through a tunnel into the 
jail, where the mob is thronging. It 
now remains to be seen whether the 
militia will do anything to frustrate 
the purpose of the. mob. The police 
inside the jail ariested some of the 
first members of the mob that entered 
but this became impracticable and 
tbe police refraiued from using their 
pistols. It now now appears that 
Berner, after being sentenced, was 
disguised aud placed in a buggy with 
Deputy Sheriff Dominick Devatoaud 
driven to Lenwood, where they got 
aboard the Marrow accommodation 
train and went to Loveland to await 
the arrival of Deputy Joe Moses with 
the necessary papers fore mmiital to 
the penitentiary. When ir. became 
known that Berner was ; t Loveland, 
the crowd gathered. When thetraiu 
with Moses aboard «a ne in, and Dc- 
vato and Berner went to board it, 
Ihe crowd made a rush for Berner, 
but he rau through the. car and es­
caped, and is stiff at iai j *.

Midnight. — About thirty s!««»ls 
from muskets were fin d h.r ihe pur­
pose ot scaling the mob. The result 
was that glancing bills struck at 
least four persons, indicting injuries 
which may be latal in one or two 
casts. P*> iceman Mutin and Private 
Cook are the worst hurt, the latter 
being shot in the breast, The vol­
ley seems to have checked tlie move­
ment of the mob, though the crowd 
has not yet dispersed from about the 
jail.

12:30 a. m.—The jail has been fired 
by the mob aud the crowd on the 
streets say they will cut the iiose to 
prevent the fire department from ex 
tin.uisbing it. Tne mob seem to 
think a wholesale holocaust as the 
only means of accomplishing their 
purpose. Fire engines responded to 
the alarm, and after much difficulty 
iu reaching the scene found vhe- 
aUrm false. I t was occasioned by a 
bonfire being built near the jail, and 
as the building is matuiy of stone 
and iron it would Le «difficult to burn 
it down.

3 a. m.—Loud reports from the 
vicinity of the jail indieffe that the 
mob is filing cannon or that barrels 
of coal oil are being exploded, These 
were rolled into the lower part of the 
jail some time ago. The mob bas 
organized and marched up Main 
street just now with fife ami drum. 
The firing still continues and there 
are prospects of a bloody battle.

3:15 a. m.—Firing ot cannon was 
indutged in by the mob and about 
50 leaders, thirsting for revenge. It 
does not appear they have produced 
any eff ct. The police have full con­
trol, and the greater portion of the 
mob is dispersed. It is thought now 
work for the night is over. Joseph 
Stein, a member of the patrol wagon, 
was shot, and is dead.
