THE NATION'S WARDS

Commissioner ' Price says that the
nation expended an average of $7 per
capita to feed and slothe the Indians
during the last year, but admits that
the cost of each soldier is $1,0 0 a
year, and that the chief business of
the soldiers is (0 preserve peace on
the frontier. To feed and clothe the
savages, therelore, costs about $2 000,-
000 a year, and to fight them costs
mapy times that amount. While the
Indian Commissioner thus admits
that the Indians take millions of dol-
lars from the treasury annually, he
recognizes the possibility of raising
them to a condition in which they
will need no pecuniary aid. He
commends tae work ot the Indian
schools, approves the establishment
of Indian courts, with membzrs of
the tribes as officers, and urges
more generous encoursgement
for Indians who are disposed
to become independent through their
own industry. His suggestions
should not be unheeded by Congress-
men, Itis probable that our entire
Indian population can be made selt-
supporting within a quarter of a cen-
tury, ifonly schools are provided for
thcse who are willing to learn, with
suitable rewards for pupils who qual-
ify themselves for some industrial oc-
cupation. A farm of 160 acres of good
land, with implements and stock,
should be given to each Indian who
learns how to manage it, and an
equipment of tools should be offered
as a reward for each Icdian who fits
himself for the work of a mechanie.
It will pay to expend enough now to
make our savages self-_upporting
citizens, rather than to alwaysex-
pend millions of dollars annually for
their support as vagabonds.

A OHANOE FOR MEDIATION.

To-day all the princes of the
Chinese Empire aré to assemble at
Pekin, in response t)a summons to
an imperial audience for a decision
between mediation and war for the
termination of the conflict with
France. A chance still remains,
therefore, for the arbitration of the
matters in dispute, and the desire
will be general throughout the
United States that the authorities at
Washington may take whatever ac-
tion may be deemed expedient to en-
courage the subetitution of arbitra-
tion for war in the affair of France
and China. Sostrong is that desire
that the New York Chamber of
Commerce recently appealea to
President Artbur to do what-
ever he prudently could to
bring about a ble set
tlement beiween the two countries,
and it 18 commonly felt that the re-
lations existing between the United
States and the belligerent powere are
such as to ensure a friendly reception
for whatever suggestions of media-
tion may be made from Washington.
It will be a great triumph for the ad-
vocators of universal peace if the
value of the principle upon which
they base their theories is exhibited
in this case, and there will be com-
mercial as well as political advan-
tages resulting from the mediation of
the dispute of Celestial and Gaul.

He
nrfeg that the harbors of our princi-
pal seaports be made imp: able to
attack by the addition of guns of
heavy caliber and others knowwu to
modern wartare. Past events, he
says, by no means justify the asser-
tions made tbat our cotton and grain
have become 8o neceasary to nations
that they could not engage in war
with us for a short period without in-
terrupting their supplies of theee
articles. It seems to be forgotten
that s descent upon our coast to hold
our unprotected cities under the guns
of a hostiie fleet would consume. but.
few monthe, and in the mieantime
cotton and grain in sufficier t quanti-
ties might be obtaired elsewhere.
The modern sys¢m is to make war
sudden, sharp, and decisive, and to
make the beaten purty pay expenses.
The Board of Engineers for fortifica-
tions has prepared sp approximate.
estimate of the coet of fortification
including armaments of modern
heavy guns and rifled mortars for
Portiand, Boston, New York, Phila-
delphia, Ba'timore, Hampton Roads,
New Orleans and San Francisco, and
acother estimate, likewise, approxi-
mate, for preliminary works, earths
and masonry, without armor, and
machinery and guns to serve as em-
placement for guns, The total exti-
mate, including armaments, is $53.-
488,000. The estimate for emplac.-
ment guns, excluding armors, guns
and machinery, is $10,388,000 These
estimates have been made with care,
and it is believed the fort:fications,
including guns for all harbois on the
coast of sufficient jmportance to
tempt an enemy, can be prepared st
a cost not t» exeeed $60,000,000. The
following estimates required for '85
and 86 are e: For the defense
of Borton harbor, $880,000; New
York harbor, $1,120 000; Philadelphia,
$132,000; Baltimore, $ 32,000, Hamp-
ton Roads, $66,000; San Francisco,
$900,000; modification of exirting
forts and batteries, $300.0:/0; preserva-
tion of fortifications, $175,000; pur-
chase of submarise mines, $300.800;
casements, ete., $200,000; torpedoes,
$60,000.
