They own their own .mill, which is
the oldest silver mill in the Territory.
They work some twenty-five tons of
free-milling ore per day, and get
good results. The Granite Mountain
Mining company, employs some 150
men, and take out iwenty-five to
thirty tons per day. The ore is very
rich, but contains much base metal,
requiring to be smelted. Much of
the ore assays $200 per ton. Works
for this company are now going up.
Although Phillipsburg i@one of the
older mining eamps in the Territory,
it is not yet worked out, and there
are said to be good chances for in-
vestment there. X
