TAKING ALARM.

The Denver Tribune Republican
announces that a S8ilver Convention
will be held in tkat city the 28th of.

The Denver paper says it ‘“has
trequently suggested that the men
who sare interested in the ccinage of
silver shoiild organize to protect their
interests, just as the cattle-men and
sheep-growers of the W.st have
formed 8o icties for the advaucement
and protection of their interests. The
advantages of these organizations are
slready apparent, although the socie-
ties have n in exirtence but a
short time. Both the cattle and
sheep interests have received great
Lienefit from their respective associa-
tions, and there is no reason why the
silver-men should not be benefited
by an orgamzalion of the same
natare.”

Continuing the Zribune: Republi-
can adds: “The prime motive for
the calling of a Silver Convention 1s
to adopt some line of action to eheck-
mate the gold standard men, who
have greatly increased in numbers
and nflnence during the past two
years. We can think of no better
way to do this than to form an asso-
ciation of silver‘producers. It should
be broad enough to take in as mem-
bers the mining men of all the silyer
States and Territories. Of course the
first step would be to forin a State as-
sociation; the others would follow.

A Washington paper says: There
is more work upon the calendars of
Congress than can be done between
pow and March 4, 1f no more bills
are introduced. Among these whicn,
if passed, will take the most money
trom the Treasury are the following:
The Blair Eduestion bill has passed
the Becate. As passed by the Sen-
ate it appropriate $77,000,000. The
pension bills are almost limitless 1n
their demands. A rough estimate
shows that the amouut required to
carry out the provi«ic ns of i1he pen-
sion bills is $150,000,000. Twenty-
five millions more wili be needed to
tulfili the provisions of Senator Wade
Hamptoa's bill to j.ay officera of t e
colonial armies half pay for life,
which was authorized by wvarious
acts of Congress. One hundred bills
are pending which provide for pub-
lic buildings. Most of them will un-
doubredly go through before March
4. The t-tal amount appropriated
by them is $20,000,000.

The B:n l':lnlinay, McGarrahan
and a troop of private claims, which
appear annually and coet the Govern-
ment thousands ef doll.rs for print-
ing and paper. call for §34,000,000,
while $24,000,000 will be needed to
reimburse the States for eclaims
against the Federul Government for
moneys expended during the revolu-
tionary and Indian wars, and the
war of the rebellion. An estimate
of ;he amount required to equalize
bounties Is $!00 000,000. Oue miilion
will be needed to establish new sol>
diers’ homes in Kaunsas, Michgan
and otber States.

The Wemjple-bill asking $10,000,000
for the permanent improvement of
the Erie Canal, together with the

is asked to appropriate, aside from
the regular appropriation bills.
