W a sh in g to n  Bee. 17—Oscar Ham- 
merstem, theNew York editor of the 
United States Tobacco Journal, had 
an Interview yesterday with Minister 
Foster, and Senator Miller, Cole, 
chairman of the foreign relations 
committee in regard to the pending 
Spanish treaty. Hammerstein set 
forth that there, was very strong 
objectionl to the tobacco 
clauses ill tbe treaty 
as it was now worded, but he sug­
gested that these obfections might be 
removed, it it were provided that the 
duty on tobacco fillers etc., grown in 
Cuba, shall be wholly abolished and 
the present duty on cigars reduced 
one-half. In reply he was assured 
by Seuator Mi Her, and Minister 
Foster, that if the tobacco and oigar 
trade will agree upon this, or a»y 
other proposition to harmonize tbe 
conflicting Interests, that there is 
every reason to believe a duty 
authorized as an expressed wish of 
the trade, it would have great weight 
when the treaty reaches the point of 
consideration for a possible amend­
ment by tbe senate.

W ash ingto n , Dec. 17.—A motion, 
to reconsider was tabled, Crisp offer­
ed an amendment, providing that* 
nothing in this act shall be «o con­
strued as to prevent any railroad 
company from providing separate 
accomodations for white and colored 
persons. Brechen ridge offered as a 
substitute for Crisp’s amendment, an 
amendment, a lively discussion, par­
taking of a political character ensued, 
Reed, of Maine, being especially 
prominent. In the course of the de­
bate Henley said tbe amendment of 
the gentleman from Noitb Carolina 
has been brought in for the purpose 
of defeating a measure intended to 
relieve th« people from the aggression 
and exactions of railroad companies 
He appealed to the friends of the 
people, not to be led aside by such a 
proposition Brumm asked Henley, 
what was his objec ion to having the 
amendment on the bill. Healey 
said, “ because it creates enmity to 
the bill,” Brumm said, “ enmity 
comes from your color line,’' Heuley 
said, “ have you or your side favored 
tbe bill.” Brumm, “ I  have a great 
many on my side and if you are 
honest, you will not kill every bill, 
simply because there may be 
color line in it.” Breckenridge’s 
amendment was then adopted as 
a substitute for Crisp’s amend 
ment. Yeas, 138; uays, 127; and 
Crisp’s ameudmeut as so amended 
agreed to, yeas. 137 ; nays, 131. Mills 
offered an amendment prohibiting 
any railroad company from charging 
to, or receiving from any person who 
is to be conveyed from one State or 
Territory to another any sum ex­
ceeding three cents per mile for dis­
tance to be travelled. Tbe amend­
ment was adopted, yeas, 139; nays, 
121.

Goff moved to amend by an addi­
tion to a provision adopted on motion 
of Breckenridge, tbe words “ provided 
that no discrimination is made cn 
account of race or color.” Agreed to; 
yeas 141, nays 103. Goff moved to 
reconsider and lay on table, pend­
ing which, Regan moved to ad­
journ, pending which the speaker 
laid before tbe house a communica­
tion from the Attorney General in 
reply to a resolution asking his opin­
ion whether the eight hour law ap­
plies to letter carriers. Referred.

The Attorney General says: “I 
cannot furnish tbe legal opinion re­
quired. The authority of the At­
torney General to give his official 
opinion is limited *•. laws, which 
create and define his office and will 
not permit him to give advice at the 
call of either house of congress or 
congress itself, but only to the Presi­
dent and heads of the executive 
department. At an early period 
m the government this was 
established aud suggested to 
the house by Attorney General 
Wirt, when the department of jus­
tice was created.

He invoked tbe Divine 
blessing upon the officers, directors 
and managers ot the Exposition.

We pray that past feeling 
of sectional discord may disappear 
and the south, north, east and west 
may become the four parts of a great 
national harmony, may it be tbe 
unification of North and South 
America.”

Dr. Talmage then invoked the 
blessing of God on the manufactur­
ing, industrial, educational and re- 
iormatory institutions of the world.

was not for him to say the customer 
wanted something else. The officers 
of the United States ware seeking to 
strike down silver, while we were 
producing forty per oent of the 
world’s supply of that metal. Beck 
wanted some administration that 
would say to tbe silver countries we 
would stand by them. We could 
wait sixty days, thank God, until 
the enemies of silver bills had disap­
peared from tbe other end ot the 
Capital, before letting the world 
kaow that we proposed in good faith 
to maintain silver currency in our 
country aud pay oqr bonds accord­
ing to our obligations. Beck char­
acterized as “simply impudent” the 
recent statement of the comptroller 
of currency, that the silver coinage 
law “ was unworthy of this g.eat na­
tion.” No officer of tbe government 
has the right to make.such statement 
to the legislature of the nation. 
Sherman denied that any offle r of 
the United States had made any 
attempt to strike down silver or 
to discriminate against it.

From 1862, when the law referred 
to, was passed, there was no silver 
dollar in circulation that could be ap­
plied to the payment of customs or 
dues. Consequently no discrimina­
tion has been made against it. The 
statute spoke of coin, but there being 
in existence no coin except gold, and 
ihat was received and paid out. 
The e was no iaw to require discrim­
ination against gold nor to compel 
tbe payment uf silver, and the United 
States Government had paid to its 
creditors the kind of money they pre­
fer red, not as a matter of conven 
ience, but according to the custom of 
banks and monied institutions gen­
erally. Sberman defended the 
Comptroller of the Currency. He 
has, he said, expressed bis views like 
a man. Much demagogueism is be­
ing thrown around the silver ques­
tion, but tbe real question was 
whether the United Stales could 
arrest the march of time 
and turn the deal backward 
in the attempt to make gold aud sil­
ver of equal value. I t could not be 
done. The question for the United 
States to c insider, was, whether we 
should goon piling up these silver 
dollars in our treasury as idle money, 
or suspend it for a time, while con­
sidering, in connection with other 
uations, tbe mu'ual relationships o> 
gold and silver. Within a few months, 
he would admit, a new administra­
tion would come into power, and he 
commended tbis question to it. If  
tbe newspaper accounts were true, 
his honorable friend from Delaware 
[Bavard,] was to be Secretary of the 
treasury to that administration. If 

so, he would have this question to 
solve, and if he could solve it, he 
[Sbermau] would follow him with 
pleasure. He did uot anticipate that 
his Democratic frieud would fiud less 
difficulty in solving the quratiou 
than others had found, and he be­
lieved that the ne <v administration 
would have to solve it in jusjt the 
same wav that the Republicans 
would have had to solve it, if the Re­
publican administration weie again 
coming into power.

gentleman’s election to the senate 
several years ago, which proved a lie 
from beginning to end. Ayers con­
tinued, “ a great many people from 
Kansas come here, and want to 
know where that liar Barker is. The 
papers have denounced him as the 
greatest universal and mastodonic 
liar of the age. What do you 
think of me?” Mr, Ayers asked of 
Barker, “ I  think you are tbe grand­
est liar of the age,” Ex-GoVernor 
Crawford of Kansas, said that for ten 
years past he bad always spoken of 
him in unfavorable terms, aud be con­
sidered his reputation for truth, ver­
acity, honesty ana integrity to be 
bad, and he would not believe him 
under oath. Barker produced a letter 
written by ex-Governor Crawford to 
the Secretary of the Interior, in which 
he states that the said Barker was an 
applicant for Pension Examiner and 
tnat he was a good lawyer and he 
thought he would do the work satis 
fdctoriiy. “Why did you write that 
letter if you knew my reputation to 
be bad ?” asked Barker. “I  said in 
that letter that you were a good law­
yer. I did not say you had a good 
reputation. I  wrote tbe letter at 
your own pleading, and because of 
your family, and because I thought 
you were trying to reform and be­
come an honest man, instead of a 
thief.’’ “Do you know me to be a 
thief?” “ You know your reputation 
in Kansas, One man said you ought 
to be in prison.’?- Irving, a messen­
ger in tbe House of Representatives, 
said one of the prominent Kansas 
members had pronouuced Barker to 
be “one of tbe d—dest rascals out of 
jail.” V. Unes* testified that Barker’s 
reputation was bad.

Proceedings In the Reichstag.

B er lin , Dec. 15 .--A motion was 
carried in tne Reichstag to-day in­
creasing the salaries of two officials 
in tbe chancellery. A motion also 
made to create a second directorship 
in the ministry of foreign affaiis met 
with opposition. In the course uf 
debate Bismarck spoke in justifica­
tion of its passage. He reminded the 
bouse that be wa-> compelled in 1877 
to ask to be relieved of bis functions 
because of overwork and ill health. 
He said he would only be able to con­
tinue in office by tbe law providing 
him with substitutes. If  tbe house 
refused to grant tbe means with 
which to provide a substitute with a 
suitable compensation, he muBt de­
cline to be responsible for the toreign 
policy. When he declared on his 
oath that the new post was necessary, 
the refusal of the house to establish 
it was a virtual declaration that be 
was either ignorant or incapable. 
After I have sacrificed my health and 
st l ength, he said, in the service of the 
emperor and of fatherland, do not re­
fuse me what is necessary to the best 
interests of the service.

Bismarck, continuing bis speech, 
severely rebuked the house for seek­
ing to prevent him in the continu­
ance of his policy. He said the 
threatened action of the house would 
make mobilization unnecessary, even 
after millions have been spent there- 
oD. He gave bis official assurance 
that bis present staff is inadequate, 
adding that a refusal to comply 
with bis request would only embitter 
his life.

Volimar insinuated that official 
oaths were worthless as had already 
been proved in law court?. Tbis 
statement excited great uproar and 
calls for order were made.

Bismarck protes ed against such 
treatment and claimed he should be 
treated with the decency prevailing 
in educated society.

A motion to create a second direc­
torate was theu put to a vote and 
lost.

A W oman W ith Blood ln  Her Eye.

H unters Point, L. I. Dee. 16.—A 
report from Rockville Centre, says 
Mrs. Sallie Sprague, shot dead, a 
tramp °r burglar, who entered her 
house last night and Remanded 
money and threatened her. The 
story is, when the man demanded 
her money, she went to the bureau 
aud got her pocket book in one hand 
and a revolver in the other. While 
handing him the money she shot 
him. ________

The Paris Figaro announces that 
Minister Morton resigned because of 
the election of Cleveland. Morton 
denies the story.

A Terrible Causality.

Poughkeepsie, N. Y., Dec. 16 — 
The Atlantic express bound south on 
the West Shore road crashed into 
some rocks halt a mile north of tbe 
Highlands and opposite this city, at 
fiye o’clock this morning. The train 
was composed of an engine, bag­
gage car, smoker, two day coaches 
and four sleepers. One sleeper, two 
day coaches., the baggage car and 
smoker were burned. James Gor­
man, the fireman, had his right leg 
broken, aad two passengers in the 
smoker were badly injured. The rest 
escaped with slight bruises. Both 
tracks are obstructed and trains de- 
laved.

H u e s ’)  Charges.

W ashington , Dec. 15.—General 
Hazen. chief signal officer, has pre­
ferred charges against Lieutenant 
Garlington tor disobedience of orders 
and neglect of duty in connection 
with his command of the Proteus ex­
pedition for the relief of Greely. Tbe 
charges were sent to the secretary of 
war over a week ago, with a letter 
asking an order for a court for tbeir 
trial, but no action has yet been 
taken by Mr. Lincoln, nor has he 
yet decided whether he will order a 
court or not. Lieutenant Garlington 
arrived here to-night. On his arrival 
he said he was not aware of any 
charges having been preferred against 
him.

Representative Randall, chairman 
of the appropriations committee of 
the house, has received a letter from 
William Kerr, who was one of the 
Counsel in the star route cases, with 
reference to the proposition before 
Congress to appropriate a sum of 
money to pay the charges awarded 
by the court to Haller Kilbourne,m 
bis suit against John G. Thompson, 
ex-sergeant-at-arms of tbe house, for 
illegal imprisonment on order of tbe 
bouse, It is said that in tbis letter 
Kerr asserts that in each of the three 
trials of this case the juries were 
“ fixed.” Mr. Randall refuses to 
make public tbs content" of this 
letter or what disposition he has 
made of it.

General Sherman's Statement.

St. Louis, Dec. 15—Gen. Sherman 
to-day in a little chat about Senator 
Vance’s card, published in Washing­
ton yesterday, said lie bad not used 
Senator Vance’s name in connection 
with tbe Jeff Davis matter, that 
Vance was in no way connected with 
the case, and that the coupling of his 
name with it was done by the press, 
which has uuduly magnified tbe 
matter. He then reiterated the 
statement made in' his dispatches a 
few days ago, that when he gets ready 
be wili make a statement through 
the war department, but not until 
the present newspaper agitation has 
quieted. The general will leave for 
the east in a few days to attend a 
meeting of theNew England Society 
in Brooklyn, Dec. 22, and again in 
New York on the t-ame day. lie  
will then goto Washington to audit 
the accounts of Smithsonian in­
stitute.

Coal Miners on a Strike.

P ittsburg , Dec. 16.—A general 
suspension of the operations of all 
the coal mines along the Monunga- 
hela and Yougblogheny rivers is 
probable hext Monday, and the oper­
ators are equally positive in the dec­
laration that they will not pay the 
extra half cent. They threateu to 
shut d<>wu the mines indefinitely if 
the miners insist upon having an ad­
vance. About 4,000 men are em­
ployed in these mines.

This 
wint r the price of Rock Springs 
is 211- 50, and that of Almy $9.50. 
Last winter one team was sufficient 
to do the delivering ef all coal used 
b3T private parties. Commencing 
Dec. 1st, four teams have been con­
stantly engaged delivering coal. 
Compared with wood, now, at the 
present prices, coal is much the 
cheapest fuel, as one ton of coal will 
outlast two cords of wood.

Bogus Gold.

The First Baptist Church.

It may prove of general interest to 
chronicle the fact that the Philadel­
phia mint reports two attempts lately 
to palm off snurious bullion. An an­
alysis revealed an ingenious device 
tor the deception of parties dealing iu 
gold bullion. The grains were found 
to be neither more nor less than steel 
fillings, and to give them the appear­
ance of grains of the precious metal, 
they were covered with flue gold, 
which was made to adhere by the use 
of a composition of turpentine. I t 
was ascertained the gold on the bogus 
grains amounted in vaine to about 21 
on each ounce. It is believed some 
one or more i ersons are engaged ia 
tbe manufacture of bogus gold and 
disposing of it to gold dealers in the 
western country.
