Butte City, which is situated on
the west side of the main dividing
range of the Rockies, near the head-
waters of Clark’s Fork of the Colum-
bia, is the largest city in the Territory
and the most important mining camp
in the world, with a fluctuating pop-
ulation of 10,000 inbabitants, -Here
all is life, all excitement, all activity,
sll expec’ation. Of the thiousundg of
men who a few years came
hither, braving the inclemency of the
rigid ¢>ld, the dangers of a long and
weary trip ever frightful mountains,
the deprivations always connected
with a miner's life, some have suc-
ceeded in obtaining the object and
aim of their feverish ambiiion the
“aurl sacra fames,' the accursed
hank¢ring after gold, as the ).oet calls
it; others, lees fortunate, are still
stunding at the foot of the scale’lead-
ing to wealth, dreaming nightly ot

It contains
eight quariz mills with a cryshing
capacity of 328 tons per day, four
smelters with a combined daily ca--
pacity of over 500 tons, and four con-
cenirators with 600 tons capacity. In

OUR HELENA LETTER.

Forbis and Potts Have a Fight Over
the Gambling Bill.

Forbis Scores a Point in Favor of the
Poor Sons of Teil Who Can’t
Bay Petticoats.

HELENA, Feb. 4, 1885,

The most interesting event of the
scssion was the discussion over
Forbis' bill to suppress gambling, in
the House this afternoon. A large
audience, including many ladies, was
present. Isend as fall a report as
the space allowed me will permit :

At 2:15 the House went into com-
mittee of the whole, with Robiason,
of Gallatin, in the chair. . ’

Fisk asked that the bill be read at
length.

After the reading of the bill, Wills
moved that when the committe rise,
it report the bill to the House, with
the recommendation that it do pass.

Seligman—I desire tu offer the fol}
lowing substitute:

As the chairman seemed to find the
substitute difficuit reading, Callaway
suggested that it should he read by
the gentleman offering it,

Forbis—I think he Is the only gen-
tleman In the House who can read It.

Mr Seligman then read his substi-
tute, which provided for a high
license, and that all rooms for games
must be on the second floor, and at
least ten feet above the stie.t, and
prohibited percentage games.
Fisk—I move that thesubstitute be
laid cn the table.

Forbis—I can see only one object
in the substitute, snd that is to show
the gentleman’s knowledge of these
games.

Seligman—1I got ‘all my  in‘orma-
tion from the gentleman fro m Silver
Bow.

On the motion to lay the substitute
on the table, all voted in the affirma-
tive.

The original bill was then read by
sections.

Callaway—I move the adoption of
8:ction 1 as read.

Potts—This bill appears to be a
new departure in Montana legisla-
tion, and I should like very much to
hear from the author of the bill some
reasons why tnis d parture should
take place av this time, So far as I
am concerned, there has been no
complaint made to me by my con-
stituents that they have lost any
money by any game, and my atten-
tion has not been called to it by any
of them, and I thould like to hear
from the gentleman, why such a bill
should beccme a law. Heretofore
these game3s have not Lteen prohib-
ited by law, but have been the sub-
Jject of revenue, and it is very neces-
sary, before we pass a law of this
kind, to know the necessity of it,and
to cousider whether we can safely
dispeuse with the revenue that arises
from them at this time.

C Forbis—Ijthink I might loquire
very properly of the gentteman for
some reason why this bill should not
become u law. If there is any ques-
tion as to whether this isa good or a
bad step for this legislature, I think

that there oughbt really to
be some cbjeetion shown
why it sheuld not be blaced

on our statute books, not an inquiry
as to why we should put suci an act
as this among the laws of Montana.
It is so self-evident, not as a relig-
\ious measure, but as a moral measure,
that I am surprised at the gentle-
man’s question,
The gentleman says he has not
heard any complaints from his con-
stituents. If the gentleman will go
to the desk of the clerk and look at
the numerous petitions that are lying
there, he will tind that there is one
from his good wite, asking that the
mesasure be adopted. [Laughter and
applausz.] Idon’t know who the
gentleman’s constituents are. Possi-
bly she is not one of them. But it
seems to me, if there were no other
reason for the passage of this act, if I
had a wife—1 have not, I am sorry
say—and she thould petition me to
east my vote for whatI must know,
what every man who has been
raised in a civilized land must know,
is a measure of public necessity, I
would not ask for some reason why a
bill of this character should be en-
acted.
Is theraapy guestion asto whether
this is right or wrong ? Is there any
question as to whether this 13 a mor-
al or immoral measure. I daresay
that the gentleman has not a friend
in the world he would like to see a
gambler, & friend whom he would
advise that there was rcom yet at
the top in this profession.
Tails measure is one that appeals to
the heart and sentiment and brain
of Moutana Territory. I feel that
every member of this house, who
votes for this bill, votes to protect
the homes of wives and of children
and of families 1n this Territory. He
o‘es upon this as 8 measure that
comes not of prejudice, but as a
measures that is full of good senseand
judgment, and I believe that the
members of this floor who support
this measure, support the sovereign-
ty of Montanain its bes! character,
Bat the gentleman asks, is It rea-
sonable that we should take away
the revenues of the Territory ? Is it
reasonable to believe that such alaw
can h2 enforced? Those are the only
two objection which have been sug-
gested or which can be presented
here. I must say 1 do not like to see
a gentleman on this flcor show what
character of political economy reigns
in Montans. Why should we stop
for a moment to consider as to
whether it brings us revenue or not ?
Do we come here to impoverish the
people? 18 that our object ?  Let the

gentleman go a 8 farther. Are
we able to draw the line? If it is
wrong at all, it\s only a matter of
dezree between thatand murder. If

Letus fi'l up these blanke,
LWho bids for murder? How much
for arson? How much for any erime?
~Let not the reperters’ motes bere
show that the proposition has come
from Montuna’s Legislature and
Montana’s statesmen to license
crime. I say thatitis a disgrace to
any Territory and to any State. It
is a disgrace to Montana to] have
upon her statute books a lJaw which
says it is lawful to gamble—to accept
a bribe ani say, *‘For this you may
carry on a crime, simply that we may
fill our cofters!”” The idea of saying
that the people sta’l be drained in
this way, and that the laboring
classes must contribute their money
through the gambling rooms of the
Territory to support the Territory !

I say that it is a disgrace to the
Territory cf Montana forany eitizea
of it to stand up and say, “We need
to prostitute ourselves in order that
we may live upon our shame.”

But where does all this revenue
come from? Does Lhe gentleman
say for a moment that the gamblers
produce it? They might live for
centuries, and yet never would pre-
duce one dollar. They would not be
werth a ceut to all the world in all
the ages that might come. They do
uot produce. They simply drain
from the poorer classes of the Terri-
tory their hard-earned money and
then turn over a part to the Terri-
tory, and this is what the gentleman
says we must recognize and enenur-
age in order that Montaua may ad-
mimster her government!

There is another objestion, and
that is that it cannut be enforced. I
degire te say in the name of Montana
that it Is not true. She can enforce
any law that any people on the face
of the globe can enforce. The Terri-
tory of Montana is as far advanced
as any people on the faceof the eartb,
and the people of this Territory can
and will enforce this law to its letter,
and they will compel these parties
to desist from this business which
has almost ruined the reputation of
Montana. .

The gentleman is wiiling and anx-
ious to mee citizens flock hereof a
good moral character, and yet he
would have the people of otherstates
believe that we cannot enforce a law
that i» wanifestly just. The people
of Montana can enforce it. The
moral sentiment is with it, as is
shown by the numerous petitions
that have eome up here from all over
the Territory.

I received a letter this morning
from & man in Butte that I believe
nearly every one in sound of my
voice is acquainted wita.

that revenue to the Territory. The
miners who gamble—all the revenu:
to gamblers come from laboring men-
—lose the money they should spend
for the comfort of their families and
homes. I know of women and chil-
dren in Butte who have suffered.
from sickness and cold because they
have not sufficient underclothing,
the husband and father losing his
money every month trying to. get
even. Now tell him to Iintroduce a
bill to tax the undershirts and petti-
coats that are worn by all females
over five years of age, and he may
derive the same revcnue and fiom
exactly the same source and at the
same time cause the tax for that rev-
enue to bemore equally distributed.”
There is some truth when we come
to think sbout it in the suggestion. -

1don’t care how much men gam-

object to 18 that these gambling dens,
such as exist in Helena and particu-
larly in Butte, rob not only the men
who go there, but their families also.
I know that it will close these dens
and allow the laboring claased to pay
their debts and suport: their families,
and when it has done that it has
done an incaleulable gocd.

Governor Potts in reply said: The
gentleman from Silver Bow is very
sensitive upon the question, unduly
so,I think. When a pertinent in-
quiry was mude for a reason for the
change in the law, it certainly would
have been courteous for him to have
replied to it without assuming what
a member was going to do on this
ficor.

The fact that the Terrltory has de-
rived between sixty and seventy
thousand dollars per annum as a tax
from this practice, certainly made it
proper that this House should know
the reason of the change.

'fhe gentleman in discussing his
bill, it appears to me, has given away
the whole question. He denounces
the practice of gambling asa crime
against everything, yet he says he
does not care how much the wealthy
gamble. ;
but he proposes to keep the laboring
classes from gambling, I am not
on this floor fer the purpose of allow-
ing the rich to gamble and the poor
to be punished for gambling, and if
it appears to® ke necessary to pass a
bill to piohibit gambling, T insiat
that all gambling, rich or poor, high
or low, shall be prohibited. [Ap-
plause.]

Col. Callaway then made an elo-
quent speech in favor of the bill, but
his remarks were too long for publi-
cition and no synopsis would do
them justice.

The motion to recommend the first
gsection as read passed by a unani-
mous vote.

Forbis then moved that the com-
mittee recommend that the whole
bill puass as read.

Potts offered an amendment so as
to include betting on horse racing
and on elections; and said tnat
commen gambling was decent and
respectable comparcd with the jobs
put up on tke race course. He said
taat he knew something about it, for
ne had run hors2s on the race course
and been beaten, and nad found out
since how it was dope. But the
amendment was defeated and Forbis’
. motion to report in favor of the whole
bill as read, was carried.

 CHIEF ENGINEER’S REPORT.

He Justly Compliments the Brigade
Upon Efficient Service.

He Suggests Changes In the Matter
of Officers and Asks for
More Hydrants,

——

At the regu'ar yearly meeting Mr.
McMurphy is again unanimously
chosen to fill the position of Chief
Engineer.

BUTTE C11Y, M. T, Feb. 4. 1885.
To the shembers of the- Butte Fire

Brigade : y

GENTLEMEN: I herewith submit
my second annuval report as Chief
Engineer of the Butte Fire Brigade
No. 1, for the year ending February
4,1885:

In this, my second report, I shall
respectfully submit suggestions and
recommendations for such action as
Is in my ovinion necessary to further
increase the facilities for fighting fire
In the outer limits of the city.

The apparatus belonging to this de-
partment is all in first-class order,
and has at all times received close
attention. 2
"During the year our department
has responded to thirteen slarms,
and at all times have the fires been
confined strictly to the buildings 1n
which they have originated. Our
members have generally responded
to the calls, and have maafully stood
at their post of duty.

It affords me much pleasure to say
to you, gentlemen, that at last we
have good comfortable quarters in
which to place our apparatus, the
city government having provided
this room as a general hose house for
the use of all. The hose carts of this
brigade are at present distributed as
follows : Jumper No. 1, in alley in
rear of Hamilton’s lodging house, to
be run out on Utah street. '

Jumper No. 2, at Payilion on West
Granite,

Carriage No. 3 will at all timés ve
in this room, and at all times after
active service the jumpers will be
gept in this room for drying and
cleaning the hose and for such repairs
&S are necessary.

On August 30th, 1884, I issued an
order dividing our brigade into three
separate companies, with the appa-
ratus located as stated, and com-
manded a3 follows : Jumper No. 1,
Foreman, Siinon Hauswirth, Jumper
No. 2, Captain, C. 8.Kuowles, Car-
riage No. 8, Captain, Wm. Newman.
Since Mr. Newman has lefi the town,
I nave placed Carriage No. 3 under
the direction of Captain A. B. Gracs,
and I would recommend, f.r the
coming year, that, instead of electing
three sets of offi :ers, that you will
elect one Foreman, one Assistant
Foreman and one Second Assisiant
Foreman, one Secretary and one
Tceasurer, designating your Assist-
sat foremen and Captains of certain
carts or jumpers relative to location,
and all to be under the direction of
the foreman in time of service., I
would farther suggest that efforts he
used by the Kire Department to se-
cure, through the City Government,
the placing of four more bydrants as
follows: One on the corner of Wyec-
ming and Broadway, one dn the cor-
ner of Wyoming and Park, andone
on the corner of Montana and Siiver
streets, and oneon the corner of Main
and Silver streets. These hydrants
are an absolute necessicy, as the in-
cr- ase of our population, ahd the ex-
tention of the settled or built up por-
tion of the city, render -additional
protection absolutely essential. This
is particularly so as to the east and
south ends ot the city. Either these
hydrants must be placed in the near
future, or one thousand téet of hose
must be added to our app#ratus. As
these portions of our city have in-
creased very rapidly during the past
y ar, and many buildingr have been
‘erected to the (x.reme boundary
thereof.

The 1 s3es by fire fir the past year
have be«n $34,000, the bulk of which
was occasioned by the burning of
Boyce’s planing mill, just teyond
the city limits. I here append a list
of fires for the year, showing their
location, date, building, by whom oc-
cupied, by whom owned, cause of
fire, and approximated loss. I have
not attempted to compile the insar-
ance, as it was not essential!, and not
at all times obtainable. At all the
fires stated, both departments have
performed service, and have worked
together harmoniously:
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_\IIF and is now being extended te

Daring the pest yeir our Brigade
has loet one of its most useful mem-
bers through the death of John
Hauswirth, who died Dee. 27th, 2884,
of congestion of the brain. He was
among the first who organized the
Brigade in November, 1876, and was
one of our most active members,
always at his post, ever ready to per-
form his work. In his death we have
lost an efficient and useful member,
our community a good ecitizen snd
ms family a kind and indulgent
husband and father. He is the first
member taken from our ranks by
deatb since our organization.
Gentlemen, in conelusion, I most
respectfully tender my acknowledg-
ment fcr the cordial encouragement
I bave received from you, in my
efforts to maintain and increase the
effiiceney of this branch of the Butte
Fire Department. I also take this
opportunity of expres ing the re-
newed obllfatlons under which I
have been placed by the valuable co-
operation of the different attaches of
toe department.

I cannot close without returning
thanks to the press of the city for the
many kind notices extended to us
during the year, and I can say they
have beep fully appreciated by eve
officer anfl member of thedepartment.
Thanking you f.r the honor con-
teried upon me, by twice electing
me to this porition, and promising
you my hearty support in whatever
position I may be placed by you in
the future,

' OUR HELENA LETTER.
Committee of the Whole Report on
the Forbis BilL.

Saturday, the 21st Day of February,
_Fixed for the Final Adjourn-
wment of the Assembly.

HELENA, M. T., Feb. 5, 1885.
The gambling bill came up again,
wken the chairman of the committee
of the whole reported the bill back
to the House with the recommenda-
tion that it do pass.

Baldwip, who returned from Butte
last evening, took a leading part in
the discussion of the bill to-day.
When the report of the committee
was presented. Baldwin questioned
the constitutionality of the bill and
argued that sections 8 and 4 were in
conflict with the organic act of the
Territory, and moved that the bill be
recommitted to the judiciary com-
mittee for amendnent.

Forbis and Tingle replied, and
upon a call of the yeas and nays, the
motion was lost--ayes 5, nays 18.
Baldwin then moved that the bill
be referred to a select committee to
examine into its constitutionality,
and report next Saturday meorning.
Motion lost.

Baldwin moved that the considera-
tion of the report of the committee of
the whole be postponed until Satur-
day morning. Motion lost.

The report of the committee of the
whole was ihen adopted — ayes 18,
nays 2.

Potts offered an amendment simi-
lar to the amendment he proposed
yesterday, prohibiting Dbetting on
any horse race or election, under pen-
alty of a fine of not more than.$100
or imptisonment of not less than ten
days nor more than six menths.

The amendment was defeated, ayes
8, nays 15. =
