The 1ncrease Was been
from $438,000 to $1,163,000, The lar
ger share of these revenues goes to
the counties, augments their incomes,
and measurably lightens the general
taxation. When the law shall have
been perfected by one or two amend-
ments, its yield of revenue from
hcenses will prorably be increased to
$1,500,000 a year.

CHEAP COPPER.

Copper has become a cheap urticle,
the present price being about 13 cents
a pound. Theold price, a few years
ago, was eighteen to twenty cents,
and during the war it went upto
fifty cenis, Curiously enough as the
price of copper has gone down, the
uses for it have increased, and hun-
dreds of things are now made of cop-
per that were formerly made of
cheaper metals, or not made at all,
In the East copper is now used in
the manufacture of urns, tumbler
warmers, cuspidores, jewelry boxes,
trass mats, umbrella stands, hat
racks, stovepipe collars, stove legs
and stove platforms. There are now
also seen copper bath tubs, basius,
closet pane, boilers, pipes and copper
walls for water tanks. Copper and
brass wire is now used in hundreds
of articles where iron wire alone was
formerly seen. Next we shall see
copper used as roofingon all first-
class buildings.

PENITENTIARY - DEATH RATE.

The Idaho penitentiary contains
63 prisoners, the terms of sen'ence
rauging from four months.to life.
The average numbsr In the Montana
“Pen” at'Deer Lodge Is 115, whose
sentences also range from short per-
iods to life—perhaps none under a
year. It is not stated what the an-
nual death rate Is in our nei ;hboring
Territorial prison, but we venture
the assertion that it Is far above that
of Montana's,. We might go far-
ther and say that for the number of
prisoners confined, no penitentiary
in the United States can come any-
thing like equalling the penitentiary
of Montana on the low death rate
record. We havye it from Dr. Glass,
the prison physician at Deer Lodge,
that for the the three years past he
has only lost three—less than one per
cent. Dr. Cole, who some time since
was sent from Helena to inquire into
the sanitary affairs of the prison,
stated that statistics show the aver-
age death rate of prisoners through-
out the United States to be four per
cent., while that of the penitentiary
at Deer Lodge was less than one per
cent. This is a remarkably good
showing, and speaks volumes far the
pbysician in charge aa well as the

management.

That
the measure is in every sensea just
and laudable one connot be success-
fully contradicted. n— The practice
of gambling is a blight
upon any community, and to tolerate
it is to shut our eyes to one of the
greatest curses known to civilization.
Were it & fact that the pernicious
practice effected only those who in-
dulged . in it, it would not appear so
intolerable; but when the youth of
the land is being daily led astray by
the enticing games of chance; when
mothers and children in inumerable
instances are made to suffer the
pangs of hunger in consequence of
the weakness of the head of the
housebo d, & rightecous judgment
would say, remove the inducement
leading to the cause. Hundreds of
honestly dispcsed young m n start
out in the world fu!l of hoge, only to
be inveigled into these dens of vic
and stripped of their all. The fl:sh
being weak, they acquire the habit
ot gambling through a desire to ‘‘get
even,” which lasts them through Jife.
Thus it is that these holes of iniquity
are nightly crowded with a feverish,
sensitive class of people. Even will
the daily laberer, when h:s day's
work 18 done, hasten to the gambliog
table to try his chances. Year in and
year out he pursues this course till
time brings him to a realization of
his folly when only to late. His sub-
stance bas been squandered, valuable
time frittered away, and at iast the
wreck of manhood is all to be seen of
what otherwise should be an orna-
ment t) soclety. Their flimsy argu
ments are that to stop gambling
would be the means of crippling the
revenue of the towns and counties,
and as a conscqience property taxa-
tion would necessarily have to be in-
creased ; that the many building oc-
cupied by the “{raternity’’ would lie
empty to thegreat detriment of those
who put their al! 1nto them and
who are compellcd to bear their

proportion of taxes to carry
on the town and county gov-
ernments. All this and more

they put forth as arguments in favor
of gambling. But it is the sheercst
nonsénse and only prated to frighten
tax payers into aiding them in the
attempt to thwart a project, the just-
ness of which cannot be denied. if
our towns and counties are to be sup-
ported an1 kept up at the expense of
the tears of mothers, the cries of
children, and the degradation of
youth, for heaven sake let them be
buried in oblivion. The bill pend-
ing before the Legislature, while net
80 sweeping in its nature as some of
the more raidical would like, is a
long stride in the right direction, and
should become a law.

This was a gala day for the House,
the attraction being the consideration
of Forbis’ anti-gambliog bill in Com-
mittee of the Whole. The hall was
crowded to repletion. The Council
members, & large number of Iadies,
and representatives of the press, were
present. The'lobby was crowded by
interested- listtners. = The MINER’S
regular correspondeat will furnish
an extended synopsis of the debates.
After thedisposal of the bill by the
Committee, recommending that it
pass the House, the impression was
lef¢ upom the minds of many tbat the
measure was directed not 80 much
against the epirit of gambling as
against a certain class of gamblers.
The action of the House, by a vote of
9 to 12, in defeating Mr. Potts’
amendment, which prohibited bet-
ting on horse races, elections, and all
otker gambling not named in Forbis’
bill, strepgthened the impression.
Governor Potts took the grcund that
it gambling at curds was wiong, it
was equally as wrong to gamble in
other ways. He contended that If
the Legislature desired tastrikedown
gambling it should, while it is about
it, extirpate It root and branch, and
not leave even its shadow upon the
land.

In the eourse of his speech in favor
of his bill, Mr. Forbis contende] that
gambling wasa crime only oae de-
gree from murder or robbery, and
tnat the time has now arrived when
the moral sentiment of the Territory
should assert itself and banish the
demoralizing practice from our midst.
With much earnestness, forcible res-
soning and eloquence, the gentleman

maintiinea his proposition, but
his irconsistency was apparent
in his ceclaration that he

had no objection to wealtby men
and those who could afford to lose
their money to gamble, leaving the
inference 1o be drawn that gambling
was criminal only when indulged in
by poor men. But Governor Potts
couldn’t see it in that light. He
maintained that if gambling was a
crime the rich who pursued it should
be punished as well asthe day laborer.
Hence he introduced his amend-
ment to cover all classes of people
and all kinds of gambling. This
was a dose too heroic for a majority
of the supporters of the measure, and
they voted it down, It is but justice to
Mr. Forbis, however, (0 say that he
stated he opposed the amendment
because he thought it would kill the
bill. Messre. Callaway and Tingl-
who spoke in favor of 1h: bill
thought otherwise and voted for the
awendment.

The bill wiil come up in the House
sgain in its regular erder when
other amendments will be offered.
Should it, however, pass the House
in its present shape the Council will
doubtless perfect it with sweeping
measures or adopt a substitate for it.
Mr. Forbis’ bill will hardly become
a law without econsiderable prun-
ing. -

Several members of the House
took the opportunity the other day
to display a remarkable fund of ig-
norance—using the mildest word at
hand—concerning the practices ot
newspaper publishers In the Terri-
tory. A bill providing for quarterly
publications of the proceedings of
buards of county commissioners was
under discussion. Messrs, Tingle,
Forbis, Callaway and Pot's took part
in the deb:te, As faras Mr. Tingle
was concerned he seemed to have a
just cause for complaint, but we
failed t»see wherein Messrs. Forbis

and Callaway could feel ag-
grieved or why the printers
should te subjected to the

broadsides directed against them
by these gentlemen. Mr. Forbis was
particularly severe in his denuncia-
tione of the fraternity, and had he
delivered his speech before a less in-
telligent audierce there might have
been danger that every newspaper
man present would have heen Con-
Murpheyed before he could get out of
the hall.

In his reply to these unwarranted
strictures upon the printers of the
Territory, Governor Potts said : ‘‘ He
was never a convert to the doctrine
of the total depravity of man, but if
any argument were needed to con-
vince him that it was founded in
truth thespeeches he had just listened
to were all-sufficient. But he could
not believe that printers were so de-
praved, and thal while he had no
cause to entertain any very great de-
gree of love for the press of the Terri-
tory he believed they would size up
as far as honesly in their dealings
was concerned with the average of
men In other occupations.” The
Governor’s little speech set the news-
paper men presentat their ease again
and those from a distance concluded
to stay a day or two longer at the
Capital.

In reply to this tirade of abuse
heaped upon the press of the Terri-
tory we assert and can prove that
there is not a newspaper in the Terri-
tory that has received a dollar more
for doing public printing than the
law, which lays upon the desk ot
every member of the legislative as-

Hozrible Tragedy.

PORTLAND, Ore., Feb. 5.—An Ore-
gonian special from Beattle, Wash-
ington Ter.,says thesteamer Evangel,
which arrived to-day from a crulse
to San Juin Island, brings news of a
terrible tragedy which occurred on
Shaw’s Island, San Juan county, last
Monday.

They arrived
at a cabin of one Hugh Parks, an ec-
centric individual. They were re-
fused entrance to the house and even
adrink of water. The sheritf swore
cut a warrant for Parks’ arrest on
the ground of insanity. The men
then formed an ambush and watched
the cabin.  After s(émetlme P:rks
was seen to emerge, dragging a body
of a dead man, which was afrerward
found to be that of the missing James
Barker. Parks again secured him-
sell in the cabin. This occurred
on’ Friday last, and for three days
the cabin was closely watched, and
no sign of life withinbeing manitest-
ed. Wilber Wilson, one of the
sherifts men, volunteered to enter
the cabin, but on. finding the door
unlocked was frightened and ran
back to his comrades. He again ap-
proached the cabin, but as he stepped
into the doorway the crazy man
within shot him dead.. The sheriff
and his men walted no longer, but
saturated a bale of hay with coal oil,
then rolled 1t up to the cabin and
fired it, burning the capin to the
ground. A'secind shot was fired in
the cabin but it is no! certain whether
Parks shot himself or at the men.
His charred body was afterwards
found in the ruin# of the eabin.

‘W ASHINGTON, Feb. 5.—At & meet-
ing of theriver and harbor commis-
sion to-day, it was decided to report
amendments to the river and barbor
appropriation bill eliminating the
item whieh proposed to make Cap-
tain Eades consulting engineer for
the Missisaippi river commission,

and place him ingharge of the im-
provement of Galveston harbor. The
amendments will reduce the appro-
priation proposed for Galveston har-
bor from $750,000 to $500,00, and]wiil
provide that no part of this sum shall
be exgended till the barbor commis-
slon provided for in the bill toexam-
ine the harbor, makes their report to
the secretary of war,

The legislative, executive and
judicial appropriation bill reported to
the House to-day, recommends an
appropriation of $21,213,701, $1,088,463
less than estimates, and $272,902 less
than the appropriation of the present
fiscal year. The bill reduces salaries
of 150 special examiners in the Pen-
sion Bureau provided for at the last
session fiom $1,600 to $1,400 an-
nually on 1e ommendation of the In-
terivr Department. It also provides
that the President shall discontinue
the appointment and services of offi-
cers at ports of eniry where f{or two
successive yeire last past the reve-
opues collected are less than salaries
and espenses of the office. The
President may, however, appoint
deputy collectors for such ports who
shall be compensated by fees not ex-
ceeding $1.500.
