They appear 
like fair sized foot hills compared 
with our great ranges in Montana. 
Near White Sulphnr Springs we 
crossed the Alleghanies and were in 
the bounds ot the Old Dominion.

We arrived 
at Washington at 9 o’clock p. m.t 
changed to the cars ot the Baltimore 
and Potomac, and an hour’s run 
brought us to the great city of Balti­
more, where we had the privilege of 
attending the MethodiBt Centennial 
Conference. This was a remarkable 
gathering. I t  was composed of 600 
ministers and ley delegates from the 
various branches (both white and 
colored) of the Methodist Episcopal 
church in North America. The tin t 
general conference convened here 
the 25th of December, 1784. There 
were about sixty preachers and 15,000 
members on the continent then. The 
preachers came on horseback and 
clad in homespun, and their deliber­
ations were held in Lovely Lane 
Chapel, a building of humble preten- 
sons. This body is composed of D. 
D.’s, L. L. D.’s, college presidents, 
lawyers, physicians, governors of 
states, ex-senators, congressmen and 
representatives of almost every pro­
fession, and representing a member­
ship of about four millions. This 
conference was held in an edifice 
costing about 8800,000, having a seat­
ing capacity of 1,500. They came 
from the Atlantic and Pacific slopes, 
from the frozen regions of the North, 
and from the sand-washed shores of 
the sunny South. The session was 
harmonious, and the occasion full of 
interest and inspiration. The senior 
bishops, Simpson, of the M. E. 
Church North, and Pierce, of the M.
£. Church South, were expected to 
have taken an important part in the 
proceedings. The latter was to have 
preached the opening sermon, but 
both had died recently. Bisnop Foe-

dens Itself of what it knows: “Heavy 
reinforcements have readied Ton- 
quin in safety. The French are 
building a railroad by which to for­
ward troops more readily to Lang- 
son, Which is close to the Chineee 
frontier. To all appearance it Is now 
too late for China to act aggressively 
against General Briere de l’Isie. 
Meanwhile Admiral Courbet’s iron­
clads hover between Formosa and 
the mainland. They obstruct trade, 
and are causing the loss of millions 
of dollars, most of which, of course, 
falls on China, although a paît is 
borne by England and this country. 
The financial drain on France is 
very heavy. Unless some glonous 
victories are recorded soon, the 
French voters may declare that the 
game Is not worth the candle.”

This is all as clear as mud. Ad­
vances are being made, and ssir- 
mishes are recorded, but what are 
the results? We have accounts of 
hard fighting, and sieges, and long 
weary periods of sickness and pri va­
tion but General Briere de l’Isie, 
after engaging one t o rce of Chinese 
finds himself fa c e  t o  face with an­
other. Tbe tact is China has been 
playing the game of tiring him out. 
Her immense resources make it al­
most immaterial whether she loses 
or wins a battle. If  one army is an­
nihilated she sends another. I f  one 
town is captured she fortifies the 
next. Human life is of no considera­
tion with the authorities at Pekin. 
From her millions of inhabitants she 
can draw without end.

But the time has come for ac tion - 
earnest action upon the part of 
France. She must either relinquish 
her claims for idemuity or strike 
such a blow as will be felt through­
out tbe Chinese Empire. She must 
gain a succession of victories and 
treat with China before the gates of 
Pekin or withdraw her armies and 
at the same time all claims to the 
protectorate of Tonquin.

Sometime ago our press reports 
staled that the Prince of W al« pro­
posed to visit Ireland. The news 
ssems to affect the people of that 
country in a manner whioh do« not 
indicate a very enthusiastic reception 
by its people. In  tact, as an exchange 
remarks, the proposed visit has made 
tbateountiy quite as prominent in 
the attention of the British public as 
is the Soudan. Were the visit to be 
made immediately the rmult would 
neoessaflly be awaited with great ap­
prehension, but tl e party is not ex­
pected to reach Irish soil until April, 
and events which may profoundly 
affect public sentiment In Ireland 
may occur before that time. The 
enactment of Mr. Gladstone’s meas­
ures for franchise reform, extending 
the ballot to 2,000,000 of the Queen’s 
subjects and effeoting especially Im­
portant changes in Ireland, wonld 
doubtless have a vast influence upon 
the character of the reception of the 
royal visitors, and it may be that the 
visit hai been arranged to be simul­
taneous with the announcement of a 
policy which will afford much grati­
fication to the people of Ireland.

If  after the enactment of tbe bills 
for franchise reform the government 
would declare its purpose to leave af­
fairs affecting only the Irish people 
to the control of Irishmen, and to 
employ as many natives of Ireland 
as possible in the government service 
In that country, the Prince and 
Pilncess of ,Wales might be received 
at Dublin with acclamations of de­
light. What loyal servants has 
Queen Victoria in the Irish constab­
ulary, and what .'great results might 
be accomplished by the appointment 
of Iriabmen to the offices of gov­
ernment in Ireland! The adoption 
of the right policy may not only soon 
restore tranquility to the Irish people, 
but also make the union of Ireland 
and England a source of satisfaction, 
rather than a detested bondage.

A reader of the Boston Herald asks 
how much salary the members of the 
English cabinet receive. The prime 
minister is paid £7,500, or about 
837,000 a year, and tbe other members 
of the cabinet £5,000, or about 825,000. 
The salary of the heads of depart­
ments in tbe Washington cabinet is 
88,000, which is the same as that of 
the postmaster at New York, and 
$2,000 less than that of the Governor 
of that state, who has likewise a 
house furnished him.

Last year the United States ex­
ported in merchandise goods of the 
value of $749,303,800, aud imported ot 
the value of $620,227,730, leaving a 
balance in our favor of $129,076,070.

I t seems now to be understood that 
the President and heads of depart­
ments will remove from office those 
whose presence thereiu will cause 
friction or embarrassment iu the dis­
charge Of the duties of such offices.

Those, however, 
who faithfully and strictly attend to 
the duties of their office without 
m ak lD g themselves offensively promi­
nent in opposing the administration 
will doubtless be permitted to retain 
their positions until their term shall 
expiré.

On the 2nd instant the following 
Senate joint resolution was by unani­
mous consent introduced: “That 
the President of the United States is 
hereby requested to enter into nego­
tiations with the States ot the Latin 
Union, and such other foreign 
powers as he may deem advisable, 
with the purpose of Securing such 
treaties with them as shall bind the 
nations agreeing thereto to open 
their respective mints to the free 
coinage of silver with full legal 
power, at such uniform ratio to gold 
as shall be agreed upon.”

Judging from the result of the in­
ternational monetary conferences 
which have been held there is very 
little hope that anything can be 
effected by the above resolution. It 
ic simply a waste,of time and words 
to attempt to carry out tbe spirit of 
the above resolution. The better 
way to do is to follow the plan sug­
gested by the members of the Senate 
and House— that is for this country 
to act independently of all foreign 
nations and establish and maintain 
a monetary system of its own. The 
ground is taken, and properly taken, 
that the United States is large enough 
populous enough, and wealthy 
enough to maintain a gold and silver 
coinage system of its own without 
the cc-operation of foreign powers. 
England, France, Germany and 
other foreign nations each maintain 
a separate monetary system and is 
not constantly beseeching ils neigh­
bors to unite upon some other or to 
agree with its own. The eilver inter­
est of the country is not strengthened 
by this constant agitation of inter­
national monetary conferences. I t is a 
virtual confession that we are anx­
ious to relieve ourselves of a load too 
heavy for carry.

L o n d o n , Mareh 12.—The Govern­
ment has ordered the naval and 
military pensioners at Portsmouth 
dockyard to be in readiness tor med­
ical inspection.

L i b e k t a d , San Salvador, (via

What tlic Doctors Say About Bicycle 
Riding.

Those who work the pedals of the 
graceful bicycle will, unhappily, find 
little to commend their favorite ex­
ercise in the columns of tbe medical 
journals. From time to time there 
have appeared the results of inqui- 
ries of the medical faculty into tbe 
effect produced upon the body In- 
continued bicycling; and though à 
verdict may scarcely be said to have 
been rendered, the evidence present­
ed proved, in some cases, sufficiently 
convincing to condemn the practice. 
The latest opinion of the su bject is con­
tained in a paper contributed to the 
London Lancet by Dr. 8. A. 8trahan, 
of Northampton. Neither Dr. Stra- 
han nor those who preceded him on 
the subject condemn bicycling alto­
gether; but when indulged in con­
stantly and especially when the 
course traversed is rough or hilly, 
they agree that it lead« to serious 
disorders. Iu  the ease of grow­
ing boys, Dr. Strahan declares that 
the amount of pressure upon the per­
ineum directly affects tbe prostrate, 
the muscles of the bulb, and indeed 
the whole generative system. “ The 
pelvis,” he says, “is itexed upon the 
thighs or rolled forward. This rob­
ing forward of the pelvis is slight in 
easy riding and very marked in 
last riding or hili climbing. Now 
when the body and pelvis are bent 
forward, the ischial t iberosities are 
raised from the saddle and tbe whole 
weight of the b >dy, save what la 
transmitted to  the pedal by tbe ex­
tended leg, is thrown upon the per­

ineum.”
This result, he says, in irritation 

and congestion of the prostrate and 
surrounding prrts, tends to exhaust 
and atrophy the delicate muscles of 
the perineum, and leads to early im­
potence. Many cases could be cited 
where races have almost totally im­
potent from immoderate equitation, 
as the Tartars, and partially so from 
tbesame cause, as the Indians. Like 
others who have written on the sub­
ject, Dr. Rtrahan speaks of the “di­
sease of tbe Sythians,” but doesn’t 
tell us what it was.
