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.“Riel’s rebellion” is the way it is 
termed. The idea of a man with a 
handful of half-breeds and Indians 
undertaking a war with the British, 
in our neighboring Territory, is sim­
ply rldioul ms. What he expects to 
accomplish, perhaps he alone knows. 
One thing sure, unless he mends his 
ways, he wU “rail” behind prison 
bars, or wear à hemp necatie. The 
people are not in the right temper 
Just now to put up with a crank’s do­
ings.

SELF WILLED PRESIDENT,

Some interesting facts in regard to 
life insurance have recently been 
published. From these it appears 
that since the system was introduced 
in this country in 1812, the amount 
of the money of policy holders, han- 
dledby the companies is $15,000,000,- 
000, and the net losses by the com­
panies that have failed aggregate 
$25,000,000. Polioy holde» have paid 
to the companies $1,282,663,000, and 
the total paid by the association in 
death losses, endowments and divi­
dends, aggreagtes $900,000,000. The 
present assets of the life insurance 
companies amount to $500.000,000. 
What the companies have paid out, 
with their presene assets, is $138.084,- 
161-in excess of the amount received 
from stockholdere.

NO DANGER OF WAR.

The war news from Europe is grad­
ually growing less important. Peo­
ple as a rule are pugnacious, and any­
thing savoring of blood rouses them 
to the highest pitch. England can­
not very well afford to engage in a 
conflict with Russia, knowing in ad­
vance that such an entanglement 
would mean business. She has 
enough on her hands at present, and 
the quill of diplomacy will take the 
place of the bayonet. Talk is cheap, 
and England is given to bluster, un­
less it be with some poor, miserable 
people over whom she can hold the 
upper hand. The Arabs, however, 
are giving her a better stand-off than 
at first anticipated, yet time, men 
and money, will doubtless bring 
them under subjection. Should it 
occur that a Unit-class tussel would 
t-ftk« place between England and 
Russia, the United States would be 
the beniflciary and while we might 
deplore a war between two such pow­
erful nations, we could reasonably 
say, if. you must fight, we will cut 
and furnish bait. So let them lock 
horns if they desire. The cranks on 
“over population” would in a year 
or two lose much of their argument. 
But there is no danger of war. Peace, 
sweet peace, will soon reign between 
the two warlike nations.

PLEASED WITH THE OUTLOOK.

Col. Samuel A. Merritt, ex-dele­
gate to Congress from Idaho, but now 
of Salt Lake, bas just returned from 
a trip East. He took in the inaugu 
ration and had a tala with the Presi­
dent. Regarding Territorial affairs 
he had this to say, according to the 
Salt Lake T ribune  of the 31st Inst.: 

Col. 8. A. Merritt returned home 
from Washington on Sunday even­
ing, where he went to attend the in­
auguration of President Cleveland. 
To a T ribune  reporter yesterday he 
said: “ I  had a very pleasant time 
while in the Capital, but I  was not 
there during the whole time I was 
East, but was at my old home in 
Virginia, laid up with a bad cold for 
some time. I  had Judge Roe bor­
ough’s proxy as a member of the Na­
tional Committee, which gave me 
the entree to the stands at the inaug­
uration, ahd which admitted me to 
political circles. No, I  was not with 
the Territorial delegation which 
waited upon the President, as re­
ported in tbe dispatches. I  probably 
would have been had I  not been taken 
siok and left the city. On my return, 
however, I had an interview with 
the President by invitation extended 
by him. He asked me many ques­
tions about Utah and the situation 
here, all of which I  answerd to the 
best of my ability. But he gave no 
replies which would betray what his 
policy would be. I  asked him what 
would be done about the Territorial 
appointments—not Utah especially, 
but all the Territories—and he told 
me tbe consideration of the matter

The Republicans are free to confess 
that Grover Cleveland starts out well 
on his Presidential mission. Thus 
far they find nothing to censure, but 
a great deal to praise. I t  has been 
twenty-four years since a Democrat 
occupied the Presidential chair, and 
a great class of people came to think 
that the government could not exist 
under the control of any party 
smacking of Democracy. The young 
men who have grown up unuer Re­
publican rule naturally enough 
imagined that that party alone was 
capable of holding the reins of gov­
ernment. They have been taught, 
especially In the Northern States, 
that the Democrats were a set of
hyenas, bent on pillage and plunder;
that their accession to power would 
be a national calamity. But since 
the election of Mr. Cleveland, they 
are'beginning to see differently, and 
should nothing occur within the 
next four years to dispel the good 
opinion now entertained by the peo­
ple, no power on earth could keep 
him out of the White House for a 
second four years should he desire to 
occupy it. I t  is evident, however, 
that Mr. Cleveland is not an aspiring 
man, and what honors that have 
been conferred upon him came un­
sought. During his Gubernatorial 
term, he proved himself to be a man 
of his own head, and thus pursuing 
the even tenor of his way, untram- 
meled by the curb of designing poli­
ticians, be not only won the good 
will of the best elements of the Dem­
ocratic party, but also those of the 
Republican. He accepts the consti­
tution and laws of the country as 
handed to him, and from his every 
act thus far, proposes to carry them 
out honestly and faithfully. He has 
a high regard for the civil service 
law, and will be slow to mar its 
effect in the matter of appointments. 
I t  is true, there may lie found old- 
line Democrats who still hold to the 
Jacksonian rule, “To the victor be­
longs the spoils;” yet they must re­
member that this is an age of pro­
gress and that we are not living in 
“Old Hickory’s” days. “Is tie capa­
ble? is he honest?” is the test of the 
present time, and place-hunters 
might as well understand it in ad­
vance as later. Speaking to the 
point, an exchange says :

Senator Cockrell, of Missouri, has 
a correct view of the situation in re­
gard to office-getting with the ad­
ministration. The other day a dele­
gation from his State called on him 
to complain that be was not display­
ing the energy and interest in the 
matter of obtaining places for con­
stituents that he was expected to 
show. After listening patiently to 
their plaint, the Senator said : “Gen­
tlemen, I  have been twice to the 
White House on this mission, and 
each time Mr. Cleveland received me 
kindly, and after he bad told me 
what he hoped to do and how he in­
tended to do it, I  should have been 
ashamed to put my oar In and break 
all his purposes to put my public 
friends in office. You can get some 
one else whe can represent you in 
this matter. I  will do anything else 

*in the world for you, but I will not 
go up to the White House and ask 
the President to break his promises 
and ideas of what his duty is In order 
to satisfy me.”

To-day is April Fool’s day, bat it 
ushered into the world one of the 
ablest men of his time—Prince Bis­
marck. The old chancellor will cel­
ebrate his 70th birthday to-day and 
may live to celebrateJffiany others. 
Carlisle was also born upon the 1st 
of April. I t is not such a bad day 
after all.

I t is said that when Secretary 
Manning began running his pencil 
through tho fraud roll he sta:tied the 
office-holders, because they knew he 
would oif cover fome of the crooked­
ness that bad been practiced.

had not yet been reached. Tbe names 
of various gentlemen in thi9 city 
were used In the controversy, but 
that was all. I  did not learn that 
Judge Höge was an applicant for the 
judgeship of the First District until 
after I  had reached Washington the 
second time. Judge|Ransford Smith 
seems to have considerable backing 
in the raoe for this office. But no 
body knows what is going to be done 
except that the laws will be enfoced, 
not only In Utah, but everywhere 
else in the Union. Utah is attracting 
considerable attention in the East, 
nnd it may be put down that there 
will dot be much nursing of the prob­
lem. The President asks questions, 
but dees not talk much. His declar­
ation in his inaugural touching mat­
ters in this Territory, should be read 
In the light of his record as an execu­
tive in the various offices he has 
filled. I saw Attorney General Gar­
land, and had some conversation 
with him, but 1 don’t feel at liberty 
to repeat IL I never heard, however, 
until I  reached home, that he had 
declared that no one who had ever 
taken aides in the Utah fight should 
be appointed to office in this Terri­
tory.”

Col. Merritt evidently has his own 
views about what will be done re­
garding Utah, but he refuses to give 
th e m  to others. He expresses him­
self as being well pleased with tbe 
outlook,and confident that the new 
Administration will do its duty 
toward Utah.

DULL TIMES.

The Salt Lake Tribune of a late 
date speaking of dull times, says : 

Tbe hard times are not all in Utah, 
B r c dstreeVs reports that “ the num­
ber of . mercantile failures in the 
United States, during the quarter to 
end March 31st, will be much larger 
than the total during a like portion 
of any preceding year since such 
staiptlcs have been collected.” If, 
in tbe East, where tbe country is 
flooded with both money and the 
products which men exchange money 
for, times are sb hard, it is not strange 
in Utah where the best trade has 
been cut off by the railroads, where 
there is only a local market for the 
products of factory and farm, and at 
a time when tbe metals are greatly 
reduced in value ; if there is a general 
depression in business. I t  could not 
very well be otherwise. We believe, 
though, that the very crises of the 
depression is upon the Territory. 
We believe the mines are going to 
yield generally better than last 
season ; that there is going to be a 
demand for grain in the East which 
will give Utah farmers markets 
north; that at least Eastern grain 
will be kept ou t, that there will be 
such a call lor meat that Utah farmers 
can dispose of all they can supply in 
good condition, at fair prices, and 
that, within the next few months, a 
good many strangers will come to 
Utah to settle; and we have a hope 
that some new mines will be giving 
employment to men and making a 
market tor supplies. Looking the 
whole country over, we can not see a 
spot, unless it be Western Montana, 
where there is any more activity in 
business than here in Utah.

THE BITTER ROOT ROAD.

President Cleveland has been in­
vited to attend the commercial con­
vention to be neld at Atlanta, Ga., 
in May. He has not decided to ac­
cept the iuvitation, but Senators 
Brown and Colquett, and the editor 
of the Atlanta Constitution, who 
called upon him express the opinion 
that he will “ put in an appearance.” 
This is right. We hope Mr.Cleveland 
will “swing around the circle ” and 
acquaint himself personally with 
Southern men and Southern institu­
tions. He would meet with a hearty 
reception.

We are informed that surveying 
parties are making preparations to 
locate a rail road from Anaconda to 
the Bitter Root Valley, and that 
probably the survey will be extended 
down the Bitter Root to Missou'a. 
It Is hoped there is foundation for the 
report. Butte mast soon have direct 
railroad communication with some 
great lumber center. The almost in­
exhaustible supply t f  pine forests 
upon the slopes of the Bitttr Root 
mountains indicate the nearest 
lumber center for this city.

With the completion of the North­
ern Pacific the heart of the great 
grain regions cf the Northwest was 
penetrated. That industry is being 
developed as the country fills up. 
But while bread is cheap all build­
ing material is disproportionately 
high. What is now wanted here is 
cheap lumber. A road to the Bitter 
Root Valley would insure that 
desideratum.

The route offers no serious engi­
neering difficulties. Greater ones 
were encountered and overcome by 
the Utah and Northern in its line to 
this city. I t  would pass through an 
extensive aud rich mineral belt after 
leaving Anaconda and lay the foun­
dation of numerous thriving mining 
camps along its line. I t  would find 
traffic in ores, bullion, lumber, wood, 
grain and vegetables. It will no 
doubt be built in time.

Railroad building is not considered 
the stupendous achievement as once 
regarded. The public now look 
forward to the building of a road as 
the necessary aud inevitable result 
of settlement, and as a sober business 
and commercial event, and have 
comparatively little to say or think 
of the wonders of modern science in 
constructing them. This is natural. 
But our Bitter Root friends should 
agitate this enterprise. They want 
a road to give them direct communi­
cation with Butte. It is worth their 
best endeavors to gain one.

There is nothing like being a dic­
tator. But we are IncUned to think 
that President Barrios has over­
reached the mark in proclaiming 
himself master of the five Central 
American States. While It may be 
true, “ in union there is strength,” it 
is not a fact that at ail times people 
are willing to “join the Union.” 
Barrios might have been more suc­
cessful had he shown a spirit bereft 
of intolerance. People as a rule can 
be reasoned with, but when it comes 
to coercion, it is a different thing. 
With the same propriety Mr. Cleve­
land might declare himself President 
over all the British possessions and 
Mexico. His déclarions to that effect 
would not make him so. Nor will 
it in the case of President Barrios in 
relation to tho Central American Re­
publics. The project, however, of 
uniting all the five Central American 
states under one general government 
is not a new one, nor can it bo said 
to have been always—or even recent­
ly—wholly objectionable to the 
states that now oppose it. Mr. Hall, 
the Minister of the United States to 
the Central American states, men­
tions it in his letter to the State De­
partment of April, 1883, at which 
time the government of Honduras, 
Salvedorand Nicaragua rather fa­
vored i t  Commissioners were about 
that date sent out by the govern­
ments of Guatemala and Salvador to 
arrange for the preliminaries of such 
a union as Barrios is now trying to 
compel. The result of their mission 
was an agreement on the part ot all 
the states to send delegates to 
convention, which it was projiosed 
to hold in Salvador in Maroh of last 
year. Costa Rica changed her mind 
and declined to send delegates, and 
in consequence the convention was 
not held. The negotiation by the 
United States of a canal treaty with 
Nicaragua is supposed to have also 
had something to do with the aban 
donment of the project for a union 
and thenegleotof the United States 
to ratify that treaty is now alleged as 
the cause of the revival by Barrios of 
an old scheme. There may be a little 
blood-letting before the controversy 
ends. J  ust what position the U cited 
States will take in the premises re­
mains to be seen. I t  is evident that 
Secretary Bayard will not permit the 
interests of this government to suffer 
in consequence of their local diffi­
culties.

Yet when we cjme to refleot, there 
sre scores of good men in the same 
fix. I t  is pertinent to remark that 
he never yet crossed Salt River 
which is still fundier.

RESIGNATION OF THE FRENCH 
MINISTRY.

The resiguation of the French 
Ministry under the circumstances is 
not a matter of surprise. The French 
people werenot prepared for thedefeat 
of their army at Lang Son the other 
day, and when news of the disaster 
was received the disapproval of M. 
Ferry’s war policy was emphasized 
by tne Chamber of Deputies refusing 
to vote the credit the Minister asked 
for. Of course the Ministry regarded 
the adverse vote as an evidence of 
want of confidence in their ability to 
carry on war with China successfully 
andthe members resigned. A new cab­
inet is now being formel. Whether 
it will prove more successful than 
the old one remains to be seen.

Napoleon I who is supposed to 
know something about war, said the 
three great requisites for carrying 
one on successfully are money, more 
money and money again. France 
has these requisites, but she is ex­
tremely chary in giving it away un­
less she can see some compensation 
in the future for her outlay. This 
war with China has been dragging 
along for months. I t may not be 
said the old ministry is responsible 
for this condition of things. It 
doubtless did the best it could with 
the means it had at command, but 
the slow progress made created an 
adverse party in France which 
wanted only last Friday’s reverses to 
make itself heard. Tbe downfall of 
the Miuistry is the first fruit of its 
voice.

We presume there is no doubt but 
General Grant is nearing the end of 
his earthly career. The greatest and 
biavest as well as the humblest must 
yield to the inevitable.

A Dairyman’s Association has been 
formed in Nebraska. I t  is designed 
to protect those interested against 
tho spring floods. The Nebraska 
owboys have a great aversion to wa­
tered stocks.

The Senate will adjourn to morrow 
unless some extraordinary business 
detain it a day or two longer. Mrt 
Cleveland has not thus far abused 
his appointing power. Only those 
whom he could not consistently re­
tain in office have been compelled to 
go. He will now weed out other ob­
jectionable, but less important, of­
ficials at his leisure.

The Rochester ( N. Y. ), Herald of 
March 28th says: “Several ship­
ments of copper have recently been 
received at New York from Japan. 
This seems a little strange when we 
have the most extensive as well as 
the riches-t copper mines in the world 
and they are all nearly idle now on 
account of the low price of copper. 
The less expeditious ways ot mining, 
the poorer quality of the ore. should 
not, even with their cneap labor, en­
able the Japanese to put their copper 
on our markets, from which the Eu­
ropean buyers have heretofore been 
largely supplied.”

The Minneapolis Tribune of a late 
date says: “President Cleveland has 
kindly granted the British Govern­
ment permission to send an armed 
force across United States territory 
and to-morrow or next day Minne­
apolitans will have an opportunity 
of feasting their eyes on real, live 
British soldiers. They are going up 
to Manitoba to do some Riel fight­
ing.”

Secretary Lamar, upon the an­
nouncement of the death of Ex-Sec­
rotary Thompson, who served under 
Buchanan, ordered the flags at half 
mast over the Department buildings 
and suspended business for the day. 
For this courteous act, some ot our 
good Republican cotemporaries are 
ungenerous enough to attack the Sec­
retary in an unbecoming manner. 
They call him an unreconstructed 
rebel and all sorts of ugly things. 
They seem to forget that we have 
Democratic Administration at Wash­
ington, and that the several heads of 
Departments will run things to suit 
themselves.

Hon. Martin Maginnis 
all probability will be the next Gov­
ernor of Montana. He is a man 
large experience in both Territorial 
and National affairs, and wonld make 
an acceptable Governor.

N ew  York, April 2.—There is a 
hum of preparation to-day at tbe 
Brooklyn Navy Yard and a t the 
Marine Barracks, Brooklyn. The 
cause is said to be the intimation 
from Washington that it would be 
well to have all marine corps on this 
station ready for transportation to 
the Isthmus of Panama in order to 
protect American interests. If  nec­
essary 150 marines can be sent away 
at two hoars’ notice. The ordnance 
department also is kept busy supply­
ing gatling guns and such ammuni­
tion as may be called for.

Communication with Panama is en­
tirely cut oft’.

Cable advices from Aspinwall re­
ceived by Postmaster Pearson reports 
a serious loss of mail matter in tbe 
destruction ( f the city by fire on the 
1st ult. T îm entire mail f >r the 
South Pacific despatched f rom New 
York on lb- 21st ult. by the s earner 
Colon was ue.-troyeri, and 
also the ; registered maii 
and ordinary paper mail for Aspin­
wall, sent bv same uteamer. The let­
ter mail was uearlv a'l delivered be­
fore the fire broke out. As accuratc-d 
ly as can now be stated the mail for 
Central America and the Pacific 
Coast of South America that burned 
consisted of 150 packages of registered 
mail, 10 sacks of ordinary letters and 
53 sacks ot papers.

Panama, (via Galveston), April 1. 
Com mu unication with Colon has 

.been re-opened. The force sent from 
here attacked Preston on the after­
noon of the 30th and drpve back a 
small outpost. On the morning of 
the 31st a fight in the town of Colon 
commenced. Cannon were used and 
the firing was heavy. While the 
fight was in progress, a fire, the ori­
gin of which is not yet known, broke 
out. Preston, when he saw defeat 
inevitable, made his escape. Many 
of his men were killed or captured, 
the town is by this time In flames. 
Everything is swept away save a few 
Panama Railroad buildings on the 
north beach. All the piers except 
those of the Pacific Mail Steamship 
Company were burned, and all the 
railroad company’s books were lost. 
The canal company saved its books 
and$160,000 in specie. All cars on tbe 
tracks were destroyed. The new 
town of Christopher Columbus es- 
oaped the flames.

The recent Presidential inaugura­
tion is calling forth lots of remi< 
niscences, concerning former Presi 
dents, and coincidences and compari 
sons between them. One writer calls 
attention to some coincidence in the 
lives of Washington, Jefferson, the 
two Adamses, Madison and Monroe. 
“ Each of them ended his term of 
service in the sixty-sixth year of his 
age. Jefferson was born eight years 
before Madison. Madison was eight 
years older than Monroe, who was 
eight years older than John Quincy 
Adams. Everybody knows, of 
course, that Jefferson and John 
Adams died on the same day, July 4, 
1S26. The first of our Presidents who 
wore a beard was Lincoln. Grant 
was the first President who wore 
a beard and moustache. Cleve­
land is the first to enter the White 
House with a moustache and no 
beard.”

W ashington, April 2.—A prom­
inent navy officer, speaking ot the 
Panama difficulty and- sending of a 
force from the United States, said to­
day: “ I t  is a subject of regret among 
naval officers that sailors, who will 
probably form part of the forcée to 
be sent to the isthmus will not be as 
well armed as the marines, or even as 
well as the forces with which they 
will have to contend. Their arms 
will consist of short magazine guns, 
which will not compare in range 
with Springfield rifles, neither are 
they supplied with bayonets. Gov­
ernment officials are of the opinion 
that the transit will not remain 
closed .for any length of time. 
It will depend upon information 
deriyed in the meantime whether 
any additional force will be sent to 
Aspinwall Monday. The Pacific 
Mail Steamship Company has re­
duced the rate for taking tho men to 
$10 a man, including their subsist- 
enoe upon the passage, and including 
tents and camp eqnippage. This 
covers abent the actual cost to the 
company for taking them. The four 
ships-of-war which will be at Aspin­
wall by the time the Pacifio Mail 
steamers arrive, have gatling guns 
for use cn land, and a force of sailors 
trained to their management.

T h e  P r e s id e n t o f  M exico S p eak s.

City of Mexico, (via Galveston), 
April 2,—Congress opened last even­
ing and Prosident Diaz, in his mes­
sage says:

“In  regard to th« attempt of Gen­
eral Barrios against the indepen­
dence of the Central American 
States, there are especial duties im­
posed on Mexico by its honor and 
sentiments of justice.” He furtner 
says: “I  answered General Barrios 
frankly, ôondemmng his act. The 
Mexican people have approved my 
action. Grave without doubt is tbe 
difficulty which this international 
emergency may produce on account 
of tbe crisis which now afflicts the 
publie treasury. Nevertheless, the 
exeeutive is resolved to sustain an 
attitude befitting the national honor, 
and oounts on the patriotic co-opera^ 
tlon of Congress to maintain intact 
the national honor and its interests.’’

W o m e n  to  th e  F r o n t .

Constantinople, April 1. — The 
government is in arrears to the sol­
diers for several months’ pay and to­
day the wives of thesoldiers attempt­
ed to secure attention to their hus­
bands' demands by appearing in 
force at the office of the minister of 
finance. Banda of women collected 
to the numoer of 2,000 or more at a 
point near the building occupied by 
tbe cabinet officials. At the appoint­
ed hour they marched in a body to 
the offibe of the minister of finance. 
Pushing past tbe guards they entered 
the office, and confronting the min­
ister, demanded the pay due their 
husbands. Policemen were called in 
and tried to expel them, but the wo­
men turned on the officers and forced 
them to retire. The finance minister 
made a plausible excuse forjthe delay 
in paying the men, but the women 
declared his answer unsatisfactory 
and made a rush for him. He, how
ever, escaped by jumping out of tbe
