The American copper
supply appears to attract, as welil it
may, more and more attevtion
abroad. Itis certainly an important
question how cheaply our large mines
can produce, and how the cost of pre=-
duection here compares with that of
the g est toreiun miases., It wou!d
be to tue interest of such mines as
the great Calumet & Hecla toshow at
how low & co:t 1t can produce, and
with ite imwense capscity and de-
termination to i‘roe it down,
possibly a sufficient number of the
more expensive mines might stop.
There 18 no prospect of any high
prices for some time to come; none,
indeed, for this yesar unless some-
thing quite unexpected occurs, and
there 1s a shaao # considerably larger
than a man’s band loomiog up on
the Texas horizon that may develop
into a first-class blizzard.”

Edward D. Peters, Jr., sends to the
Engineering and Mining Journalthe
followivg comuwuuleation iu refer-
ence to Butte'schief product : *“There
serms to be a somewhat widespread
imp-ression that the ores of the Butte
Miuing D strict coutain such & per-
ventage of arsenic as almost to unfit
the resulting copper for many pur-
potes, and Lo necessilate the sglp-
meut abroad of most of the product,
in order to take advauta.e of the
supposed superlor skill of foreign
smelting-works to eliminate the im-
purities and render the metal fit for
rolling and kindred purposes. As
this statement is frequently quoted
among the Lake Buperior mine-own-
ers, aud Instanced as & resscn why
they have liitle cause to fear any
serious comypetition from the Montana
wines, it is important that it sbould
be corrected, Consumers of this
metal should learn that, although
bg search ores contaiving a consider-
able proportion of arsenic may be
found in the Butte Mining Dustrict,
the great buik of the mattes produced
contsin such a small proportion of
this impurity that a most excellent
metal can be obtained from them by
the ordinary processes of matte con-
centration and refining. A consider-
able proportion of the product of this
district is shipped to kngland for
treatment; but it is rather for com-
mercial reasons and in some cases
because of the better prices recelved
abroad for argentifcrous material,
than from any necessity of secking
foreign ald to produce a copper of
satisfactory grade. The Orford Cop-
ger and Sulphur Company, of New

ersey, Pope, Uole & Co., of Baltl
more, and E. Balbach & Bons, of
Newark, N. J., have handled, and
for the most part are still bandling,
very large quantities of Butte muttes,
and, without the employment ot any
particular skill beyond tbat erdi-
narily requisite for the treatment qf
such material, are producing a copper
of excellent quality, and wh.ch in
any other markets would rank
smong the bust brands. The extreme
purity of the Luke copper, and the
grejudico of nearly all owners of

rass foundries and rolling-mills
against the introduction of avy
new variety ol coprer, render it
extremely difficult to find a ready
market for any of the Waestern
brands. This feeling is gradually
dying away. It must be admlitted
that, by cthemical ansnlysis, traces of
arsenic may be found in most of the
Butte ores; but there is present, on
the other hand, in almost every im-
portrant instance, a sufficient quan-
tiy of silver to far more than ou:-
weigh the slight disadvan'age caused
by this impurity, a8 soon as the
Eastern retining-works are prepared
to treat at resisonable prices the
immense quantities of argentiferous
mattes secking a home market.
When a Luke Superior ore carrying
say 2 per cent of copper can be worked
to & protit, the average Butte ores—
which way certainly be placed at 10
per ceut —can well sfford o be cou-
taminated with an 1nfinitesimma
awoun' of certain impurities, e~
reciully when the oceurrence of silver
n paying quauntities is doubtless due
to the preseuce of the otherwise un-

elcome metalloid.”
