i.o0NDON, May 16.—The quarrel in
{he Cabinet over the advisability of
renewing the Irish erime act came
to 2 head this evening. A minority
of the Ministers headed by Chamber-
lain, President of the Board of Trade,
advocated the enactment of the aet.
This minority was finally overborne
and the Government has decided to
props2 a renewal for two years of
the act in a modified form. The
Parnellites are this evening indig-
paut at the Government for this de-
sision. They have privately warned
the Ministers to the effect that any
attempt to renew the act, evenina
greatly mitigated form, will result in
ihe throwing of the influence of the
Home Rule vote in the English
condntuencies with the opposition.

Ministerial arrangements have
peen made to bring the present Par-
jiamentary session to a close by the
middle of July at the farthest. In
all likelihood its intention will be
thwarted by the determination of
Parnall’s followers to resist the pas-
<age of a renewal of the bill. Par-
nell is a muster of parliamentary tac-
tics, and if the renewal of the bill
shall be objeetionable to his party,
there can be no doubt that he will so
obstruct its passage as to prolong the
session uncomfortably. He may be
able to extend the session for several
weeks 21d then tire out the Govern-
ment.

THE SQUABBLE ON HERAT.

The British Government to-day
issued dipl »matic papers which state
that her Majesty’s Government will
be compelled to regard as a hostile
act any movement of the Russians
towards Herat. On the other hand
itis announced that Russia has spon-
taneously disclaimed anv menacing
intention in regard to Herat. The
British Government is, theretore,
favorably inclined to consider that
the question at issue between Eng-
land and Russia has reached a set-
tlement satisfactorily to both coun-
tries. The documents submitted to
Parliament to-day cover the
Anglo-Russian dispute up to the
time of the Penjdeh incident and
show tne aggression on the part
of the Russian Gtovernment upon the
Ameer’s territory, of which Herat is
the salient point.

From St. Petersburg comes the
~ews that the Russian Government
has decided upon Russianizing the
German :@ provinces along the
Baltie. To acecmplish this the Czar
has issued an ukase that hereafier
the Russian 1anguage shall be taught
in all the sechools in these provinces
and shall entirely replace the Ger-
man language now being tsught in
these schools. A similar edict has
been issued in Warsaw in the Morn-
ing Journal. This edict makes the
Russian language the only elemen-
tary language to be taught through-
out Russian Poland.

1t is announced that as soon as the
Anglo-Russian  difficulty is settled
the Czarina will visit the Princess of
Wales in London.

IN DEMAND.

The rush for the Press ard for
authentic copies of the Reviced Old
'Tertament is unprecedented in Eng-
land. The Pall Mall Gazelte states
this evening that the Loundon cor-
respoiident of a certiin New York
newspaper offered $500 for simply an
advance copy of the Revised Old
Testament at one of the University
publishing houses. Tbe officers
having the printing in charge were
obdurate 1n refusing the correspond-
ent’s request. The correspondent of
the Gazelte says be was authorized
by his paper to spend $2,500 in tele-
graphing the main features of the
new version. The firstorders for the
issue of the revision amounted to
100,000,

ASIATIC NEWS,
China and Japan Amicably Settle Thelr
Difficulties.

SAN FrANcIsSco,May 16.—Associa-
ted Press advices from Tokio, Japan,
state that the negotiations hetween
Japan and China, regarding the
Corean difficulty,bave been amicably

concluded. The conventinn has been
signed at Tientsin as follows:
First—China and Japan to with-
draw their troops from Corea and
neither to send any soldiers there
again, without giving previous no-
tice to the other.

Second—The Chinese commanders
who led the attack on tbhe Japanese
Minister and his body-guard, at
Seoul, to be publicly reprimanded.

Third—The Chinese Government
to immediately investigate the
charges' against the Chinese soldiers
who killed a privat: Japanese, and
to punish all persons found guilty, as
well as to remuunerate the families
and relatives of the murdered and
injured persons.

The result is viewed as a peaceful
triumph for Japan.

The disecount o2 paper currency of

15 per cent. has dropped to 4} per
cent.
The occupation of Port Hamilton,
Corea, by the Eoglish, causes great
embarrassment to the Japanese Gov-
ernment. Japain will not allow it to
pass without a_protest, believing her
territory to be in danger,in the event
of war between England and Russia.
The Americans in Tokio and Yok-
ohama ntend to give Mr. Bingham,
the United States Minister to Japan,
a public dinner, asa mark of their
esteem and their appreciation of his
service. Some testimonial, which
has not been determined upon, will
be presented to him at tne same
time.

A MURDEROUS ASSAULT.

State’s Emploves.

SACRAMENTO, May 15.—On the
morning of May 1st, between 6 and 7
o’clock, John M, Hotz, who with his
family occupies rooms in the Grand
Hotel, was aroused by a knock at his
door. He opened it and was con-
fronted by a well-dressed young man
who said he was looking for a young
lady. Hotz replied thatthe man had
made a mistake; that the room was
occupied by himself and his witeand
child. The stranger insisted, how-
ever, that he was at the right room,
and that there was a young laay
whom he desired tosee, and he finally
applied a vile epithet to Hotz. A
scuffle ensued and the young man
was driven down stairs. Hotz closed
the door acnd in & few minuter heard
another knock. He again opened the
door and there stood his antagonist,
together witn another man. They
imm_diately seized Hctz and began
choking and beating him. They
fought bim all around two of the
rooms, upsetting several articles of
furniture, and one of them seized a
hatchet and dealt Hotz a blow on the
head, inflicting » severe cut. The
blow felled Hotz to the floor and his
ss=ailants fell upon him, continuing
to shower blows on the prostrate man.
Mrs. Hotz ordered the man to desist,
but he refused to do so, and she at
last seiz:d a pistol, placed it to his
head and informed Lim that unless
he allowed her busband to rise she
would pull the tngger. This fright-
ened the men and they ran down
stairs, leaped into a hack in which
there were two women and were
driven rapidly away. Afterwards it
was developed that the men who
made the assault were Lee Brown
and Thomas Esgan, both of whom
are employed in the office of the Sec-
retary of State. Their names were
published here, and a statement made
that the affair had been hushed up
for money. This publicatior aroused
Hotz to action, and this afternoon he
swore out warrants charging Brown
and Eagan with assault to murder.
Brown is a Sacramento boy and Ea-
gan came here from San Francisco
Both were released on bail.

A Mob Releases Forty Convict Laborers
in Brazos County.

St. Louis, May 15:—=An Austin,
Texas, special says® This forenoon
Governor Ireland received a telegram
from Major Iodee, superintendent:
of the Texas Penitentiary, giving in-
formation of the most daring and
successful outrage ever committed in
Texas, Forty State convicts were
employed on Clay’s farm, in Brazos
county. Last evening, when work
was stopped a great mob of armed
men surrounded the guards and
prisoners, and demanded the release
of the latter. The guards refused.
There upon a fight ensued, in which
the convic's joined forces with the
mob. The conflict ‘#as a terrible one
and resul ed in a victory for the at-
tacking party, who disappeared with
the convicts. There is no detinite
information as to whether there
were any killed and wounded, but it
is reported that several men were
fatally wounded. Theoutrage is due
to the hue and cry against the em-
ployment of convict labor from the
Penitentiary. The Governor has
offered a reward of $200 for the con-
viction of any of the leaders in the

It 1s a very interesting study to ob-
serve the effects of high cutting speed
in saws and moulding machines, but
it must be very mysterious to the
observers who advocate that it is not
the teeth that saw, but the zir that is
confined within the spaces when
driven at a great velocity. It makes
a very pleasaat theory and gives the
disbellever a chance to disprove it.
The circular saw when in motion
gathers & quanty of air between vach
tooth and completely protects them
asif plated with steel, and will glide
through the hardest oak cutting a
clean skerf, the particles of air serv-
ing asa cutting edge, but it has not
been explained why the saw needs
filing. It would :eem, aceording to
this theory, that ail that would be
needed would be to let the saw rest a
moment and give it a chance to ven-
tilate itselfand get a new eupply of
fresh air within its teeth; or perhaps
this gaseous fluid works both ways,
since action and reaction are equal,
and removes the edge on tle saw-
tooth, leaving the impression that it
is the salicious impuritiesin the tim-
ber that weara away the tectn.

Powdered asbestos can be used ad-
vantageously for making an enamel
or coating for walls, pipes, ete. The

wderis mixed wilh solubie salts,
such as silicate of potash, aud mib-
eral or other colors which combine
with silicie acid,so as to form a prod-
uct which resists the action of oxy-
gen, heat, cold, or damp. The coat-
ing furnishes a refractory gli.z2 which
protects the material it is applied to,
whether wood, gas or waier pip‘s,
and stone or brick buildings. When
applied to masonry or wood, the sur-
face of these isfirst washed with soap
and water. In preparing the enamel
the refuse asbestos only need te em-
ployed. It is also proposed to apply
the coating to boilers, in order to
protect the plates against & tooin-
tense fire.

RIEL SAFE.

GUARDEPUY’S CROSSING, Mayl6.—
Riel was brought in at 2:30 this af-
ternoon. No demonstration was
made. He walked quietly to the
General’s tent. Riel said he stayed
on Tuesday and Wednesday nizhts
in the bluffsone and one-haif miles
north of Batouche. He wished for
trial, and asked Armstrong if he
would get a civil or military trial.
He said his wife and family were
with the half-breed women near by.
Riel appears care worn and haggard.

| He has let his hair grow long and is

dressed in poorer clothes than ever,
With the look of a hunted man, he
evidently is the most frightened man
in camp and in constant tear of vio-
lence atthe hands of the soldiers.
There is no danger of any such vio-
lence.
WHAT MIDDLETON SAYS.

OTTAWA, May 15 —In the Com-
mons to-day the Minister of Militia
-r¢ad a report of the battle of Ba-
touche, received from General Mid-
dleton. who thus closes: ¢ [ eannot,
of course, be certain, but I am in-
clined to think a complete smash-up
of the rebeis has pretty well broken
the back of the rebellion. At any
rate it will, I trust, have dispelled
the idea that the half-breeds and In-
dians can withstand an attack of
resolute whites properly led, and
will tend to remove the unaceounta-
ble scare that seems to have entered
the minds of so many at the North-
west as regards the prowess and pow-
ers to tight of the Indians and half-
breeds. There is not a sign of the
enemy on either side of the river for
miles.”’

PRAYERS WILL NOT SAVE HIM

Riel, while riding into camp, ex-
pressed himself to his captors as fol-
lows: ‘I donot thiak this trouble
will be without result, as the com-
plaints of the farmers will now be re-
garded with some degree of atten-
tion.”” When told that his books
and yapers had been ecaptured he
said: “I am glad; this will show I
am not the actual leader of the rebel-
lion. I have been encouraged by
people of good standing at and
around Prince Albert, who invited
me over from Montana.”” He asked
if they would give him a fair trial—
civil or martisl. Armstrong told
him he wou!d be tried by court mar-
tial law and Riel drew a long breath,
but said nothing. He spoke again of
not being the head man in the rebel-
lion, and then commenced praying
and made the sign of the cross. He
asked whether bis fumily would be
blown up with a Gatling gun, and
then said he did not want to be self-
ish and hopad that none of the baif-
breeds would sutler. IHe then com-
menced praying again. In appear-
ance Riel is now like a comwmon
Ralf-breed, and looks very dilapidat-
ed. Hespends most of his time in
talking in a wandering manuver and
praying. A band of Indians coming
in from the West to-day to heip Riel,
were me=t by the half-breeas, who
told them the war was over. Some
of the prisoners were placad on board
the boat tc-day. In parting from
their families there were many piti-
ful scences of women crying and
noiding up babies for their fathers to
Kkigs. .

THE OLI) PLEA.

WINNIPEG, May 16.—The general
opinion here is an attempt is being
made to get Riel oft on a plea ot
insanity. Stories have been freely
floating about regarding his un-
soundness of mind. There 18 always
a chance, however,that a bullet from
a volunteer’s or scout’s rifle will find
him. The Dominiou Government is
said to be much embarrassed by his
capture.

Two Large Fires.

OSCEOLA, Mich., May 16.—Seven
miltlion feet of lumber belonging to
the Potts-Busable Company burned
to-night. Tbe fire is still raging
loss already, $150,000; no insurance.

NASHVILLE, May 16.—At 2 o’elock
this afiernoon a fire broke out in the
yards of the Cumberland Lumber
Company. The coutents were en-
tirely destroyed; also the New KEra
Flour Mill. One of the city engines
caught fire and has teen abandoued.
The fire is beyond the control of the
firemen and the neighboring houses
are threatened.

In, r:gly Mr. Phelps cordially
thanked them for the kind and un-
expected reception, adding, ‘‘Noth-
ing could have introduced me more
pleasantly to your beautiful country.
I have enjoyed the sight of it for the
past two oays, while passing along
the Southern coast. I nevar had the
pleasure of seeing it before. I assure
you I come to England hoping and
trusting most sincerely that I may
be instrumental in promoting and
continuing in a very small way, the
cordial, kindly and generous rela-
tions so long existing and which I
hope will always exist between you
and your kinsmen in the great
West.”” Mr. Phelps and his wife
then visited the principal places of
interest in the town. They declined
an offer of a special train, and pro-
ceeded to London in the evening on
the regular express train.

Fearful Fire.

OWATONNA, Minn., May 15.—
Henry Lewiston’s house caught fire
last night. The family, consisting of
himself, his wife, seven children and
a hired man, were sleeping at the
time in the second story. Lewiston
and his wife, awakened by the glare,
rushed down stairs, the woman car-
rying the youngest child in her arms.
Another child, aged 10 years, and the
hired man, followed. When Lewis-
ton opened the door the flames burst
in, nearly overpowering him and
burning off his hair and beard. The
hired man succeeded in breaking out
a window, thrcugh which they
escaped, but not betore Mrs. Lewis-
ton was severely burned. Lewiston
made frantic efforts to reach his little
daughter and four sons, who were
still asleep up stairs, but they all per-
ished in the flames.

THE WAGES OF SIN.

Sarah Indig Killed in a Duel Between
W. A,.Somerset and A, Daniels.

.The San Francisco Bulletin gives
the following details of an awful
crime enacted in that city on Sunday

Iast :

About 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon
Sarah Indig, aged 22, and William
A. Somerset, were both shot by the
woman’s paramour, Augustin D .n-
iels, alias Wilham Willetts. Somer-
set is a youth of hoodlum tendencies,
who is said to bave recently sup-
planted Daniels in the girl’s affec-
tions. The affair occured on Kearny
street, between California and Sacra-
mento. Both men diew their revol-
vers almost simultaneously. A bullet

near the heart of the woman
and she died in a few minutes. Two
bullets struck Scmerset. One of them
pierced theright breast near theshoul-
der, struck a rib and glanced around,
lodging under the skin in the back.
The other bullet entered the left fore-
arm, and, passing upward, lodged in
the musecle. Daagiels was charged
with murder. Before being locked
up he expressed a desire to see the
woman, and was taken into the
hospital where he cried bitterly. He
talked freely about tho cause of the
tragedy. He first met the deceased
woman in the early part of 1883
when she lived with a marrie
sister corner of Twenty-ninth and
Mission streets. He was a machinist.
They fell in love, and, in spite of the
objections of friends, in six months
they ran off together to Lios Angeles.
There Danieis ran an express wagon.
Three months ago Somerset made
his appearance and became intimate
with Daniels and his mistress,
especially with the latter. Last week
they fled together, arriving here
Thursday. They took with them
about $700 of Daniels’ money. He
followed them on the next train.
He searched for his former
mistress, and found her in a
house on Sacramento street. He
saw her yesterday and importuned
ber to return to him. They took a
walk together, met Somerset, and the
tragedy resulted. There were five
shots 1n all, three from Daniel’s
weapon and two from Somerset’s,
neither of the latter, however, taking
effect. Daniels maintains that the
killing of the woman was purely
accidental, and this theory is gener-
ally believed by the police. Daniels’
story of the shooting is that he tried
to persuade Somerset to let the girl
alone and not trouble them in the
future, his last words being: ‘‘You
bhave got everything—the girl and the
money, too; take the money, but give
me the girl.”” To this Somerset re-
plied, angrily, and at once fired.
Daniels then drew his pislol, a small
American bul!d>g, and opened fire
also, discharging three shots, mean-
while gradually retreating across
Kearny street. The girl ran between
them, but finding that she could do
pnothing to -prevent a continuance of
the shooting, attempted, but in vain,
to get out of the way of the rapidly
fired shots. .

HELENA’'S SENSATION.
Edward Rehberg Marrics the Woman
He Seduced.

Edward Rehberg,charged by Louise
Ruechel with seduction, was brought
before Judge Davis yesterday morn-
ing and plead guilty to the charge,
ucknowledging himeself to be the
father of the plaintiff’s child. The
woman not being able to speak Eng-
lish, Ben Metzgar was sworn in as
interpreter. The woman claimed
that she had been stopping at the
ranch of Rehberg for about a year,
and that on or about March 1st he
drove her awsy by mistreatmenr.
When asked how she wanted to set-
tle the matter, she said she wanted
Rehberg to marry her. Rehberg said
“All right,”” and after his giving a
bond to the county of Lewis and
Clarke in the sum of $500, as a guar-
antee that he would support the
child, and giving a mortgage upon
his ranch for $1,000 to Louise, as se-
curity for his love amd protection
henceforth and forevermore, and the
female promising to love, honor and
obey the ranchman, Judge Dayis
united them in the hoiy bonds of
matrimony. Thus ended the sensa-
Son spoken of in Sunday’s Jndepen-

ent.

The Czar Alexander is said to be
very susceplible to flattery.

McClurg, B. H. Note-
stein, and W, H. R. Edwards, of the
valley, and in fact, years before the
flume ever heard of the guleh
or Montana it was utilized, and cer-

A New Illuminant.

The Oryan fur Oclhundel gives an
account of some experiments lately
made in St. Petersburg, with pyro-
paptha, an illuminating oil which
Beilstein, the celebrated Russian
chemist, thinks will supersede kero-
sene. Itis said to be wholly free
from danger of fire, and burning
kerosene is easily extinguished by it.
Pyronaptha itself can readily be put
out by water. It burns with a bright
lignt and gives off no smokeor vapor,
while the factthatitis a residual
product of the Baku distillation of
petroleum, makes it cost less than
kerosene.

A matter of surprise and wonder
to those who witness it for the firat
time is the rousing to life of whole
colonies of infusoria by the addition
of adrop of water to a few grains ot
earth or dust. I'hese microscopic or-
ganisms abound everywhere in water
containing decomposing vegetable or
animal matter, and some forms may

in a dried state, remain for months
or even years apparently dead, to be
revived when water is again sup-
plied to them. Jabez Hogg has been
experimenting during the past three
years with one form of infusorial life
—the rotifers or wheel animalcules—
and has even kept dried specimens
for a time at a temperature of 200
degrees Fahrenheit, and afterwards
exposed them to intense cold, neither
process killing them nor greatly di-
minishing their vital powers. Mr.
Hogg supposes that as the animal
dries it shute itself up like a tele-
seope, its skin taking an egg-like
shape, and that a secreting organ
coats the body with a gelatinous en-
velope which protects it from further
change.

Toughening timher is a8 new pro-
cess by which it is claimed that white-
wood can be made so tough as to re-
quire a cold chisel to split it. The
result is reached by steaming the tim-
ber and submitting it to end pressure,
technically “upsetting it,”’ tbus com-
pressing the cells and fibers into one
compact mass. It is the opinion of
those who have experimented with
the process that wuod can be com-
pressed 75 per cent., and that some
timber which is now considered unfit
for use in such work as carriage
building, could be made valuable by
this means, and more especially since
the rapid consumption of our best
ash and hickory will soener or later
render some substitute recessary.—
Wood Worker.

A fabric for covering heated sur-
faces, s0 as to prevent radiatiod, has
been patented by H. W. Johns, of
New York City. It consists of a
heavy piece of paper or sheathing,
corrugated from end to end. Intothe
corrugations, rolls, ropes or bats are
placed. These rolis or bats are re-
tained in place by glue, cement or in
other suitable manner. They are used
on either or both sides of thesheath-
ing, and they are surrounded prefer-
ably by a sheet of asbestos, which
protects them from the direct action
of the heat. If desired the rolls may
be saturated with a bhardening sub-
stance, such a silicate of soda.

A part of the €optic manuscripts
brought by Tischendorf, of St.Peters-
burg, at the time he returned from
the East with the Sinatic manu-
seripts, are at last undergoing exam-
inatiop, and apparently to good pur-
pose. The manuscripts are described
as being in a horrible condition,
crumpled together, snd hard to sep-
arate from their foldings without
damage.

While excavating a well in York,
Maine, the workmen found the roots
of neighboring oak and hickory trees
imbedded in the rock forty feet below
the surface.
