journed last M onday. Following a re  the  
more im p o rtan t cases tried , aside from 
those noted in my In st:

T e rrito ry  vs. P . If . Beilenberg charged 
with an  a ssau lt with in te n t to  com m it a  
bodily in jury . Messrs. Knowles & F arb is , 
of B utte, defender! the  accused an d  a fte r a  
ra th e r  spirited con test, th e  case was sub­
m itted  to  the  ju ry . T h a t  august body  re­
tired , and  a fte r sm oking a  cigar an d  dis­
cussing the  question  of p robab le  cause for 
w ar in the  Orient, re tu rned  in to  C ourt w ith 
a verdict of “ n o t guilty .”  T h is was n o t so 
much of a  su rprise  a s  i t  was disgusting. 
Everybody seemed to  be perfectly imbued 
with the  idea th a t ,  w hether guilty  o r  inno­
cent, the  defendant should be m ade p lay 
checkers with his nose and  p a rta k e  of the  ! 
juicy lieef he furnishes th e  hoteldeM cM asters. 
But the  fa tes  were again st us, an d  Charley 
is perm itted  to  b rea th e  th e  pure  m oun ta in  
a ir  and terro rize  over the  whole com m uni­
ty . Even W inslow’s  sooth ing  sy ru p  h as  no 
effect upon his nerves.

T e rr ito ry  vs. Jo h n  P e tritz , cliarged with 
an  a ssau lt w ith in te n t to  com m it m urder 
in the  first degree. T h is  was a n  A naconda 
case wherein i t  was alleged th a t  th e  defend­
a n t sought to  exercise th e  p rerogatives of 
P resident Cleveland in th e  m a tte r  of rem ov­
ing postm aste rs . I t  appeared  from  the 
testim ony, in th e  estim atio n  of th e  jury, 
th a t  Jo h n  was a  little  p rem atu re , having 
no right to  a c t P residen t by  p roxy.

Messrs Robinson & S tap le ton  and  W. W. 
Dixon, of B utte , defended, b u t n o tw ith ­
standing  the  ga llan t fight m ade for th e  de­
fendant i t  was adjudged by th e  ju ry  th a t  
Jo h n  should p u t up  |1 ,0 0 0  w ith which to  
a id  us in paying on  o u r coun ty  bonds. 
This verd ic t seemed h a rd , and  the  friends 
of the  defendant tendered th e ir  “sy m p ath ­
ies” in a  su b stan tia l way. Jo h n  returned 
to  A naconda, paid his Postoffice-box ren t 
three  years  in  advance, and  desires no 
“ M oore” of Presidentia l honors.

T err ito ry  vs. B arney Hughes, for a n  a s ­
s a u lt  w ith in ten t to  com m it a  bodily  in ­
jury; an o th e r A naconda case. The great 
Com m onwealth was represented by W. Y. 
Pem berton , W. H . T rippet, Judge Cole and  
H . R. W hitehill. F o r  th e  defense, Messrs. 
Duffy, D eW itt and  Bach appeared . This 
was no  sm all-fry case; th e  D ynam iters, 
Mollie Maguires, K nights of L a b o r and  the  
« hinese m ust go, peaceably if they  will, b u t 
forcibly if possible. U nfortunate  B arney; 
he s a t  there  like a  p oo r boy  a t  a  corn 
shucking in the  m idst of legal claps of th u n ­
der. “ Peni.” pemmed; T rip., tripped; Cole, 
charred , while the  W hiteliills changed to  
green. A t last; O, a t  la st ! Lord Duffy got 
the  Hoor. F o r a m om ent silence reigned; 
throbb ing  h ea rts  a lm ost ceased to  beat; a 
s to rm  was brewing and  the  b ravest were 
seeking shelter. Soon the  Lord opened his 
ba tte ries  and  a  perfect to rre n t of \Veb- 
s terian  rhetoric resounded th roughou t the  
C ourt House; th e  shaky  s tru c tu re  fairly- 
trem bled, reminding the  m assive crowd of 
tax -payers present of the  necessity of erect­
ing a ' m ore s u b sta n tia l one. The climax 
reached, the  ju ry  was suffused in te a rs  and 
the  audience lim p an d  suffering. Judge 
G alb ra ith  m ain tained  h is com posure 
th roughou t, seemingly draw ing insp ira tion  
from  the  wordy words of the  g rea t a d v o ­
cate. DeW itt followed with a  w itty  speech, 
while Bach “ hashed” his argum ent in to  
“glittering generalities.” Case subm itted , 
th e  jury , in s tad  of hanging the  defendant, 
hung them selves for tw enty-three  hours, 
when Judge G a lb ra ith  to ld  them  to  go 
home and  so ak  th e ir feet. This ended the  
case fo r th e  term .

T e rr ito ry  vs. Jo h n  Doe anil R ichard Roe 
from A naconda, charged w ith burglarizing 
the  China house la te ly  blown up. Duffy de­
fended. H e sought to  prove an alibi, failed 
and  th e  prisoners were sen t to  th e  “ P en ” 
for tw o  years. W hen th is  case was tried  
Lord Duffy had  m ade himself fam ous on 
the  question  of alibi. In  the  closing sj>eech 
of Mr. Pem berton , th a t  gentlem an to o k  oc­
casion to  vent the  alibi business in glowing 
shape. Said he: “ Gentlemen of the  jury, 
I m ust confess to  you  my inab ility  to  ade­
qua te ly  express my opinion of. a  b ro th e r 
a tto rn e y  who would assum e th e  audac ity  
to  come in to  a c o u rt of justice and  seek to  
prove an  alibi in every case in which he is 
engaged. W hy, gentlemen of the  jury , the  
glorious o rb  of d ay  m ay illume the  easte rn  
horizon and  cas t his scin tillating  ray s  
through the  fleecy clouds to  bring joy  to  all 
below; th e  g reat American eagle m ay rest 
his beak upon th e  ajiex of W ashington 
M onument and  his ta il  feathers upon M ount 
S h asta , while th e  tip s  of his wings b a th e  in 
the  A tlan tic  and  Pacific, yet, gentlemen of 
th e  jury , so long a s  I am  able to  raise my 
voice, ju s t so long will I confron t the  gen­
tlem an upon the  o th e r side on th is  much 
m ooted  question  of alibi. Why, gentlemen 
of the  jury, he might a s  well tell you th a t  
th is  C ourt is n o t represented by a  D istric t 
A ttorney! H e m ight with th e  sam e p ro ­
p rie ty  a sse rt t h a t  the  m oon is m ade of 
green cheese o r  th a t  “ possum s” do  n o t 
grow in Missouri! Why. gentlemen, in a  
sh o rt tim e we can reasonab ly  expect to  see 
a  book entitled  ‘Alibi, o r  A naconda and 
its  Surroundings,’ J .  H . Duffy, a u th o r. 
This question  m ust be settled  a t  once and  
forever, and  I a sk  you in all candor, to  p u t 
a  ‘s to p p er’ t o i t . ” At th is  junc tu re  Deputy- 
D istric t A tto rney  T rip p e t's  cru tch  fell upon 
th e  floor, ju s t missing Duffy’s eur in i ts  fall 
an d  aw oke th e  jury . Duffy, who had  been 
reposing in an  easy chafr, a roused  by  the  
sudden noise, sp rang  to  his feet w ith the  ex­
c lam ation : “ L ay  on, McDuff, and  dam ned 
be he who first cries hold! enough!” The 
sheriff a t  once took  charge of Duffy and 
lead him o u t of th e c o u rt room  m uch to  the  
satisfac tion  of all present. “ Pern” says 
now th a t  “a lib i” is one of the  mixed q u an ­
tities  thoroughly  dissolved and  hereafter 
he will have no occasion to  exhaust his
legal ab ilities on th a t  question . T hus end- 
e th  th e  D istric t C ourt proceedings.

JUSTICE COURT.

One of th e  m ost im p o r ta n t cases th a t  
ever cam e before a  J  ustice of the  Peace in 
th e  T e rr ito ry  was before Judge C arlton  last 
M onday. A m an  nam ed W. W. H ubbard  
was a rre s ted  a t  Townsend and  b rought 
here on a  charge of embezelment. W. H . 
T r ip p e tt appeared  for th e  prosecution  and  
Mr. Duffy for th e  defendant. The case was 
closely contested , and  la te  in the  afternoon  
w en t to  the  ju ry . The verdict was, “ th e  
defendant n o t guilty, and  th e  costs tax ed  
to  th e  com plaining w itness.” The costs  
were $541.70 .

T o  sum  up th e  D istric t C ourt business, 
yo u r corresponden t desires to  s ta te  that. 
D istric t A tto rney  Pem berton , th roughou t 
th e  whole te rm , acqu itted  himself in an  
adm irab le  m anner. H is form er good repu­
ta tio n  a s  a  p rosecu to r susta ined  no loss. 
An able speaker, a  good judge of law, quick 
of perception, he is certa in ly  the  right m an 
in th e  right place. T he presence of “ L ittle  
Pern.”  is a lw ays welcome hereabouts. His 
deputy , Mr. T rippe t, of th is  coun ty  aided 
him m ateria lly  in th e  prosecution  of m any 
cases. He, to o , m ade for himself a  good 
record. Mr. T rip p e t is a  m an  of no little  
ab ility , having practiced  law alongside of 
J o e  McDonald and  V ice-President H end­
ricks, of Ind iana . The people's in te rests  
will n o t suffer in th e ir  hands.

THE PENITENTIARY.
This in s titu tio n  is running in good shape 

under i ts  new m anagem ent. Dr. Glass, th e  
p rison  physician, say s  the  health  of th e  in ­
m ates was never b e tte r th a n  i t  is a tp re se n t.
O ut of eighty-five prisoners, only one is on 
th e  sick list* an d  he is a  chronic consum p­
tive. Speaking of th e  P en iten tia ry  y o u r 
correspondent, while n o t disposed to  find 
fau lt would call th e  a tte n tio n  of the  
au th o ritie s  to  a  m uch needed im provem ent. 
The old wing of th e  p rison  h ad  only one 
d o o r leading in to  i t .  The new p o rtion  
recently b u ilt lo r  officers q u a rte rs  sh u ts  off 
th is  m eans of ex it. I t  is plainly to  be seen 
th a t  should th e  new s tru c tu re  get on  fire, 
every prisoner would be doom ed to  perish, 
as  i t  would be im posible fo r them  to  get 
o u t th rough  th e  heavily ironed windows. 
The prisoners have p ro tes ted  tim e and  
again, feeling keenly th e  danger they  are  
subjected to , b u t th e ir  en trea ties  have as  
ye t proved of no  avail. These prisoners 
a re  hum an beings an d  life to  them  is as  
precious a s  i t  is to  th e  m ore innocent and  
free. The punishm ent th ey  a re  undergoing 
is sufficient w ithou t adding th e  h o rro rs  a t ­
tending a  possible conflagration. A do o r 
in th e  west end of the  old wing would cover 
th e  defect and  se t uneasy  m inds a t  rest. 
The la te  Dude of Helena, an d  C aptain  
Mills run  th e  m achine during th e  construc­
tio n  of th e  new building, and  i t  is strange 
th a t  th ey  would leave i t  in i ts  present 
dangerous shape. I t  is  to  be hoped th a t  
G overnor C arpenter will look in to  the  
m a tte r.

People here generally observed th e  day 
an d  the  occasion to  p ay  homage to  the  
dead. Rev. Mr. W ood of th e  C hristian 
Church delivered th e  o ra tio n  and  every 
th ing  passed off in a  befitting m anner.
