Their children, too, 
have become interested in the work, and 
Memorial day has gained such a foothold 
in the country that its perpetuity is as­
sured.

The Jefferson County Enterprise is the 
title of the newest newspaper venture in 
the Territory. It is published at Boulder 
City, by Mr. Platte Burr, formerly con­
nected with The Miner. Mr. Burr is an 
excellent newspaper man and liis work is 
appiyent upon his new venture. The 
Enterprise will be a credit and a benefit to 
Jefferson county and will, no doubt, receive 
the support it merits.

The shooting of the man Henni ngar, in 
German Gulch, on Wednesday, was a vul­
gar assassination, the perpetrators of 
which should be brought to justice. It w as 
a cold-blooded murder, with nothing to 
excuse or extenuate it. The man guilty of 
the crime should be hanged, and no obsta­
cles should be permitted to stand between 
the crime and the just punishment of the 
man who committed it.

The Miners’ Union of Butte is a model 
organization. It has done much good in 
the community. While it has protected its 
members, it has done much toward amelior­
ating the condition of the wage-workers. 
By it« fair and conservative policy it has 
gained and holds the good will of all the 
operators. Its coming ball and other 
entertainments should be liberally patron­

The demonetization of silver would 
mean ruin to the industries of the West. It 
would blight the business interests of Mon­
tana, Nevada, Utah, Arizona, New Mexico 
and Colorado. All mining would be sus­
pended, all corollary interests would be 
paralyzed, the population would be com­
pelled to seek business and labor elsewhere 
and the markets for the products of the 
farms would thus be wiped out. Indeed, 
the closing down of ehe mines would almost 
depopulate the silver-producing States. 
Are the great lines of railroads that are so 
largely dependent upon the prosperity of 
this vast section of country not interested 
in the silver question? Can they afford to 
maintain a disinterested attitude while this 
great industry is threatened with strangu­
lation ?

important change. The Lake companies, 
as stated in our last issue, have made con­
tracts with manufacturers for amounts ag­
gregating, it is said, nearly 10,000,000 
pounds at 11% cents, so that the pressure 
is now off the market. At the same time, 
the statistical position of the metal is such 
that an advance is highly probable later in 
the season. The manufacturers report a 
very large consumption, though the busi­
ness is done at a small margin of profit, 
and we hear of an increasing demand for 
copper in new uses. Our contracts for 
export already made are, as we have already 
shown, very large, aggregating about
64.000. 00(£pounds. And our production 
does not promise any increase over that of 
last year. We began the year with small 
stocks. These constitute the statistical 
position of our home market. Should 
further contracts be made for foreign de­
livery; or, secondly, should consumption 
increase through any revival of business or 
the cultivation of new outlets; or, thirdly, 
should any considerable amount, say even
10.000. 000 pounds, be locked up for specu­
lative purposes—a contingency not at all 
improbable in the present condition of our 
money market—our manufacturers who are 
carrying no stocks would be forced to ad­
vance the price. So that, if our diagnosis 
of the statistical position be correct, there 
is the ground for a considerable advance 
in price later in the season, though 
at the present moment the market 
is dull but firm. We quote Lake, 11'45@ 
l l -55c.; Orford, 10%@llc.; Arizona pig, 
9^c.; Baltimore 10%c. Parrot Electrolytic, 
in the absence of transactions, is reported 
nominally at 11 @ll'25c. Furnace mate­
rial from Montana continues to be export­
ed to Europe in large quantities, and is 
scarce here. A good deal of copper is now 
supplied to consumers directly from the 
refineries at the same price it is sold to 
dealers. Hence the market appears even 
more quiet than the actual sales would 
indicate. Chili Bars have fluctuated as 
follows during the week: May 23d, £44 5s.; 
26th, £44 2s. Gd.; 27th, £43 5s.; 28th, 
£43 10s.; and to-day the price has sudden­
ly advanced to £44 12s. Gd. The London 
syndicate in copper has come to an end, 
and a considerable quantity of Chili Bars 
was forced on the market, probably caus­
ing the recent decline.

“Messrs. Henry Bath & Sons, under date 
May 15th, quote furnace material as 
follows: Purchases of furnace material
have been larger than for some time past, 
which will help to make good deliveries for 
the fortnight. They comprise about 7,500 
tons Quebrada, Bolivian, Spanish, Peru­
vian, Cape, and Italian (spot and arrival), 
at from 6s. per unit for 5 per cent to 8s. 
6d. for 30 per cent; about 1,428 tons 
Bolivian and Spanish regulus at 7s. 9d. to 
7s. 3d. per unit; and about 1,445 tons 
Spanish and English precipitate at from 8s. 
Gd. for 60 per cent, and 9s. 4%d. for 95 per 
cent.

“The Anaconda, we learn,has closed half 
its furnaces, and is now running 13 only 
outjof 26. How long this stoppage will 
last is not started by our informant.”

The relatives of poor Bob Odium, the 
man who plunged to liis death from the 
Brooklyn bridge, propose to prosecute 
“ the men who urged him to his death.” 
This, of course, means Paul Boynton, 
Paddy Ryan and other sporting men who 
were present when Odium made his plunge. 
That the poor mother and sisters of the 
dead swimmer feel bitter toward the men 
whe encouraged him in his fool-hardy 
plunge is not a matter for surprise, but 
that they will ever succeed in bringing to 
punishment any of them we do not believe. 
The fact is, poor Odium’s death is on his 
own head. He had fully made up his 
mind to take the fatal leap and nothing 
could have diverted him from his purpose. 
That the sporting men encouraged him maj­
or may not be true; that they assisted him 
in eluding the police is established.

Test your fire hand-grenades. In the 
First National Bank at Idaho Springs, Col­
orado, a student lamp caught fire, and six 
of the alleged fire-extinguishing grenades 
were broken over the lamp, with the effect 
of spreading the oil and flames wherever 
fluid from the grenades flowed. The gren­
ades proved perfectlj- worthless and had no 
effect on the flames. There is much indig­
nation in the camp over the result, as near­
ly everybody invested in the grenades and 
hate to find themselves defrauded. Are the 
grenades so liberally scattered about Butte 
any better ?

T o-d a y ’s dispatches indicate that the 
great “iron strike” at Pittsburg is about 
over, owing to the action of the sheet iron 
workers. If the sheet iron men accept a 10 
per cent, reduction and thus return to 
w-ork, the manufacturers of other classes 
of iron will have to come to terms upon the 
basis of the Amalgamated Union. Thesac- 
rifice thus made by a small fraction of the 
Union, placed at 10 per cent., in the interest 
of the majority, is a beautiful spectacle and 
one calculated to encourage the work­
ingmen. _______________

representation. Georgia had over forty 
delegates and Alabama but five, and the 
same discrepancies are distinguishable in 
other States. It has a look on the surface 
as though it was gotten up and engineered 
exclusively by the money-lending class of 
the East and South. That a vote in such 
a convention should be taken as the ex­
pression of the will of the people is ridicu­
lous. It was simply a resolve of a crowd 
who make money by lending money that 
they were willing to do anything through 
which their revenues might promise to be 
Increased.” The fact is, the Atlanta Con­
vention was packed in the interest of the 
gold men of the East. The silver States and 
Territories were not represented at all, save 
Colorado, which sent two weaklings, who 
simply made asses of themselves. The 
time has come for' the silver men to put 
their best men and the most influential to 
the front in the cause of silver. There 
should be no more procrastination, no 
more fooling, no more waste of energies 
Hereafter all must be push, brains and 
action.

The San Francisco Chronicle says 
sort of Valhalla is set aside in the new 
Vienna Central Cemetery, in which spot all 
persons of merit and celebrity are to be 
buried. The remains of Beethoven and 
Shubert will be solemnly transferred there. 
Mozart's grave is unknown. It seems like 
fiction but it is a fact, that after his death 
not even a wooden cross was raised to mark 
the spot in the churclij'ard of St. Mark, 
where the most melodious composer of all 
time was laid a w a j '.  Years afterward, 
when his countrymen wished to atone for 
the slight,the grave could not be discovered. 
Still a monument will be erected to his 
memory in the Central Cemetery, at the 
expense of the city of Vienna. The cost of 
the Beethoven monument will be defrayed 
by the Musical Society, and that of the 
Shubert monument by the Vienna Men’s 
Vocal Union.

T h e  United States Fish Commission is 
now sending a car load of fish to Oregon. 
This looks verjT like “sending coals to New­
castle,”yet it is not as ridiculous as it would 
appear at first blush. The fish are shad, a 
fish new to the waters of Oregon and the 
success of the shipment maj- lead to an in­
dustry upon the coast exceeded only by the 
salmon Osliing and canning. The shad is a 
delicious fish, ranking next to the trout 
among epicures a*d on the Delaware and 
other Eastern streams furnishes remunera­
tive employment to large numbers of people; 
indeed, the fisheries sustain whole com­
munities. That the shad will thrive on the 
Columbia is beyond question, if proper pro­
tection is afforded.

A check in payment of a freight bill was 
not presented at the bank for payment un­
til the day after it was drawn; it was 
thrown out by the clearing house, the bank 
having failed, and then the railway com­
pany sued the business firm giving the 
check, but the court 1ms just decided the 
case against them on the ground that the 
firm could be held liable for only one day. 
This was in Pennsylvania, and the decision 
would hardly be held to be good law any­
where else.

It is to be hoped that the men who are 
now engaged in blowing up trains with dyn- 
amite, on the Denver & Rio Grande Rail­
way, may be discovered and brought to 
punishment. It is a crime too awful to 
contemplate without horror. There can be 
no possible excuse for such an act, and the 
perpetrators are entitled to no considera­
tion or sympathy, nie company should 
spare neither efforts nor means in bringing 
those offenders to justice.

Company’s bank, who has been discovered 
to be a defaulter to the amount of upwards 
of $160,000, has gone to that haven of all 
defaulters, Canada. It looks as though 
Montreal would eventually become a great 
and prosperous citj' through the capital 
filched from banks, insurance companies 
and other institutions in the United States.

never before in the history of the mining 
industry has so much attention been given 
to the successful treatment of the many 
varieties of ore afforded by the vast extent 
of mining territory now opened. In this 
direction there has been certainly an im 
perative demand and an absolute necessity 
existing for some method that would utilize 
and make valuable the vast deposits of low 
grade ores upon which the real prosperity 
of mining does, and must, depend. Many 
of these inventions must yet be tried by 
practical tests in the mining field; many 
modifications may be indicated, but there 
is no question of ultimate success in the 
end. This is certainly an encouraging fea­
ture, and shows that the intricate problem 
presented will be met and successfully 
solved. The intelligence of our people is 
equal to every demand, and it is clearly 
evident that the mining field will soon show 
as many successful appliances for securing 
the best results as any other industry of 
our countrj’ now presents, however long 
established or successfully prosecuted.

The San Francisco Chronicle calls atten­
tion to the fact that, with their usual per­
verseness, the New York newspapers are 
discussing the Apache outbreak with tlfe 
calmness of men who are over 2,000 miles 
out of reach of any chance of having their 
hair lifted by a scalping knife. The Times 
takes the most sensible view of the matter 
and pertinently asks: Why have the sav­
ages been allowed to carry on their bloody 
work so long? Anyone familiar with the 
history of Indian raids in Arizona and New 
Mexico will reply: Because the soldiers are 
afraid to meet the Indians in a fight, and 
because their hands are tied by silly orders 
not to fire on the Apaches, but to capture 
them alive. No troops under such orders 
would be able to do anything. They should 
be empowered to kill any Indian off the 
reservation who shows fight. If this order 
had been given in the first place it would 
have saved many lives. The blood of the 
murdered settlers is on the head of the 
Eastern sentimentalists who have aroused 
this false sympathy with the Apaches.

T h e  Helena Independent has the follow­
ing: “ The Chief Justice of Montana, feel- 
ingthatthe ‘Day of Judgment’ wasathand, 
and knowing it would not come in the 
night, challenged the examination of his 
record by a public declaration that he had 
been non-partisan. The time has come to 
accept that challenge and show how even a 
judge majr be mistaken when he pleads his 
own cause. We propose to show that Judge 
Wade has bedraggled the ermine with more 
offensive partisan dirt than any American 
judge. As Jeffreys was appointed Chief 
Justice to effect the destruction of Algernon 
Sidney, so Judge Wade received his last 
commission to forward certain political 
schemes of Governor Crosby. The evidence 
is clear and the proof positive. We propose 
to ventilate it.” Let the light be turned. 
The rascals and cowards will have to go 
together.

The people of warm 
climates are not endowed with the energy, 
enterprise and enthusiasm that we find 
among the sturdy sons of the mountains 
and of colder regions.

B u l l io n  valued at §40,000 was piled in 
front of the Pacific Express office, yester- 
daj\ It attracted considerable attention 
from strangers and yet was an every-day 
affair. Five hundred thousand dollars is 
paid out monthly in wages in Butte and the 
product of the camp is constantlj- increas­
ing. At the present rate of increase Butte 
will have 20,000 people within two years. 
There is no boom in the camp, but an 
abundance of activity.

F o r  the first time in the liistorj' of the 
countrj' “a superabundance of capital” is 
injuring business in New York. Sixty mill­
ions of dollars are now lying idle in the 
banks of New York. ' There are any number 
of communities that would liketo be paral­
yzed by “a super abundance of capital.” 
Bring the surplus from the East to the great 
West, and thus assist in the development of 
the countrj', and at the same time earn ex­
cellent interest.

T hat magnificentlj' managed property, 
the Moulton mine, has declared a dividend 
of 7% cents, payable on the 18th inst., and 
the Alice has declared a dividend of 6% cents 
payable on June 8th. This means that for 
the last quarter these two properties have 
hacLsurplus earnings to the extent of $55,- 
000, the Moulton of $30,000 and the Alice 
of $25,000. Butte is, as we have hereto­
fore remarked, a dividend paying camp.

TnE following from the New' York Mining 
Record contains a great deal of truth in a 
few words : “The malady of the epoch is a
financial feudalism, as it has been aptly 
characterized—one essentiallj* more grind­
ing than the military feudalism of former 
ages and without any of its good qualities, 
with which, indeed, our money lords have 
naturally no sympathy whatsoever.”

Ch a r l e s  H a m il to n , of the Buffalo Ex­
press, and J. A. Truesdell, of the St. Paul 
Pioneer-Press, the two men who concocted 
the slanderous storj' about an unpleasant­
ness between the President and his sister, 
have been denied further privileges at the 
White House. This action was taken upon 
the personal request of the President and 
is a merited rebuke to scurrilous journal­
ism.

New York will not takeacenauBthi« 
despite the fact that the State Constitution 
contains a mandatory provision to  the 
effect that such a census shall he taken. 
The Constitution says “ an enumeration of
the inhabitants shall be taken” for the 
purpose of reapportioning the State for 
legislative purposes. The Republican legis­
lature enacted a complicated and cumber­
some census bill, a thing the framers of the 
Constitution could not have had in mind. 
Governer Hill vetoed the bill and reconvened 
the legislature in extraordinary session for 
the purpose of enacting a Constitutional 
bill. The legislature renactedtheold bill and 
adjourned. The Governor could do nothing 
else but veto it again and so it comes that 
no census will be taken in. New York this 
year. The subject will be one of the lead­
ing issues in the fall campaign in the Empire 
State. The Republicans will attempt to 
put the blame on Governor Hill and he 
puts it back on the legislature. The question 
in New York now is, if a mandatory clause 
in the Constitution can be thus defied, of 
what use is a Constitution? The politicians 
are attempting to crack the nut.

“ R e d d y  ” R e il l y  and his gang have left 
the city. Now, what’s the matter with the 
Johnston gang? Let all the sure thing men 
be put upon the march. They are not 
wanted here.

The coils are tightening about the men 
who killed the poor man Heningar, down 
in German gulch. That “murder will out” 
is an old proverb and as true as the gospel 
of Christ. That more than one man is respon­
sible for the death of the German pioneer 
is well established. Remorse will seize some 
one of the wretches who were guilty of this 
crime, which was as cowardly as it was 
wanton, and the truth will come out. No 
man, nor set of men, guilty of so heinous 
a crime can ever hope to prosper. The 
curse of the Almighty must rest upon such 
a wretch or wretches, and his or their en­
terprises, and even if judicial punishment 
is not possible, that of a displeased Deity 
is, and its result will be seen by mankind 
in the blight of the earthly undertakings 
and earthly endings of the guilty. The 
mark of Cain was not singular to the first 
brothers; it develops itself now in every­
day life. The murderer may rest secure 
for a season, but he will be found out. Let 
no murderer escape.

A s p e c ia l  to the Helena Independent 
from Benton says that “Dumais Jand Du­
mont arrived there from Fort Assinniboine 
on June 4th and will staj' there a few days 
and then go to Sun River. They receive 
much attention and have the sj'mpathy of 
the people. They feel safe while in the 
United States, in a- land of liberty where 

man’s rights are respected. In the en­
gagements at Fish Creek, Duck Lake and 
Batouche the half-breeds lost but twenty- 
four men. They were beaten at Batouche 
because thej' had no arms and ammuni­
tion, but they were so well entrenched that 
with guus and ammunition they could have 
endered Middleton’s Gatling gun of little 

use. Riel did not try to escape.” Under 
the attitude assumed by Canada during the 
rebellion these gentlemen are perfectly safe 
in this countrj'.

The New York Freeman is the title of a 
newspaper published in the interest of the 
colored race in the city of New York. It is 
one of the ablest of the so-called “colored 
organs” in the country, and that the editor 
is a man of excellent common sense is shown 
by the following political squib: “Let us be 
manly. We have no right to expect bene­
fits where we have rendered no service. If 
we are anxious to share the advantages of 
Democratic victories, we must help the 
Democrats to win them. To say that Mr. 
Cleveland has been inconsistent towards us 
because he has not appointed or retained 
in high places colored Republicans, is highly 
■idiculous and absurd.” This excerpt is 
respectfully submitted to the serious con­
sideration of our Republican contempora­
ries.

His death could not occur at- a more 
inopportune time, when the whole of Europe 
is engaged in a diplomatic warfare.
