(hurchill is holding a rens to-day
with the Marquis of Ba,li.hnw, It is re-
ported that the subject under considera-
tion is the neceasity for the extension of
the Crimes Act. At. the closeof the con-
ference, which, by the way, lasted just one
hour, Lord Randolph proceeded to the
Carlton Club. There the members were
gathered to hear the result of hisconference
with the Marquis. The Conservativesin
general are disappointed that no pregress
has been made since yesterday, and the
fear is expressed that the delay in forming
a Cabinet will damage the prospects of the
Tory party in the approaching general
election. Matters just now are’at a stand-
still. The Conservatives appear reluctant
to take office until the opinion affthe whole
party can be taken. The Marquis of Salis-
bary will confer with the Queen again to-
morrow. In the meantime nothing will be
done regarding fureign, colonial or Indian
affairs without the Marquis of Salisbury
having been consulted.

The Queen left Balmoral Castle at 2
o'clock this afternoon for Windsor. Her
Majesty was accompanied by Princess
Beatrice.

One report in circulation this afternoon
regarding the conference between Lord
Randolph Churchill and the Marquis of
Salisbury is that the two leaders became
reconciled, each granting concessions in re-
lation to the administration of affairs. and
that the Cabinet is now being formed on
the basis of the agreement between them.

THE ACCEPTANCE.

Lord Salisbury has definitely accepted
the Premiership. It is stated that Sir
Stafford Northeote has accepted a peerage,
leaving Sir Michael Hitks Beach to lead the
(‘onservatives in the House of Commons.
Lord Randolph Churchill will have an im-
portant position in the new Cabinet, but
the distribution of portfolios will not be
decided until after the arrival of the Queen,
who is travelling with the utmost speed.
Lord Randolph Churchill agreed to a re-
newal of the Coercion Act on condition that
it will only beenforced if found imperatively
necessary. Several Liberal Ministers held
an informal meeting at Mr. Gladstone’s
residence to-day todecide upon their action
in response to the Conservatives overtures
for support. Churchill’s action yesterday
is generally attributed to the fear that
Lord Salisbury and other leaders would
ignore his claim to office, and to desire to
retard the progress of the Seats Bill in
order to give a chance, if possible, to ap-
peal to the old constitutencies, which are
more likely to support the Conservatives.

PROBABLE CABINET.

_ LoxpoN, June 17.—4 a. m.—The Stand-
ard announces that the Marquis of Salis-
bury, in addition to the Premiership, will
assume the duties of Foreign Secretary;
that Sir Stafford Northeote will beeleva
to the peerage; that Lord Randolph
Churchill will be Socretary of State for
India, and that Sir Michael Hicks Beach
will be the Conservative leader in the House
of Commons and probably Chancellor of
the Exchequer.

GLADSTONE DECLINES.

The Queen has offered Mr. Gladstone an
earldom in recognition of his services to
the Queen and country. Gladstone asked
that he be allowed to forego the honor.

The News, in an editorial on this subject,
rejoices at Mr. Gladstone'’s decision, and
says that no title could add to his fame or
enhance the enthuscd devotion of his coun-
try's admirers. Besides his leadership is
required in the coming struggle to secure a
unity in the Liberal cause.

The Times editorially says Mr. Glad-
stone's refusal to accept an earldom makes
an uppeal to the imaginations of men that
will not remain unanswered.

Cholera in Spain.

Maprip, June 16.—In the province of
Castelleon de la Plana, yesterday, there
were cighty cases of cholera and sixty
deaths.

In the city of Marcia alone
vesterday there were, according to the
lutest reports, sixty-four new cases of chol-
ern and thirty-nine deaths.

PUSHING POSTMASTERS.

Bozeman Man and Some Others
Going.

The

WasHiNGTON, June 16.—The postmaster
at Bozeman was suspended upon the re-
ort of the inspector, showing gross care-
essness in managing his office, failure to
collect and account for box rents, and
especially a failure to make reports of de-
posits and quarterly account, as required
by the Third Assistant Postmaster-General
and Sixth Auditor, after notice. - The. de-
ent desires the —anméancement’ to
come to the knowledge of all postmasters
in the service, that the failure of post-
masters to make such reports of deposits
or accounts after notice will be ground
enough for removal without further
inquiry

The postmasters at Adnoma, Minn.;
Osceola and Laporte City, Ia.; North
Manchester, Ind.; Cambridge, Ohio; Au-
gusta, Ga.; and Ballston, N. Y., were sus-
pended upon proofs of acts of partizanship
while in office. Some were editors as well
as postmasters and their newspapers, in
some cases, since, as well as before election,
have contained scurrilous and indecent at-
tacks upon the officers of the Government
as well as malignancy of political feeling

toward their adversaries in general.
In some cases it has also been
established that the postmasters
kept hanging in the postoflice the

political placard of one party and refused
to permit those of the other party to be
there displayed, these placards being
sometimes indecent pictures or cartoons,
unfit for the eyes of respectable persons. In
other cases the postmasters were shown to
have been efficient political agents of their
party, and members of its working comit
tees, in its organization; well known in it
as such, and taking particular part in the
conduct of the election business, often to
the impairment of their Iperlormunce of
the duties of their office. In several of the
cases, political notices, circulars, and news-
papers of the opposite political party were
shown to have been detained in the post-

office.

That his life now hangs by a vw
slender thread there is little doubt among
them. His throat in its aspect was worse
last night than it hasever been befure.
Colonel Grant told a reporter last night
that his father had totally lost the power
of speech. He is still able to articulate
faintly, but even thosc who are most ac-
customed to his mode of speech cannot
make out what he says except at very
brief intervals; something that has never
happened before, and it is a development
of the past twenty-four hours. It is said
by those who are well informed that
HIS MOUTH CANNOT LONGER BE OPENED

sufficiently wide to enable the physicians
t6 make oracular examinations and when

they feel of the affected parts they give the
patient such excruciating pain that they
refrain from it as much a8 possible. In
outward appearance, and when clothed and
in his easy chair with wraps about him,
the General is not very greatly changed.
His face is aged, it is true, and it is seamed
with wrinkles, but it has retained to a
great degree its natural fullness; but aside
from this he is but a shadow of himself.
His body is wasted almost to a skeleton,
and the bones of his hands and wrists show
through the tightly drawn skin with the
ghastly distinctiveness of a consumptive
That which mogt shocks those who of lat
have seen the General, is a

GREAT MALIGNANT LOOKING SWELLING
which has appeared on his neck under his
right ear. It has of late grown with great
rapidity, and is now as big as a man’s two
fists put together. It is kept concealed
most of the time by wraps about the
General's throat. Of course the General’s
household are better able to judge than
anybody else what is prudent and what is
imprudent for him to do; but notwith-
standing their decision that it is sale to
make the experiment they are going to
make, .thére is among many who have
closely watched his case from the com-
mencement, a feeling of very grave anxiety
as to the result. T%ley doubt whether the
mountain air will suit General Grant.

OFF FOR THE MOUNTAINS.

Wm. H. Vanderbilt's private car was the
last. of three which made up the special
train which was to convey General Grant
to Mount McGregor. General Grant ar-
rived at the depot about 9 o’clock, and at
once entered Vanderbilt’s car and took Ins
seat on a sofa. He adjusted his wooden
skull cap and drew closer the scarf so as to
conceal the ugly swelling that filled out the
right side of his neck even with theear. He
watched with apparent interest the move-
ments of Dr{ Dgyglas and Harrison, who
were arranging chitirs and bags so that the
General should be as comfortable as possi-
ble during the trip. The heavy drapery
was 8o arranged as to prevent any draught
from reaching the sick man. Mrs. Grant
sat at the General's right hand and he was
EVER UNDER HER WATCHFUL EYES.
The ride through the tunnel in the city was
the worst to be expected during the entire
trip. The sharp curves shook the car a lit-
tle, but the care of the engineer prevented
any shaking that could disturb the Gen-
eral. Mrs. Fred Grant, Mrs. Ulysses
Grant and Mrs. Sartoris were also in the
car. General Grant passed a restless night,
and this morning looks much depressed and
emaciated: While he watches everything
that is done, he does not speak a word.
Mount McGrREGOR, N. Y., June 16.—Gen-
eral Grant arrived here at 2:45 p. m. The
last stage of thejourney was the most jolt-
ing which caused the General much pain.

He did not come over on public business,
but to have a consultation with the Hon.
W. A. Clark, his iate issi
from Montana to the Exposition at New
Orleans.

A MiNgr reporter met Mr. Harris last
evening. In responee to a query he said :

_‘Yes, sir, the Exposition has been offi-
cially closed. That act ended my own and
Mr. Clark’s connection with the matter.”

“The exhibit has been stored in New Or-
leans, it ia understood,” ventured the re-
reporter to remark. 2

*‘Yes, the exhibit proper has been stored
at New Orleans.” All articles loaned for
temporary uses, the private property of
citizens of the Territory,” said Mr. Harris,
“have been returned or are in transit
home. The balance of the exhibit has been
placed in cheap storage.”

A BUCCESS.

‘“Has the World’s Exposition been a sue-
cess in a large sense—that is, not asa
money-making enterprise, but as an exhi-
bition of the industries, arts and sciences?”’

“Yes sir, it was a great success. It was
the greatest exposition the world has ever
seen. The Northwest made a grand show-
ing there, and the officials of the Northern
Pacific Railway assure me that they already
see returns from it. They have constant
demands for information as to landsin
Dakota and Montana, and especially in

this Territory. Montana and Idaho
had magnificent mining exhibits. Our
showing astonished everyvbody. The

Territory has already derived great ben-
efits from the exposition and will derive
greater ones. There will be a large immi-
gration in this direction.”

THE LOSSES.

We
couldnot make a creditable showing there
with less than $15,000 or $20,000. That
would be sufficient to pay the expenses of
augmenting the display we have, and of a
Commissioner to London; but who will
undertake to raise such an amount of
money ?"

'All the Signs Indicate an Increased
Era of Wealth and Prosperity
For Our Mines.

——————

Ground has been broken for the founda-
tion of the new smelter, which is to be
erected at a point south of the depot. The
machinery for the smelter will be on the
ground by the first day of July, by which
time it is hoped that sufficient progress
may have been made on the structure to
begin the placing in position of the machin-
ery- The capacity of the smelter will be
100 tons per day. Mr. Gaylord, the pres-
ent manager of the Parrot Company, willbe
the manager. Mr. Murphy will be the
superintendent, and Mr. McArthur, one of
the furnace bosses of the Parrot, will have
charge of the smelting department. The
work will be pushed to completion with all
possible dispatch.

The Colorado smelter is running to its
full capacity. It is contemplated to add
shortly another calcine furnace to their
already large establishment.

The mines in the Burlington
seem to improve as depth is gained.

Machinery is now being erected on the
Patsy Clark group of mines. When com-
pleted the group will give employment to a
great many miners and laborers.

The Montana Copper Company will
shortly commence the erection of another
furnace and stack.

The shaft of the “Colusa’ is being sunk
to a depth of 800 feet, where, it isexpected,
a rich body of ore will be struck. Themine
is one of the largest producers in the camp.
No stoping now.

The Anaconda is shipping from 450 to
500 tons of ore daily to its smelter in Ana-
conda. 1t is reported that the mine will be
worked to its fullest capacity. Very little
ore is now being taken out of the stopes.

The Moulton’s stamp mill and mine are
working day and night, with the usual
amount of ore.

The Little Darling is producing some very
rich ore, and will shortly be worked to its
full capacity.

Secretary Whitney has received a telegram
to-day from Rear Admiral Jouett at Colon,
of which the following is a copy: My at-
tempts at mediation, supported by Com-
missioners Justo Arosemina and Daniel
Hemander, resulted in a treaty of peace,
which was signed by the commissioners of
both parties. This was not approved by
the revolutionary orders: —Matters remain
as previously reported. The Government
forces are now marching on Barranquilla.”

Randolph Churchill Carries the Day
In His Intrigues Over
The Ministry.

Loxpoy, June 17.—At the conference of
Conservatives yesterday, it is said Lord
Randolph Churchill made it a condition of
his acceptance of office that Sir Stafford
Northeote should not be made the leader of
the Conservatives in the Commons. Sir
Henry Drummond Wolff will have. a posi-
tion in the Cabinet. The conference of the
Conservativeleaders to-day lasted an hour.
It is said that all obstacles to the forma-
tion of the Cabinet have been surmounted,

At the conclusion of the conference Lord
Randolph Churchill remained in private
conference with the Marquis of Salisbury.

Another conference of Conservatives was
held at noon to-day in the residence of the
Marquis of Salisbury. The purgose of this
conference is to endeavor to settle upon the
persons to fill the several offices, so that a
complete Cabinet may be presented to Par-
liament on Friday. ord Randolph
Churchill attended the eouncil.

The Marquis of Salisbury at 3 o’clock
this afternoon departed for Windsor Castle
to present to the Queen the Ministers he
has chosen for the new Cabinet.

The Queen arrived this moning at Wind-
sor from Balmoral.

NOT VERY PEACEFUL.

The Pall Mall Gazette has an editorial
believed to be inspired by Lessar of the
Russian boundary commission. It says
that unless Salisbury wishes to deepen the
conviction of Russia that his Ministry is a
menace of war, he will council the ap-
pointment of Churchill as Secretary of State
for India. “Russia,” continues the article,
“already regards the Salisbury Cabinet
with such suspicion that any sudden hitch
may cause such a rupture of negotiations
Bow in progress as will result in war.”

CHURCHILL'S VICTORY.

LoxpoN, June 18.—4 a. m.—The Times
editorial says: The new Cabinet is a com-
promise between rebuilding the Disraeli
Ministry and the infusion of new blood as
demanded by Lord Randolph Churchill. It
is not a complete triumph for Lord Ran-
dolph, although his principal demands have
been conceded. Misgivings are widely
entertained. His rashness and interference
will inflict injury in India at a eritical
moment, but he must work in harmony
with Earl Dufferin and the Council of India.
Lord Randolph probably insisted that the
renewal of the Coercion Act be abandoned.

LORD IDDESLIGHT.

Sir Stafford Northeote's acceptance of a
peerage is generally regretted, as it will
leave the Conservative leadership in the
House of Commons too much under the
influence of Lord Randolph Churchill.  Sir
Stafford Northeote's title will be Lord
Iddeslight.

THE NEW CABINET.

The composition of the new Cabinet has
been partially settled as follows: Marquis
of Salisbury, Prime Minister and Secretary
of State for the Foreign Department; Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, Chancellor of the
Exchequer;2 Lord Randolph Churchill, See-
retary of State for India; Sir Richard Ash-
ton Cross, Secretary of State for the Home
Deparfment; Right Hon. Edward Gibson,
Lord Chancellor of Ireland; Right Hon.
William Henry Smith will probably be Sec-
retary for War; Frederick Stanley, Secre-
tary for the Colonies; Iarl Carnarvon, for
Viscount Cranbook, Lord Lieutenant for
Ireland, and Sir Stafford Northcote, Lord
Lieutenant of the Council; Sir Harding
Gifford, Lord High Chancellor.

Loxpoy, June 17.—Arthur J. Balfour,
nephew of the Marquis of Salisbury, has
been appointed Chief Secretary for Ireland,
Mr. Holes Attorney-General, and Mr. Mon-
roe Solicitor-General.

Laborers on a Strike.

Brrxx, Austria, June 17.—A labor riot
of grave proportions took place in this city
last night. Trouble has been brewing for
some time and grew out of differences be-
tween the men and the factory owners,
about the hours of labor. As a settlement
of the difference could not be amicably ar-
rived at the men struck, and last evening
at 6 o'clock great crowds of peoplegathered
about the several factories and violently
assaulted them with stones and other mis-
siles. Windows were demolished, the gates
forced and the excited people rushed in
upon the factory grounds. The military
was called out, and succeeded by midnight
in dispersing the crowd and restoringorder.
In the conflicts between the soldiers and
the rioters two officers, six privates and
many rioters were wounded. A renewal of
the disturbance is feared.

The strikers wrecked the factories. The
mob numbered 4,000 women and men, and
the soldiers were unable to scope with the
rioters until the ecavalry arrived on the
scene.  After the disturbance was quited a
deputation of workmen waited on the
Burgomaster, who granted their demands,
pending action by the Government.

Later.—Several thousand persons again
collected, and further rioting ensued. Two
arrests were made.  The workmen have
resolved to continue thestrike, and demand
still shorter hours. It isbelieved the trouble
is partly due to to the anti-semitic feeling,
a majority of the manufacturers being
Jews.

ARRIVED AT LAST.

Bartholdi s Statue Safely Anchored Off
Sandy Hook.

Saxpy Hook, N. Y., June 17.—At day-
break the lookout sighted a strangesteamer
anchored off the bar. It was raining and
fogzy at the time, and he was unable to
make her out. She got under way, and at
5 o’elock a. m., when off the Hook, she dis-
played hersignal letters. All doubts about
her were dispelled, and the longlooked for
“Igere” was reported. The -stars and
stripes were mast-headed, and the vessel
was duly saluted from the lookout tower.
She passed, and going into the horseshoe
bend of the lower bay, dropped her anchor
abreast of thesteam yaeht ‘‘Rodha,” which
was anchored there at the time. The
“Jgere’’ is a bark-rigged vessel, and Ler long
funnel stands midway between her main
and her mizzen masts. Her hull is painted
white. The crew are cleaning the ship now.
No communication has yet been held with

the shore.

Sax Fraxcisco, June 17.—Senator John
T. Miller of California, Chairman of the
Senate Committee on Foreign Relations,
addressed a large meeting of representative
business men in the Chamber of Commerce
this afternoon. He spoke at great length
on the proposeed Nicaraguan Canal and the
treaties with Great Britain and-other coun-
tries; strongly emphsized the right of the
United States under the present existing
circumstances to control the isthmus tran-
sit. The United States has need, he said,
of a canal of her own for the uses of her
own commsree and for her own defense.
The French canal at Panama was a menace
to the interest and safety of our Pacific
coast possessions. Referringto theClayton-
Bulwer treaty, he said: ‘It does not seem
to me that any of ourexisting engagements
with Great Britain are violated by the pro-
pose arrangement with the Nicarauguans
for a eanal, nor should there be any fear of
war with England. There will be
NO QUESTION OF MISUNDERSTANDINGS
growing out of such an arrangement, which
will not be susceptible of honorable settle-
ment by negotiations between the two Gov-
ernments, and I regard it as doubtful
whether Great Britain will interpose any
objection to our going forward with the
great work which will promote herinterests
as well as ours, and benefit mankind. Cer-
tainly she has no right to object to con-
cluding the treaty. The advantages and
benefits which the control of this canal
will bring to this  coast, and the whole
United States, are incalculable. Its con-
struction will be an achievement worthy of
the first nation of the earth. It will be an
illustration of the power, nerve and sagac-
ity of the American people, which will chal-
lenge the respect of all mankind. It will be
a lesson to the nations of Europe, teaching
them
THE AMERICAN METHOD
of dealig with great affairs and illustrating
in a practical way the future policy of his
Government in respect to the nations and
people of this hemisphere. It will make a
new ear in the life of this nation. The con-
sumation of this work will be a triumph of
peace, no less renowned than the greatest
victories of war. This is the nation’s op-
portunity and turning point in the destiny
of the Pacific States. This is the age of
prodigous enterprises and great utilities.
It is the age of action. The day of the
manifesto has passed. National greatness
is measured by national performance.

Shall we
ask the consent of Great Britain before we
proceed to the execution of this great de-
sign, or shall we go forward, without fear,
with a firm and steady step in the grand
marbh of progress toward the fulfillment of
American destiny.”

At 10 o'clock the
General seemed to be sleeping in his room,
the family at that hour,as duringtheentire
evening, were gathered in the parlor, and
Dr. Douglas was with them for the night.
At 11 o’cloek they retired, and the cottage
was dark. Dr. Sands left New York at 11
o’clock to-night, and will reach here in the
morning. Dr. Douglas feels no apprehen-
sions for to-night.
