Buying Property.

The Salt Lake Tribune publishes the fol-
lowing speciol dispatch from St. Paul, Min-
nesota: The Northern Pacific land sales
for the last two or three months have been
large and much in excess of those made
during the corresponding time last year.
The increase has bean particularly marked
in Dakota and Minnesota: For June the
total sales made by the land department
will be upwards of 40,000 acres. The
largest single sale has just been made to
the Anaconda Gold and Silver Mining and
Smelting” Company of Butte, Montana.
The sale consisted of over 4,000 acres, for
which there was paid a little over three
dollars an acre. The purchase is in the
immediate neighborhood of Anaconda,
where this company has erected the largest
smelter in the country. The machinery,
buildings, etc., have cost upwards of a mil-
lion and a balf. The business done by the
company is in proportion to the size of its
works. It handles over four hundred tons
of ore daily, brought down from the com-
pany’'s mine at Butte. The total now
owned by the company around Anaconda
is a little over 10,000 acres.
