The work­
men here came out rather than have a riot 
and at this time (1:30 p. m.) the establish- 
ment is still closed. Several men were badly 
hurt by stones, but no intended violence 
against the workmen by the strikers is re­
ported at the screen works which are partly 
owned by Chisholm. The mob carried 
everything before them. The door was bat­
tered down with heavy pieces of timber, and 
car pins drove through the windows. Fay­
ette Brown, President of the company, was 
struck on the head with a club, and quite 
severely inj ured. The girls employed in the 
packing rooms fainted and orders were 
quickly given to stop the engine and stop 
work. The strikers then left the city and 
returned to the Eighteenth ward. The po­
lice were rapidly moving toward the scene 
of the riot when the hostilities ceased and 
they returned to their beats. At this hour 
everything is quiet.

THE STREET CAB STRIKERS.
Chicago, July 7.—Notwithstsnding the 

riotous demonstrations yesterday after­
noon the West Division* Street Railway 
Company sent out thirty-two of its cars at 
7:30 this morning on the Madison, Ran­
dolph, Lake and VanBuren street lines. 
The cars are all guarded, from six to eight 
policemen riding on each, while the streets 
are patrolled by a large reserve force. The 
early down town cars were all well patron­
ized, ladies and working girls constitnting 
the bulk of the passengers. Outwardly 
everything was quiet along the several car 
routes, crowds not being permitted to as­
semble.

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The Cheyennes on the War-Path, 
Spreading Death and 

Destruction.

W ichita, Kan., July 7.—A special dis­
patch dated Kingman City, Kansas, 5 p. m. 
to-day, says: J. B. Wilson, living three 
and a half miles east of Lawndale and 
whose character is vouched for by the 
president of the bank at Kingman, arrived 
at that place this afternoon, and says a 
man was killed nine miles west of Lawndale 
last night by a band of Indians. The twelve- 
year-old son of the murdered man escaped 
and came into Lawndale, bringing
the first news of his father’s
death. The boy passed four wagon 
loads of women and children fleeing in the 
direction of Kingman, at which point the 
excitement is very great. The men are 
arming and getting ready to pro­
ceed to Lawnsdaie to-night. A later 
dispatch says three families have just ar­
rived from the settlements beyond. They 
report that riders are passing rapidly 
through the country warning settlers that 
the .Indians are moving swiftly north 
and burning everything before them. The 
Governor has been notified by telegraph.

T opek a , July 7.—The city is considera­
bly aroused this eveuing by the reported 
reception of the telegrams announcing the 
arrival of Cheyenne Indians in the counties 
of Pratt and Comanche, and that the ma­
rauders were doing great damage to life and 
property. At 4 p. m. Governor Martin re­
ceived the following from Colonel Cuff of 
Santa Fee: “The day operator at Wichita 
says that an outbreak was reported in the 
southern part of Pratt county to-day. 
Several persons were killed and the balance 
of the people driven off. The stock is all 
driven out. One man came into Pratt t - 
day and says he is the only one left in  his 
family—the balance killed. But the opera­
tor does not know how many were killed.”

W ashington, July 8.—The Star says the 
President is preparing to  depart from 
Washington for a summer vacation. His 
plans have been arranged and it is expected 
that he will be able to get away within a 
day or two. He will go to New York State 
and betake hitnself to  the woods for a few 
weeks to get away from the worry and 
bother of office seekers and politicians. His 
plans have been made very quietly, and he 
will probably leave as soon as the ap­
pointed time arrives without making any 
previous announcement. The President 
wants a period of perfect rest, and does not 
propose to he followed into his retreat. 
The office seekers will wake up some morn­
ing very soon and find the White House 
deserted.

H arrisburg, Pa., July 8.—The Republi­
can State Convention, called for the pur-

the American continent. The platform

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Tlie Cattle Trails.
W ashington, July 8 .—It is reported that 

the obstruction of cattle trails through the 
Indian Territory,, by settlers upon the 
( 'herokee strip, is engrossing the attention 
of the Secretary of the Interior. In answer 
to complaints made by drovers that they 
were not permitted to take their cattle 
over the established trails, the Secretary 
lias telegraphed that no one had any right 
to obstruct them, but, nevertheless, it ap­
pears that the officers of the Federal courts 
in Kansas, whose jurisdiction extends over 
the Cherokee strip, have disregarded these

Pittsbuhg, July 8.—Dr. James P. Buck, 
who a year ago was the lion of fashionable 
society, was to-day placed on trial in the 
criminal court for highway robbery. For 
years a gang ]jad infested the county, and 
the most daring robberies were committed. 
The police were baffled. When Dr. Buck 
finally was accused of being the leader of 
the gang of footpads hardly any one believed 
it.

The police had received information 
several times which cast suspicion on Dr. 
Buck, but they believed the stories to be 
base fabrications to injure the Doctor. His 
standing in society placed him above sus­
picion. He was considered wealthy, as he 
kept fast horses and spent money lavishly 
for rare pictures and curiosities. His villa 
at Braddock, a suburb, wnere he resided, 
contained a valuable collection of the works 
of the old masters, and the grounds were 
the handsomest in the State. His practice 
was extensive among the best people, and 
it created the most profound sensation 
when he was arrested, together with a 
notorious gang, charged with complicity in 
numerous highway robberies. His accuser 
was Frederick Alpert, an insurance agent. 
He related his story on the stand to-day. 
Dr. Buck sat opposite to him. He was 
faultlessly dressed in a suit of the latest 
cut. He looked unconcerned, and his fine 
black eyes were constantly riveted on the 
witness.

Alpert swore that last July lie went to 
McKeesport on business and stopped at 
Braddock on his way home. Hearrived at 
the latter place about 4 o ’clock and went 
directly to the office of Dr. Buck, with whom 
he had been on very friendly terms. Mr. 
Alpert says he had made several collections 
of premiums, etc., during the day and had 
in his pockets a large sum of money, which 
fact was known to Dr. Buck. After doing 
some business in Braddock, he, by previous 
arrangement with Dr. Buck, took supper 
and started about dusk for the house of a 
Mr. Kinney, who lived across the river, and 
from whom Dr. Buck said $10,000 of insur­
ance could be easily obtained.

The two crossed the river in a boat and 
went to the house of Mr. Kinney, who, Mr. 
Alpert states, promptly informed them he 
had insurance already. They started to 
return through a lonely piece of woods. Dr. 
Buck started on a run for the ferry, and 
Alpert called to him to wait for him, but 
the doctor kept on. A minute later two 
men stepped in front of Alpert and one 
knocked him down, while the other re­
moved $500 from his inside pocket and 
snatched off his gold watch.

Alpert started toward the ferry, and 
came across Dr. Buck lying on the ground 
and groaning. He asked him if he had also 
been robbed. Buck said, “yes.” They had 
taken two large pocketbooks from him. 
one containing $270 and the other some 
small change, although he had told Alpert 
at his office just before he started for the 
river that lie hadn’t 40 cents to make 
up the balance of the note which he paid 
Alpert in full.

Alpert remarked: “Why, doctor, they
have not taken your gold watch and dia­
mond stud?” to which the doctor made no 
reply. They then went to the ferry and, 
after crossing over, the boy Suggested that 
they run up the river to the other ferry and 
see if the robbers didn’t cross there. Dr. 
Buck interposed objections, however, and 
told Alpert not to say anything about the 
affair, as he was ashamed because he had 
lost so little while Alpert had lost so much.

One of the detectives employed by Alpert 
secured the information which led to Buck’s 
arrest. It was found that for years he was 
connected with the “Gordon gang,” which 
infested this neighborhood, and acted as 
“roper in” for them, as in the case of Al­
pert.

The Kansas Indian Troubles 
End in Air.

C O N V IC T L A B O R E R S

How They Are Beaten and Otherwise

T opeka , Kansas, July S.—The following 
dispatch was received this morning by the 
Governor from H. R. Nickerson, Division 
Superintendent of the Santa Fe. It was 
sent to Mr. Nickerson by the station agent 
at Kingman :

“ Newton, July 8, 1885.—The agent at 
Kingman sends the following dispatch: 
‘The Indian scare assumed gigantic pro­
portions here yesterday, and last night 
hundreds of families flocked into town from 
points as far west as eighty miles for pro­
taction. Several scouting parties have 
been out as far as thirty miles, and the 
farther out they go the farther off are the 
Indians. No trace of the Indians or evi­
dence of their having been nearer to King- 
man county than the Territflry line, and 
that no damage has been done. There is a 
general scare, but its origin cannot be lo­
cated. A party named Jones was down to 
the Territory line, and heard that the In­
dians were on the move, and on his way 
back to Pratte county he met a neighbor 
named Quill, who told him that the Indians 
were coming. Smith saw Brown and 
Brown saw his friends, and thus the 
story grew and the excitement increased. 
The settlers have started back for their 
homes.’ ”

The Governor has ordered 250 stands of 
arms to be sent to- Kingman, Lamed, 
Dodge City and Gardiner City, at once. 
Thence they will be distributed to various 
points in the South-west.

She told theladies 
that she became the wife of a wealthy man 
at 13, and by him she was sent to school 
at Frankfort-on-the-Main, but that he died 
soon after and left her 125,000 head of cat­
tle, which she had placed on four ranches.

CRUELTY TO CONVICTS.

How They are Treated Under the Con­
tract System.

Charleston, S. C., July 8.—About the 
middle of June Governor Thompson was 
informed that the convie ts employed in 
grading the Savanah Valley Railroad were 
cruelly treated, that one convict had (lied 
in consequence of a brutal whipping by the 
guards; that they were overworked and an 
excessive mortality prevailed among them. 
The Governor immediately instructed the 
superintendant of the Penitentiary to in­
vestigate the charges. The official report, 
which has just been made shows sixteen 
deaths occurring since January 1st out of 
a total force of 120 convicts; that seven 
are unable to work; that the convictH are 
required to march nearly three miles to 
work, with shackles on their legs; that on 
account of the bad quality of their food the 
scurvy has made its appearance and there 
has been excessive cruelty in punishing con­
victs. In describing the effects of the beat­
ing of Henry Porter by A. W. Jackson, who 
had temporary charge of the convicts 
during the absence of the regular overseer, 
Dr. S. Pope, the Penitentiary physician 
says: “ As evidence of the severity of the
whipping inflicted, I would state that the
