This is a sentence that most of the readers 
of the M iner  have seen in many places 
hroughout the city within the past ten 
days. It has been sent forth by a bare 
majority of the fifteen or twenty persons 
who comprise the Butte Typographical 
Union. These gentlemen imugine that they 
have a grievance with T he Mixer  and are 
doing everything they can to do the paper 
injury. They are making a foolish effort 
to induce other labor organizations to join 
them in the movement.

Since they have had so much to say con­
cerning the matter, it may be well for us to 
make a plain statement of the facts in the 
case.

When the present management assumed 
control of T h e  M in e r  it found the office to 
be non-Union. The old foreman was at 
once displaced and a new one—who was a 
Union man—appointed, with instructions 
to employ Union men as rapidly as vacan­
cies occurred. This Was done without the 
knowledge of the local Union, which was 
then very weak. The new management ap­
proached the Union with a view of turning 
the office over to its members and through a 
committee arranged to do so as speedily as 
possible. The advances had all been made 
by T h e  M in e r  and were unlooked for by 
theTTnion. The office was then “opened” to 
Union men and tlirg: of them were em­
ployed at once. No definite date was fixed 
for the change, but the following letter was 
read to the men employed by us:

! 'i his change of policy is  made from com cie n 
tious motives, aud not becau e of any dissatisfac­
tion w ith our present lorce To ai our employes 
we d sire to return  our thanks foi the ir faitnfnl- 
ness at d n n if rm  courtesy, a i d  to express the 
hope tha t they may all ice the ir way ciear to  join 
in  reorganizing and building up the local P rin t­
ers' Union and all rem aiu  in our service.

ployes ample time to join the Union or 
find positions elsewhere. No sooner, 
however, had this letter been published to 
our men than the members of the Union 
became dictatorial and demanded that the 
change be made immediately. A meeting 
was called three days later, J une 25th, 
which Mr. Ziegenfuss attended upon agree­
ment. At this meeting he agreed, on behalf 
of T h e  M in e r  Publishing Company, that 
no the first day of August next the office 
should be made a Union office absolutely— 
giving'tliose who could not join the Union 
a month’s time in whicli to find other situ­
ations. The time could not have been 
shortened because of contracts and guar­
antees.

To this we could not accede. The first 
day of August was the earliest time at 
wHioh w© ©mild make the change. The fol­
lowing night the Union men employed in 
the office were dra’frn out—much against 
their will. All the Union men in the office 
at the time denounced the action of the 
Union as foolish and as an outrage.

There was no other cause of complaint. 
The wages were satisfactory—25 per cent, 
higher than any other paper in Butte pays. 
With the system of measuring work no 
fault was found, nor with the hours.

The idea was simply to get control of the 
office and to get it at once—without any 
reference to the losses it might entail on 
the owners.

These are the plain, unvarnished facts in 
brief. We confidently submit them to the 
workingmen and business men of the 
camp, to say whether or not we are 
wrong.

The office is open to Union men. They 
can work here if they wish, at better wages 
than they can earn elsewhere. They have 
drawn out of their own accord, rather than 
wait a month to obtain absolute control.

The office is a non-Union office only be­
cause the Union made it so. When the 
members of the Union want it changed 
they can do so, by a mere resolution.

This result was brought about by nine 
men, one of whom had been in Butte but 
a day.

Is there any blame to attach to us? 
Have we shown a spirit hostile to organ­
ized labor? We submit the matter to the 
reasonable workingmen of the camp.

To show our confidence in the justness of 
our position and our willingness to do right 
if we are wrong, we have proposed to sub­
mit the whole question to three persons— 
the President of the Miners’ Union, the 
chief officer in this district of the Knights 
of Labor, the two to select an upright, just 
business man to be the third. If they will 
say that we are Wrong, we will submit and 
accept whatever recommendation they may 
have to make. The Printers’ Union has 
declined this proposition. Why isn’t it 
fair?

T h e  Washington Post has the following 
to say of the appointment of Mr. Hauser 
as Governor of Montana: “Some of Mr.
Cleveland’s appointments owe their pecu­
liar luster, not only to the eminent fitness 
of the appointees, but in a still greater de­
gree to the notorious unfitness of the place­
holders removed. In this category must 
be placed the appointment of Mr. Samuel 
T. Hauser as Governor of Montaua, vice 
B. Platt Carpenter, removed. The ap­
pointment was in every way a fit one. Mr. 
Hauser is a banker and business man of 
Helena, Montana, where he is highly es­
teemed. In the first place, by selecting a 
citizen of the Territory for Governor, the 
President has f»iven another signal assur­
ance that he intends to abide by the plat­
form on which he was elected. In the 
second and more important particular, 
the action of Mr. Cleveland in removing B. 
Platt Carpenter from the Governorship 
takes rank as one of the best acts of his 
administration. Carpenter was appointed 
a few weeks before the expiration of Presi­
dent Arthur’s term of office, to succeed 
Hon Schuyler Crosby, who briefly orna­
mented the First Assistant Postmaster 
Generalship during tne pangs of Republi­
can dissolution preceding the 4th of 
March.”

He is one of the best 
known and brightest journalists of the 
Northwest. He married, in 1881, Martha, 
the oldest daughter of Amasa Rice, a leading 
citizen of Pittsfield, Massachusetts, and in 
the event of the death of Lord Alderson 
without issue, as now seems probable, will 
succeed to the Alderson estate.

T he New York World gives Tabor, of 
Denver, the following notice: “Ex-Senator 
Night-Shirt Tabor still keeps up his war 
with the Denver newspaper men, whom he 
will not admit to his opera house, even up­
on purchased tickets. The ex-Senator’s 
connection with an opera house is presumed 
to be based upon the Biblical association of 
the ‘harp and the Tabor.’ ”

N in e  men, members of the Printers 
Union, have an ambition to bring animos­
ities between T h e  M in e r  and other labor 
organizations. We do not believe that 
they will succeed. We know they will not. 
T h e  M in e r  is too good a friend of organized 
labor to accommodate the nine ambitious 
young men. Set ’em up in the other alley.

T o-day the State of New York will open 
the Niagara Park, the State taking posses­
sion of the property about the falls. The 
occasion will, no doubt, be appropriately 
observed, as it should be, considering that 
the State is making an outlay of $1,500,- 
000 upon the park. There will be no more 
extortion at Niagara.

T h e  Fort Benton River Press, recently 
destroyed by fire, is still issued upon the 
“half sheet,” but will appear in its usual 
form in a short time. The Press lost its 
cylinder press and most of its material, but 
none of its pluck and energy. The people 
of Benton should give their creditable little 
paper a substantial benefit for the balance 
of 1885.

T he awful death of Mr. E . D. Reynolds, 
on Tuesday, caused a profound sensation 
in Butte. M r . R ey n o ld s  w tte  a n  a c tiv e , ag ­
gressive and enterprising business man, 
who was growing constantly in influence 
and popularity and was a universal favor­
ite, not only here, but throughout the 
Northwest.

T he  famous Bassick mine at Silver Cliff, 
in Colorado, has been sold at sheriff’s sale 
to Clapp Spooner, of Bridgeport, Conn., for 
$37,599. It is claimed to be a rich proper­
ty, but has been badly mismanaged.

TH E LAND STEALS.

The New York Times in a recent issue re­
ferring to ex-Governor McCook’s able letter 
to the President on the subject of leasing 
the Indian lands, says that it was the at­
tempt of a group of Chicago speculators to 
get hold of the Crow reservation that first 
directed the attention to the subject of In­
dian leases, and adds that ex-Governor Mc­
Cook might have made his letter even more 
forcible by placing in it a history of the ras­
cality practiced in connection with the at­
tempt to lease the Crow lands.

This leads the Billings Gazette to make 
the following comment: “It certajply is 
gratifying to know' that the efforts of our 
citizens in combatting the Crow lease, and 
ip throwing the light of day into the dark 
and mysterious ways of the Colorado con­
spirators, have resulted, not only in thwart­
ing the lease, but in drawing the attention 
of Congress to the abuses existing generally 
in the matter of leases in the various Indian 
reservations of the United States. ‘Large 
oaks from little acorns grow,’ and now it 
appears that the vigorous protest of the 
Billings Board of Trade against the Crow 
lease will result in a general overturning of 
Indian leases in the whole country.”

That the land office of the Interior De­
partment is rotten.to the core is known to 
every prominent politician and newspaper 
man who has spent any time in Washing­
ton. A prominent gentleman, speaking to 
the writer in Washington last winter, said: 
“The most rotten department under Re­
publican administration is the Interior and 
the most putrid spot in that is the land 
office. Mr. Teller has been the tool, aye, 
apparently the willing accomplice of every 
land-grabber in the country. His decisions 
have been most outrageous. He may be 
an honest man, but if he is no one who 
knows anything would believe it. He 
should have made at least $600,000.”

This is the sentiment that pervades the 
entire country. It is the clear duty of 
Mr. Lamar to cause a thorough investiga­
tion to be made into the conduct of the 
land office. Let in the light, so that the 
steals may be laid bare and steps taken to 
assure the return of the millions of stolen 
acres to the public domain.

A  W a s h i n g t o n  dispatch speaks of Cap-, 
tain Howgate as “an unfortunate man,” 
who is anxious to settle his differences with 
the Government. Unfortunate nothing ! 
He is a plain, every day sort of a thief.

The war against Quay has already be­
gun in Pennsylvania. The Press, the lead­
ing Republican paper of the State, is openly 
against Quay, and other prominent papers 
are “damning him with faint praise.”

I f  our esteemed contemporary pays to printers 
m ore,than o ther papers in  Bu te, it is because 
they work more hours in  th a t office than  this. 
The printers m ake fully as m uch per hour in  oue 
office at£lhe other. The Min f r  should stop blow­
ing.

So says The Inter Mountain. The stand­
ard of all printers’ work is the ein. The 
Inter Mountain pays 40 cents per thousand 
ems; the M in e r  pays 50 cents per thousand 
eins. T h e  M in e r  is, in the parlance of the 
printers’ craft, a “fatter” paper to work on, 
using smaller type and a wider measure. 
There is a natural difference of from 3 to [5 
cents in the price of composition between a 
morning and on evening paper, so that, 
making the most liberal allowance, we are 
paying from 5 to 7 cents more money than 
the Inter Mouutain pays for the same work. 
We pay the highest wages of any newspa per 
in the Territory, give men more work, bet­
ter measure and better copy than any other 
establishment.

T he new premier of England is an ex- 
journalist. The cable says: “Lord Salis­
bury, although the third Cecil who has 
been Premier, is the first one who has been 
a professional journalist, and press men in 
England are proud of the fact that when as 
yet a second son he had differences with 
his father ending in paternal estrangement, 
he, as Lord Robert Cecil, was for a long 
time on the regular salary list of the 
Chronicle, now a Liberal paper, in the col­
umns of which his scathing satire and the 
bitter irony of his pen equalled in strength 
the merciless severity of his speeches in the 
Commons.”

Up to this date, says the Livingston En­
terprise, no irrigation has been needed in 
Gallatin county and plenty of heavy wheat 
and oat crops will be harvested in the 
county this year that will not have re­
ceived a drop of moisture other than what 
the heavens have vouchsafed. We doubt 
whether a like experience has been recorded 
in the history of the Territory. Is this un­
usual rainfall a mere fortuitous circum­
stance or is it directly due to the settle­
ment and development of the country ?

Weber, the head of the well-known firm of 
piano makers.

Miss Perry well de­
serves so noble and generous a husband as 
Al. Weber and we can only wish them a 
long and unclouded married life.

J ohn  K e l l y ’s health is not so badly 
broken as some of his enemies cou Id wish.

L on d o n , July 16.—The Standard ,,in an 
editorial on the reported advance of Ruff- 
sian troops to Zulifikar pass, says, 
though more re-assuring news was re" 
ceived late yesterday from Col. Ridgway, 
chief of the Russian-Afghan boundary col­
umn, the news from other sources regard­
ing Russian movements is of the gravest 
character. The only redeeming feature of 
the intelligence from Afghanistan, was that 
the Afghans have attached themselves more 
firmly than ever to our side.”

WANTS TO STAND PAT.
The Daily Telegraph says: “Negotia­

tions between England and Russia regard­
ing the Afghan frontier question have be­
come serious. Russia is preferring new 
claims and refuses to yield to Lord feahs-
bury, whose tone, although studiously 
friendly, is firm.” The Standard, in com­
menting on the same subject, declares that 
England will never condone a second edi­
tion of the Penjdeh outrage.

This morning’s Telegraph, in an article 
on the Afghan news, says: “The objec­
tion of the Ameer of Afghanistan to the 
Russians’ claim to the position proeitally 
commanding Zulificar pass is supported by 
Salisbury. Lord Salisbury’s reluctance to 
consent to Russia’s offer to submit the 
question to a joint commission is owing to 
his belief that such a course would be re­
sultless, and would only delay the settle­
ment of matters.”

The Times' editorial says that all the 
Powers with the exception of Russia ̂  have 
given their assent to the issue of the Egypt­
ian  loans. Russia’s silence, the Times 
says, increases the apprehension in regard 
to the Afghan situation.

U ND ER DISCUSSION.

Robert Burke, Under Secretary for For­
eign affairs, in the Commons this afternoon 
stated that the Government had made rep­
resentations to Russia in regard to the 
recent flogging by Russian officers, under 
Generol Komaroff of a British Consular 
olerk. Russia, in answer, had promised to 
make an inquiry into the affair, and Gen­
eral Komaraff explains that at the time 
the man was whipped the Russians were 
unaware that he was in the British Con­
sular service, but supposed that lie was a 
suspicious character.

EN G L A N D ’S M ENACE.

L on d o n , July 17.—3 a. m.—The British 
Government has notified Russia that any 
increase in the Russian forces in the direc­
tion of Zulficar will be regarded as an un­
friendly act.

T e h e r a n , July 16.—The Russians have 
permanently occupied three positions on 
Persian Territory, lying between Sarakhs 
and Pul-I-khatun.

RUSSIA AND FRA N CE .

V ie n n a , July 16.—The political corre­
spondence published in a semi-official dis­
patch from St. Petersburg to-day on the 
Central Asia question, says that Russia 
counts with certainty on the help of France 
in any contest which the Czar may have 
with England in Asia. France, the article 
declares, will be compelled to establish a 
protectorate over Totiquin, and the Eng­
lish in India will then be between two fires 
and their interest is to avoid any policy 
that is likely to lead to a Franco-Russian 
alliance. This is a set off to the increasing 
friendliness between Germany and England.

A FREN CH  VIEW .

P a r is , July 16.—There is a panic on the 
bourse to-day and a heavy fall has oc­
curred in the prices of most of the securi­
ties owing to reports that a crisis between 
Russia and England is imminent.

Destructive Fire Among the Washington 
Offices.

W ashing to n , July 16.—Afire broke out 
to-nivht in the building occupied by the 
Daily Post, National Republican, Washing­
ton Critic, Sunday Gazette, the United 
States Electric Light Company, and several 
other tenants. The editorial, composing 
and press rooms of the four papers are 
completely ruined, and the business offices 
are flooded with water. The building was 
owned by’ Stilson Hutchings. . It was 
valued at $80,000, and was insured. The 
Post and Republican used -the same 
press, valued at $20,000; insured for 
$15,000. The Critic press was valued at 
$15,000; insured. In the basement was a 
$25,000 press, owned by Ex-Secretary 
Chandler. The plates and 5,000 copies of 
Stilson Hutchings new book, “ Washington, 
Past and Present,” are a total loss. The 
Gazette is owned by Thomas S. Morrow, 
whose loss is not heavy. The totalgloss 
will reach $150,000, about two-thirds of 
which is covered by insurance. The 
Evening Star at once tendered the use of 
its office to the Post and Republican and 
their papers will be issued without inter­
ruption.

You have 
one foot in it now, and I intend to put the 
other one in also.”

Gray stopped and asked McDonald what 
he had said, and the latter repeated the 
words and finished by applying a vile epi­
thet to Gray, who reached down and seized 
a stone and threw it at the youth. Mc­
Donald immediately drew a pistol and fired 
twice. Both bullets took effect in Gray’s 
right breast. The wounded man fell to the 
ground dying. The elder McDonald struck 
the dying man twice on the head with a 
stick. Gray only lived a few moments. No 
one attempted to arrest the murderers, 
and they escaped and have not yet been 
captured.

P h il a d e l p h ia , July 16.—Joseph Taylor, 
who, on May 31, 1884, brutally murdered 
his keeper, Michael F. Darian. at Easton, 
Penitentiary by beating in his brains with 
a wooden bobbin and a bar of iron, was 
hanged in the corridor of the county prison 
at 10 o’clock a. m.
