I received with
great pleasure the loyal offers of wmilitary
assistance for this campaign from my col-
onies, and from the native provineces of

of New South Wales. that served with dis-
tinction in actions on the coast of the Red
set. The death of El Mahdi will probably
epable me to perform with less ditficulty
the duties toward the ruler and the people
of Ezvpt which events have imposed upon
me. Ishall not relax wmy eiforts to place
the government and grod order in that
countty upon a firm foundation. My re-
jutions with other powers are ol a friendly
pature. The difficuities which at one time
were of an anxious characterarose between
my Government and Russia concerning the
limits of the territory of my ally, the Ameer
of Afghanistan. Nezotiations for their ad-
pstment still continue, and will, I trust, lead
stan early period to a satisfactory settle-
ment.

The progress of events in South Africa
has compelled me, in the interest of the
native races, to take under my protection
Bechamalan and certain adjacent terri-
tories.

THE INDIAN EMPIRE.

I am taking necessary steps to place the
northwest frontier of my Indian empire in
a condition adequate to its defense, in the
absence of which the prosperity and tran-
quility of my Indian subjects are liable
from time to time to be interrupted and
disturbed.

AN ALASKAN CRUISE.

The Acting Secretary of the Treasury has
received & report from Captain Healy, com-
manding the revenue steamer *‘Corioni,” in
regard to his cruise in Alaskan waters.
The report is dated Port Clarence, A. T.,
July 10th. Lisutensnt Benham and two
seamen were left on Otter Island early in
the cruise for the protection of seals, re-
lieving Lieutenant Cantwell from thatduty.
No evidence of illicit trade was found
among any of the whaling vessls. Informa-
tion was received of the loss of the barks
“Napoleon” and *‘Gazette.” All the boats
were manned by the respective crews and
an endeavor made to reach a place
of salety. Two boats were lost and
all on board, numbering eighteen
persons, perished, Four men in the other
boats were frozen to death. The steamers
“Balacara' and * Thrasher” and the
barks ‘Atlanta,” “Arnold,” ‘‘Dawn,”
“Young,” “Phenix” and *Eiiza” were
also badly damaged by the ice. The
agents at St. George and St. Paul report
that no marauding vessels have been seen
80 far this seuson. The natives at Cape
Prince of Wales and on the Diomede
Islands were found peaceful and thriving.
At Hatham Inlet, Lieutenant Caldwell and
three men were dispatched with a steam
launch to explore the Kowak river, and if
possible reach its head waters. Another
expedition was dispatched under Second
Assistant Engineer McLenegan to explore
Noyatag river. Successful results are ex-
pected from both. l{{) to July 3d nothing
had been heard at Hetham Inlet of the
schooner * Viking,”” having on board the
naval expedition under Lieutenant G. M.
Storey. The “Corwin’ will extend her
cruise to Kotzebue Sound.

AFTER THE NAVY.

An order similar to that recently issued
by Secretary Endicott will shortly be sent
out from the Navy Department. Thenavy
regulationa require that officers shall serve
three years at sea and three yeamon_shora,
returning at the end of the latter period to
gea duty. A complaint has been made by
some officers that they did not_serve sheir
full time on shore. To remedy any such
evils that may exist two officers, one from
line and one from staff will probably be
detailed at an early date to keep a
record showing the kind of work at
which officers are employed and the leryngt-h
of time they have been engaged.

AN ARMY INDIAN AGENT.

It is in contemplation to appoint an
army officer to perform theduties of Indian
agent upon the San Carlos Reservation.
Sometime ago Secretary Lamar expressed
the conviction that an arny officer should
bedesignated to represent both the Interior
and War Departments, and the Secretary
of War recommended to the President that
Captain A. E. Pierce be assigned to the
position. The President has not yet sig-
nified his purpose in regard to the matter.

WasHINGTON, August 15.— Owing to
rumors of the injury by grasshoppers in
parts of Montana, the Signal Bureau has,
at Professor Riley’s request, instructed its
agents in the Northwest to telegraphat
once any observations of injury or move-
ments, instead of sending them monthly as
heretofore. Professor Riley also sent an
agent to the place, whose reports confirm
the previous statement. Not only are there
large numbers of the destructive Rocky
mountain species at work, but the common
native and now migratory species are also
much more numerous thanusual. At Fort
Buford and Poplar Pine agency the locusts
are very abundant, destroying the crops.
On July 29th, during the middle of the day,
a large proportion of the Rocky mountain
species left toward the east and soutbwest.

In the meantime,
however, the League should inaugurate a
period of activity not less earnest and
energetic than that which prevailed when
Ireland was threatened with another arti-
ficial famine, and when her leaders were
imprisoned and the press silenced under

THE 80-CALLED LIBERAL GOVERNMENT.

The party led by Mr. Parnell needs sup-
port. How well that support is deserved
we need hardly tell the world. Assuredly
we need not tell men of Irish birth or de-
scent. Serving without compensation,
without official power or patronage, among
aliens who have persecuted and who have
sought to degrade them, being numerically
less than one twentieth of the body mn
which they have achieved a success unpar-
alleled in the history of struggles for free
government, by their ability, their unity,
their discipline, their faith in the justice of
their cause and by their restless labors,
they have forced not only their enemies,
but the world to look upon their oppres-
sion and to listen to the recitals of an out-
raged, plundered, misgoverned people.
They have with matcliless skill seized upon
every opportunity to thrust before the
world their cause. It is one which will bear
the scrutiny of the light. They never al-
lowed it to be hidden.

THEY BLOCKADED THE LEGISLATION
of the English Parliament. They objected
to, postponed, and defeated local legisla~-
tion intended to foster and expedite the
English business interests in retaliation for
the dull, brutal indifference which was
shown to Irish interest. For the first time
in English history it was impossible to ex-
tend the franchise privilegesin England and
Scotland without giving Ireland absolute
equality in the extension.

in disgraceful retirement from Dublin
Castle, and they have shown that while
Dublin Castle was the home of so-called
English liberalism and the seat ol tyranny,
its unnatural vice and imported bestiality
made it only worthy of a site in ancient
Sodom and Gomorrah or modern London.
Their labors have been herculean. Their
accomplishment under the most adverse
circumstances are almost miraculous.
When they next appearin Parliament their
numbers will be increased from thirty to at
least thirty-eight. They will have more or
less of only reliable English support—that
which comes from fear from the number of
2nglish members, who will owe theirelection
to the judicious exercise of the balance of
power by the exiled Irish in England and
Scotland.

It is certain that the Irish
Parliamentary party will be represented at
that gathering. The progress and condi-
tion of the Irish people will be stated to
your representatives and we believe, as we
earnestly pray, that the next convention
after that will be one called to receive a
delegation who come from an Irish Parlia-
ment in College Green.

In the evening a large demonstration was
held at Ogden’s Grove, the same being at-
tended by several thousand friends of the
Irish cause. The grounds were brilliantly
illuminated and decorated with banners
and emblems suited to the occasion.
Among the addresses delivered was one by
Senator Riddleberger of Virginia. Alexander
Sullivan, ex-President of the Irish-Ameri-
can League of America, was called to the
chair, and after speaking briefly on the
object of the conference to-day and the
League in general, introduced Senator
Riddleberger.
