The Commissioner Takes the Part
of the Pueblo Indians Who
Are Unjustly Taxed.

————

WASHINGTON, September 22.—Hendricks
is said to haye informed the President that
he is impressed with the belief thata change
in the office of Surgeon-General of the Mar-
ine Hospital service is neither wise or expe-
dient, and that he has accordingly with-
drawn the name of Dr. Matthews, whom he
iad nrged for the place. He also said that
he will oppose the appointment of Dr. Wall-
ing on the same grounds. The resignation
of Surgeon-General Hamilton has not been
accepted and theimpression is growing that
he will retain the oitice.

The Cabinet meeting to-day was attended
by Endicott. Whitney, Manning and Vilas.
Among the questions considered at the
meeting were the troubles in Wyoming and
the possible reorganization of the Civil
Service Commission. The political situa-
tion in New York was also informally re-
ferred to.

Commissioner Sparks of the Land Office
has prepared a statement of disposals of
public land and the receipts from them
during the tiscal year ended June 30, 1885,
Total number of entries, 226,382; total
wamber of aeres 2,011,366,338; total val-
ne, 87.686,114.80  The number of vriginal
homestead entries was 50,877, including
7415885 acres. The number of final
homestead  entries was 22,066, including
3,032,679 ucres. The number of original
timber culture entries was 30,998, includ-
ing 4,755,005 acres. The number of final
timber culture entries was 750, inclnding
90.300 ucres. The total numnber of acres
taken under railroad selections was 3,558,-
914, made up as follows, (fractions omit-
ted): Alubama, 33,198: Arizona, 133,052;
California, 376,445; Colorado, 111,252;
Dakota, 790,693; lowa, 6,014; Kansas,
195.046; Louisiana, 19,887; Minnesota,
108,217; Montana, 793,459; Nebraska,
175,039; Nevada, 60,812; Oregon, 245,386;
Utah, 17,123; Washington Territery, 585,-
216; Wisconsin, 518,190. The grand total
of the disposal of land, 120,113,663
acres, which includes 881,850 acres of In-
dinu lands. This is a decrease in the num-
ber acres disposed of as compared with the
year 1884 of 6.535,656; but as compared
with the year 1888 it is an increase of 683,-
630 ucres. From the sales of Indian lands

$033,483 was realized, making the total
receipts from all sales of lands 87.6&6,]:14,
a decrease ar comjared with the receipts
during 1884 of 84,159,532, and as com-
pared with the year 1883 a decrease of
$3,086,167.

THE INDIAN DELEGATIGN.

The Pueblo Indian delegation called
ugain upon the Commissioner of Indian
Affairs this morning, and will leave for
theiv home in New Mexico to-night. They
have been partially successful in their mis-
sion, for the Commissioner wil! request the
authorities of New Mexico to suspend the
tax Jevy until the exactlegal status of these
Indians can be determined. The Commis-
siover seems to be of the opinion that
these Indians should not be taxed. He ad-
mits that they were properly regarded as
citizens under the treaty by which New Mex-
ico was ceded to the United States, but
says they never have been allowed to exer-
ase the rights of citizenship. The New Mex-
wn authorities have not allowed them to
fote, except upon some petty question of
ditching affecting their own community.
Their lands were granted to the tribe by
Mexico, and the United States is paying
them money which the authorities of New
Mexico seema to  be endeavoring to acquire
by taxation. The Commissioner believes
that the Pueblos who were poor, ignorant
Indians should be protected as wards of
the nation.

The Sceretary of the Treasury has called
for the resignation of Martin L. Noerr as
chief of the division of captured n.r)d aban-
doned property and iands. Mr. Noerr was
appointed from the District of Columbia
and was one of the oldest employes in the
serviee, There are no charges against him.

SEATILE, September 22.—A body of
masked and armed men visited the quar-
ters of the Chinese workmen at the Black
Dm.l_nond mine last night. The Chinese fled.
Their houses were burned. The Chinamen
had been discharged from the mines and ex-
pected to go to Seattle to-day. A conven-
tion of delegates from all parts of the Puget
sound country was called to meet here Sep-
tember 28th to devise means of ridding the
country of Chinese.
PORTLAND, Oregon, September 22.—Later
reports from the Black Diamond mines
s8how that there was no cause for scaring
the Chinese, except to set an example for
other Chinese and for whites who might em-
ploy them. The Black Diamond Company
had, in obedience to public sentiment, dis-
charged all of the Chinese and they were en-
gaged all the next day in packing up pre-
paratory to leaving. While they were thus
waiting the masked men approached,
frightened them off and burned theircamps,
tools, blankets and entire outfit.

sulmans enrolled in the militia of Roumelia
have been discharged from the service as a
precautionary measure against conveying
military secrets to Turkey. The sympa-
ﬂ!leﬁ of the Mussulmans are unou tedly
with the Porte and if permitted to remain
in the army they would undoubtedly fra-
ternize with the Turkish soldiers.
. Prince Alexander of Bulgaria declares he
is able to withstand the attacks of all the
forces the Sultan can rally to support his
claims in Roumelia.

BeRLIN, September 23.—A semi-official
statement is made that the Powers will not
look calmly on the breaking of the treaty
of Berlin, but will gide with Turkey, and if
Russia opposes them she will be isolated.
Only after the Bulgarians have been re-
stored to the common seas can the Powers
decide what shall be done for Bulgarian
unity.

g AN ENGLISH VIEW.

Loxpow, September 23.—The Standard
to-day commenting on affairs in Roumelia,
urges the signatory Powers to the troaty of
Berlin tiat although it may be too late to
restore the statu gquo in Roumelia they
sh)uld take immediate measures to prevent
a spread of the insurrection to the other
Balkan States.

Russia has proposed a conference of the
Powers on the Roumelian difficulty, but
wants the Porte to take the initiative step
in the matter. Austria will await a decis-
ion from the Porte before committing her-
self on the question.

TURKEY TO FIGHT.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, September 23.— The
Porte has issued a circular to the signatory
Powers of the treaty of Berlin, protesting
that the conduct of Prince Alexander of
Bulgarja, in relation to the rising in Rou-
melia is in violation of the stipulations of
the treaty of Berlin and declaring that the
Sultan has resolved on efficient action to
carry out the rights of the Porte contained
in article 16 of the treaty, which provides
that in the event of theinternal or external
securltivl of Eastern Roumelia being threat-
ened, the Porte, after notifying the Powers
of the exigencies that require it may send
Ottoman troops into the province.

LewistoN, Idaho, September 22.—Five
Chinamen, implicated in the murder of
Daniel Frazier, in Pierce City, were taken
from the jail by citizens last night and hung
to convenient trees.

Mr. Frazer, who was onz of the pioneers
of Southern Idaho, was well known and
respected. His room in the rear of the
store was entered on the night of the 11th
inst. He was murdered and the body hor-
ribly mutilated.

Tracks on the outside of the
building showed thav Chinamen had done
the deed. In the next five days fifteen
Chinese were arrested, and finally five con-
fessed to the deed. These were taken out
and summarily disposed of.

Service Reform.

By His Former Declarations and the
Commission---An Able Docu-
ment From the Executive.

Following is the full text of President
Cleveland's letter accepting Commissioner
Eaton's resignation:

Execumive Mansioy,
WaSHINGTON, SEPTEMBER 11, 1885.;
Hon. Dorman B. Eaton— My .DrAR SIR:

Tamin receipt of your letter tendering
Yyour resignation as a member of the Board
of Civil Service Commissioners. I cannot
refrain from expressing my sincere regrets
that you are determined to withdraw from
a position in the public service where your
intelligent performance of duty has been of
inestimable value to the country. The
friends of Civil Service Reform and all those
who desire a good Government fully appre-
ciate your devotion to the cause in which
you early enlisted and they have seen with
satisfaction that your zeal and faith have
not lead you to suppose that the reform in
which you were engaged is unsuited to the
rales which ordinarily govern progress in
human affairs or that it should at once
reach perfection and universal acceptance.
You have been willing to patiently

ACCEPT GOOD RESULTS
as they step by step, could be gained, hold-
ing every advance with unyielding stead-
fastness. The success which thus far has
attended the work of civil service reform is
largely due to the fact that its practical
friends have proceeded upon the theory
that real and healthy progress can only be
made as such of the people who cherish per-
nicious political ideas, long fostered and
encouraged by vicious partizanship, are
persuaded that the change contemplated
by the reform offers substantial improve-
ment and benefits. A reasonable tolera-
tion for old prejudices, a graeceful recogni-
tion of every =id, a sensible utilization of
cvery instrumentality that promises assist-
1aee and a constant effort to demonstrate
the advantages of

THE NEW ORDER OF THINGS

are the means by which this reform move-
ment will in the future be furtheradvanced.
The opposition of incorrigible spoilsmen is
rendered ineffectual and the cause placed
upon a sure foundation. Of course there
should be no surrender of principle nor
backward steps, and all laws for the en-
forcement of the reform should be rigidly
executed, but the benefits which its principles
promise will not be fully realized unless the
acquiescence of the people is added to the
stern assertiop of a doctrine and the vigor-
ous execution of the laws. It is a source of
congratulation that there are so many
friends of civil service reform marshalled on
the practical side of the question and that
the number is not greater of those who pro-
fess friendliness for the cause and yet mis-
chievously and with supercilious self-right-
eousness discredit every effort not in exact
accord with their attenuated ideas, decry
with carping criticism the labor of those
actually
IN THE FIELD OF REFORM
and ignoring the condition which bind and
qualify every struggle for a radicalimprove-
ment of the affairs of government, dema
a complete and immediate perfection. The
reference in your letter to the attitude of
the members of my Cabinet to the merit
system established by the civil service law,
besides being entirely correct exhibits an
appreciation of honest endeavor in the way
of reform and a disposition to do justice to
their proved sincerity, which is not gratify-
ing. If such treatment of thoseupon whom
the duty rests of administering the Govern-
ment according to reform methods was the
universal rule, and if the embarrassments
and perplexities attending such an admin-
istration were fairly regarded by all those
professing to be friendly to such methods,
the avowed enemies of the cause would be
afforded less encouragement.
1 BELIEVE IN CIVIL SERVICE REFORM,
and its application in the most practical
form attainable; among other reasons,
because it opens the door for the rich and
poor alike to participate in public-place
holding, and I believe the time is at hand
when our people will see the advantage of a
reliance for such an opportunity upon
merit and fitness instead of a dependence
upon the caprice or selfish interests of
those who impudently stand between the
people and the machinery of their Govern-
ment.

cluding the redistirubiton of such places in
its interests, called upon to surrender the
advantages which prevented partisanship,
had taught the American people be-
longed to success, and perturbed with sus-
picion always raised in such an emer-
gency that theirrights in theconduct of this
reform had not been scrupulously regarded,
should receive due acknowledgement and
should confirm our belief that there is a
sentiment among the people better than a

petuity of our Government. I have deter-
mined to request you to rctain your ores-
ent position until the 1st day of November
next, at which time your resignation may
become operative.

11th, there appeared the following notice:
“Late last night a special was received by
TaE Minex stating th€t on Sunday last, a
Mr. Scott, formerly an employee of the geo-
logical survey party was killed while on the
Yellowstone lakes. The dispatch gives no
particulars as to the death of the man, but
states that Mr. Renshaw the chief of the
expedition and his associates are very
much worried over the occurrence, The
dispatch states that young Scott i#®a na-
tive of Illinois and has a brother living in
Butte. The late hour at which the tele-
gram was received prevented the possibility
of obgaining any further information either
in Butte or from Bozeman.”

It is now ascertained that Mr. Scott in
company with two [riends was sailing on
the lake the day stated and that a storm
coming up he was struck and killed by
lightning and his companions stunned but
both recovered and buried the body near
the scene of the accident. Deceased was
named M. D. Scott, was about 45 yearsold
and was a native of Mercer county, Illinois,
where his father and brothers still reside.
The entire family or the male portion of
them invaded Colorado during the excite-
ment of 1861. Leaving Colorado he went
to Alder gulch and then to Blackloot where
he met with some success and accumulated
some money. He then returned to his old
home in Illinois where he remained forsev-
eral years. Tiring of the monotony of
country life he returned to this Territory
about the year 1876, locating in Butte
where he lived until the excitement over
the placers in theCrow country broke out.
From there he visited the Barker mining
district where he stopped until about a
year ago and then he went on a prospect-
ing tour into the Wind River country.

THE OPENING ADDRESS

was delivered by the Rev. C. C. Frost., who
stated that he had been traveling almost
continuously for the past ten days, and
did not know until yesterday morningthat
he was expected to take part in the present
meeting, but he was glad of the privilege of
lifting up his voice on the occasion of this
celebration of the centennial of the Temper-
anee Reform. The speaker then highly al-
luded to the history and objects of the
temperance reform in America, and then
gave an eloquent and instructive address
on “drunkeness as a disease.” The speaker
agreed that legislation will not cure this
disease, and used some pointed illustra-
tions in support of his arguments. Mr.
Frost, in the course of his address said,
that the time was when ministers of the
gospel in their usual visits to their parish-
ioners, would get insulted if the members of
their flock did not place
THE DECANTER AND GLASS
before them when their homes were visited.
He knew of a minister in the great temper-
ance State of Maine who, it was found out,
was in the habit of indulging a little too
freely in the use of intoxicating liquors.
Another minister, having the welfare of the
brother at heart, determined to go on a
visit to several other deacons of the church,
for the purpose of devising means for the
salvation of their brother. The minister

He paid a glowing tribute to the
work being done by the differert temper-
ance hosnitals of England, and the grand
accomplishments of those physicians, who
are opposed to the use of alcohol in any
form whatever in their practice. He closed
by enjoining all present to insist upon pro-
hibitory laws from all that intoxicates in
their homes, and in their every walk of life
to set examples of temperance and to as-
sist in the great work of temperance re-
form.

Strong Resolutions Passed Against
Silver Coinage and the Dem-
ocratic Administration.

SARATOGA, September 23.—The second
day of the New York State Republican con-
vention opened cold and stormy. During
the night there were many conferences. The
Committee on Resolutions heard several
delegations during the night and worked
until & late hour. The chaplain of the Sen-
ate, Rev. Dr. Leach, urged the committee
to take a square and bold stand on the
temperance questi and r d a
constitutional amendment for the regula-
tion or prohibition of the liquor traffic.
Some members of the committee favored
the proposition, but the great majority
were opposed to formulating any temper-
ance plank.

THE LABOR INTERESTS.

It was not until 10:30 that the chaplain
offered prayer. Immediately thereafter
ex-Assemblyman David Healy of Monroe
was given permission to address the con-
vention in behalf of the labor interests. He
warned the convention that mere promises
were useless. The Democratic convention
that meets to-morrow might outbid the
one that adjourned to-day. General Sharp
rose at the close of Healy's address and
moved that the committee on resolutions
be instructed to consider the points raised
by Healy, and, if deemed advisable, embody
them in the platform. The chairman of
the committee on resolutions, Colonel
George Bliss replied that the platform had
already been agreed upon; he believed that
the laboring men would find on reading it
that the pqiutu raised by Healy had been
RS RS YRR Feported “Sa™ 45 bl Eg:
Many passages in the platform were ap-

lauded, notably one referring to convict

abor. The platiorm was unanimously
adopted, as followa:

The Republican party of New York in
convention represented declares:

First—That the provisions of the exist-
ing civil service laws of the State and Na-
tion should be strengthened and extended
to all grades of the public service to which
they may be applicable; also that the se-
lection of administrative officers in the
civil service shall, so far as possible, be
governed solely by capacity and fitness.
We iusist upon the enforement of these
laws by all public officials, not only in let-
ter, but also in spirit. Honorably dis-
charged soldiers and sailors who are shown
by competitive examination to possess the
necessary requirements should be given the
preference in certification and in appoint-
ment. )

Second—That the laws affecting the Gov-
ernment of cities should be simplified so as
to enable the people to fix the responsibil-
ity with ease and certainty.

OPPOSEDTO SILVER COINAGE.

Third—That we demand of Congress the
passage of an act putting an end to the
enlargement of the stock of money formed
by silver or based on silver. The main-
tenance of a gold standard of a purity with
gold and of all kinds of money in uee, is es-
sential to the prosperity of our country,and
the restoration of silver to its former posi-
tion as good money through its equality
with gold before the law in the majority of
the commereial nations, must remain until
accomplished, the chief aim of our mone-
tary policy.

The platform reaffirms the protection
plank in the Republican national platiorm.
While it endorsed the dying sentiments of
General Grant, it insisted that *‘an end
shall be put to the criminal evasions of the
guarantees of equal civil and political rights
promised by the Constitution to every free
man. The right of suffrage must be main-
tained Iree and untrammelled, and if that
right is denied to any part of the people of
any State its representation in Congress
snd l| he Electoral College shounld be re-

uced.”

OFFENSIVE PARTISANS.

The platform demands a strict enforce-
ment of the law prohibiting the importing
of contract labor.

Concerning civil service the plutform sa ALH
“We denounce the hypocritical practice
under which faithful Republican officer are
removed on the plea of offensive partisan-
ship, while such men us Higgins, Thomas,
Throp, Chase, Pillsbury, Acquilla, Jones
and others—some of those names appear
on the prison records of the country and
whose only recommendation is political
partisanship—areappointed in their places.
While removing eieswhere on the ground
of offensive partisanship Republicans
who edit newspapers, the National Admin-
istration continues in a high judicial office
in the city of New York a prominent Demo-
cratic appointee who publicly announced
himself as having assumed since kic ap-
pointment the enné-vt ur an avowedly par-
usun journal. We believe it is the duty of
the Republican majority of the Senate to
oppose the confirmation of any person
appointed in violation of the letter and
spirit of the civil service act. We
denounce the National Administartion
for its obvious willingness to
abandon the opiuions they have professed
upon the currency and to compromise with
those leaders of their party who are avow-
edly in favor of the continued debasement
of the currency; for its hostility to the
commerce of the country, evinced by its re-
fusal to carry on the system adopted by
Congress for the encouragement of Ameri-
can shipping; for its arbitrary action in re-
pudiating the contract regularly entered
into by duly authorized agents of the Gov-
ernment and persevering in the attempt to
deprive American mechanics of their means
of livelihood, until an aroused public opin-
ion compelled it to abandon the attempt,
and for 1ts hostility further evinced by the
arbitrary enforccment of the custom lawo
by illegal provisions and tricks intended to
deprive the merchants of any fair oppor-
tunity for asserting their rights.

THE NOMINATIONS.
