During the past week the mines of Butte 
and vicinity have continued to produce 
their full quota of ore, both silver and cop­
per, and new developments have been re­
ported all along the line from Meaderville 
on the east to the Union No. 3 on the »vest. 
The Alice, occupying a middle position be 
tween the two, has cut the vein in both the 
north and south drifts on the 800-foot 
level, and is fully able to handle all the wa­
ter coining in by feeling its way with drills 
and relieving the flow according to the ca­
pacity of its pumps. There is now ore in 
both the drifts, but sufficient work has not 
been done as yet to determine either the 
extent or richness of the body, although 
there is a feeling of confidence that the full 
expectations of the company will be realized. 
The report comes that Union No. 3, in the 
Hat west of the Moulton and Alice, has de­
veloped an exceedingly large and rich vein 
of ore, between the 200 and 300-foot levels, 
which is increasing in extent as it is fol­
lowed. It is also asserted that high-grade 
ore has been opened up in the Gambetta 
shaft, one of the oldest locations in 
Meaderville, and that the ore is now ex­
posed in two shafts. While all these 
encouraging rumors are afloat we have the 
still greater sign of prosperity in the fact 
that the silver producing mines of the dis­
trict yielded and shipped, according to the 
books of the express company, §122,150 in 
bullion. Of the copper output,»e have no 
figures, but there certainly is no diminution 
in the product which has been made since 
the closing of the Bell smelter, as all the 
furnaces have been running in full blast, 
and all the companies report their ore as 
being of the average grade. The prospect 
everywhere is flattering for the future, and 
instead of any talk of decrease in the re­
duction capacity of the district there is evi­
dence of a demand for more works in that 
line, as is shown by the fact that the Parrot 
company has just aided another stack 
and blast furnace to its already extensive 
works south of the Utah & Northern track. 
The Moulton, Anaconda, Lexington and 
other large companies not mentioned are 
plodding along iu their regular grove and 
turning out about the same amount of 
bullion as they have during the summer, 
and as far as reported none of them show 
any decrease either in the visible supply of 
ore or in its grade.

While the heavy and established com­
panies are doing so well, the outside mines 
and even many of the mere prospects— 
little more than badger holes—are showing 
bunches of ore that are slowly but surely 
finding their way to the mills and smelters, 
from whence they return the needed coin to 
the pockets of the owners. ,

Undoubtedly one cannot feel other» isi 
than encouraged at the indications
for the future, and those most in­
terested have nothing to fear for 
the safety of their investments.
While yesterday’s tour of the mines yielded 
nothing of a particularly startling nature, 
the following notes of interest were 
gathered :

ALICE COMPANY.
The stopes in all parts of the Alice mine 

continue to produce theirfull amountof ore, 
and there is no decrease of the amount in 
sight. The mills are running to their full 
capacity, not a stamp being idle, and the 
ore is being worked up to D6 and 97 per 
cent. The fire in the new mill has caused 
no inconvenience. During the week the 
drifts both north and south on the 800 
level have cut the veins, and the water has 
been drawn off with the aid of drill holes in 
the face of the workings, so that the pumps 
handle the flow without any trouble.

The other properties of the company 
have nothing new to report.

M OULTON.

The work of sinking the main shaft is pro­
gressing very favorably, from 20 to 25 feet
per week being made. It is now 90 feet h«» Suw Lmr v w - t a ui itrvtn, <iuci_xiiu <yju-iool>
station will be reached in about five weeks, 
when stations will be cut and drifting com­
menced. The mill is working to its utmost 
capacity.

THE UNIONS.

Nos. 1 and 2 report no change, but in No.
3 it is understood that a very extensive 
and rich vein of ore has been cut, increasing 
in width as depth is reached.

THE GAMBETTA.

The old Gambetta at Meaderville which 
has been abandoned for years is creating 
some surprise. Recently some of the pros­
pectors looked through the shaft and dis­
covered evidences of good ore and as a 
result work was resumed. The property 
covers portions of both the Montana Co s. 
territory and that of Mr. Clark and the for­
mer is sinking a shaft of 100 feet and the 
latter 150 feet, working both night and 
day. It is said that as the sinking pro­
gresses rich ore is being developed in both 
shafts.

y ilE  W ILD B IL L .

Messrs. Bews& Co. of the Wild Bill mine, 
after performing a great deal of work on 
the surface, in the way of enlarging the 
hoisting works, putting up larger and 
stronger gallows frames and making some 
needed improvements to their machinery, 
have commenced sinking the main shaft of 
the mine. The shaft will be carried down 
an additional fifty feet. This will crosscut 
the ledge at a depth of over 200 feet. Ihe  
mine is looking well and the stopes are pro­
ducing a large quantity of good ore.

THE BURLINGTON MINE 

at Burlington continues to produce large 
quantities of good ore. The shaft is now 
down 150 feet, and cross-cutting from the 
ledge at that point was commenced yester­
day. It is expected that the ledge will lie 
encountered in two or three days, and if it 
is found to be as rich on the bottom level 
as it was proven to be above, the bosses oi 
the mine, Messrs. Maddern & Co. will feel 
atisfied, and will undoubtedly be paid for 

the vast amount of work they have per­
formed ou the property.

THE UOZER.

Messrs. Coombs. * Lawry and Peters, 
the lessees, have been very busy during the 
past two weeks clearing the mine of water, 
retimbering the shaft and doing other nec­
essary work, preparatory to sinking. Ihe  
arrangements are now all completed and 
to-morrow the boys will start in sinking. 
The Pozer is undoubtedly a valuable mine, 
and under the practical management of the 
xteilent partv of lessees in control will 

certainly, in the near future, take its place 
as one of our prominent ore producers.

The fire at the Alice mill Thursday devel­

oped the fact hitherto not generally known 
in Butte that Walkerville possesses à small 
o f two companies, fei o W# Vi i c y&tü
Hose No. 1, and the Alice Mine Hose No. 2.
Each have a nice hose reel with sixteen 
hundred feet of rubber hose. Tin re are 
thirteen modern lire plugs in good condi­
tion. The pressure is of sufficient power to 
throw a stream a distance of from 100 to 
150 feet with a % nozzle, which would carry 
the water over the highest point of the 
Alice mill. This can be done from seven 
plugs at one time. The companies areeach 
comprised of twenty men and are thor­
oughly organized and officered, have their 
constitution, by-laws and regular meetings, 
to say nothing of frequent drills. As a 
proper protection to the people of the 
village a four-inch main lias been run and a 
plug erected in front of the store of t'aplice 
& McCune. To supply the water in case of | 
fire, an extensive reservoir has been lmilt 
and the water is forced from it by two j 2:18 '4. 
Knowles double-action pumps,each having 
a capacity of 500 gallons per minute. The 
reservoir, pumps, fire plugs, apparatus and 
accessories are always kept in good repair, 
and are in condition to be read.v at a 
moment’s notice. Among those to whom 
the present efficiency of the department is 
in a considerable degree due is Mr. Charles 
Ellis, foreman of the mine, who has taken 
a great deal of pride in the institution, and 
who at the recent fire proved that he was a 
ool, clear headed fireman.

At 4:30 the men were ordered out by the 
referee, James F. Orinand, of Boston. At 
4:53 the word was given. Both men »’ere 
in fine condition. Hanlan got a trifle the 
best of the start, rowing 36 to Teemer’s 34 
strokes to the minjite. An eighth of a mile 
from the start Hanlan had the nose of his 
boat to the front, but was glancing 
nervously over at his rival as though he 
feared him.

THE RACE WAS DECIDED 

before t]iê scullers had gone half a mile. 
Soon after leaving tlie quarter mile point, 
Teemer, hy grand »’ork, drew up on Ills 
rival, and took the lead, which he never af­
terwards surrendered. Three-quarters of a 
mile from the start Hanlan was an open 
length astern of Teemer, and was taking 
his wash. Teemer increased his lead to 
the stake boat, which he reached three or 
four lengths in advance.

Teemer rowed leis­
urely home, stopping twice while opposite 
the island to throw kisses to the specta­
tors, and dip up water from tlie river with 
his hand. He was wildly cheered as he 
passed the island.

Having al- j 
ready more of their own than they can con­
veniently handly, they yet offer to the min­
ers and prospectors, most of whom are men 
of limited means, the opportunity of devel­
oping their properties. They began last 
week to receive custom ores, which they are 
to buy henceforward in lots of from one ton 
upwards. A miner without means can thus 
get out a little quantity of ore and by hav­
ing it treated obtain tlie means to continue 
development. This new departure of the 
company means a great deal to the town of 
Anaconda. The mineral belt just west of 
Anaconda is exceptionally rich. There are 
mines in the Silver Lake district, which 
have been owned and worked for ten years 
with the poorest facilities, and yet with a 
handsome profit. Tlie only means of re­
ducing ore up to this time has been a small 
arastra near Silver Lake, owned by Hamil­
ton & Sluss. The outside capacity oi this 
arastra is one ton per day, and it can be 
operated only in a limited portion of the 
year. The ore that could not 
be treated in this, had first to 
be freighted to Anaconda, and 
then shipped to Butte, Denver and even 
Omaha. Tlie railway freight charges made 
quite a large item in the expense account of 
pie ore shippers, and yet in most cases a 
handsome profit was retained. This item 
will now disappear from the expense ac­
count of the mine owner. The Anaconda 
company now buys his ore and pays him 
the same price for it that he got before in 
Omaha, and the whole cost of transporta­
tion will be saved to him.

“The benefits which will accrue to tlie town 
of Anaconda from this arrangement are 
too obvious to need enumeration. Pros­
pecting in the surrounding country will be 
encouraged, the country will be developed 
andmore money will be put in circulation. 
Prospectors and miners will fit out here, 
and will spend their money here and trade 
will be brisker. The season is already too 
far advanced for much of this improve­
ment to be noticed this year, but we pre­
dict that next spring will «fitness a marked 
increase in Anaconda. The enterprise is a 
generous one on the part of the company

London, October 24.—It is now evident 
that the Parliamentary campaign will not 
pass off without serious rioting in some 
quarters, as party feeling, which already 
runs high, daily grows more bitter. The 
Marquis of Lome, Liberal candidate for 
Hampstead, when at Brenfordtown, about 
seven miles west of London, to deliver a 
campaign speech, while addressing the 
electors, was assaulted by a mob »-lio 
hurled rotten eggs at him, and some of 
them gaining the platform smashed his hat 
over his head. The supporters of the Mar­
quis rushed to his rescue and a fight ensued. 
The noble lord now became so thoroughly 
frightened that he hastily departed from 
the scene, ran through the streets in a 
drenching rain toward the way station and 
immediately departed for London. Mean­
while the fight continued, the supporters of 
the Marquis being severely handled, and 
becoming discouraged at the desertion of 
their champion they retired, leaving their 
contestants masters of the field, who then 
seized the platform and passed resolutions 
condeming the policy of the Liberals. When 
the Queen’s son-in-law made his appear- 
auce as Liberal candidate for Hampstead 
it occasioned considerable surprise, and 
when he put forward in his address the ad­
vanced Radical opinions the surprise great­
ly increased. He adopted

c h a m b e r la in ’s pro g r a m m e  
of free education, and advocated its im­
mediate disestablishment in Scotland. He 
championed the principles of a free land 
league and the withdrawal of the encour­
agement of the sub-division of land, sug­
gested that the saleoflargeestatesinblocks 
should be subject to a heavy taxation, 
while the sales of land to be divided into 
smaller lots, should be left duty free. As to 
to the House of Lords he hardly went so 
far as Hampstead (Radical) desired, being 
of the opinion that the venerable institu­
tion might be amended by the infusion of 
elected members.

IN THE BALKANS.
The week closes on the Continent upon an 

exceedingly interesting state of affairs. The 
situation in the Batkins is critical and is 
engrossing the attention of all European 
statesmen. The majority of them feel that 
if a settlement of the iinbfoglia raised by 
Prince Alexander be not effected the great 
Powers will be drawn into the dangerous 
class by their conflicting interests. The 
dispatches to-day from Vienna and Con­
stantinople are significant and somewhat 
contradictory. From the Austrian capital 
comes the statement that all doubts as to 
the action of the signatory Powers to the 
treaty of Berlin respecting the Roumelian 
difficulty have been removed by the speech 
of Emperor Francis Joseph to-day at the 
meeting of the delegations. This body is a 
parliament composed of one hundred aud 
twenty members, one half of whom 
are chosen by Austria and the other 
half by Hungary. The jurisdiction of the 
delegation is limited to foreign affairs and 
war. The Emperor, in addressing the dele­
gation, said: “The foreign relations of 
Austria are of a most friendly nature at 
present.

THE MEETING O F  THE EM PERO RS

at Kreinsier clearly indicated to the un­
prejudiced mind that the active and trust­
ful relations of Russia, Germany and Aus­
tria still continued, which is a very im­
portant fact at this juncture for the peace 
of Europe. The Powers who join us will 
maintain the legal status of the Balkan 
states guaranteed by the treaties of Berlin 
and San St( fano as a basis for securing 
peace. The future unanimity of the Powers 
on this point is an important guarantee 
of the success of a peaceful solution of the 
Roumelian question.

and welfare of the whole Balkan territory. 
Europe evidenced her

RESPECT FO R  THE TREATIES

of San Stefano and Berlin by the confi­
dence wherewith she gave the Balkan 
states independent political existence. 
Austria’s first care is to maintain peace 
among the non-contestants, and protect 
the interests of her monarchy. Bosnia and 
Uerzegoviuia make steady progress in an 
industrial and economic sertse, and are 
able to pay their own administration. If 
the Emperor’s speech means anything, it 
means that Germany, Austria and Rus­
sia are united in the determination to 
secure the position of Prince Alexander, 
and the complete restoration of the state 
of affairs which existed in the Balkan 
states before the exaltation of the Prince. 
Dispatches received this evening from Con­
stantinople indicate that England will 
take a decided stand against the position 
announced for Germany, Austria and Rus- 
ria by Emperor Francis Joseph’s private 
utterance. All tlie Powers have accepted 
the Porte’s invitation to attend a con­
ference at the Turkish capital upon the 
Balkan question, and their representa­
tives are all upon the ground. It is to­
night stated unequivocally, that the rep­
resentative of England has been instructed 
by his Government to make a motion in 
the conference in favor of

of Bulgaria and Rounielia effected under 
Prince Alexander, and is further declared 
that the representatives of France and 
Italy have been instructed by theirOovern- 
ments to support England’s motion. If 
this motion be made the conference will be 
at once divided, Germany, Austria and 
Russia against England, France and Italy. 
It is not "worth while to conjecture how 
Turkey (ihe power chiefly concerned) will 
stand. Her attitude will he decided by 
force. It is strongly suspected that England 

»ses such relations with the Porte as 
uipel it ultimately to side against 

Russia, and if that is accomplished the 
difficulty would seem to be settled. But 
the way the matter stands at present is 
that in a conference called by Turkey to 
take steps to settle the powerful revolution 
against her authority, the three Empires of 
Europe are arrayed against England,

and declares its opinion that the end or the 
whole French military enterprise in China 
will be a disgraceful failure.

TAILORS’ TROUBLES.

An Effort Being Made by the Journey* 
men to Raise Wages.

During the past week journeymen tailors 
of Butte have banded themselves together 
for the purpose of mutual protection, and 
the advance of the rate of pay for work. 
The number of men so employed is esti­
mated at from thirty to thirty-five, and 
are mostly employed by five firms—Bonner 
& Co., McConville, Hunt, Jonas and Schil­
ling. About a year ago the men, who are 
paid by the piece, or by the amount of 
work done, made a scale of prices to suit 
themselves, and the employers claim that 
they were satisfied with that rate and have 
since been observing the scale, which was 
quite a raise on the prices prior 
to its adoption. The majority of 
them do not look with equal 
favor upon the move. It is understood 
that Bonner & Co. and Hunt have, how­
ever, signed the new scale.

Mr. Schilling says that lie cannot afford 
to take the cream off his business, which 
the new rate would do, and has declined to 
sign it. He says his men are averaging $25 
per week, aud thinks they are satisfied with 
that pay, while he certainly cannot stand 
any farther raise.

Mr. Jonas is virtually of the same opin­
ion, and argues that the new scale is so 
high that if adopted by him it would com­
pel him to close up.

Mr. McConville only agrees to pay such a 
rate of wages as he can stand by without 
injury to anybody. He pays the prices 
agreed upon last year, but cannot stand a 
raise. His men make in the neighborhood 
of $30 per week, which he considers to be 
good pay in these times.

Thus the matter passes over the week, 
and it »fill be necessary to await for 
further developments until Monday.

RACE WITH TRAMPS.

How Some Pursuing Officials 
Badly Fooled.

Friday evening as the train pulled out 
from Eagle Rock on time everything was in 
good shape, but after a run of a few miles 
the whistle of the engine signalled for a 
stop, something was wrong with the brakes, 
and in obedience to the signal the train 
stopped. Among the passengers were the 
Sheriff of Bingham county, Idaho, and a 
United States Deputy Marshal who were in 
pursuit of some horse theiyes, supposed to 
be in the vicinity, ahd who were expected to 
board the train at some of the stations 
near by. When the train stopped both the 
officials jumped to the platform and in­
quired of tlie engineer the cause of the 
stoppage, receiving a reply that the air 
brakes were out of order. While they were 
talking two fellows were seen running from 
the train across the prarie. The Sheriff and 
Marshal at once imagined that they were the 
men they were looking for and started in pur 
uits. For a moment it was a pretty race 
the advantage being in favorof the pursued 
who were gaining rapidly when they were 
rounded up hy a couple of shots from the 
revolvers of the pursuers. The men were 
captured and marched back to the train 
when much to the disgust of the officials it 
was discowered that instead of being horse 
thieves they were a couple of inoffensive 
tramps who had been stealing a ride on the 
brake beam. They were allowed to depart 
and the officers came further up the road 
in search of their game.
