Tae resuits ol yesterday's elections are
given in full helow. They indicate that the
Democrats have carried New York by
about 15,000 plurality, much to the con-
sternation of the Republicuns, who con-
fideutly looked lor an entirely different
outcome. The whole interest of the fight
centered in New York, the balance of the
Ntates being generally conceded one wayor
the other.

The Democratic triumph in New York is
one on which the party should congratulate
itsell, and is a great compliment to the
Administration, whose policy has thus
been affirmed by the people. It has been
demonstrated that New York is a Demo-
cratic State, even without the fanciful
Mugwumps. The great victory in New
York is full of meaning to the Demncracy,
and for causes for self-congratulation, but
time forbids an extended notice.

Pleasant as the victory in New York is to
Democrats, the election of a Democratic
Legislature in Virginia, making sure of the
retirement of little Mr. Mahone to private
life and the election to his place in the
Senate of a Democrat, is almost as cheer-
ing. General Lee won a great victory, and
all the greater because he pulled through
the Legislative candidates. -

In Connecticut tne result seems to be in
doubt, with the chances in favor of a Legis-
lature Republican by a small majority.

Pennsylvania, Iowa and Massachusetts
have gone Republican, as was to have been
expected.

It was a great day for the Democracy,
a bright day for Mr. Cleveland’s adminis-
tration, and a day full of promise to the
country. The Democratic party has car-
ried the Gibraltar of American politics and
made itself sure of perpetuity in power.

The case has come up to the
Secretary on an appeal by the Southern
Pacific Railroad Company from the Com-
missioner’s decision.

NAVAL EXPENDITURES.

The report of the Fourth Auditor of the
Treasury for the fiscal year ended June
30th last shows the total expenditures, on
account of the navy, to have been $17,-
154,999, and also there was expended
$233,768 in excess of the appropriations.
There was an unexpended balance of $382,-
733 on certain appropriations. The
amount paid to navy pensioners during
the year was $743,000.

CLEANING THE CAPITOL,

In his annual report to the Secretary of
the Interior, Edward Clark, architect of
the capitol, said the exterior marble walls
of the building are now receiving the first
thorough cleaning since its construction.
The building has been put in repair and
ventilation. The Senate chamber has
been improved. Various recommendations
as to eleetric lighting and other minor mat-
ters have been made.

BUYING BULLION.

The Treasury Department to-day pur-
chased 200,000 ounces of silver for de-
livery at the Philadelphia and New Orleans
mints.

The Secretary of the Treasury has di-
rected the custom officers to co-operate
with the chiefs of the Burean of Statistics,
in securing prompt and accurate informa-
tion in regard to foreign commerce.

AFIER THE BOOMERS.

Acting upon the reports of the agent in
the Indian Territory, Secretary Lamar has
requested the War Department to eject the
hoomers from the Oklahoma lands. The
information contained in the agent’s re-
port is to the effect that a large number of
persons, supposed to be ‘boomers,” but
claiming to be freighters, are crossing the
Kansas border into the Indian Territory.

The Secretary of State has received from
the United States Consular offices respec-
tively at Nagaski, Kanagowo and Osaka,
Japan, acounts of the wreck of the Ameri-
can bark “Cashmere,” of Boston. From
these it is learned that on the 18th of Sep-
tember the vessel, which was laden with
34,000 cases of kerosene, when about 150
miles from Tanagoshima 1sland, near Van-
duman’s strait, encountered a severe ty-
phoon and was wrecked. Seven of the fif-
teen men composing the erew succeeded in
launching the only boat left, and without
water, food or clothing cast themselves
adrift, finally reachingTanagoshimaisland,
where they were conveyed to Canagoshina,
thence to Osaka.

Captain A. Nicoll, fizst officer, Frank
Ireland, second officer and Charles Johnson
were drowned and washed ashore. Five
men remained on the wreck, prelerring to
take the chances of rescue, to trusting to
the unseaworthy smack boat on the
heavy ses. These were Charles Nicoll,
Captain’s son, Otto Peterson, carpenter;
Peter Lawson, John Smith and Fred Ohl-
sen, seamen. The United States steamer
“Ossipee” left Osake on September 30 to
cruise in search of the wreck and to ascer-
tain if any of the five men who remained
arestillsurviving.

New York, November 2.—Chong Ong, a
Chinaman who has lived s nce boyhood in
Cuba, and who is known by the name of
Antonio Saloa, came here some time ago
and established a restaurant. To-day his
body was found in his place of business,
horribly mangled. The assassins used a
butcher’s cleaver. The dead man's body
was gashed by nine heavy blows, severing
five of his ribs, cleaving the heart,
kidneys and intestines, and_his head was
crushed into an unrecognizable pulp by
blow on blow. Eighty pieces of his skull
were counted by the coroner. Several Cu-
bans have been arrested, but the police be-
lieve a Chinaman did the work for the pur-
pose of robbery. The body had been robbed
and the till rifled. Blood stains on the
wall and furniture betrayed a desperate
struggle for life. The blood stained hands
were washed in a basin in the room.

A QUIET FUNERAL.
. ———
The Small but Imposing Procession
‘Which Laid the Remains

to Rest.

—_—

New Yorg, November 2.—At 10 o'clock
thie morning the body of General George B.
McClellan was removed from the house of
W. C. Prime, on East Twenty-third street,
to the Madison Square Presbyterian
Church, where the last funeral services were
i){erlormed by the pastor, Rev. Dr. Charles

. Parkhurst. Although the morning
broke dark and gloomy with occasional
bursts of rain, hundreds of people gathered
early in the neighborhood of the church
and Mr. Prime’s house. Squads of police
began to arrive early and were placed in
position to preserve order, 200 men being
employed in lines extending from the house
to the church, two blocks away,while other
officers guarded the church doors ard pas-
sages leading to them. No one, not even
intimate friends of the family, was admit-
ted within the doors.of the Prime mansion,
and only the family and pall-bearers were
present, when reverently and with tender
hearts the black cloth-covered casket, upon
which rested

and a few immortelles, was lifted slowly
and borne to the street. On either hand
were pall bearers, consisting of General W.
3. Hancock, General Fitz John Porter,Gen-
eral W. H. Franklin, General J. E. John-
ston, General Anson G. McCook, General
Martin T. M. McMahan, L. Barlow, Hon.
W. C. Kelsey, Colonel Edward H. Wright,
Thatcher W. Adams, William C. Prime and
Hon. A. S. Hewett. Behind the pall bear-
ers followed Mrs. McClellan, Miss Mary Me-
Clellan, Max McClellan, Captain Arthur
McClellan, General Murray and the family
servants.

In this order the cortege left the house
and was met on the outside by the State
Commandery of the Y

LOYAL LEGION OF THE UNITED STATES
and representatives of Meagher's Irish
Brigade which served under McClellan.
Both these organizations preceded the
body to Madison Avenue, where between
open ranks the funeral cortege passed into
the church and up the aisle where stood the
 officiating clergy. The church was filled in
every purt, and prominent men were seen
everywhere. Among them were Governor
Abbott, of New Jersev, ex-Governor of New
sersey, General Lloyd Aspinwall, General
Stone, Whitelaw Reid, General Averil,
Judge Shipman, Generals Webb, Wilson,
and Hamilton, John Jacob Astor, Generals
Shaler, Cochrane, Slocum, Banks, Moli-
neux, Wayne, Graham, and Wainright.
George Washington Post, G. A. R., ot
which deceased was a)member, was also
present. The church was without decora-
tions of mourning, save

A FEW FLOWERR AT THE ALTAR.
The services were of the simplest descrip-
tion, not occupying half an hour. *‘Jesus,
Lover of My Soul,” and *“The Dear Jeru-
salem,” two of the hymns which General
McClellan best liked, were sung, after which
prayer was offered by Rev. Dr. Parkhurst,
and the 15th chapter of First Corinthians
was read by Rev. D. Whitaker. The final
rites were conducted in the simplest man-
ner. When the services ended the under-
taker’s assistants placed the coffin on their
shoulders and marched slowly down the
aisle to the doors. The cougregation re-
mained standing until the pall-bearers and
members of the family of the deceaged had
left the buildlng. Outside the church

THE STREET WAS LINED WITH PEOPLE.

The police maintained good order. The
family, the delegation from Orange, and
the committee of the Loyal Legion took
carriages and drove to the Pennsylvania
Railroad depat, where a special trainstood
waiting to receive the party, The train
steamed out of the depot for Trenton at
noon, where the burial will take place. As
the funeral procession moved from the
church to the depot it was received with
marked respect by the people who hurried
along the sidewalk. Hats were lifted, and
many a tear fell from the eyes of the vete-
rans who had served under the dead Gen-
eral. The simplicity of the proceusion was
noticeable. Nothing about it gave any in
dication of a dead hero. There were no
soldiers in the procession, no band music
and no draped colors. The funeral proces-
sion as far as any outward display was
concerned might have been that of any
well-to-do citizen.

THE FUNERAL TRAIN.

When the remains arrived at Jersey City
they were placed in the forward car of the
special train, which was to convey them to
Trenton. All the pallbearers accompanied
the remains, and W. F. Whittaker,of Orange,
N. J., Presbyterian church, of which Gen-
eral McClellan was an elder. The pall
bearers occupied the second car. The
widow. son and daughter and Dr. McClel-
lan, with a few intimate friends, occupied
the car with the remains. A large crowd
was in the depot, and reverently took their
hats off as the casket was conveyed from
the train to the hearse. It was followed by
twenty-five members of the Loyal Legion.

LIBERTY BELL TUOLLED.

PrinapeELpniy, November 2.—The old
State House bell over Independence Hall,
was tolled to-day during the funeralceremo-
nies over the remains of General McClellan.

AT THE TOMB.

TrextoN, N. J., November 2.—The train,
conveying the remains of General McClellan
arrived in this city at 1:30 p. m. It was
met by the Mayor and m.mbers of the
Common Council. There were about filty
carriages in waiting. The casket was placed
in the hearse by a committee of Bayard
Post No. 8. A procession was then
formed in the lower part of the city. The
city bells were tolled and a salute of gans
was fired at the State Arsenal. Thestreets
were lined with peopls and on mang houses
flugs floated at hali-mast. The casket was
placed in a brick-lined and cemented grave,
and flowers were scattered about it in pro-
fusion. Several elaborate floral devices
surrounded the tomb. The last rites were
brief and s@'emn. Rev. W. U. Markland, of
Baltimore, read the burial service of the
Presbyterian Church, and Rev. John Hall,
of Trenton, offered u prayer. There was a
large concourse in the cemetery.

A TKRRIFIC EXPLOSION.

A Dredge Blows Up and Sinks With Her
Crew.
———

New Loxpox, Conn., November 2.—A
terrible calamity by which six lives were
lost, occurred near Race Kock on Sunday
night, caused by the explosion of steam
dredge No. 4 of the Atlantic Dredging Com-
pany, of Brooklyn. The dredge left Proyi
dence for New York at 9:15 Sunday morn-
ing in tow of the tug **C. BE. Waite,"”” Captain
Tweedy. In order to keep the bilge clear
the steam pumps on the dredge were kept
at work. Just before midnight, when neaur-
ing Race Rock light Captain Tweedy, who
was at the stern, noticed the moving light
on the dredge and heard a voice, but could
not distinguish the words. A minute later
he heard an explosion on the dredge and
saw fire, smoke and steam. The dredge
gank immediately and the stern of the tug
was Jdrawn under the water before the
hawsers could be cleared. The “Waite”
was immediately put about, but no trace
of the dredge or her crew could be found.
After searching in the vicinity for hall an
hour the tug headed for the harbor, arriv-
ing in the teeth of an easterly gale that pre-
vailed. As soon as the storm subsided the
“Waite" again went out to Race, but noth-
ing could be found, not even a floating piece
of the dredge. The tug returned to port
this evening. The names of the men on the
ill-fated craft are not fully known. Asfar
as can be learned they were Captain Robert
Kent, Mate Strobs and his brother, the
steward, of Providence; adeckhand known
as “Sandy;” a fireman and a Providence
man, who was working his passage to
Brooklyn.”
