LITTLE PIPESTONE TROUBLES

An Explanatory Card From William  
C. Lee.

Relative to the employment of Chinese 
labor by Wm. C. Lee, who is the owner ofa 
mine and mill on the Little Pipestone, of 
which mention has been made in The 
Miner, th a t gentleman sends the following 
card. In the interest of fair play it  is 
given space:

L ittle P ipestone, November 2 ,1885 . 
Editor utte m i s e s ;

Seeing my name used conspicuously in 
your paper in connection with this camp 
and Chinese labor without my knowledge 
or consent, and believing it due to  myself 
and the public tha t the facts as they exist 
should be known, I ask the use of your 
columns. First, fortunately or unfortun­
ately, we own a gold mine close, also 
mill for reduction of its ores. Our mill had 
lain idle three-fourths of the time since its 
erection for the want of ore to run on. _ 
have used white labor, paid highest price 
going by the day, and by contract $9 per 
ton on the dump. White labor by theday 
would not pay expenses and live. My ex­
perience with white labor by the day and 
by contract has been a failure; I have 
found them as a class uncertain. To keep 
my mill running and develop my mines and 
furnish ore, I was compelled to  use 
cheap laborers. I t  offered itself in the form 
of Chinese laborers. I accepted, made 
contract, and they are keeping mill 
running steady day times ever since they 
started work. A huge cry was raised. The 
Chinese must go. An article in your paper 
dated October 24th (Chance for Trouble,) 
is made up—some is true, balance is lies. 
Meeting true, was called. I had no invita­
tion. Hearing accidentally of a meeting 
last week I attended. A true situation of 
our affairs was given to the company and 
discussed. We asked four month’s time 
with Chinese labor to get our business 
affairs in shape and pay our.debts. Then 
we would let the Chinese out in full. They 
were only willing to grant twenty days. We 
refused. I proposed to give them rine dol­
lars per ton, six ton per day, three dollars 
more than what I am paying on contract 
with Chinese. I ask a bond to secure us 
against any loss that we might sustain for 
nonfulfillment of contract, amount of bond 
not agreed upon a t the meeting. For the 
benefit of poor men who are coming to me 
every day and to save expense to them, I 
will say, I require a bond of two thousand 
dollars; said bond to be approved by the 
First National Bank of Butte. I know and 
■o  do good miners know th a t there 
is no wages for white men a t $9 per_ ton on 
the dump. When this agreement is _ com­
plied with, if done in a reasonable time, I 
shall stand by it. We are laboring men, no 
money in banks or our wife’s name, and 
nertfaer do we displace white labor by Chi­
nese labor, for the situation is this—shut 
the mill and mine down, stop dejelop- 
ment, or do as we have done and are doing.
If we suffer financially from the acts of 
others not interested in our business, we 
shall hold them responsible and, if neces­
sary, shall call upon our law makers for 
th a t protection which is guaranteed to 
every citizen of the United States doing 
business in a legitimate way. We propose 
to  live in peace, good will to all; to man­
age our business as we see fit and proper; 
to  consult none but the parties interested; 
to  use physical strength and all the intelli­
gence we can command, and not main force 
and ignorance to back it as they claim they 
will do with the Chinamen to get them out 
of camp. I have made my home here and 
shall stay here and shall mine as I see tit 
and proper so long as I am doing injury to  
none, but trying to benefit self as well as 
the camp. William C. L e e .

CONSIGNED TO EARTH.

Funeral of T. H. Roberts Yesterday— 
linpressiye Ceremonies.

Yesterday afternoon all tha t was mortal 
of the late T. H. Roberts was consigned to 
the grave in the presence of his sorrowing 
relatives and a large concourse of friends 
he had made since his arrival ia this city. On 
all sides there were expressions of sincere re­
gret a t the sudden taking off of a young 
man of so much promise and of such sterl­
ing qualities. As had been announced, the 
body was laid out in the Masonic Temple 
in the charge of Mt. Moriah Lodge No. 24, 
of which he was a member. The casket was 
handsome, but plain, and the remains 
looked perfectly natural. The hour set for 
the obsequies was 2 o’clock, and a t the ap 
pointed time the lodge was organized and 
the impressive ceremonies of the Order for 
the dead were rendered, after which a last 
look was taken of the deceased by the fam­
ily, and the cortege was formed, H. Valiton 
acting as marshal. In the meantime Court 
Butte City, No. 7,202, A. O. F., Navajo 
Tribe No. 1, Red Men, of both of which Mr 
Roberts was a member, arrived and took 
position in line. The casket was then 
placed in the hearse by the following pall 
bearers: H. Livingston, Joseph Robbins, L. 
P. Shodair, J . H. Jackson, T. J . Haynes, 
and Albert Stykes.

The mournful cortege then proceeded to 
the cemetery where the last Masonic rites 
were rendered, Rev. Dr. Blackiston officiat­
ing, and the remains were consigned to the 
grave.

COUNTY EXPERTS.

Is Not the Remedy as Bad as the 
Disease!

Some time ago the County Commis­
sioners employed Messrs. Warren and 
Sickles as experts to examine the books of 
the County Treasurer. The task was a 
lengthy one, and the gentlemen called to 
their aid Messrs. Gessler and Olmstead. 
The task was recently finished, and an ex­
haustive and voluminous report made. 
Thus far all was well, but a t their session 
yesterday the Commissioners were almost 
paralyzed by the receipt of the bills of the 
four gentlemen named. Warren and 
Sickles charged for their services $750 
each, and the other two ?2,000 each, mak­
ing an aggregate of $5,500. The sum 
looked too large to the guardians of the 
county, and they had a lengthy wrestle 
with the subject during a session, that 
lasted until late in the afternoon, and then 
returned to the task after supper. They 
finally concluded to pay Messrs. Warren 
and Sickles $2.500 for their services, the 
presumption being that out of th a t sum 
they will be expected to  pay the clerks. 
The bills caused considerable comment 
among the people about the Court House.

A Point Decided.
Yesterday Judge Lippincott had a hard 

and knotty question to  decide in a case 
th a t was tried before him. However, the 
counsel on both sides did their best.to en­
lighten him, though, as usual, they differed 
very materially in their opinion. The suit 
was brought by Caplice & Co. against J . P. 
Young & Co. to recover $175.55 for mer­
chandise sold and delivered. The plaintiffs 
were represented by R. W. Speer and Col­
onel Sharp, and the defendants by C. J. 
Walsh. The testimony was to the effect 
th a t the purchases or most of them, were 
made by a Mr. Snider, who represented 
th a t he was a member of the firm, a fact 
which he subsequently denied. The case 
binged upon the question of law—whether, 
after having made the statement and ob­
tained the goods, Snider could be allowed 
to go into court and prove th a t he was not 
a partner. The Judge ruled th a t he could 
not, and gave judgment accordingly. An 
appeal was noted.

Dedication Ball.
The members of the Miners’ Union feel 

justly proud of their new hall on upper 
Main street, and propose to dedicateitin an 
appropriate manner on the night of Friday, 
the 20th inst. The necessary committees 
have been appointed, and they are work­
ing with a vim tha t will insure the success 
of the entertainment. The music will be 
furnished by Professor Viol’s orchestra, 
and will be first-class. The Miners’ Union 
is an institution thoroughly deserving of 
the sympathy and encouragement of all 
residents of Butte, whether they be labor­
ing or business men. Not only does it 
protect its members for thier own beuefit, 
but in so doing it aids greatly in assisting 
all fither tradesmen in maintaining a high 
standing in the community. I t  certainly 
should be liberally patronized, and there is 
no doubt but th a t it will be, and the so: 
ciety will realize handsomely from the 
dance.

BULLION, NOT COIN.

An Intelligent Discussion of the SilYer 
Question b j  a Practical Han.

All questions of public policy should be 
determined in relation to this bearing on 
the maxim “the greatest good to the great­
est number.”

The “silver question” being one of public 
policy, should be determined on this 
principle.

To arrive a t fundamental truth, it seems 
necessary th a t a question must be studied 
from every standpoint.

This question of bi-metalism does not 
seem to have been discussed from many 
standpoints as yet, and so far as I know, 
not from the standpoint of monometalism, 
with silver as the standard, and gold as the 
incidentally additional metal money.

Monometalists have so had the ear of the 
commercial world, th a t the people have im­
bibed more or less of their views, and in 
their thinking, have thought of the silver 
dollar as bullion, forgetting th a t a certain 
weight of certain metals in definite propor­
tions with the stamp of the Government, 
constitutes a coin for money purposes, and 
therefore is heard so frequently the expres­
sion, “an honest dollar.” No one thinkB 
of calling a dollar bill a dishonest dollar, 
yet it has no intrinsic value whatever. Put 
it in the fire and you have lost all it  pur­
ported to be. Rate have used it for bed­
ding. A gold or silver coin may be melted 
in the fire but it still has a value as bullion.

Gold and silver should not part company 
as metalic currency, but should in com­
pany serve as a basis of a paper circula­
tion, adequate to the demands of thegrow- 
ing population and industries.

As there has been in all ages a fluctuation 
in the purchasing power of the two metals, 
it is claimed that either there should be one 
standard by which all commodities should 
be measured, or else some scheme devised 
by which the relative bullion value of coined 
money, from the two royal metals, shall be 
a t all times (approximately) equal.

The Warner silver bill is intended to ac­
complish this result, and will be no doubt 
thoroughly discussed.

All parties seem to agree th a t but one 
metal should be the standard of value,and 
th a t gold should be th a t metal.

For a thousand years before Copernicus, 
the theory, th a t the speres moved in per­
fect circles prevailed. So it may be th a t by 
some seeming considerations we have come 
to  believe th a t gold is the proper measure 
of all values.

What are its claims in this regard ?
If it has remained in a perfect relation 

with all the things it is intended to  meas­
ure, then it is a perfect standard, and the 
m atter is settled a t  once, and the Warner 
bill or some modification of it perhaps, 
must of necessity become a law. The com­
mercial, yes all the world wants, invariable 
standards. Every foot should contain 
twelve inches, not thirteen this year, and 
fourteen next, neither do we wish to shorten 
up the length of an inch (to accommodate 
a standard having the faculty of growing 
an inch in a year).

Now gold has proven to be just such a 
variable standard.

The London Economist published some 
time ago some tables, showing the prices of 
articles of prime necessity on the first day 
of each year since 1845, and also shows 
th a t the price of silver (all measured by the 
gold standard) has kept pace with th a t of 
the “articles of prime necessity.”

In other words, an ounce of silver during 
the past forty-five years would have pur­
chased a given quantity of coffe e, sugar,tea, 
etc., which indicates th a t the quantity oi! 
silver produced, during the past forty-five 
years, has been in about the same ratio of 
increase, as th a t of population, breadstuffs, 
manufactures, etc.

“Measured by its power to purchase the 
necessities of life, the value of gold is shown 
to  have increased and still to  be increasing. 
Whether this proceeds from the growing 
scarcity of gold, as some say, or from the 
greater abundance of all other commodities, 
as insisted by others is immaterial. The 
result is that, under the gold standard, 
every man who owes money or who sells 
goods has to give more, while the man to 
whom money is owed or buys goods gets 
more, by the difference between one hundred 
and seventy-nine than he would under the 
silver standard.”

If these be true (and the truth of the 
tables can easily be substantiated), then, 
aside from the fact th a t the possessor of 
gold “has a ring in the nose” of every other 
man who has anything to sell, be it labor, 
wheat, iron, or what not ; the true policy 
of this and every other Government would 
seem to be to establish the metal standard, 
th a t the test of time has proven to  con­
form most truly with the requirements of 
all, or the greatest number of the peopie, 
as the standard by which all commodities 
should be measured. Gold owners cannot 
be injured by making silver the standard of 
value, and the balance of mankind will 
certainly be benefited.

The minor questions of relative bulkiness 
of the metals—their use in settling inter­
national balances and inadequate vaults 
for storage purposes, are the variest bosh 
We are not a debtor Nation, and most 
probably never shall be.

I t  is bullion th a t Betties international 
balances, not dollars, or francs or pounds 
sterling. Current coin, or paper of the 
nation settles domestic balances.

In times of financial distrust in the 
future, the same hoarding of metal money, 
be it silver, gold or copper, will occur, i 
has been the history of the past.

He was conveyed to his cabin, where helay 
unconscious for six days, hovering between 
life and death. When a t last he regained 
consciousness, he said th a t on the day 
when he was hurt he was working his claim, 
when a man named Long, who was herding 
turkeys not far away, came up and en­
gaged him in conversation. They talked 
for some time, when Long remarked th a t 
he must return to work, and Edmondson 
turned around to resume his mining. As to 
what occurred from th a t time on until he 
came to his senses six days later his mind 
was a blank. He asserts, however, th a t 
Long struck him down with a rock or 
miner’s pick. I t  is even said th a t Long ad­
mits having inflicted the injury, but says he 
did it in self-defense. The affair has been 
kept rather quiet, and it is stated th a t the 
neighbors fear to swear a complaint against 
Long, who is a desperate character. Ed­
mondson is still far from well, and a t times 
is crazy.

Yesterday the proprietor of the Arion 
was before Judge French, to  answer a com­
plaint filed by Chief Meiklejohn, charging 
him with giving an immoral Bhow, 
in violation of the recently passed law and 
order ordinance. City Attorney H. B. 
Smith prosecuted and Mr. Ritchie was his 
own lawyer. The complaint alleged th a t 
the offense was committed ou the morning 
of November 3d, and consisted of the act­
ing and dancing in a play called “Snip, the 
Tailor.” There were a number of witnesses 
called and examined, but except Chief 
Meiklejohn and a man named Curtis, their 
testimony did not amount to much. All 
agreed that there was some high kicking in 
the performance, but on being cross ques­
tioned by the defendant, admitted tha t 
they had seen as high kicking, and as short 
dresses among the female performers in 
spectacular plays in legitimate theaters and 
circuses a t which the audience was largely 
comprised of women and children as was 
seen a t the Arion on the occasion men­
tioned. The exceptions to this testimony 
as stated were Chief Meiklejohn and Curtis, 
and they testified that there were both in 
speech and action in the play certain lewd 
and vulgar portions, which they described 
as well as they could.

For the defense the few witnesses called 
described the play, explained the leading 
features, and stated that the dance was a 
simple quadrille which, while not the same 
quadrille as is danced in a ball room, did 
not approach the lasciviousness of the or­
dinary can-can. Mr. Ritchie stated thatiu  
all plays of that character there was more 
or less “double entendre,” but th a t the 
lines were absolutely free from vulgarity 
and th a t any suggestiveness in them would 
have to be conveyed by the actors, and ap­
preciated or unappreciated by the audience, 
as the bent of their minds tended. In re­
gard to the dance he said it was a simple 
quadrille with the usual stage accessories 
and tricks of dancers used on a variety 
stage, and no more than many of the 
dances of the ballets in legitimate theaters. 
The Judge announced that he would render 
a decision a t 1 o’clock to-day.

was tried before Judge Lippincott yester­
day on the charge of disturbing the peace 
and quiet of a ball given a t Caplice Hall 
the evening previous. I t  appears th a t 
Sparks was there in the capacity of caterer 
or waiter, and after taking aboard too 
much bad whisky, felt himself insulted by 
some of the parties and proceeded to re­
sent it by seizing a carving knife and de­
claring th a t he would clean out the ball 
room. He made things lively for a mo­
ment or two, when the arrival of Constable 
Engel put a stop to the nonsense, for he 
willingly surrendered to the official, s ta t­
ing th a t he always respected the law, but 
he could stand off the whole ball room of 
citizen... Engel lodged him in jail, and 
took him before the Judge this morning, 
who, after hearing the testimony, sen­
tenced him to pay a fine of $10 and be im­
prisoned for ten days.

Paterson, N. J., November 5.—When 
Lawyer Z. M. Ward returned from the 
Fort Lee murder trial a t  Hackensack yes­
terday afternoon, he found waiting for him 
Thomas H. Dowling, a traveling salesman 
for Francis H. Leggett & Co., wholesale 
grocers, of New York. Dowling referred to 
a  conversation with Ward the preceding 
day, and said tn a t he wanted Charles Ber­
dan, of Marshall street, sued for damages 
for criminal intimacy with his wife. As 
Dowling had on Tuesday threatened to 
shoot Berdan, Ward refused to have any­
thing to do with the case, and advised 
Dowling to go home and let Berdan alone. 
Dowling pressed the point, however, saying 
th a t Berdan had property, and could be 
made to pay.

“Now, see here,” said Ward, “you let 
Berdan alone. You say th a t you have 
caught Berdan and your wife together. If 
that is so your wife, not Berdan, is to 
blame, for she has received him in her own 
house. Your wife is a woman of sense, and 
she ought to know what she is doing.” 

“But she’s bad,” said Dowling. “8he 
omes of a bad family. All her sisters had 

illegitimate children.”

Dowling’s right hand went back to  his 
hip pocket like a flash, and out came a re­
volver in Ward’s face. Before Ward could 
lift a hand in self-defense Dowling dis­
charged the revolver a t Ward’s breast. 
The ball skipped across W ard’s right shoul­
der, cutting four holes in the thick cloth of 
his coat. An instant afterward Dowling 
fired again, the ball striking Ward under 
the left arm. Ward seized Dowling by the 
throat with his right hand and grasped the 
butt of the revolver in his left hand. He 
turned the muzzle of the revolver upward 
to  avoid being shot again, and tried to 
force the barrel in a line with Dowling’s 
face. Dowling tried to  force the muzzle 
down again to shoot a t Ward the third 
time, but the lawyer held his hand as in a 
vice.

A TERRIFIC STRUGGLE.

For a full minute the struggle was des 
perate. Both men are tall, strong and 
massively built, and the short struggle was 
terrific. Just as Ward seemed on the 
point of forcing the pistol into Dowling's 
face his left arm dropped to  his side, para­
lyzed from the shock of the second bullet 
Dowling’s face was black from strangula­
tion and blood was dripping from his nos­
trils.

When the two men separated Dowling 
rushed out of the office and down the stairs 
into the street, the revolver still in his 
hand. He rushed bareheaded down Main 
street to Market street, with a big crowd 
close a t his heels. By the time he reached 
the police station in Hamilton street the 
crowd had increased to more than 1,000 
persons. Dowling was in an agony of fear 
of lynching, and as he burst into the police 
station he cried out th a t he had murdered 
a man and wanted protection. The police­
men assured him th a t he was in no danger 
of being lynched and got him quieted down 

th a t he could tell his story. Dowling 
said th a t his wife had been betrayed by 
Ward and he had killed Ward for it. The 
excited man was put in a cell. He declared 
positively th a t Ward had been intimate 
with his wife and th a t there were facts 
enough to prove it.

At 11 o’clock Chief Graul discovered th a t 
Dowling had raised a  big lump on his fore­
head by butting against the wall. This, 
together with Dowling’s request tha t no 
one be placed in the cell opposite him, in­
duced the chief to believe th a t he intended 
to commit suicide. I t  is not thought that 
Ward’s injuries will prove fatal.
