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Condition of the Woman Critical
---Yates’ Disappearance.
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The fearful tragedy of yesterday morning
was naturally the talk of the town all day
yesterday, and TEe MiNer was cagerly
sought for and the briel account ravenous-
ly read and discussed. To the men about
town who knew the two principals the
event did not seem the occasion for much
surprise, for it was known that Foley was
ineanely in love with and jealous of the
woman, and that his temper, under thein-
fluence of drink, was liable to lead him into
the commission of almost any crime. To
what may be called the moral portion of
the community, it was a shock. They
could hardly realize that after the compar-
ative quiet that has reigned in the camp so
long, 8o awful a crimiecould have been com-
witted. It isneedless to moralize over the
event. It is the same old story of lust,
miscalled love. For the foolish man there
was but one feeling, that when he took his
own life he did the best thing pessible ug-
der the circumstances. For the woman
there was more or less sympathy, but this
was largely on account of two innocent
children, who are made the involuntary
sufferers by the tragedy. Below will be
found a full swatement of all the facts
bearing upon the case, supplementing the
account of yesterday,which was necessarily
meager and incomplete, owing to the late-
ness of the hour:

THE INQUEST.

morning the Coroner, Dr.
! r., impanelled a jury and held
:an inquest over the remains. Chief Mikle-
john was the puincipal witness. He testi-
fied in regard to thedifficulty that occurred
at the Toledo, at which time witness only
escaped being shot by getting his thumb
under the hammer of the pistol. Deceased
roomed at the house of witness, and from
what he had seen and heard, he was sure
romething was wrong. On.the morning of
the occurrence he followed Foley to the
scene of the tragedy, but was some dis-
tance behind bim. When near Stoner’s
stable he heard the first shot, and then
three others in quick succession. After the
third shot he heard the screams- of the
woman, and rushing to the spot, found her
lying in the road, and about thirty feetdi.-
tant was Foley. The man was still gasp-
g and, bending over, witness asked:
“Foley, what have you done?’” To this
‘these was no reply, and in a few seconds he
‘was dead.

Mrs. Flick was examined and testified
‘that she had not seen nor spoken to Foley
since the night of the difticulty at tvhe To-
ledo. Qn the night of the shooting she
‘wus going home with the man Yates, and
-as they were passing along Mercury street,
by Stonor'e stable, Liv flacald av UcL IO be-
hind a wagon. The first shot did not take
effect. Then he followed up and fired two
in quick succession. She instinctively
grabbed the arm of her companion, and
thinks that by so doing she saved his life,
:as it caused the ball to glance instead of
striking him full in the face. At the third
shot she was struck, and falling, uttered
several piercing shrieks and exclaimed. “My
God,I'm shot.” Yates ran, and then she
heard the fourth shot. She stated thatfor
:a month past she had Dbeen afraid that
Foley would kill her, and that if she could
have gotten the money she would have left
this section of the country, but that she
could not go and leave her children.

THE WOUNDS,

Dr. Whitford, the coroner, explained the
nature of the wounds of all three parties.
Deceased was shot in the head, the ball en-
tering the right side of the mouth, cutting
the lips and ranging upwards. It penetrated
the brain, pressing and cracking the skull,
und lodging there, raising a protubera.nce_ol
of fully half an inch. Death was almost in-
stantaneous. Mrs. Flick was shot on the
right side between the third and fourth ribs,
the ball entering the breast and passing
through the upper lobe of thelungand com-
ing out just below the shoulder Dblade.
‘Yates was struck on the right cheek, the
‘hullet making an.ugly furrow, cutting to
‘the hone and necessitating the taking of six
stitches, which was done by the coroner.
"The weapon used was a 45-calibre and
fiaxr of the chambers were empty. The
juny returned a verdict that the deceased
wnine to his death from the effects ol a gun-
shait wound inflicted by himself.

They met in Wichita, Kansas, in
189 2, where Foley was dealing instock and
incidentally gambling to a considerable ex-
nt. He was sometimes in and again out
of luck, and after a few years he moved to
Dodge City, but only remained there a
short time. Ia 1876, he landed in Pueblo
Colorado, but not liking the climate he
went further south, and picked out Ala-
mosa as a stopping place. He did not
tarry long there, but moved to Del Norte,
in the 8an Juan, where he purchased some
teams and engaged in the busi of
lrexghtmg._ Again becoming dissatisfied he
started with his wife and made a trip to
New ;{exlco, with a view of bettering his
condition. He located in Santa Fe and
opened a fine saloon and billiard hall, and
did well, but his restless spirit caused him to
sell out, and he returned to Del Norte. From
there he went to Rico, and again engaged in
the_sa]oon business, and when the Durango
excitement broke out in 1880 he went into
that camp and opened a restaurant in the
name of his wife. He soon made friends,
and was elected as a member of the city
council and subsequently as City Marshal,
serving in that capacity for three years and
giving entire satisfaction to the people.
The restaurant business did not prosper,
and the council having cut down the salary
of the marshal, Foley resigned and went to
Denver. Not finding any field there he
came to Butte, arriving here in April last.
His recommendations were excellent, and
he was at once engaged by Gordon & Ham-
ilton as doorkeeper, which position he has
filled to their entire satisfaction. Those
who knew him best say that while he was a
man of phyeical bravery and great deter-
mination, he was not in any sense of the
word a “bad man,” and that unless un-
der the influence of liquor he was as quiet
and peaceable as any man in the country.

THE CHIEF'S STATEMENT,

Chie! of Police Meiklejohn has, since the
first disturbance at the Toledo, had sev
eral conversations with Foley, and in each
one of them he professed to feel sorry for
the turn things had taken, butthought that
he would come out all right. He said that
he had positive information that the
woman would not make any charge against
him, and if the Chief did not make any he
conld easily dispose of the®ne under which
he was arrested. The officer told him that
under the law he was compelled to make a
complaint, and had done so. Foley alluded
to the newspaper comments on the affair,
but said although they were pretty rough
he could outlive them.

However, Meiklejohn was afraid that he
would do some mischief, and when Foley
left the Comique on yesterday morning the
Chief followed him for the purpose of ascer-
taining whether or not he went to hisroom
or was bent on making trouble. Foley
passed down Galena street toward Mon-
tana, while the officer went across the lots
to Mercury street,and was standing a little
to the west of the new steamlaundry build-
ing when the shots were fired. Mr. Miekle-
john is quite certain that Foley crossed
over Montana strest on Galena, and passed
through the alley in the rear of 'IFllmmp‘
son’s lumber yard and reached Mercury
street about the same time that Yates and
Alice Flick did, or perhaps a moment
sooner, and stood behind a wagon waiting
for them. Foley fired the first three shots
very close together, and then ran several
yards toward the Sisters’ Hospital and
atopped and fired the shot into his own
head. Assoon as the shootingcommenced
the Chief ran down Mercury street, to-
wards the reports and flashes of the pistol.
He was perhaps 100 yards away, and just
as he reached Montana street he met Yates
just turning into Montana. The latter
seemed dazed and would run a short dis-
tance and then fall down, making his way
to Park street in this manner. A few yards
west of Montana street Mr. Mieklejohn
found the woman lying on the ground,
breathing very heavily, and about seventy
or eighty feet from her he found Foley. who
was not dead, but breathed two or three
minutes after the oificer arrived, when he
died. Other persons arrived on the scene
and the woman was conveyed to Dr. Whit-
ford’s hospital, while Mr. Mieklejohn took
charge of the corpse, until the Coroner ar-
rived, when it was turned over to him.

About four months
ago she met Foley and they at once became
intimate, but about a month ago he be-
came angered at her for some reason an:l
beat her severely. According to her state-
ment from that time she tried to break
away from him, as she was in fear of her
life, but he pursued her persietently and the
difficulty of Thursday nightand the tragedy
of yesterday was the culmination of his
unholy passion.
THE LAST MESSAGE.

Upon the person of Foley was found a
gcrawl written on the back of one of the
Comique programmes, which, alter hard
work, wasdeciphered,and reads as follows:

*NOVEMBER, 8, 1885.

Horrid crime. Hart broken man. Good
bye, Moley Foley, Durango, Colo.”

There were two additional words, but
they could not be made out. There was
also on his person two pawn tickets—one
for a diamond ring, $11, and the other for
a watch and chain, $22.50. He also hada
wateh and chain, and on his breast was a
badge of “‘deputy sherifl.” . .

GorpoN & HayiLToN,
INTERESTING FACTS.

An intimate friend of Foley’s, who, how-
ever, has only known him since his arrival
in Butte, says that on the night previous
to the shooting, he met Foley in a saloon
about 10 o’clock, that he then appeared
nervous and restless; that among the
parties in the room was McDonald, the
man whom Foley hit with the revolver at
the Toledo. They looked at each other,
but did not speak. Foley had his boots
blacked, and while he was _thus occupied
the gentleman spoke to him about his
troubles, and asked whether he had not
better see Alice and persuade her not to
appear against him at the trial, to whith
he replied, **Oh no, don't bother about lf;;
I don't think she will appear anyhow.
Deceased was very illiterate, and the gen-
tleman did his writing for him. and kept
up a correspondence with his wife. He ap-
peared to hold her in high regard, and her
answers were always very affectionate. In
July last he wrote her a letter enclosing
$75, and telling her to come to Butte.
The same night he was introduced to
Alice and went home with her, as she was
afraid to go home alone. The next day he
telegraphed to his wife not to come, and
u ron informing the gentleman of the fact,
b’ remonstrated with him, when Foley re-
plied that he was all right, that he ha(:es.

Yesterday Mr. McDonald appeared on the
streets with his head tied up and badly in-
jured from the blow given him by Foley.
Mr. McDonald is an old-timer in this conn-
try, and his connection with thisufiit v~
simply as a visitor to a place of amuse-
ment. That gentleman went into one of
the boxes and was engaged in a friendly
conversation with one of the performers on
the stage. whom he has known for many
years, and when the time came for her to
take part in the performance, she asked
Mr. McDonald to remain wherehe was until
she returned, and in the meantime she
would send a friend in to entertain him. In
a few moments Alice Flick came into the
box, and almost immediately followed by
Foley, whe, without a word of warning,
and withont passingany remarks whatever,
struck Mr. McDonald across the lace with
his six-shooter. The gentleman did not
know the woman, nor did he make any
effurt to take her part or defend her, as no
attack had heen made on her. Mr.McDon-
ald was sitting in a chair.and was so dazed
by the blow that he had not the strength
to do anything or to take any part in the
subsequent trouble. His face is very badly
bruised, the bone under the left eye being
broken, and the whole side of the faceis
very much discolored and brnised.

The condition of the woman, Alice Flick,
who was the victim of Folev’a shot, still

ntinuos to attract general attention.
gl,xe is lying at her residence at the corner
of Mercury and Washington streete and is
attended by Dr. Whitlord, jr. At anearly
hour this morning she was resting easily
and there are lair chances for her recovery,
While it is true that the wound is a very
dangerou sone, the wonderful vitality of

the woman is liable to pull her
through. She geems imbued with
a belief that she will live and

added to her spirsts the care and atten-
tion that are being bestowed by Dr. Whit-
ford, the nurse and the daughter of the
wounded woman, it is not at all improba-
ble that she will recover.

Fearful Disaster to a Steamer
on Lake Superior.

—_—

MANY LIVES LOST.

A Splendid Vessel, Lost in & :'E‘og.
Strikes Upon a Rock
and Sinks.

Wixsipec, November 9.—A fearful dis-
aster occurred on Lake Superior, off Port:
Arthur early the morning. The magnifi-
centiron [clad steamer ‘“Algoma’ of the
Canadian Pacific Railway, was wrecked
and thirty-seven lives lost. Only meagre
particulars have been received up to the
present hour. They consist mainly of tele-
grams to private persons, announcing the
loss of friends. E. Dudgeon, of this city,
received a few moments ago the following
telegram: ‘‘Algoma gone down. Your wile
and two childrsn are drowned.

Mr. Dudgeon’s wife is 35 years old, and
the children are a boy and girl, 6 and 4
ﬁeau old respectively. The steamer left

ort Arthur at 3 p. m., and was wrecked
off the Isle of Royal, just outside of Thun-
der bay. A heavy storm prevailed all
Sunday afternoon and night, and the
steamerlay to for a  time. When the
weather slightly improved the vessel
started again, but made very slow progrses.
In the morning a dense fog prevailed, and
the steamer felt her way along, blowing the
fog horns. She struck a reef and went
down, all hands on board being reported
lost. The steamer was bound for Owen
Sound wit g for Toronto and
other points East. Captain Moore was
the master of the vessel, and Mackenzie,
a nephew of Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, is the
purser.

THE DETAILS.

It now turns out that the steamer “Al-
goma’’ was coming into Port Arthur and
not going out when the wreck occurred.
She left Owen 8 Sound last Thursday, and
was wrecked on Saturday night. The first
known of the disaster was when the steam-
er “Arthabasa,” ol the same line, arrived
at Port Arthur, late this evening with the
crew of the ill-fated “Algoma,” consisting
of thirteen men and two passengers, who
were the only onessaved. The ‘‘Arthabasa,”
which left Owen’s Sound two days ago,
came upon the wreck at Isle Royal, and
found the crew and two passengers in &
perishing condition on the island. The
wreck had been dashed with maddened
waves against the rocks and was finally
beaten on the shoreof the island. Thesur-
viv..rs saved themselves by taking to the
life boat and

until the shore was reached. The boat
was was over several times by the
waves, but righted again, while the men
clung with the despair of death to the
ides. They succeeded in reaching land in
alinost a dead condition from exhaustion
and exporure. The storua continued to
rage furiously all night long. The rescued
persons remained on the beach, watching
the wreck beat against the rock-bound
island, and seeing dead bodies dashed in
the surf against the shore. Tre ‘‘Artha-
basa’’ came along about noon to-day, and
as the channel is narrow could not avoid
seeing the wreck and distress of those on
the island. A boat was sent ashore and
brought the rescued to the “Arthabasa,”
which set sail for Port Arthur, where she
arrived about 7 o’clock this evening.
There is intense excitement in this city to-

TERRIBEE TORNADOES,

Death and Destruction Foltow in the
Wake of the Wind Storms
S o
SaLiNg, Ala., November 9.—On Friday
night one of the most terrific and destruc-
tive storms ever known in this State
passed over this section of the country just
north of this city, washing away bridges.
railroad beds, growing crops and Jevelling
forests and houses for miles. The cyclone
was accompanied by torrents of rain and
appalling electric discharges. It started on
the Catawba river, passed through Dallas,
Perry and Biff counties, leaving a dead
waste of forests, plantations, houses and
villas. Exploring and relief parties say
that the track of the cyclone was half a
mile wide. They have gone over forty
miles, picking up the dead and wounded
and do not know how much longer the
track is. Thirteen persons have been found
killed outright and forty or fifty dangerously
wounded. A large number of persons can-
not be accounted for. Bales of cotton were
blown from the gin houses and bursted and
scattered everywhere. A man who was
driving with cotton to the city has been
lost. The cotton and wagon were found a
quarter of a mile from the road and the
man and mules were carried off and cannot
be found. Ground crops of potatoes, etc.,
were torn up from the ground and even the
trees and cotton stalks were barked. Relief
parties are searching for dead and dying
everywhere. Everythingis being done to
relieve the destitute. The negroes are
frightened nearly to death, and huddle to-
gether or squat alone unclad in the brushes
and under fallen trees, stupefied and speech-
less with fear and superstition, unable to
tell where any of their household is. The
city is being canvassed for money and sub-
scriptions to bury the dead and relieve the

wants of the destitute.
WORSE THAN REPORTED.

GaALvESTON, November 9.—A special from
Dangerfield says: Late accounts show
that the cyclone in Cass county last Thurs-
day evening was worse than was at first re-
ported. Hardy Pitman and three children,
aged 6, 7 and 8 years, and also a nine-
year-old boy named Richard
Hawethorne, were instantly killed
by the destruction of a dwelling, The
head of one child was twisted off
and carried 200 yards from the body. Mrs.
Bruce, a widow 80 years old, and her
daughter were badly injured by the wreck-
ing of their house.

The Long Stiike.

CoLumBus, Ohio, November 9.—Out of a
force of about 5,000 miners in the Hock-
ing valley and the Ohio Central regions less
than 200 were engaged to-day. The influ-
ence of the strikers has extended to the
furnaces, all of which have closed with two
exceptions and it is expected that they will
shut down this week. The operators claim
that the only thing for them to do is to
close their property.

How “the Bell Patents Were
Worked Through.

AVERY QUEER CASE.

The Day's Appointments Standard
Dollar Coinage and Other Items
from the Capital.

——

WasuingToN, November 9.—To-day was
set for the hearing of the telephone case
before the Setretary of the Interior, and the
large room of the Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral of the Interior Department was
crowded with counsel and personsinterested
in the case. Secretary Lamar opened the
proceedings by stating that nine petitions
had been filed in this case. Inasmuch as
there seemed to be a concurreace of senti-
ment and by the wishes of all parties con-
cerned in this controversy, that the whole
case should be taken up at once, and con-
sidered as a whole, he preferred that there
should be no discussion to-day on the ques-
tion of the power of the Government to in-
stitute a suit to vacate the patent, and
that the respective applicants who are
movers in the matter should begin with
their evidence and submit their cases.

THE FIRST CASE CALLED
was that of the Globe Telephone Company.
The attorney for the company proceeded
to read the petitions filed in its bebalf. In
brief the petitions set forth that the patent
examiner who passed Bell’s patents was
under the impression that it related to a
system of multiplex telegraphy; that Bell's
original telephone was imperative; that
this was admitted by himself; that he could
not truthfully claim this priority of inven-
tion of the telephone, because it was com-
monly known that Reiss, Meucci, Gray
and others had made and used telephones
before Bell's application; that it could be
shown that Meucci had used the telephone
in 1849, and that he had not abandoned
his invention; that the Western Union
Telegraph Company, controlling certain
telephone patents, had entered into a con-
tract with the Bell Company to compro-
mise their differences by which the Western
Union Company received twenty per cent.
of the profits of the telephone company,
and that these great corporations had
united to
COMPEL PEOPLE TO PAY TRIBUTE

to them; therefore the Globe Telephone
Company prayed the Department of Justice
to begin suit to vacate the Bell patent.
The remainder of the petitions were read
in the order of their presentation, and in-
cluded substantially the same matter set
out in the foregoing petitions.

During the reading of the petition of " the
Cushman Company, Humphrey stated that
there was a contract in existence made be-
tween Cushman and the Bell Company, by
which Cushman agreed to remain quiet and
avoid interference with the Bell patents.
That document was in the hands of the
attorneys for the company, and later on
they would be called upon to produce it.

In the petition of the PangElectric Com-
pany, it is set out that Gray filed a caveat
for a telephone on the day of Bell's appli-
cation and that contrary tolaw thecontents
of Gra) 's caveat were made known to Bell,
by an official of the Patent Office, and that
within a few days Bell made an important
amendment to his application, covering the
matter deseribed in Gray's caveat.

Ganty stated that Solicitor General
Goode had acted upon that, after the ex-
amination of the authorities upon the tele-
phoney, and of Reiss and otherinstruments
by beginning a suit at Memphis.

Storrow stated that the Bell company
had no desive to submit a written answer
to the petitions. It was suffiicient to

DENY GENERALLY E¥ERYTHING
that has been set out. Ile asserted that
all of the allegations material to this inves-
tigation were disproved by the papers,
which the petitions themselves had pre-
gented, and referred to with perhaps a few
other records from the Patent Office.

Mr. Humphreys then proceeded to read
the affidavits submitted in support of the
petitions, beginning with the affidavit of
Zeenes Wilbur, ex-examiner of the Patent
Office, who was in charge of the electrical
division at the time the Bell patent was
passed. The affiant states that alter an
examination of Gray’s caveat and Bell’s
application he suspended Bell’s application
and notified Gray to complete his caveat
within three months. These orders had
been revoked and a patent issued te DBell.
In all his experience in eleven years prac-
tice the affiant had not known of a similar
ruling. Had the usual course been followed
after the suspension order Bell could not
have received a patent, and had Meucci's
caveat been renewed in 1877 no patent
could have been issued toBell. Theaffiant
did not suspect crookedness at the time.
He did not believe Bell's application was
for a talking telephone, but for multiplex
telegraphy, and is convinced that his de-
vice as described in his original application
is inoperative,

MORE TESTIMONY.

A. T. Eaton, an electrical expert and an
inventor, of Brooklyn, in his aflidavit de-
poses that the Reiss apparatus is capable
of transmitting speech. He also descrives
Meucei’s invention, and stated that in his
opinion Reiss was the inventor of the
telephoue.

S. S. Pratt, of the editorial staff of the
New York World, in his affidavit corrob-
orates the statements of Mr. Eaton, and
declares that Eaton, to his knowledge, in
1875 created an operative speaking tele-
phone.

Professor Amos E. Dolbear, of Tufit’s
College, Mass., makes an aflidavit that he
was told by Bell in the fall of 1876 that he
(Bell) had a magneto-telephone two or
three years before, and that it did not
amount to anything. This statement had
discouraged the affiant, and he did not
carry out his intention of applying for a
patent for his own invention. Affiant’s in-
struments had through the Gold and
Stock Company come under the control of
the Western Union Telegraph Company,
and affiant was not represented at the in-
terference proceedings before the Patent
Office, because of the fact that the Bell Com-
pany controlled his inventions. Attached
to Professor Dolbear's affidavit are a num-
ber of exhibits in the shape of letters from
a number of college professors testilying to
the merits and the

PRACTICABILITY OF REISS' INVENTION.

Mr. Beckwith, representing the Globe
Company, read an affidavit from Antosoie
Meucci, describing his invention, and ex-
hibits were laid before the Secretary to
substantiate his allegations. Meueei re-
counts his struggles against extreme pov-
erty, which, he says, prevented him from
taking out a patent for the telephone con-
ceived by him in 1845, while in Havana,
aund for which he made a caveat in 1871
A long transcription for his notes of ex-
periments in telephony antedating the Bell
patents was read, and a number of cor-
roborative affadavits were submitted.
This ciosed the case for the Globe and
Washington Companies, and the further
hearing was adjourned until to-morrow.

THE SILVER QUESTION.

The Part Taken by the United Statcs in
1ts Deliberations.

WasnxGTon, November 9,—It is learned
at the State Department to-day that prior
to the appointment of Manton Marble to
visit Europe on the guestion ol goid and
silver coinage, the President delegated
George Walker, present Consul General at
Paris, and well known as an ardent bi-
metallist and advocate of the use of silver
a8 coinage, and a writer upon monetary
questions, to attend the sessions of the
Congress of the States comprising the Latin
Union, and make a report of their proceed-
ings. Mr. Walker's instructions were as
follows:

Wasainaton, D. C., April 3, 1885.

George Walker, Consul General, Paris:—
You are requested to attend the approach-
ing s’lver counference. This Government
continues an unabated interest in the ques-
tion of silver coinage, and you will make
known our desire to enter into negotia-
tions with other Governments to the end of
maintaining the monetary standard of
siiver in association with gold. TheSenate
on the 3d day of-March last adopted reso-
lutions requesting such negotiations, and
although the lateness of the consideration
in the Senate prevented its considerationin
the house it sufficiently presents the yiew of
the executive to authorize the declaration
you are instructed to make.

THE JOINT RESOLUTION

referred to by Secretury Bayard was intro-
duced by Senator Aldrich. It was as fol-

lows:

Resolved, That the President of the
United States is hereby requested to enter
into negotiations with the States of the
Latin Union and such other foreign Powers

as he shall deem advisable, with the pur-
pose of securing such treaties with them as
shall bind the nations ing thereto to
open their respective mints to the freecoin-
age of silver, with full legal power at such
uniform.ratio to gold as shall be agreed

upon.

Although not formally admitted to their
deliberations, Mr. Walker held discussions
with the members of the Congress, and ad-
dressed to them certain observations in-
dicative of the profound interest of the
United States in the important question of
bi-metalism. Mr. Walker’s despatches to
the department transmit copies of his
observations while in England and France
were laid before Congress. The finalaction
ofthe Congress sent by Minister McLane by
cable to-day to the State Departmentisas
follows: “France, Greece, Italy and Swit-
zerland have renewed their monetary con-
vention for five years. Silver coins are ra-
deemable in gold. No additional silver
coin will be permitted. The convention is
open to Belgium.”

for the burning of Aspinwall yet, but it
will be along this winter, and there will be
quite a howl raised. Damages to the
extent of a good many millions of dollars
were caused by the burning of Aspinwall,
and it looks very much as il the Govern-
ment would be compelled to foot the bill.
We guaranteed to keep the transit open.
Colombia could not do it, and in the event
of its failure the responsibility rested on
our-shoulders. We opened the transit, but
before that wasdone Aspinwall was burned,
and millions of dollars worth of property
was destroyed.

EXCITEMENT IN NEW YORK.

WAR IN BURMAH.

The British Advance Commenced Against
King Thebaw.
e U

Raxcooy, November 9.—The reply of
King Thebaw, of Burmah, to the British
ultimatum has been received, and is hostile
and inadequate. In response to the
British demand for control of Burmese
foreign relations, King Thebaw says he
must first consult Germany, France and
Italy. The British expeditionary force will
now cross the frontier with the least pos-
sible delay. Four regiments have already
started up the Irrawaddy. The most
heavily armed vessel in the British navy
for her draw (5% feet) proceeded in ad-
vance, and will go up the river as far as
3ahm. She takes up some torpedoes and
a large surply of gun cotton and the neces-
sary appliances for the removal of ob-
structions on the bed of the river. She
is accompanied by two armed launches.
The navigation of the Irrawaddy is very
difficult, owing to the constant changes in
the channels. Vessels running between
Rangoon and Mandalay change their pilots
seventeen times. There are sixty-six river
pilots, most of whom are Chittagontas,
and can be relied upon to aid the expedi-
tion.

The Oregon Legislature.

SaLEM, Or., November, 9.—The Legisla-
ture met in special session at 2 p. m. to-
day nearly every member being present.

Graphic Description of the Trials and
Sufferings of the Few Surviv-
ors of the Wreck.

Wisnires, November 10.—The following
account is given in a special from Port
Arthur to the Free Press: The “Algoma’”
cleared from Owen Sound about 4 o’clock
in the afternoon of Thursday,the 5th inst.,
with freight and passengers for Port Ar-
thur. Nothing of any account occurred
during the voyage to Sault Ste Marie,
which point was made on Friday. The
boat passed White Fish Point about 1 p.
m. on Friday. The wind was at that time
blowing a stiff breeze from the east and
north-east. At White Fish Point sail was
made and the boat proceeded on her
way under a full head of steam, the wind
increasing in violence, accompanied by
snow and sleet. At 4 o'clock Saturday
morning the wind shifted to the north-east,
and a violent snow storm raged, the sea
running mountains high, wnd the boat
TOSSED ABOUT LIKE A CORK,

At 4:15 o'clock an order was given to take
in ail sail and put the wheel hard-a-star-
board to bring theship about and head out
on the lake on account of the snow and
darkneess. While' the ship was coming
about she struck a point known as Green-
stone point on Isle Royale, about filty
miles from Port Arthur and oue mile from
the passage lighthouse, which has been
abandoned since the 1st of the month.
After striking the first time the boat forged
ahead, being driven by the wind. A second
shock occurred shortly after the first. The
vessel struck the reef violently at the fore-
gide of the boiler, and sheimmediately com-
menced to break up. Most of the passen-
gers and a number of the crew were in bed
at the time, but were suddenly awakened
by the shock, and the scene that followed
beggars description. The vater poured in
through the broken vessel and over the
bulwarks, putting out the fires in the fur-
naces and extinguishing the electric lights.
SCREAMS OF THE WOMEN AND CHILDREN

were heard above the fury of the storm.
The crew hurried hither and thither doing
what they could in the darkness to render
assistance, but their efforts were of little
avail, for in less than twenty minutes after
the vessel struck the entire forward part of
the boat was carried away, together with
the cargo and human freight. Scveralclung
to the rigging and the life line the captain
had stretched along the boat, but were
soon swept away by the sea und swallowed
up by the angry waves. The stern of the
boat was steadily pushed upon the rock,
and those who were not to much exhausted
with futigne and benumbed by the cold,
crept to the after steerage and sought its
welcome shelter. l.ess than an hour after
striking all was over, and but
FIFTEEN OUT OF OVER FIFTY
were saved. The survivors remained from
the time of the disaster (4 o'clock on Sat-
urday morning) until Monday morning at
10 o'clock exposed to the weather, with
but little food and clothing, nearly every-
thing having been washed away, when they
were sighted by some fishermen, who came
to their rescue. After taking the survivors
from the doomed vessel and placing them
on Isle Royale, where a fire was kindled for
their comfort, the fishermen went out and
intercepted the “Athabasca,” which was
coming in about ten miles away. Captain
Foote of that vessel immedintely put about
and took the sufferers abouard, when they
were subsequently brought here. The two
dead bodies of Frost and Emerson were
brought in on the “Athabasca’ on Mon-
day, the 9th of November.
