A prosperous camp like Butte generally 
runs along in the same vein of work from 
week to week, with little variation other 
than an improvement in one particular 
spot in the mines and the exhaustion of the 
ore stopes in another. Body after body of 
paying vein m atter is opened up and re­
duced only to be followed 4>y the uncover­
ing of additional pockets or bunches. All 
leads have their barren spots as well as pay 
streaks and these are as variable as the 
winds, no matter what the formation or 
width may be. When one of these bunches 
of pay ore is extracted there comes thedead 
work and exploration necessary to  the 
opening of its successor. Butte’s ledges are 
regular, well defined and large, and show 
an unusual width of m atter that can be 
taken out and transferred to the battery 
or furnace, and to-day the district proba­
bly is sendipg more ore to  its
reduction works than any other camp 
in the world The Anaconda, of
course takes the lead, with train after train 
daily to its furnaces a t Anaconda, and the 
other mines run down from that to  the 
mere prospect, taking out only a  ton or 
two per day, but there is hardly a spot on 
the sides of the hills north of the city from 
which more or less ore is not coming. Be­
sides, those now producing, others are being 
opened up all the time, and a  trip over the 
ground will convince anyone th a t the future 
certainly can be measured by the past, and 
none but the brightest hopes can be enter­
tained by the owners of the various proper­
ties. The companies and individuals work­
ing all have faith in their ground, and sub­
stantial and permanent improvements are 
the order of the day. New hoisting ma­
chinery is daily arriving for undeveloped 
properties, and many of those partially 
opened up are increasing their capacity, and 
otherwise preparing for deep mining and 
heavy work.

During the week just closed the only de­
velopment worthy of special mention is the 
cutting of the vein in the south drift on the 
500-foot level of the Rising Star, one of the 
Alice Company’s properties. The drift in 
question has been run in 200 feet from the 
shaft, and on Thursday tapped the vein, 
which has been cut into five feet, with no 
indication of striking the opposite wall, and 
the ore is of a splendid grade. With such 
quartz in the cross-cut and a  continuation 
of the same grade of ore in the 800 drifts of 
the Alice proper, it  would certainly hold 
th a t the deeper the mines go there is no 
diminuation either in the quality or quan 
tity  of the products of the veins.

Yesterday’s usual visit to the mines re­
sulted in the gathering of the following 
news:

THE MOULTON.

During the week the mill was shut down 
two days for necessary repairs and putting 
in new dryers, but is again in good trim 
and running to its full capacity. The main 
shaft has been sunk twenty feet below the 
600 level. Some difficulty is being expert 
enced in handling the water, which is ;n 
creasing in volume as depth isattained,but 
as yet the tanks have been found sufficient 
to  handle it. A No. 3 Knowles steam pnmp 
will hereafter be used in sinking, which will 
raise the water to the tanks on the 500 
level, where the Cornish pump will force it 
up to the surface, and no further trouble 
will be had. The stopes are producing as 
usual, both as to  quality and quantity, 
and all the machinery is in first-class work­
ing order.

The Grismer-Davies Company have held 
the boards of the Grand Opera House dur­
ing the past week, with two matinees. “The

In tim manufacture of perfume the acacia 

is the fuvorite flower with the New Orleans 
makers. I t  grows wild, is inexhaustible, 
costs nothing, and gives results more 
nearly approaching the delicacy of the 
violet perfume than th a t created from any 
other flower, except of course the violet 
Itself, which is considerably more difficult 
to get in sufficient quantities, and which is 
expensive, comparatively. In extracting 
or distilling the scents the flowers are laid 
in layers of grease, and it becomes neces­
sary in producing the finer perfumes to 
change them as often as twenty times, 
twenty-four hours being given to each in­
stallment. The flowers are placed in the 

in a  perfectly dry condition and 
—d after the dew is dried.

THE ALICE.

Everything about both the mine and 
mills of the company is running smoothly. 
D uring the week one shipment of sixteen 
bars of bullion has been made and there 
are twenty bars more in the office, which 
will be shipped to-day. The vein in the 800- 
foot level is showing fully as well as a t any 
time since it was cut, and the upper work­
ings are producing their full amounts of 
good milling ore.

THE RISING STAB.

Work is being pushed with vigor, particu­
larly in the 500-foot level, in which the ! 
ledge has been tapped a t  a point 200 feet j 
south of the shaft. The cross-cut has not 
yet reached the south wall of the vein, but 
is now showing five feet of good ore. The | 
body of ore thus opened is the best yet ex­
posed in the mine, and from present indi­
cations is very extensive in quantity as 
well as of high grade.

MAGNA CHARTA.

A full force of men is a t work in the 
stopes, and there is no decrease in the 
amount of ore taken out. The same 
amount of prospecting is being done as pre­
viously reported.

THE UNIONS.

The three Unions are being prospected on 
all the levels, and all are showing ore, but 
none is being taken, other than is necessary 
to  allow the proper development of the 
veins and the running of the drifts.

THE BLACK ROCK.

The water in the shaft is very trouble 
some, and sinking has been stopped until 
new machinery can be put in position to 
take the place of the windlass. A shaft 
house is being put up and a twenty-five 
horse-power engine will be put over the 
shaft as soon as it can be done. A pump 
will also he put in, and then the work of 
sinking sixty feetdeeper will be commenced. 
The vein is showing good ore, and when 
the hoist is in working order the water will 
be easily handled, and developments will 
be greatly facilitated.

ELM  ORLU.

Since last week the engine has been placed 
in position and is working nicely, as also is 
the pump, which handles the water easily. 
The shaft house is large and convenient, 
and is placed over the shaft on the south 
ledge, and a drift is being run from the 100- 
foot station to cut the north ledge. From 
the latter considerable good ore has already 
been taken out with a windlass, but this 
has been stopped until the ledge has been 
cut in the drift from the main shaft. The 
ore on the dump is being hauled to the fur­
nace, and assays well. On Monday sinking 
will be resumed in the main shaft.

GOLDEN RULE.

The lessees are putting in a large rboiler 
and engine, as the present machinery is too 
light. The old workings have been con­
nected with, and a considerable body of 
water has been encountered, rendering it 
necessary to run the pump most of the 
time. The ore body is looking well, and 
producing a good grade of ore, which is 
being milled as fast as taken out.

In the selection of 
new Commissioners there were so many 
different qualifications which I deemed de­
sirable, th a t I have found it no easy m at­
ter to fill the positions with men who 
could combine the elements which I con­
sider the most essential to  a fair, honest

SUCCESSFUL ENFORCEMENT OF THE LAW. 

Prominent leaders in the civil service move­
ment strongly advised me to  select one of 
the commissioners from the South. This I 
have done and the person selected from 
th at locality I am quite certain possesses 
necessary qualifications for an efficient offi 
cer. Mr. Edgerton I never saw until yes­
terday, and I don’t  remember that I ever 
heard of him until Chief Justice Waite 
urged him upon my attention as a most 
excellent man for the place.

My plan for giving it the greatest 
possible usefulness involves removals—to 
remove stumbling blocks from the way of 
good, honest men who are inclined to its 
support, and to demonstrate in a very 
public manner its value as adapted to the 
everyday affairs of the Government. Thus 
two Democrats were selected, and I cer­
tainly intended to select them for two 
prominent positions in the Commission, 
and this was done largely in deference to 
the sentiments and opinions held by

GOOD MEN IN THE DEMOCRATIC PARTY.

I t  has also occurred to me th a t it was the 
plain dictate of common sense th at one of 
the old Commissioners should, if possible, 
remain for a time to aid the new ones. The 
preparation of the report of the Commis­
sion is a most important matter, affording 
an opportunity to recommend reform to 
the people by exhibiting to them all it has 
accomplished, and the report ought to be 
very useful, too, in removing misapprehen­
sions and objections. Deeming the expe­
rience of one who has been in the Commis­
sion during the time to which the report 
will relate, as of the utmost value in its 
preparation, and fully convinced that the 
knowledge gained by connection with the 
administration of the law would be a new 
help to the Commission, I obtained thecon- 
sent of Mr. Eaton to remain temporarily 
in the Commission, and I yesterday ap­
pointed him in place of Mr. Thoman, the 
former Democratic member. When Mr. 
Eaton finally retires I shall appoint a Re­
publican, whose selection will, I hope, de­
tract nothing from the strength and

EFFICIENCY OF THE NEW COMMISSION.

My attention has been called to state­
ments in sum* newspapers relating to Mr. 
Sterling. I have heard th at he has applied 
for examination as weigher. 1 have no in­
formation as to  whether he has passed or 
not, hut I judge from something appearing 
in the papers that certain people fear he 
has and are already lashing themselves 
into a dreadful state of apprehension lest 
he should be selected after examination to 
fill the place to which he was appointed 
without examination and from which he 
was suspended. When the Civil Service 
Commissioners consulted with me as to the 
status of Mr. Sterling and the true construc­
tion of the rule bearing on th at subject. I 
agreed with them in the opinion that the 
position as weigher was subject to an ex­
amination, and th at it should be filled by 
one who by means of a proper examination 
under the law had proved himself eligible, 
but it seemed to  me that the good of the 
service required th at the person to he ap­
pointed should be possessed of

CERTAIN TRAITS AND QUALIFICATIONS

which no theoretrical examination would 
develop. One having charge of 200 or 300 
men of theclass with which the weigher lias 
to deal should possess personal courage, 
energy, decision and firmness of character.
I t is entirely certain th at the possession of 
such qualifications could not in the latest 
be determined by the result of an examina­
tion organized for the purpose of testing an 
applicant’s knowledge and education. So 
I suggested th at an examination for this 
place be non-competitive, but finding that 
the law and rules did not permit th a t in 
such a case it was proposed th at instead of 
sending the appointing power only four 
names from those who had proved them­
selves eligible upon examination and oblig­
ing him to select one of them, the whole 
number who successfully passed should be 
sent up, thus permitting an opportunity to 

JUDOE OF QUALIFICATIONS

not developed by examination. This, as I 
understand it, was agreed to among us, 
and I have ever since supposed th at course 
would be followed. I think it certainly 
should be. I might perhaps add th at a t 
the time it was as I supposed settled upon 
I had not, and I am quite shure th at no 
member of the Commission had the sligtt- 
est idea that Mr. Sterling would appear as 
an applicant for examination. Now, if 
Mr. Sterling has s< buiitted to  the condi­
tions imposed by the Civil Service law, and 
if he has passed the examination pre­
scribed, he should be treated justly and 
fairly. I do not mean to say that the ap­
pointing power should be

UNJUST AND UNFAIR

to others by appointing Mr. Sterling over 
the heads of those who have passed a bet­
ter examination than he and who are found 
on inspection to possess qualifications 
essential to an effective performance of the 
duties pertaining to the office; but I think 
all who have passed should be certified, 
and if under a fair application of the rules 
a.id in the exercise of honesty and in good 
faith of the selection thus afforded Sterling 
should be chosen, no friend of civil service 
reform has any right to complain. No 
cause can gain by injustice or by a twisting 
of its purposes to suit particular tastes, 
and when a result is fairly reached through 
proper methods adopted to further reform, 
it should be accepted especially by friends 
of the movement. They should not per­
mit these of whom they require submission 
to say with any semblance of truth that 
they submit only when the result accords 
with their views.

In the New North-West of November 6th, 
the following card appears:

On Saturday morning of last week there 
were found posted in se «erul places on the 
streets of Deer Lodge notices from the 
Knights of Labor addressed to the citizens 
of this ebunty. In the main it was a fair 
appeal and would have been so considered 
had it not been followed with a threat of 
“boycotting,” an attempted intimidation 
and aggression on personal rights which this 
people will not endure. Thereupon the fol­
lowing was drawn up and signed, and it 
shows precisely where the people of Deer 
Lodge stand on this issue:

TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN. 

W h e r e a s , There wore posted in the town 
of Deer Lodge, during the night of October 
30, 1885, notices, without signature, of 
which the following is an extract:

THE CHINESE MUST GO! 
S a n c t u a r y  o f  G a r r is o n  A s s e m b l y , ) 

No. 3931. K n io h t s  of L a b o r  of A m e r ic a , j 
* * * * * * *
And thatafterNovember 15,1885, 

we will withdraw our patronage from all 
persons who still continue to employ or 
patronize t he Chinese, and institute a vigor­
ous boycott against them. * * *

We, the undersigned citizens of the United 
States of America, believing the proposition 
to {“boycott” through a secret organiza­
tion any citizen, under any circumstances 
whatever, who obeys the constitution and 
laws of the United States and of the Terri­
tory of Montana, is wrong, do hereby pro­
test against the above edict of the Knights 
of Labor, and will resist now and hence­
forth any such aggression on our personal 
rights. If this edict can be promulgated and 
enforced against one people, it may be 
against another, or those of any political 
Or religious belief, and we hereby pledge 
ourselves to  defend to final conclusions the 
rights of all citizens of the United States, 
and of all persons entitled to become citi­
zens, who are obeying the constitution and 
laws of the United States and the Territory 
of Montana, as against unlawful or un- 
American interference from any person or 
organization of persons of any name or 
character whatever. Believing this to be 
our duty to ourselves, our fellow citizens 
and our country, we hereunto affix our 
names, this 31st day of October, 1885;
