RfDelegate Toole’s Views About 
the Next New State.

M O N T A N A  L O O M I N G

Commissioner Spark’s Timber Cut­
ting Rules Ruinous Upon Terri­

torial Mining Enterprises.

T h e  M in e r  finds the  following interview  

w ith  H on. J .  K . i oole in th e  N ational Re­
pub lican  of W ashington, D. C., which will 
p rove of in te re s t to  o u r readers:

H on. Jo seph  K .T oo le  becam e M o n tan a ’s 
rep resen ta tive  to  Congress on the  exp ira ­
tio n  of the  term  of H on . M artin  Maginnis 
on M arch 4, 1885. Born in M issouri, Col­
onel Toole has resided in M on tana  since 
boyhood and  is fam iliar w ith th e  w ants us 
well as  the  wonderful resources of th a t  
growing T e rr ito ry . H e h as  served with 
d is tinc tion  a s  S ta te ’s  A tto rney , mem ber o 
th e  Legislative Assembly, and  of th e  con 
s titu tio n a l convention  of th e  T err ito ry  
and  was chosen by th e  Democracy of Mon 
ta n a  by a  com plim entary  m a jo rity  to  
represent h .'r in th e  F o rty -N in th  Congress 
H e is now in th e  c ity  looking u fte r th e  in 
te re s ts  of his co n stituen ts.

"Y ou have sp en t considerable tim ein  the 
cap ita l since y o u r election,” said a  Repub­
lican rep o rte r to  Mr. Toole, yeste rday  
“ h as  an y  thing of special in te re s t tian sp ired  
affecting M ontana, an d  how have you 
occupied y o u r tim e?”

" I  have found much to  occupy me herein  
lookiug a fte r such ap p o in tm en ts  a s  were 
likely to  fall to  M ontana, and  such d e p ar t 
m ental business a s  was incident to  m y offi­
cial position . In  th e  p u rsu it of these du ­
ties, obstacles and  delays which do  n o t ob ­
ta in  in p riv a te  life a re  necessarily frequent 
and  som etim es perplexing, b u t th e  uniform 
courtesy  and  kindness shown me by the  
P residen t, C abinet officers and  th e  heads of 
bu reaus have done much to  conuterbal- 
ance these  difficulties.

TERRITORIAL APPOINTMENTS.

“ Much in te res t has been felt in th e  course 
to  be pursued by th e  A dm in istra tion  rela­
tiv e  to  T err ito ria l ap p o in tm en ts . The his­
to ry  of the  T errito ries  justifies th e  asser­
tio n  th a t  they  have been considered in the  
p a s t  a s  a  s o r t  of hosp ita l fo r th e  care and  
m ain tenance of political weaklings from  
th e  S ta tes; bu t. happily , th is  policy is giv­
ing way to  a  m ore ju s t and  enlightened pub­
lic sentim ent, which dem ands th a t  th e ir  lo­
cal governm ent shall be in tru sted  to  th e ir  
own citizens. This sen tim en t was so  po ­
te n tia l  th a t  i t  found a  place in the  n a tio n a l 
p la tfo rm s of b o th  political p a rtie s  in th e ir 
la s t  conventions.

- “ I t  is b u t fa ir  to  say  th a t  there have been 
d ep artu res  from the  p la tfo rm  in th is  re ­
spect in several instances, b u t in th e  m ain 
i t  has been adhered to , and  we find cause 
for cong ra tu la tion  in even a  p a rtia l re a li­
za tio n  of o u r hopes, especially in M ontana, 
where th e  G overnor, Secretary  and  a  num ­
ber of o th e r im p o r ta n t officers have been 
chosen from  residents of th e  te r r i to ry .”

GREAT POSSIBILITIES

“ M o n tan a  seems to  be a ttra c tin g  co n sid ­
erable a tte n tio n  in th e  e a s t a s  a  te rr i to ry  
of g rea t posib ilities,” rem arked  th e  repo rt-

“ Yes, and  deservedly so . The te rr i to ry  
is enjoving th e  g rea test p rosperity , and  has 
a  m ost inviting future. Since the  com pletion 
of th e  N orthern  Pacific and  U tah  ra ilro ad s  
o u r pop u la tio n  has rap id ly  increased, and  
cap ita l has been a ttra c te d  to  us. O ur v a l­
leys a re  yielding largely in agricu ltu ra l 
p ro d u c ts  and  v a s t tra c ts  of dese rt lands 
a re  being reclaimed by irriga tion . A million 
head  of ca ttle . 120 ,000  head of horses, and 
1 ,200 ,000  head of sheep a re  graz ng upon 
th e  n u tri tio u s  grass of th a t  te rr i to ry . Our 
m ines a re  the  m ost p roductive  of an y  in the  
co u n try , and , a lthough  th a t  in te re s t is in 
i ts  infancy, th e  m ineral o u tp u t for 1885 
will a p p ro x im a te  in  value $ 2 8 .0 0 0 .0 0 0 .”

“ H ow  a b o u t y o u r p o p u la tio n ?”
“ O ur pop u la tio n  is close on to  110,000. 

No census h as  been tak en  for a  long tim e, 
Ibut the  v o te  a t  th e  la s t  election showed 
26 ,969  m ale citizens over th e  age of 21 
y ears  in th e  T e rr ito ry .”

L SPARKS’ RULES.

“ I  see t h a t  M r. S parks, Com m issioner of 
th e  General L an d  Office, h a s  been e s ta b ­
lishing Borne new rules regulating th e  cu t­
ting  of tim b er on m ineral lands. How will 
th ey  affect M o n tan a?”

“ 1 h av e  felt th e  g rea te st an x ie ty  a b o u t 
th is  new circu lar, an d  som etim e ago called 
on th e  Secretary  of th e  In te r io r  an d  p ro ­
te sted  ag a in st i ts  ap p ro v a l, subsequently  
addressing  a  le tte r  to  him  reciting th e  m is­
chief which w ould follow i ts  enforcem ent, 
a n d  th e  g rea t h a rd sh ip s  i t  would en ta il 
upon  the  residents of th e  m ineral regions.

“ Com m issioner S parks  in te rp re ts  the  a c t  
of Congress app ro v ed  J u n e  3. 1878, re la t ­
ing to  cu ttin g  tim ber on m ineral lands to  
m ean t h a t  each ind iv idua l m u s t cu t the  
tim b e r himself o r  by  his personal agent, 
and  t h a t  cu tting  tim ber to  be used a s  fuel 
in q u a rtz  mills, sm elters, an d  reduction  
w orks is n o t such ‘mining pu rpose’ as  is 
con tem plated  by the  a c t  referred to , b u t is 
forbidden thereby.

“ This s ta tu te  is a  rem edial one, an d  ns 
such is in m y opin ion  en titled  to  a  lib°ral 
co nstruction . Such an  illiberal c o n stru tio n  
as  th a t  given to  i t  by Com m issioner S parks 
would, of course, suspend all mining o p era ­
tio n s  in th e  W est and  th ro w  th o u san d s  of 
people o u t of em ploym ent, a  cond ition  of 
things which I am  sure he does n o t wish to  
bring a b o u t. There would be som e p lausi­
b ility  in his construction  of th e  s ta tn te  if 
there  was an y  law by which tim ber o r  tim ­
bered lands could be purchased in m ineral 
d is tric ts , b u t there  is none, and  I  m a in ta in  
t h a t  th is  s ta tu te  was enacted for the  very 
purpose of rem edying th is  cond ition  of 
things.

TIMBER RIGHTS.

“ The righ t to  use tim ber for ‘mining and  
dom estic purposes’ in  its  m o s t com prehen­
sive signification has been expressly a u th o r ­
ized by th e  In te r io r  D epartm ent since th e  
firs t se ttlem en t of m ineral lands, and  m ill­
ions of do lla rs  have been invested in mines 
and  m achinery upon th e  streng th  of it .  I t  
would be m anifestly wrong to  u n dertake  to  
ta k e a w a y  the  righ t now, a s  such action  
would resu lt in the  im m ediate  destru c tio n  
of the  mining in te res ts , and  th e  c ap ita l in ­
vested therein.

“ B u t aside from  these considerations i t  
is questionab le  w hether th e  co u rts  would 
enforce such a  regulation , a s  th e  law giving 
a u th o r ity  ‘to  m ake such rules and  regula­
tio n s  necessary for th e  carry ing  o u t of the  
s ta tu te , ’ seems to  me to  go beyond co n sti­
tu tio n a l a u th o r ity  in th is , th a t  i t  is an  a t ­
te m p t to  confer legislative pow er upon  an  
executive d ep artm en t of th e  governm ent.

“ The tru e  so lu tion  of the  difficulty, in  my 
opinion, is to  have  these lands surveyed 
and  to  provide som e m ethod by which the  
citfzeu can acquire a  title  to  th e  sam e, and 
th is  rem ains for Congress in its  wisdom to  
do  The Secretary  of th e  In te rio r is im ­
pressed with th e  im portance  of th e  subject 
and  is proceeding cau tiously . I believe he 
will finally ta k e  th is  view, and  m ake th a t  
o r  a  sim ila r recom m endation  to  Congress.”

AS TO OCR ADMISSION.

“ W h at a re  M o n tan a ’s chances for adm is­
sion as a  S ta te  a t  th is  session of Congress?”

“ O ur people a re  n a tu ra lly  restive  under 
a  te rr i to r ia l form  of governm ent. I t  is re­
s tric tiv e  of the  larger rights, liberties, and  
a sp ira tio n s  of citizenship. A large m ajo ri­
ty  of o u r citizens fav o r an early  adm ission  
as  a S ta te .a n d  to t h a t  end h avefo rm ula ted  
and  adop ted  an  adm irab le  co u stitu tio n , 
and  ap po in ted  a  com m ittee of leading c iti­
zens to  p resen t th e  sam e to  th e  P residen t 
and  to  Congress. M o n tan a  and  D ak o ta  
m ight be ad m itted  w ith o u t changing the  
political com plexion of th e  Senate. I have 
n o t even figured on the  p ro b ab ility  of a c ­
com plishing th is, b u t i t  is am ong the  things 
I  hope fo r.”

N ina A nderson, a rre s ted  for being d ru n k  
and  d isorderly , was called up  an d  her case 
w as continued fo r th e  week.

P e te r  M ack, fo r a  s im ila r offenes, was 
fined $5 and  costs.

W illiam Mack, who w as charged w ith c a r ­
rying a  concealed weapon, pleaded guiity, 
an d  was assessed $10 and  costs.

Jo h n  Coom bs, who was charged w ith 
p e tty  larceny in ap p ro p ria tin g  som e clothes 
belonging to  H aynes, pleaded n o t  guilty 
an d  h ad  his tr ia l  Bet for nex t M onday.

T hom as C raney an d  J o h n  Caldwell were 
assessed $5  an d  costs  each for being drutik  
and  d isorderly .

c reated  m uch excitem ent. T he G rand J u ry  
h a s  th e  m a tte r  under considera tion  and  
propose to  v en tila te  i t  from  beginning to  
end.

I t  is positively  s ta te d  th a t  a  com m ittee 
of experts  will be ap po in ted  to  investigate 
th e  w ork on  th e  C ourt H ouse so fa r a s  i t  
h as  proceeded, an d  th e  possibilities fo r a  
s till fu r th er scandalous exposure, including 
the  le tting  of th e  co n trac t, is m ore th a n  
probab le .

PUBLIC SENTIMENT.

Public sen tim en t h as  been a roused . So 
fa r there  a re  no denials a s  to  the  m ain facts  
in tim ated  in th e  farce published in  y o u r 
issue of the  17 th .

The Independent h as published tw o com 
m unication  on the  subject, and  is ev idently  
with the  people, b u t lacks the  nerve to  fol 
low the  investigation  up to  its  p roper con 
elusion an d  expose th e  rascally  ou trage 
th a t  has been p e rp e tra ted  on the  citizens 
of Lewis and  Clarke.

The Herald h as  m ain ta ined  a  s to lid  
silence.

One hundred  copies of The Butte Miner 
sold a t  Clewell’s  new s-stand inside of an  
hour.

AS TO D. MARKHAM.

There was injustice done in regard to  the  
c h a rac te r of “ D. M arkem ,” the  new spaper 
m an m entioned in the  farce, a s  he undoubt- 
ly was unacquain ted  with an y  " jo b ” in the  
aw ard , b u t was to  w rite him up a s  an  
a rch itec t an d  puff him in o rder to  c reate  an  
im pression fn his fav o r leading to  the  ob- 
ta in m en t of th e  c o n trac t.

The end is n o t y e t. F u r th e r  disclosures 
a re  on th e  tapis and  th e  resu lt will be a n y ­
thing b u t sa tis fac to ry  to  th e  p a rtie s  ac ­
tively engaged in th e  tra n sac tio n . Judge 
W ade in his in s tru c tio n s  to  the  G rand J u ry  
has included m a tte rs  th a t  will s t i r  the  
com m unity  from  to p  to  b o tto m . I t  is we’l.

H , B . SM ITH.

P resen t Condition o f  th e  W ould-be  
S u icid e . -

During y este rd ay  H . B. Sm ith , th e  City 
A tto rney , who so rash iy  a tte m p te d  to  com ­
m it suicide th e  day  previous, rested  com ­
p ara tiv e ly  easy, b u t no  ab so lu te  opin ion  
of th e  case can y e t be rendered. H e is be­
ing a tten d ed  by Dr. H olm es an d  nursed 
with the  m ost careful consid e ra tio n  by his 
fam ily and  friends. Among those  who a re  
c o n sta n tly  a t  his bedside a re  his b ro thers , 
C ap tain  W ym an. J .  J .  M cH atto n , Chief 
Meiklejohn, Sim on H ausw irth , M arshal 
S toner and  Judge French. During th e  day  
the  physician m ade a  thorough  ex am ina ­
tion  of the  wound and  found th a t  th e  bu l­
let h ad  passed th rough  th e  body  and  
lodged in th e  muscles under the  left shou lder 
blade. T he wound was n o t probed, b u t 
the  opinion is th a t  the  ball passed th rough  
th e  lung, and  th a t  owing to  th e  sm all size 
of ‘he wound in te rn a l hem orrhage en­
sued and  th a t  th e  b lood clo tted , 
th u s  preventm g an y  surface discharge. 
The p a tie u t is s t i l1 under th e  influence of 
op ia tes and is nervous and  restless. H e 
dozes off and  aw akes a t  regular in te rv a ls  
and  is a t  tim es ra tio n a l and  again flighty. 
W hen h is wound was being exam ined he 
inquired w ha t was th e  m a tte r , and  upon 
being to ld  th a t  he had been s h o t he asked 
who had sh o t him . While dozing off in a  
sem i-unconscious condition  his m ind seems 
to  revert to  th e  cause th a t  led to  the  ac t, 
a s  he m urm urs, ‘Well, th e  m oney m u st be 
raised; we m ust ru s tle  fo r i t , ” “ Oh, the  
money is all right, I will m ake i t  good,” 
and  sim ila r expressions. As y e t there  is 
b u t litt le  fever ap p aren t, b u t  th e  w’atchers  
a re  n o t a t  a ll hopeful for his recovery. 
Mrs. Sm ith s ta te s  t h a t  she knew noth ing  of 
the  financial difficulties of her husband , bu t 
t h a t  if he had  given her his confidence she 
could easily have s tra igh tened  them  ou t. 
The lady, who is s till weak from  a  severe 
a tta c k  of sickness, is being buoyed up  by 
th e  excitem ent of the  event, b u t i t  is  n o t 
jrobab le  th a t  she can s ta n d  th e  s tra in  
ong. A t a  la te  h o u r la s t night Sm ith was 

resting in com para tive  ease, th e  pa in  h av ­
ing been deadened by th e  op ia tes. I t  will 
p ro b ab ly  be several d ay s  before a  p ro ­
nounced opinion as  to  his chances can  be 
given.

A t 2 o ’clock a . m . Mr. S m ith 's  cond ition  
rem ained unchanged.

P roceed ings o f  th e  M eeting o f  th e  De­

partm en t L ast Evening.

The B u tte  F ire  D epartm en t held a  m eet­
ing la s t evening a t  th e  C ity H all, which was 
well a tten d ed .

The p roposition  of the  F ire  C om m ittee of 
th e  City Council to  build a  six ty -foo t tow er 
in tu e  re a r of the  City H all, to  be paid for 
o u t of the  Fire D epart m ent’s funds, was 
b ro u g h t up and  resulted in a  lengthy dis­
cussion, which developed th e  fac t t h a t  i t  
was th e  general sen tim en t of those  p resen t 
th a t  th e  d e p artm en t could n o t afford to  
go to  th e  expense necessary to  build  th e  
tow er.

I t  was finally agreed to  confer w ith the  
City Council and  ascerta in  w hether o r  n o t 
th e  City H all building was strong  enough to  
allow  th e  bell to  rem ain  where i t  is, and  
then  final action  will be tak en  upon the  
m a tte r .

th e  back, and  th e  m onogram  “ F  D” on the  
buckle in fro n t. The p a n ts  wiil a lso  be 
d a rk  blue, w ith a  white welt in the  seam .

The hook an d  ladder com pany’s uniform  
will be th e  sam e as  t h a t  of the  hose, except 
t h a t  th e  p a n ts  will have a  light blue welt, 
and  the  belts will be white w ith blue tr im ­
mings and black le tte rs .

The salvage corps’ p a n ts  will be d a rk  
blue w ith a  light blue welt. The sh irts  will 
be white w ith blue facings and  shield; b rass  
b u tto n s  an d  th e  m onogram  “ F D ,” and  the  
belts  will be th e  sam e as  th e  hook  an d  la d ­
der com pany’s.

All of them  will w ear th e  New Y ork regu­
la tio n  fatigue cap, w ith a  M altese cross in 
fron t, bearing th e  m onogram  “ F  D ,” an d  a  
gold band  for th e  officers.

The c o n tra c t for th e  m anufac tu re  of the  
su its  has been aw arded to  Sands & Boyce 
a t  $14 .50  per su it.

After the  tra n sac tio n  of considerable ro u ­
tine  business th e  meeting ad journed .

W h a t’s new? asked T h e  M in e r  m an of 
C ap ta in  W enner of th e  Sheriff’s office, la s t  
night. N othing b u t th a t ,  answ ered th e  
official, p roud ly  po in ting  to  a  b righ t c o a t 
o f calcim ine th a t  'now ad o rn s  th e  walls of 
th e  office.

AN IRATE LOYER.

How He Attempted to Get E v en -T h e  

Law Invoked.

Among th e  m o s t n o to rious  of the  resi­
d en ts  of B u tte  is a  wom an known a s  Mollie 
D eM urski. who is th e  p roprie tress  of an  es­
tab lish m en t on W yoming s tree t. She 
the  owner of a  handsom e team , and  can be 
daily  seen on th e  s tre e ts  airing herself, with 
a  mein of en tire  self-satisfaction. Miss 
Mollie is a  w om an approaching  middle age. 
b u t she has evidently been careful of her 
charm s, an d  w ith th e  aid of her dress m aker 
m anages to  p resent a  much m ore youthful 
appearance, and  as  she dashes th rough the  
thoroughfares a t t r a c ts  considerable a t te n ­
tion . L ike all women of her class. Miss 
Molhe has in th e  p a s t  rejoiced in the  pos­
session of a  "friend ,” of the  m ale sex, the  
chosen ind iv idual being, up  to  several 
m onths ago, a  fine looking young m an 
known as  Mike O’M ara. A t th e  tim e of 
the  determ ined ra id  of th e  police upon 
pim ps and  o th e r d isrepu tab le  charac ­
te rs , Mike was arres ted  a s  a  vagran t, 
b u t s to o d  tr ia l and the  evidence 
being insufficient he was acqu itted . S hortly  
a fte r he d isappeared  from  B u tte  and  was 
n o t seen until a b o u t tw o weeks ago, when 
he again was found in his accustom ed 
h a u n ts  a b o u t tow n. He did n o t meet with 
a  cordial reception from  his form er mis­
tress, who had in the  m eantim e found a  
m ore congenial com panion, w hereat “ Mike” 
waxed w ro th , and  swore vengeance. Sun­
d a y  night he visited the  house and  calling 
for Molllie, she responded and  m et him in 
the  hall of lier residence. A fter a few words 
had  Deen interchanged he pushed her in to  
one of the  adjoining room s and  in language 
m ore forcible th a n  polite  declared his in ­
ten tio n  of killing her, a t  th e  sam e tim e 
draw ing a  p a ir  of scissors and  m aking a  
s ta b  a t  her th ro a t .  By som e m eans he 
was tem p o ra rily  pacified, b u t subsequently  
renewed the  a t ta c k  by draw ing a  pistol. 
She grabbed the  w eapon and  called for a s ­
sistance, which soon arrived  and  he was 
d isarm ed  and  ejected from  the  premises.

On W ednes­
d ay  evening there  was a  p a r ty  a t  a house 
belonging to  the  com panv and  occupied by 
W illiam F itzp a trick  and  his s iste r. Some 
of th e  team ste rs  were a t  th e  dance, am ong 
them  T hom as H ayes. A bou t th e  tim e 
m entioned H ayes saw  tw o men, S ni and 
Bill Jo h n so n , c arry  off nine sacks of grain, 
and  going o u t in the  d irection  of where 
they  were Sam  Jo h n so n  pulled his gunand 
blazed aw ay  a t  H ayes, the  ball passing in 
close p ro x im ity  to  his head. H ayes pulled 
his revolver and  began firing rap id ly , his 
sh o ts  being re tu rned .
