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OUR HARBOR DEFENSES.

Samuel J. Tilden Makes Good 
Suggestions.

O U R  P R E S E N T  N E E D .

Wliat the Great Statesman H as to 
Say on That Important 

Subject.

Dear Mr. Carlisle: As public opinion
points to you as the Speaker of the next 
House of Representatives, I desire to sub­
mit a suggestion ae to one of the-public ob­
jects for which an appropriation ought to 
be provided and a liberal one. In consid­
ering the state and management of public 
revenues the subject involves questions 
whether we shall extinguish the surplus by 
reducing the revenue or whether we shall 
apply the surplus to payments ou the pub­
lie debt, or whether we shall seixe the occa­
sion to provide for our sea coast defenses, 
which have long been neglected. I am of 
the opinion that thelatterisof paramount 
necessity and ought to precede the reduc­
tion of revenue, and ought also to precede 
an excessive rapidity in the payment of the 
public debt. The property exposed to de­
struction in twelve seaports, Portsmouth, 
Portland, Boston. Newport, New York, Sa­
vannah. New Orleans, Philadelphia, Balti­
more, Charleston, San Francisco and Gal­
veston cannot be less in value than five 
billions of dollars. This must be added to 

the vast am ount  o p  p r o per ty  
dependent for its use on these seaports. 
Nor does this statement afford a true mea­
sure of the damage which might be caused 
to the property and business of the coun­
try by a failure to protect these seaports 
from hostile naval attacks. They are the 
centers not only of foreign commerce but 
of most of the international trade and ex­
changes of domestic productions. Inter­
ruption of the current of traffic by the 
occupation of one or more of our principal 
seaports by foreign enemy, tbe destruction 
of them by bombardment, or the holding 
over them of a menace of destruction for 
the purpose of exacting contribution or 
ransom, would inflict upon the property 
and business of the country an injury 
which can neither be foreseen nor measured. 
The elaborate and costly fortifications 
which were constructed with the

GREATEST ENGINEERING SKILL 
are now practically useless. They are not 
capable of resisting the attacks of modern 
artillery. A still greater defect exists in 
our coast defenses. The range of the best 
modern artillery has become so extended 
that our present fortifications designed to 
protect the harbor of New York, where 
two-thirds of the import trade and more 
than one-half of the export trade of- the 
whole United States is carried on, are too 
near to the great populations of New York 
City, Jersey City, and Brooklyn, to be of 
any value as protection. To provide 
effectual defenses would be a work of years, 
it would take much time to construct 
permanent, fortifications. A small pro­
vision of the best modern guns would take 
s veral years. Neither of these works can 
he extemporized in the presence of immerg­
ent danger. A million soldiers with tue 
best equipments, on the heights command 
ing the harbor of New York in our present 
state of preparation, or rather in our total 
want of preparation, would be powerless to 
resist

A SMALL SQUADRON OP WAR STEAMERS.
This state of things is discreditable to our 
foresightand prudence. The best guarantee 
against aggression,the best assurances that 
our diplomacy will besuccessfu) and pacific 
and our right's and honor be respected by 
other nations, is in their knowledge that 
we are in a situation to vindicate our repu 
tation and interests. While we may afford 
to be deficient in the means of offense, we 
cannot afford to be defenseless. The note­
worthy fact that we have neglected ordi­
nal 'recautions of defense invites a want 
of consideration in our diplomacy.injustice, 
arrogance and insult at the bandsuf foreign 
nations. It is not more than sixty years 
since we announced to the world that we 
should resist any attempts, from whatever 
quarter they might come, to make any new 
colonizations upon any part of the Ameri­
can continent; that while we should re­
spect the statu quo, we should protect 
the peoples of the different nations inhabit­
ing this continent from every attempt to 
subject them to the dominancy of any for­
eign powers or to interfere with their undis­
turbed exercise of the

KIOHT8 OF SELF-GOVERNMENT.
This announcement wa formally made by 
President Monroe after consulting Madison 
an I Jefferson. It was formulated by John 
Quincy Adams. OurGovernment has fairly 
adhered to the Monroe doctrine, and even 
as late as 1865 warned Napoleon III. out 
nt Mexico. It is impossible to Bee from the 
indecent scramble of European powers for 
the acquisition of colonies, how soon an 
occasion may arise for our putting into
practice the Monroe doctrine. It is clear 
that there ought to be some relation be­
tween our assertions of that doctrine and 
our preparations to maintain it. It is not 
intended to recommend any attempt to 
rival the great. European powers in the. 
creation of a powerful navy. The charges 
which have rapidly occurred by diminu­
tion of the relative resisting power o! de­
fensive armor of ironclads, and by the in­
creased efficiency of modern artillery, which 
on the whole has gained in competition, 
suggests that we should not at present 
enter into the creation of armored vessels. 
In the questions that besets this subject un-
til they have reached a solution, we should 
content ourselves with adding but sparing 
lytoour navy. But what we do add 
should be the very best that science or ex­
perience can indicate. This prudential
view is reinforced by tbe consideration that
the annual expense of

MAINTAINING WAR VESSELS 
bears an important proportion to the or­
iginal cost of constructing permanent forfcx- 
tb-ations and providing an ample supply 
of the best modern artillery. In the latter 
the annual cost of maintenance i* “ ' 
Biderable. Nearly the whole expenditure 
is in the original outlay of construction. 
If we do not make the expenditure now 
which is necessary to provide for our sea 
coast defense, and while we bave a sur 
plus and have no need to levy new taxob 
"e certainly will be compelled to make 
the« ■ expenditures when we have no larger 
surplus in the Treasury. _ To leave our.
vast interests defenseless in . order tq re
duce the cost of whisky to its consumers 
would be a solecism. The present tim^ 8
peculiarly favorable for pro vidingfor this
great natural necessity, too long neglecte . 
Not only does the surplus t nuv,fiç
supply the means to meet this 8 fL 
"ant‘without laying new burdf s on the 
people, but the work can now be done at a 
much lower cost than has ever before been 
possible.

THE WAR DEPARTMENT.

The Most Im portant R ecom m endations
Made by th e Secretary.

W ashington, December 5 .—The annual 
report of the Secretary of War, issued yes­
terday, shows that the expenditures of ap­
propriations for thefiscul year ending June 
3 0 , 1 8 8 5 , were $ 4 5 ,8 5 1 ,0 0 0 , of which 
$ 2 ,0 2 3 ,0 0 0  was for salaries and contingent 
expenses, $ 2 ,7 5 4 ,0 0 0  for the Army and 
Military Academy, $ 1 5 ,1 6 4 ,0 0 0  for public 
works and river and harbor improvements, 
and $ 4 ,8 5 9 ,0 0 0  for miscellaneous. The 
above figures include $ 7 1 6 ,0 0 0  credited to 
the subsidized Pacific Railroads for the 
transportion during 1 8 8 5  and prior years. 
For the fiscal year ending June 3 0 , 1 8 8 4  
thé expenditures were $ 3 1 ,7 6 2 ,0 0 0 , of 
which only $ 2 ,2 4 8 ,0 0 0  was for public 
works. The estimate for the fiscal year 
ending June, 1 8 8 6 , amounts to $ 8 7 ,7 8 2 ,-  
0 0 0 , which the Secretary of War re­
duces to the following amounts: Sal­
aries and contingent expenses $ 2 ,0 5 8 ,-  
000, military establishments, army 
and military academy, $ 2 5 ,6 8 0 ,-  
000; public works, including river and har­
bor improvements, $ 1 6 ,4 6 6 ,0 0 0 ;  miscel­
laneous, $ 4 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 ;  total $ 4 8 ,6 0 4  0 0 0 . 
The report speaks of the operations of the 
troops in Oklahoma and Arizona at some 
length, and cites the fact tnat Lieutenant 
General Sheridan is now investigating in 
person as to the condition of affairs in the 
latter Territory. The Secretary concurs in 
the recommendation of General Sheridan of 
concentrating troops and putting large gar­
risons in tbe vicinity of large cities, and the 
addition of two companies and two majors 
to each regiment of infantry. The Secre­
tary also cone irs in the recommendation 
that legislative provision be made author­
izing the retention of

WEST POINT GhADUATBS
to serve as additional Second’ Lieutenants 
in the army, provided vacancies in the 
army are not sufficient toaccoimnodateall 
those who graduate from the Academy. 
The report recommends that militia and 
State troops be armed with the same 
weapons as the regular army. The report 
of the Judge Advocate General shows that 
eleven hundred enlisted men of the army 
were tried by court martial during the 
year, but a majority of the offenses charged 
were trivial in character. The report 
recommends that power to punish a soldier 
for minor offenses should be rested in the 
commanding officers, obviating the neces­
sity for numerous court martials. The 
Secretary says that the Judge Advocate 
General having been convicted of

CERTAIN GRAVE OFFENSES 
and suspended from duty for twelve years 
that a new judge advocate general be ap­
pointed in his place, or that there be some 
legi lation by Congress to meet the case in 
view of the fact that it will be impossible 
for the suspended judge advocate general to 
occupy the office, as before the expiration 
of the sentence he will be retired from the 
army by operation of the law. The report 
reconi mends legislation to enable thê  ar­
rest of deserters by çivil process to limit 
the cluims of officers and enlisted men for 
losses of personal property in time of peace, 
the enlistment of a trained cook for each 
company, troop and battery, and a baker 
for each garrisonal post. The Secretary 
speaks of the reports submitted upon the 
necessity for coast defenses and improve­
ment of the Mississippi river, but makes no 
general recommendations. He urges the 
necessity for the appointment of an assist­
ant secreta ry of war.

A  G EN ER A L STORM.

Chicago, December 5 .—The Associated 
Press reports from St. Paul, the north­
western country  ̂ Kansas, Omaha and as 
far west as Denver, are to the effect that 
the storm which set in last night has been 
universal in severity.

ON THE ISTHMUS.
P an am a , December 5.—Meager advices 

from Aspinwall this evening report a severe 
storm off that coast last night and to-day. 
The wind reached the velocity of a burn- 
cane-and did great damage along the coast. 
Several vessel« are known to have been 
wrecked, but it is believed that the crews of 
all succeeded in reaching the Bhore. The 
railroad at Aspinwall was damaged and no 
trains left there to-day. Telegraphic com­
munication is interrupted by the storm, 
the real extent and seriousness of which can- 
not be known until to-morrow.  ̂From the 
location of shipping at Colon it is feared 
many lives have been lost.

W ashington , December 5.—All the Dem­
ocratic Senators, except four, were in con­
ference to-day. Senator Voorhees was in­
structed to put in nomination for presi­
dent pro tem Senator Harris, of Ten­
nessee. Senator Harris accepted the 
nomination.

The Republican caucus nominated Sen­
ator Sherman for president pro tem, Sen­
ator Sherman, rising said:

“Senators: I return my hearty thanks 
for the high honor you propose to confer 
upon me. Your choice doubtless has been 
influenced by the fact tnat 1 have long bcc. 
a member of the Senate. Still, the duties 
hitherto have not given me that practical 
experience necessary for a good presiding 
officer. I can only say that I will do all I 
can fairly and impartially to observe and 
enforce the rules of the Senate,and shall rely 
greatly upon your forbearance and cour-

It was then determined that bills relative 
to the President’s election and also to the 
presidential succession, which had passed 
the Senate during the last Congress should 
be introduced as soon as practicable, and 
after proper reference and consideration 
should be promptly passed.

LATE NOMINATIONS.

The President made the following ap­
pointments to-day: Receiver of Public
Moneys—John Montgomery, of Idaho, at 
Oxford, Idaho; Lynne Bell, of Idaho, at 
Visalia, California. ‘Register of Land 
Offices—Frank W. Beame, of Utah, at Salt 
Lake City.

RULES OF THE nOUSE.
Since the adjournment of the last Con­

gress, a movement has been going on very 
quietly looking to a change of certain rules 
of the House. Messrs. Adams, of New 
York, Collins, of Massachusetts, and other 
friends of the National Banruptcy bill, 
which failed of passage in the House at the 
last session, have been the leaders in the 
movement. They have secured pledges 
from forty Democratic members of the next 
House to favor a change of these rules, and 
they expect to have at least 100 votes in 
the caucus to-morrow night for the reso­
lution, which will be offered, demanding 
such a change as will take it out of the 
power of a few members to defeat a meas­
ure that has the approval of a majority of 
the House.

WHAT KANDALL SAYS,
Randall to-day gave to a reporter of the 

Associated Press his views respecting the 
proposition to change the rules of 1 he 
House so as to take from the Committee 
on Apportionment jurisdiction oger some 
of the apportionment bills. “The Demo­
cratic party came into control of the Fed­
eral Government,” he said, “in the distant 
understanding that it would adhere to an 
economical administration. This cannot 
be overlooked or evaded if it expects to re­
main in power. In all governments .the 
preparation of suitable bills to meet the 
expenses has been confided to one organ­
ization. Nothing can be done until by a 
careful and comprehensive scrutiny, the 
amount of necessary expenditure has de­
termined upon. Taxation depends upon 
the amount of expenditures, and an in­
crease in expenditures means an increase 
of taxation. To

KEEP DOWN EXTRAVAGANCE 
to the appropriation estimates made by 
the heads of the departments, subjected to 
question and examination, item by item. 
The treasury has been protected by every 
safeguard which could be devised. It is 
now proposed that nearly all tbe safe­
guards shall be broken down and the treas­
ury thrown open. Increased appropria­
tions. judi igfrom the expenses, will inevit­
ably follow as each of the many commit­
tee to be authorized by this change is to 
consider appropriations, and into which 
the appropriation committee, as 
now constituted, is to be divid­
ed,“ will naturally enhance its own 
inportance. Instead of one committee 
having charge of the expenditures and 
checking unnecessary appropriations there 
will be men acting independently of each 
other, and nobody will know the aggregate 
of the annual appropriations till it is too 
late to avoid the disaster of a deficient 
treasury, whieh may at any time in the 
near future be precipitated on the people. 
The proposition is too plain to need argu­
ment, and there is not a business man in 
the country who will not appreciate the 
correctness and force of this statement.

THE SURPLUS REVENUE 
we now have will not continue forever, and 
the habits of extravagant appropriations 
cannot be changed at once. The agricul­
tural and river ana harbor bills were 
taken from the Committee on Appropria­
tions, and here is an evidence of the failure 
of the venture. It is known that the ex­
penditures under the first have been waste- 
fully made and it is not curious that much 
of the money appropriated in the latter 
might as well have been thrown away. The 
appropriations for the Agricultural Depart­
ment for 1877 to 1880 inclusive, when 
they were under the control of the (’otn- 
rnittee of Appropriations averaged §190,- 
947 per annum. From 1881 to 1886 the 
agricultural appropriation bills, being un­
der the control of the Committee on Ap- 
propriotions. the appropriations averaged 
$439,616 per annum. Theappropriations 
for rivers and harbors from 1876 to 1880, 
when this subject was controlled by thc 
Committee on Appropriations, avereged 
$7,390,928 per annum. From 1881 to 
1885 inclusive, during which time the Com­
mittee on Commerce and Rivers and Har­
bors have had this subject in hand, the 
annual appropriations have averaged 
§13,991,243. If this

ENORMOUS INCREASE OF EXPENDITURE 
characterized the first experiment of the 
withdrawal of these two subjects from the 
protecting safeguards heretofore enforced 
under the existing rules and generally since 
the foundation of the Government, who 
can foretell the devastation of the public 
finances when the treasury doors are 
thrown wide open to the unrestrained and 
unrestricted macliinatians and combina­
tions of every character? Such a combi­
nation might even enter Congress, and the 
General Government would then be a hot 
bed to start into existence every danger­
ous policy. The same reasoning that would 
take from the Committee on Appropria­
tions some of the regular appro­
priation bills, and would like­
wise devolve the functions of 
the Appropriation Committee on nearly 
every other committee of the House, as for 
instance the reasons that would turn the 
naval bill over to the Committee on Naval 
\ffairs, would just as logically send 1 he 
estimates for public buildings to the Com­
mittee on Public Buildings and Grounds; 
for surveying and other expenses of the 
public domain to the Committee on Public 
Lands; for the expense« of the United estates 
Courts to the Committee on Judiciary; for 
public printing to the Committee on Print­
ing. for light house establishment, the rev­
enue cutter service and the life saving sei- 
vice to the Committee on Public Service;

THE MINT AND ASSAY OFFICES
to the Committee on Coinage, Weights and 
Measures; for Territorial expenses, to the 
Committee on Territories; for the legisla­
tive expenses of Congress, to the Commit­
tee on Accounts; for the library of Con­
gress and botanical garden, to the Com­
mittee on Library; for the Patent Office, 
to the Committee on Patents; for the Bu­
reau on Education, to the Committee on 
Education; for the improvement of the 
Mississippi river, to the Committee on Le­
vees and Improvement of the Mississippi 
River: for claims certified by the account­
ing officers of the Treasury, to the Com­
mittee on Claims; for pensions, other than 
those growing out of the late \.ar» to the 
Committee on Pensions. In addition to 
preparing the regular appropriation bills 
for the service of each fiscal year these 

j  C om m issioner*  w ou ld  a n d  should, by the

same method of reasoning, be charged with 
providing for all deficiencies on the sepa­
rate bill, making two regular bills to come 
from each committee, thus multiplying the 
number of appropriation bills each session 
from the present number, fourteen, to not 
less than fifty. To commit the power to

CONTROL THE APPROPRIATION BILLS
to the standing committees, coupled with 
their present legitimate powers, would cut 
the House off from every avenue of inform­
ation touching the public service except 
through the committee thus controlling 
each.particular branch,-thusbreaking down 
what is now a most wholesome check pos­
sessed by the House through the Appropri­
ation Committe over each committee, and 
by all of the committees over that of ap­
propriations. A potent fact to be consid­
ered in connection with this proposition is 
the statement of the Treasurer that the es­
timated expenditures for the ensuing fiscal 
year aggregate $339,598,000. while the es­
timated revenues for the same period 
amount to only $315,000.000, being an 
estimated excess of expenditures over reve­
nues of §24,000,000.

THE SPEAKERSHIP.
The Democratic members of the House 

of Representatives met in caucus to-night 
and nominated Carlisle, of Kentucky, lor 
Speaker.

THE REPUBLICANS.

The Republican members of the House of 
Ke[jresen (.atives'^n?? this afternoon in 
caucus, and organized by the unanimous 
election of Cannon, of Illinois, as Chair­
man, and McCommas, of Maryland, as 
Secretary. These officers will act through­
out the Forty-ninth Congress. Nomin­
ations for the office of Speaker being first 
in order, McKinley, of Ohio, presented 
the name of Thomas B. Reed, of Maine, 
while Phelps, of New Jersey, per­
formed the same duty for Frank 
Hiscock, of New York. No formal second­
ing of either nomination was made, though 
several brief speeches were delivered in be­
half of one or two other candidates. Of the 
141 Republican members of the House 33 
were absent and the first ballot disclosed 
the presence of 108 members. This left 55 
votes necessary for a choice. Reed received 
63, Hiscock 42 and Ryan, of Kansas, 3. 
The announcement of the result was re­
ceived with applause, and on motion of 
Hiscock the nomination was made unani­
mous. Reed bowed his acceptance of the 
nomination, but madeno speech of thanks. 
Ballotting for minor offices of the House 
was then proceeded with and the following 
ticket was nominated without serious op­
position :

I or Clerk, Colonel W. O. Crosby, of 
Iowa; For Sergeant-at-Arms, Captain Al­
bert 0. Marsh, of Indiana; Door Keeper, 
Colonel James R. Seldon, of Connecticut; 
Postmaster, A. W. Adams, of Maryland: 
Chaplain, Rev. Dr. F. T. Britton, of Ne­
braska.

Price, of Wisconsin, offered a resolution 
for the appointment of a committee of 
three members to prepare and urge the 
passage of a bill guarding against the dos- 
sibility of a vacancy in the office of Presi­
dent of the United States, but subsequent­
ly withdrew it and offered the following, 
which was adopted without opposition.

Resolved, That it is the sense of this cau­
cus that immediate action be taken to pro­
vide for the Presidential succession.

On motion of Thomas, of Illinois, the 
following resolution was adopted:

Resolved, That the caucus favors the 
passage of a properly guarded Mexican pen­
sion bill, with provisions for pensions for 
Union soldiers in the late war for their wid­
ows and orphans as provided in the Mexi­
can bill passed by the Senate during 
the session of the Forty-Eighth Congress, 
and we declare in favorof the unconditional 
repeal of the limitation on the payment 
of arrears of pensions.

Adjourned.
DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS.

The Democratic members of the House 
of Representatives met in caucus to-night 
to uoniinate candidates for the offices -of 
the Forty-ninth Congress. Tucker, of Vir­
ginia, was made temporary chairman, and 
Leach, of New York, and Breckenridge, of 
Kentucky, acted as secretaries. No perma­
nent organization was effected. The caucus 
immediately proceeded to select officers, 
and Hon. John G. Carlisle, who nominated 
for Speaker by Willis, of Kentucky, and 
unanimously elected. A committee con­
sisting of Randall, of Pennsylvania; Hew­
itt, of New York, and Willis, of Kentucky, 
was appointed to notify Carlisle of his 
nomination. When that gentleman ap­
peared on the floor he was greeted with 
applause. He returned thanks and 
said : “For the first time in a
quarter of a century we find 
ourselves in political accord with 
the Executive Department of the Gov­
ernment, and therefore charged with re­
sponsibilities which have heretofore rested 
upon our opponents. Already I think it is 
demonstrated to the satisfactfon of all 
reasonable men that the interests of the 
country are safe in our hands, notwith­
standing the gloomy predictions made be­
fore our accession to power. I trust that 
during the time we are associated here in 
the Forty-Ninth Congress we may be able 
to diminish the expenditures of the Gov­
ernment, lighten the burdens of the people, 
reform abuses in the public service, com­
plete a restoration of confidence and fra­
ternal feeling among the people in all sections 
of the country and give such assurances of a 
wise and patriotic policy,as well as guaran­
tee a long run of Democratic administra­
tion. There is much to be done, and the 
responsibility for its accomplishment rests 
largely on thegentleinen who are assembled 
here this evening.”

OTHER NOMINATIONS.

The caucus then proceeded to nominate 
minor officers as follows: John B.
Clarke, of Missouri, (the incumbent) 
for Clerk of the House; Leedom, of 
Ohio, renominated Sergeant-at-Arms; 
Samuel Donelsou, of Tennessee, for door 
keeper. The name of Trainor, of New York, 
was withdrawn. Postmaster Dalton was 
also remominated. For the Chaplaincy, 
Rev. W. H. Milburn, the blind preacher of 
Chicago, was nominated. The nominations 
agreed upon will be presented in the House 
on Monday by Mr. Tucker.

THE ISTHMUS STORM.

P anama  (via Galveston). December- 5.— 
A terrific storm, which commenced in Colon 
on Wednesday afternoon and continued 
with great severity on Thursday, did con­
siderable damage to shipping iutheharbor. 
Of twenty-nine vessels anchored there, 
only fifteen can now be seen. Many of 
them were sunk with their crews. The loss 
of life cannot at present be estimated.

Omaha, December 5.—Late last night it 
became known that mysterious orders had 
been received at the military quarters 
here (the Department of the Platt). Gen­
eral Howard, the commanding officer, was 
out of the city, but was telegraphed for 
and returned at 6 o’clock this evening. He 
refuses to give definite information on the 
subject. It is learned, however, that Bat­
tery B from Omaha, was ordered to Fort 
Douglas, Utah, at once. They left at 2 
o’clock this afternoon. It is under 
stood that all the troops in the depart nient 
have beeu ordered to be in readiness for 
movement at a moment’s notice. From the 
fact that the troops are bound for Utah 
the general impression prevails that Mor­
mon troubles are expected, but exactly of 
what nature all efforts to find out have 
failed to disclose. One theory is that an 
outbreak of some kind is feared from the 
information in the possession ef the Gov­
ernment. Another is that the President’s 
message will contain expressions on Mor- 
inonism which may create a disturbance. 
As there are no Indian troubles in the sec­
tion to which the troops have been ordered 
the conjecture is confined to the Mormon 
theory.

The purchasers in every instance of these 

tickets (they are not certificates) supposed 
that they would be entitled to all the 
rights and privileges of perpetual member­
ship, and some of them were speculating on 
the probability of having a voice in the 
election of the President. Board of Direct­
ors, Secretary, etc., and also on the prob­
able advancement of the value of their sup­
posed certificates of membership, and an 
increase of the yearly dues to about $50.

In spite of a grand banquet at the Grand 
Central Hotel, bontonieres, champagne, 
cigars, etc., their hopes were shattered, by 
the cruel announcement that the Helena 
Mining and Smelting Exchange had been 
incorporated for $30,000; that $15,000 
had been taken up by fifteen of the incorp­
orators, and that there was $15,000 worth 
of stock freely offered to the other 
gentlemen who had generously subscribed 
$20 each—if they wished to take it. The 
President, T. II. Kleinschmidt, and the 
Secretary, Rev. R. H. Howey, explained the 
matter, but the murmurs were loud and 
deep on the part of some of the members.

The m atter may possibly be adjusted 

when the incorporators see the necessity of 
making it a  Public Exchange, letting the 
original subscribers into the enterprise on 
an equible basis, with the right to  control 
and vote the interest they have subscribed.

TH E ENGLISH ELECTION.

Seven ty  P r ec in c ts  Y et to  V ote—T h e R e ­
su lt S till in  Doubt.

London, December 6. — The latest re­
turns show that 313 Liberals, 243 Tories 
and 70 Parnellites have been elected. 
Seventy constituencies are yet unpolled. Of 
these twenty-two are English, one is Welsh, 
four are Scotch and seventeen are Irish. _A 
careful estimate of the probable results in 
the unpolled districts by the News Associa­
tion shows that the House of Commons 
will almost certainly be composed of 331 
Liberals, 255 Conservatives and 84 
Parnellites.

The political situation to-night is one of 
perlexity to all parties. The Liberals close 
the week with a tie with the Tories and the 
Parnellites combined. There are, however, 
enough constituencies yet to vote to make 
the whole issue one of absolute uutertain- 
ty. The liberals have elected 313 candid 
ates, the Conservatives 243 and the Par­
nellites 70. While Gladstone has therefore 
70 majority over the Tories, they and the 
House Rulers tie him.

SALT L A K E  EXCITED.

A ll K in d s o f  R um ors A float—The U nited  
States T roops.

W ashington, December 6.—The annual 
report of United States Treasurer Jordan 
shows that the net revenue of the Govern­
ment. during the last fiscal year was $223,- 
690,706, or $24,829,163 less than that of 
the presiding year, while the expenditure 
was $16,100,691 greater than that of the 
preceding year. The surplus available for 
the reduction of the public debt at the close 
of the ficsal year was therefore $40,929,854 
less than was available on the 1st of July,
1884. The assets, according to the new 
form of the statement on Septeffiber 30,
1885, were $574,708,256, or an increase of 
$55,078,007 over 1884. The liabilities 
were $330<331.777, an increase of $10,- 
216.591 over 1884, and the balance, $194.- 
3 2 6 ,4 7 8 , an increase ol $ 4 4 ,8 0 1 ,4 1 6  over 
1884. During the same period there has 
been an increase of $33,464,633 in the 
gold assets: $22,095,016 in the silver 
assets; $6.776. 423 in the legal tenders as­
sets; $171,284 in the National bank assets. 
The National bank deposits to the bullion 
fund or deposits in the mints were on the 
30th of June this year, $148,504,629 as 
against $141,648,068 on June 30, 1884.

THE ISSUE OF UNITED STATES NOTES
during tlie fiscal year in the place of such 
as were returned in a worn and, mutulated 
condition amounted to $84,493,153. Silver 
certificates to the amount of $40,000,000 
were issued and $20,990,045 were redeemed 
during the year. Gold certificates of the 
old issue, amounting to $52,420, were re­
deemed. Of the new issue $63,000,000 
were issued and $21,017,100 redeemed. 
Coupons from United States bonds to the 
amount of $8,084,667 were received from 
the several assistant treasurers, by whom 
they were paid and examined in this office. 
Called bonds of the United States, amount­
ing to $45,968,600, were redeemed, of 
which amount §45,588,150 was for the 
sinking fund. Interest amounting to $42,- 
570.736 on the registered bonds of the 
United States,including those issued to the 
Pacific Railway Companies, was paid. Na­
tional banks withdrew S53,303,350 < f 
bonds held to secure their circulating notes 
and §31,300.700 of bonds were deposited 
for that purpose, a net decrease of §22,- 
002,650.

THE DEFICITS

occurring during the fiscal year, making the 
amounts involved unavailable to the treas­
ury were one of §25.341.61 in the office of 
the assistant treasurer at New Orleans, 
and one of §11.857.37 in the assay office 
at Boise City, Idaho. Unavailable funds 
were decreased by the following items: Re­
duction of the amount of the defkét at the 
branch mint at San Francisco, §5.685.88; 
a reduction of the amount involved in fail­
ure of the Venango National Bank of 
Franklin. Penn., of $12.755.16, and the 
adjustment of two defaults in the former 
United States depository at Baltimore, 
amounting to $6 900.77 and $1.196.87 
respectively, making a total decrease of 
of $20,538.68 and a net increase in un­
available funds of §10.660.30. The Na­
tional Banks paid into the treasury on ac­
count of the semi-annual duty on their cir­
culation the sum of §2,794,584, which was 
§230,084 less than was paid on that ac­
count iu the preceding year. Circulating 
notes of National Banks amounting to 
§150,209,129 were received for redemp­
tion during the year. This amount in­
cluded the notes of

NATIONAL BANKS THAT HAVE FA ILED , 

gone into liquidation or are reducing their 
circulation of which S28,402,225 were re­
deemed during the year. Notice is given of 
the suspension of the issuance of §1 ir d 
$2 notes and an economy is effected 
thereby, the saving for one quarter being 
the cost of printing 5,000,000 notes ami 
the paper used in their manufacture. At 
this rate a reduction in the small note issue 
is indicated of about $28,000,000 during 
the current year. The Treasurer further 
recommends the establishment of an issue 
department in order to obtain greater se­
curity than now prevails in the treatment 
of legal tender notes and other securities of 
the Government. The report states also 
that there has been printed but not issued 
Government securities in excess of the sum 
provided by law amounting to $187,128,- 
000 and requests that the practice of print­
ing these notes be sanctioned by law or tlie 
notesretired. The Treasurer says that he 
should have authority to make

FREQ UENT EXAMINATIONS 

of the sub-treasuries and mints to enable 
him to know that the funds with which he 
is charged are held as represented, and to 
hold the officers to a more strict account­
ability than has heretofore prevailed. He 
recommends an appropriation sufficient to 
cover the expense of such examinations. 
He also favors a scheme for the reorgani­
zation of the sub-treasuries of the United 
States, the officers of which have had their 
duties and responsibilities largely increased 
through the issue of gold, silver and legal 
tenders, certificates and in other ways. At­
tention is directed to the large amount of 
funds to the credit of the disbursing officers 
of tlie Government. It is believed that ad­
vances are made to these officers in excess 
of their current requirements for years. 
The amount has rarely been less tha n $20,- 
000,000 and has frequently exceeded $40,- 
000,000. It is recommended that the pay­
ment to and by them be restricted to sums 
needed in monthly payments. A very 
large part of these advances is made to 
pension agents. It is recommended that 
a change be made in the mode of paying 
pensions, and that these payments be 
made by means of the treasury in checks 
in the same manner as the interest on the 
public debt is now paid. The Treasurer 
recommends that the practice of issuing 
legal tender

GOLD AND SILV ER  CERTIFICATES 

be discontinued as expensive and danger­
ous through theaccuinmulation of immense 
sums in the Treasury (silver certificates 
especially), on the ground that it has 
proved to be a positive hindrance to the 
more extended circulation of silver dollars. 
This latter he also considers too expensive 
a currency for daily use, as owing to the 
express charges paid bv the Government in 
putting these coins into circulation,and fur­
ther charges paid by the people to return 
them to the monetary centers, where they 
alone can he used, which causes a large loss 
to the community. “It is apparent,” he 
says, “that the execution of the coinage 
law is gradually converting the funds of the 
Treasury into* standard dollars. Every 
exertion has been made to give an extended 
circulation to these coins, but without suc­
cess. Such success as has been obtained 
has been at very great expense to the Gov­
ernment, the excessive cost furnishing a 
strong argument against continuing the 
issue. The circulation obtained is short 
lived, the coins finding their way back im­
mediately to the sub-treasuries, the return 
movement costing the individual holders 
more for transportation than the original 
cost to the Government. As the sub-treas­
uries becomeoverloadedwith returned and 
mints with

the Government is obliged to transport 
them at a heavy cost to the nearest place 
in which vault room can be found. He re­
commends that the Treasurer be permitted 
to seek some more economical mode than 
is now employed in order to distribute 
them and other monies from the Treasury. 
The Treasurer states that the amount of 
fractional coin held in the Treasury is $31,- 
236,899.49 and recommends the repeal of 
the redemption law as to these and minor 
coins, as tending to prevent their over 
issue. He further gives a statement- of the 
abrasion upon coins now in use and esti­
mates as to what it would cost to replace 
them with other subsidiary coins*of equal 
or greater value. He recommends the 
issue of new coins of greater weight and 
greater beauty, throwing open the designs 
for the new issue to competition. In order 
to save the expense of coining and distrib­
uting minor coins when a sufficient supply 
is already in the Treasury it is recoin- 

[ mended that the coinage be suspended and

Salt Lake, Utah, December 6.—The 
city is full of rumors to-day of Mormon 
secret meetings, the storage of arms, and 
on the other hand the movement of United 
States troops. It is pretty well settled that., 
a company of soldiers from Fort Douglass' 
will picket the city to guard against dis­
order and protect life and property. A 
battery of artillery from Nebraska is said 
to be on the way here. Crowds of Mor­
mon men in the Temple block this after­
noou caused thc starting of some wild 
rumors. It is now thought that no signifi­
cance attached to it. Ths firing of salutes 
in memory of Vice-President Hendricks at 
Fort Douglass to-day set the city on edge 
till tlie cause was learned. All is quiet 
here, and there is no * probability of 
trouble. The precaution for the preserva­
tion of life and property are ample. The 
action of Governor Murray and General 
McCook in reporting the threatening situa­
tion here and asking authority to station 
troops iu tho oity and the ordering of rein­
forcements here have removed all appre­
hensions for tbe present.

D EATH  IN  A  BOX CAR.

T he M ysteriou s F in d in g  o f  a  M an M ur­
d ered  W ith  a  C oup lin g  P in .

Duluth, December 6.—Avery mysterious 
murder case was developed here to-day, as 
there is little to indicate where the murder 
was committed, and nothing is yet known 
by which the victim can be identified. Car 
No. 1,316 arrived here last night from Lis­
bon, Dakota, loaded with wheat for W. W. 
Davis, of this city. This morning Mr. 
Davis’ inspector, A. E. Prüden, on opening 
the car discovered the body of a man in 
the center of the car, with the face and 
hands besmeared with clotted blood. Coro­
ner Graff was at once summoned, and an 
investigation showed that the man had 
been hit with a coupling pin, which was 
found in the car covered with blood. On 
the left side of the head the blow fell, mash­
ing the ear. Blood was found spat­
tered on the roof of the car, indicating 
that the man was standing up when 
the blow was struck. The blow must have 
crushed the skull and produced instant 
death. The man was apparently about 
thirty-five years old, of rather heavy build, 
five feet four inches in height, and with a 
small dark chin beard and mustache. He 
was dressed in workingman’s clothes, a 
heavy dark blue pea-jacket over blue Mack­
inaw chekered pantaloons, stoga boots 
and imitation fur cap. Nothing was found 
in the pockets, but he had under his pants 
a pair of overalls, and inside these in a 
pocket evidently of his own make, was 
a leather roll enclosing §475 in hills, the 
largest bill being one of §50. Nothing was 
found to identify him or show where he 
came from, but lying in the wheat near him 
was the following note written on a North­
ern Pacific letter head:

Sanborn, Dakota, October 26.—Mrs. 
Burke: Enclosed find §12, for which please 
send receipt. My thanks. Just got my 
pay for September work. Hope you and 
the folks are all well and happy. As for 
myself, I am well, but not very happy.

Respectfully,
S. L. P latt.

A telegram to Sanborn elicited the fact 
that Platt is a Northern Pacific telegraph 
operat or there, and is now there. The 
body of the murdered man does not indi­
cate that he was a man apt to have so 
much money usually. The car left Lisbon 
November 26, and was four days on the 
road. Dr. Groff, the coroner, thinks the 
man has been dead about that time, or a 
little less. At Fargo the seal of the car 
was all right, but at Brainerd the seal of 
one door was broken, and was replaced 
with a new i me. It is thought that the 
first seal was broken at Home point be­
tween these two places. After a coroner’s 
jury was empaneled they viewed the body, 
and adjourned till next Monday. The 
body was movec. to the morgue, and word 
sent to Lisbon. To-morrow a photograph 
of the mail will be taken and sent to Da­
kota.

A dispatch from S. L. Platt, of Sanborn, 
Dakota, whose name was signed to the 
letter addressed to Mrs. Burke, and which 
was found in the wheat car beside the mur­
dered man, received late to-night, says:

I wrote a letter addressed to Mrs. Burke, 
Leonard, Dakota, about October 24th, in­
closing a postoffice money order, payable 
at Fargo. I have no idea who the corpse 
can he. Y'ou will probably get what infor­
mation is necessary from Mrs. Burke, 
Leonard, Dakota. S. L. P latt.

A B ro k en  G rip.

N ew  Y’o r k , December 5.—Two passenger 
trains came into collision near tlie eastern 
end of the Brooklyn bridge at 9 o'clock this 
morning. The failure of the grip was the 
cause of the accident. When the two car 
train started from the Brooklyn terminus 
it was loaded to its utmost capacity. When 
the car was within 150 yards of the Brook­
lyn tower tho grip gave out and the train 
starting back soon gained a terrific head­
way, crashing into the train which had just 
left the Brooklyn platform. Six persons 
were seriously and two thought to be fatal­
ly injured.
