THE FIRST OBJECTION,

Baron Favari, uider date of April 20th,
forwards to Secretary Bayard a copy ‘of a
telegram received by him from the Italinn
Miunister of Foreign Affairs. The substance
is that Keiley gave utterance to the senti-
ment aseribed to him; that he would not be
acceptuble to the King, and asking that
this Government appoint another repre-
sentative to Rome. The next letter in
order is one from Keiley to the President,
resigning the commission.

Secretary Bayard writes Baron Favari,
anaer date of April 30th, acknowledging
the receipt of a copy ol the above men-
tioned telegram, and saying: *‘The leeling
af your {iovernment on the subject has
caused an arrest of Mr. Keily's move-

THE AUSTRIAN OBJECTION,

On May 10th BaronSehaeffer handed Mr.
Bayard the following translation of a tele-
gram from Count Kalavoky, to himself,
diated May 8: *“We regret the nomination
ot Mr. Keiley as Minister Plenipotentiary
and Envoy Extraordinary to the Imperial
Court, and his sudden departure *from
Amer:ca, a8 here, too, like in Rome, prevail
meruples against this choice. Please direct
in & most friendly way the attention of the
American Government to the generally ex-
isting diplomatic practice and ask, pre-
viously to any nomination of foreign min-
ister, the ugreement (consent) of the Gov-
ernment to which he is ordered. You are
therefore requested to carnestly entreat of
them that the newly nominated Minister
wnay not reach Vienna before our confiden-
fiat ¢onsent to his nomination hag taken
place.

WiLkxsBARRE, December 14.—A frightful
explosion of gas took place this morning in
the Mill Creek mine, operated by the Dela-
ware & Hudson Coal Company. At the
time of the accident there were about 100

r2ws spread rapidly, and the whole popu-
lation had soon gathered about the pro-
perty. The explosion occurred in what is
known as No. 12 lift, which is located at
the extreme end of the opening of the slope,
being 4,000 feet from the mouth, and there-
fore ventilation was a difficult problem,

The gas had ignited in the breast,
where & miner named Coffee was
at work. An exploring party of

seme twonty miners entered the stope as
soon as the news had reached the surface.

John T. Caine, Sat Upon by
the President.

GOT SIX MONTHS:

Angus M. Cannon Fined and Impris-
- oned tor Unlawful Cohabi-
tation,
.

WasHINGTON, December 14. — Delegate
John T. Caine, of Utah, has presented to
the President a denial of the charges of
threatened insurrection against the United
States authorities, and made s short state-
ment of what the church regards as the
truth of the matter. The President re-
plied to him briefly and vigorously, as his
manaoer is, and denied one of his requests
in such a manner as to start the rumor
that an altercation had taken place, aad
that he had refused to listen to explana-
tions or excuges from the Mormon sideof
the affair. Mr. Caine went on preparing
his papers next day, and last evening sub-
mitted seriatimn denials of the storiesof
the uprising telegraphed East sinca Satur-
day night. He proposes to furnish other
malter as rapidly as it can be sent to him,
and will make as vigorous a fight as possi-
ble to uphold the toppling power of the
church.

JUDGMENT AFFIRMED.

The Suprems Court to-day aflirmed the
judgment of the Supreme Court of Utah in
the case of Angus M. Cannon, plaintiff in
error, against the United States. Cannon
was indicted under the Edmunds act for
unlawlul cohabitation with more than ove
woman. The defendant objected to the
giving of any evidence, on the ground that
the indictment did not allege that he was
the male person nor that the cohabitation
was with the women as wives. The objec-
tion was overruled and a verdict of guilty
returned, ang the defendant sentenced to
pay a fine of $30Q and tc he imprigoned
for six monthg, and to be furthey impris-
oned till the payment of the fine. Justice
Miller dissented from the opinion of the
court.

The principal question was as to the
proper construction of Section 3 depending
on the meaning of the word “cohabit” as
void in it, and .Judge Blatchford, in his
opinion, says: “TheCourt properlyr charged
the jury that thedefendant was to be found
guilty if he lived in the game house with the
two women and ateat their respective tables
o 1e-third o' his time, or thereabouts, and
held out to the world by his language cr
conduct, or both, as his wives, and that it
was necesgary jt shquld be shown that two
women, ar ejther of them,

or slept in the same room, or that he had
sexual jutercourse with them. It is the
practice of unlawlul cohabitation with
more than one woman that is aimed at—a
cohabitation classed with polygainy and
having its outward semblance. Itis noton
the one hand, meretricious or unmaritalin-
tercourse with more than one woman if the
general legiglagtion as to lewd practices is
left to the Terrjtoria] Ggvernment, Nor,
ou the other hand, doeg the statute pry
into the infimacieg of the marriage relation,
but it sepks ngt only to

when direct proof of the existence of these
relations can be made, but to prevent a
man froin flaunting in the face of the worll
the ostentation and opportunities of a big-
amous household, with all outward ap-
pearance of the continuance of the same
relations which exjsted before the act was
passed and without reference fo what may
occur in the privacy of those relations.
And, again in the spirit of its interpreta-
tion, a man who cohabits with more than
one woman, in sestions 8§, § and 8 of the
act, when holding oup ip ihe world two
women as his wives, by language orconduct
or both, oy if he lives in the house with
them and eats at the table of each a por-
tion of his time, although he does not oc-
cupv the same bed or sleep in the same
room with either of them or actually have
sexual intercourse with either of them, he

A day or two ago a number of gentlemen
were talking of old times and of the hard-
ships they had endured and incidentally of
the small fruition for their labors, Accord-
ng to the conversation there had hardly
been an equal distribution of the gifts of
fortune, and while the uunsuccessful were
made the objects of pity and commisera-
tion, and their virtues extolled, the suc-
cessful were credited with anything but good
business tact and ability; in fact they were
rather abused because in the rush :und
hurry of Western life they had been not
only able to hold their own, but also to ae-
quire a competence, and in some instances
wealth. It was the same old story, but the
speakers did seem - to believe in the theory
of the “survival of the fittest,” and any
and all manner of wrong doing was as-
cribed to the fortunate ones. They had no
nerve, they had uo brains, they had no
knowledge, but the fact remained that
they had money, and that was what both-
ered the men who had none.

In the party there had been a quiet but
aa observant listener. He was a man
probably 45 years of age, oi rugged look,
bright bluz eyes, a head and beard oftawny
hue that looked as though it had a natural
antipathy to the barber, and a general
mein that showed that, while the man was
capable of all manner of hardships, he was
still in love with life, that there was always
a brighter side to the picture, and that he
knew nothing was to be made by quarrel-
ing with fate, because some other man had
more money than he. The gentleman de-
scribed had evidently become tired of the
fault-finding and, drawing up a little closer
among the group, suddenly changed the
topic of conversation by exclaiming: *Did
you gentlemen ever hear of the first mar-
riage in Butte?” The question was so
sudden and the subject so different, that
the debaters were for a moment amazed,
but they soon rallied and each one had a
story to tell, When they had concluded,
the quiet man said, “all wrong.” and he re-
lated a story about as follows: *‘l think it
was in 1865, when the people here were
few and far between as compared with the
present, although there were quite a num-
ber of prospectors” and the usual hard
cases, both male and female, who in those
days were bound to follow in the
wake of a mining camp. It was a
happy-go-lucky lot, and while many
of the pioneers were men of courage, con-
victions, probity and ability there were
also a host of adventurers. Those days
there were a_different class of men on the
frontier, and luckily for all, they have been
wended out, or at least nearly so and
their would-be suecessors are but poor imi-
tations. But to get back to the marriage.
Among the growd which had driited into
the camp were a pair of young dare-devil
deserters from one of the frontier posts,
not far distant. Both were good looking,
and having become tired of the hum-drum
life they had been leading, they conciuded
to take a voiuntary loave of absence and
head for Silver Bow, Many knew who they
were, but nane cared to tell, and they fell
in like the balance and rustled. At'that
time there was lueated in old Butte a pom-
pous Justice of the Peace, who hailed from
Missouri and with the aid of a few other
choice spirits, the ex-soidiers conciuded to
play a joke on him. Several schemes were
suggested and it was finally decided that
the two boys should get married. No
sooner &aid than (one. The assistange of
some of the women of the fown wag in-
voked and in a hrief period one of the lads
was togged out in all the glory of feminine
attire and with his partner and a few
friends presented themmelves before the
Justice and demanded to be married. The
ceremony was duly performed, the fee paid
and the crowd adjourned to take a drink,
when the sell was exposed much to the
chagrin of tke Justice. The story soon
spread and the officiating Justice was o
lectured and ahused that he soon after
left the camp. That, boya' was the first
marriage in Butte, and yon can hel that
for a time the preachers and judges were a
little careful who they tried to splice, Let's
take g dpink,’! and the cpowd drank to the
health of the first wodded pair in Butte,

The Architects Proceed to Overhaul
the Contractors.
—

The architects of the connty couyt house
of Lewis and Clayke County. in view of the
many comments upon that structure, have
Just completed a thorough examination of
the sturcture and submitted a report to
the County Commissioners. They state
that footing stones have been substituted
under the interior wallsinstead of conerete,
which the contract calls for; that the foot-
ings do not always conform to the width
shown by the plans. They state that they
have examined each and every feature of
the cage and “fipd thut the interior walls
have kad staune footings placed under them
of a breadth that is not alwaysin exact
keeping with the widths cailed for. | have
carefylly gane aver all the weights and find
them gorrect aw originally ealculated in the
preparation of the drawings. I have, there-
lore, to say that it is unwise to even con-
sider any other course than to order new
footings to take the place of the present
ones wherever they differ from the require-
ments.  We find this to he necessary in the
case of eleven walls, anid have ordered the
same to be done, which the contractors
agree to do.” The architects do not object
to the sybstitution of stone for concrete
provided the widths are not altered.

TOO LITTLE CEMENT.

The next matter referred to is the ce-
ment in the concrete under the outer walls,
which the architects say is only one-sixth
to one-seventh bulk, when it should have
been one-fourth. This they declareisatyang
enough for the purposes of the huilding,
but they severely crilicize the builders for
this violation of contract, and add: *The
contractors cannot be allowed

we advise that he boaypd dediet wufficient
to amply vepay tha county for such a sav-
ing. n the meantime the contractors
have their recourse, and, if they desire, to
prove that we are working any injustice to
them, well and good. In the meantime we
propose to keep our clients on the safe
side. "

The cobble stone walls, the brick work
and other portiopz of the byilding are
foynd to he in jecardance with contract.
The report rocommends that a competent,
permanent  superintendent be eni-
ployed. The contractors having made
a demand for a payment of $40.000, the
architects say they do not consider that,
under the circumstances, such an estimate
would be safe. They have gone over the
ground thoroughly and arrived at ilic con-
clusion, however, thai, aiter deducting guf-
ficient to insure the prompt and proper
alterations of that which is in any way ad-
visable to renew, and for the dedugtions
that may seem fair and equitable far any
omission not necessary to make good, thoe
county can safely allow an estimate of
$22,000, less, of course, the percentage.
Although we haveas yet made no estimate,
we know the county will be perfectly safe
in paying that amount. which is a little
over half the amount the contractors have
requested an estimate for. {

In the foregoing we have said nothing
concerning the errors in the tower walls,
which errovs the contructors agreed to ger-
rect at the time of my lagt yisit and which
they have not as yet had an opportunity
to da.

Harrowing and Heart-Render-
ing Scenes of the Fire,

THIRTEEN KILLED.

e iy
A Lad Tries to Save His Sister's
Life and Both Fall to the
Pavement.

Loxnox, December 13.—At Plymouth to-
day a tenement house on Love street, in a
low, squalid neighborhood, took fire and
a terrible calamity resulted. The flames
burned rapidly and fiercely, and when at
last they were subdued twelve human
bodies were found among the ruins. Two
others are missing and in all pr 'bability
they, too, have been burned to death.
One unfortunate victim was smashed to
pieces by jumping from a high window to
the street. Several occupants of the burn-
ing building, in their fright, ignored the
fire escapes, and throwing bedding to the
pavement forty feet below, jumped from
the windows. A number of these had legs
and arms broken by the frightfnl leup.

A harrowing incident of the calamity was
tie appearance of a youth nawmed Bickford,
who, with a little sister in one arm, hung
suspended from the window by the other
for some minntes, until the flames sur-
rounded him, and caused him to lose his
hold and fall to the ground. He had both
legs fractured. The intensity of the lames
gave the building the appearanee of a fur-
nace, but this did not deter the firemen,
many of whom entered the house, and by
a heroic struggle succeeded in rescuing sev-
eral persons.

Bixby, United State: enginecr, on the sea-
coast fortifications of Furope.

Edmunds, from the Committee on Judi-
ciary, reported favorably a bill to relieve
General Alexander R. Lawton, of Georgia,
of his political disabilities.

ATLANTA, Georgia, December 15.—One of
the most terrible raiiroad accidents ever
known in Georgia occurred ut midnight, fif.
teen miles from this city, on the Georgia
Pacific Road. The Enst Tennessee and
Georgia Pacitic Roads use the same track
to Austell, and last night the Georgia Pa-
cific mixed train with a voach and one
sleeper stopped at a tank for water. The
coach and eleeper were on a trestle thirty
feet in height. The East Tennessee passen-
ger, going at a sp.ed of
N THIRTY MILES PER HOUR,
struck the sleeper and went nearly half
way through it. The wreck was terrible.
The fireman sprang overboard and received
slight injuries. The ongineer held to the
trestle and was unh «

- Later Letails,

ATLANTA, Ga., December 15.—A fright-
ful and fatal collision oceurred this morn-
ing shortly after midnight on the Georgin
& Pacific Railroad, in which eleven lives
were lost and three persons so badly in-
jured it is thought death will result. The
circumstances of the wreck are as follows:
The East Tennessee and Georgia Pacific
Railroads use the same track from Atlanta
to Austell, where they div erge, one going
West and the other North. They, how-
ever, leave the city from different depots,
and m<et just at the city limits, and
from there both use the same track.
Just one mile east of Austell, towards Af.
lanta, is & water-tank used by the Georgia
Pacitic. The night passenger train of the
Georgia Pacific leaves here at 10 o'clock
and the East Tennessee train leaves at
10:45 o’clock. Last night, however, the
Georgia Pacific was somewhat delayed,
and when it stopped at the tank was on
East Tennessee time. The East Tennessee
passenger train came flving around the
curve, and without a moment’s warning
went crashiog into the rear of the Georgi
Pacific train, but too late to avoid a col-
lission. The fireman jumped from the
engine, but the engineer remained at his
post, reversing his engine and applying the
brakes, but was unable to avert the col-
lision. The engine tore its way into the
rear coach, and the rear coach telescoped
the one in front of it, which wasforced into
the one ahead. The rear coach was
FILLED WITH PASSENGERS,

many of whom were 8o pinned down by the
wreck they were unable to stir and the ex-
caping steam caused the death of five or
six. The cries of theinjured rent theair; all
was darkness and the statements of those
who hastened to the scene are to the effect
that words cannot describé the awfulness
of the situation. As soon as possible the
East Tennessee train was backed from the
wreck and the work of removing the dead
and wounded commenced. A message was
sent to Atlanta, apprising the officials of
the accident, and asking for help. At 2:25
a. m. a train left here, bearing physicians
and several railroad officials. The officers
of the road immediately set to work to
have the track cleared, and at 8:30 this
morning this has been completed, About
7:30 . m. the train left Austell for Atlanta
with the dead and injured, arriving here at
8. The killed were placed on biers in an
undertaking establishment and hundreds
of people have crowded the doors all day.

The East Tennessee con-
ductor says he was on his time and follow-
ing the schedule and his directions in full.
The Georgia Pacific conductor says he had
no official knowledge of a night passenger
train on the Kart Tennessee line, and ran
out as he had alwaysdone. The Coroner's
inquest has been going on all day. In the
examination Dr. Roye. surgeon of the Geor-
gia Pacific said, when he arrived on the
scene the engines had telescoped the sleeping
coach, passing through the entire length of
the ear and within a few feet of its end, and
the water and steam from the boiler gushed
through and flooded the whole ecar.
According to his examination not a single
on» dead died from external injuries, but
all met denth by being scalded and from
the inhalation of steam.
