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The imports ol bullion a t New York for 
1884 were $14,362,294, and the exports 
$21,909,080. _______

B u l l i o n  receipts a t  New York for the 
eleven months ending November 30th, ag­
gregated $4,421,023.27.

P leuko-pneumonia , the dreadful cattle 
scourge, has broken out in Pennsylvania. 
A large herd near West Willow, Lancaster 
county, has been attacked by it with fatal 
results.

The fire fiend has been a t work in Jack­
sonville, Florida. This time he licked up 
•with his fiery tongue property to the value 
of $220,000, and a t last account his thirst 
was unquenched.

The Burmese do not appear to take 
very kindly to their British conquerors. 
Eleven Europeans, whom they supposed to 
he English, were secretly murdered by Bur­
mese troops. This will afford England an­
other excuse for reopening hostilities for 
the purpose of adding Burmah to the rest 
of her possessions.

The war in the Balkans is rapidly draw­
ing to a close. The victorious Bulgarians 
have accepted a proposition made by the 
great Powers, for an International Commis­
sion to define the boundaries between Bul­
garia and Servia. The chances are that 
the Commission will gobble up both these 
little kingdoms, and parcel them out among 
the crowned heads they represent.

I r i s h  relief contributions amounting to 
$20,000 were received by the treasurer of 
the Irish National League of America from 
November 21st to December 5th. Of this 
amount the sum of $19,450 was sent to 
Charles S. Parnell, leaving a balance on 
hand of $555. The Irish are, and always 
have been, very liberal in contributing of 
their means to promote the well-being of 
their countrymen a t home.

T he pretty school mistresses in Philadel­
phia will have to wriggle through the holi­
days this year with empty purses, simply 
because the stupid City Councils have 
caused a slight deficiency in the appropria­
tion to  pay them of only four per cent. 
These young ladies ought to organize and 
commence a crusade against councils and 
cut off their champagne, cigars, carriages 
and junketing enjoyed by them a t the ex­
pense of taxpayers. This is the only way 
to get even with such fellows.

Dennis E . McCarthy, proprietor of the 
Virginia (Nevada) Chronicle, died a t his 
home in Irvington, California, last night. 
He was probably one of the best known 
journalists on this coast, and was a t one 
time one of the pillars of the San Francis­
co Chronicle. He was a wide-awake and 
energetic newspaper man, and the Pacific 
coast, especially mining centers, has lost a 
journalist of great merit. The disease 
which was the result of his death was 
dropsy. He was about fifty years of age.

Missionahies and Christians do not ap­
pear to be appreciated in Cochin-China, 
for a dispatch from Rome, yesterday, says 
th at nine missionaries, seyen native priests, 
sixty catechists, 270 members of religious 
orders, and 24,000 Christians were mas­
sacred up to November 1st; and up to the
same time 200 parsonages, 225 churches, 
17 orphan asylums and 10 convents were 
destroyed. This would show th a t the 
heathen in th a t country have very little 
sympathy for the efforts made to save 
their souls.

Some Republican newspapers have'noted, 
with displeasure, the fact th at President 
Cleveland failed to allude to the death of 
General Grant, while he did note, in proper 
terms, the death of Vice-President Hen­
dricks. It is simple justice to say th at the 
message confined itself closely to  matters 
of State, and th at while he did not refer to 
the death of General Grant he also made 
no reference to  the death of General Mc­
Clellan. In a  State paper the death of the 
second officer of the Nation could not well 
he overlooked, though it is not customary 
to  go beyond such officers.

FEDERAL OFFICES.

Yesterday morning a team of bays a t­
tached to a light express wagon, without a 
driver, ran a  breakneck gait westward 
along Broadway. This thing is of daily 
occurrence, to  the danger of life and limb 
by pedestrians, who are liable a t any time 
to be run over by fugitive teams. Why 
don’t  the Council pass au ordinance against 
leaving horses stand along the streets un­
attended anc. unhitched? Such an ordi­
nance would be in compliance with the 
charter. Make a  few examples of careless 
owners or drivers of teams and the nuis­
ance will soon cease to exiet.

The Territorial Teachers’ Association 
will hold their annual Institute a t  Boze­
man, on December 29, 30 and 31. The 
officers of the institute are Professor S. G. 
Murray, Missoula; Vice President, Miss 
Mary Layton, Butte; Secretary, Professor 
A. C. Newill, Butte; Executive Committee, 
Professor J . K. Davis, Butte; Professor 
.John Gannon, Anaconda; Miss Helen P. 
Clarke, Helena. The programme of exer­
cises has been arranged with unusual care 
and is exceedingly interesting. Arrange­
ments have been made with the Union 
Pacific and Northern Pacific railroads for 
one and one-fifth rate.

Governor H auser lias been talking iu 
New York about Montana. He is reported 
as saying: ‘ My Territory has much to 
congratulate itself upon. We are boom­
ing, and our mines are still yielding rich re­
turns. We are in hope th a t silver will not 
be demonetized, for the moment it is it 
will be a heavy blow to our mining indus­
tries. Every mine has so much silver ore 
in it, and it makes the other metal worth 
digging for to get the silver with it. Cop­
per, lead and gold all have silver mingled 
with them. Regular lead mines pay, be­
cause a great deal of silver is mixed with 
lead, and so do the copper and the gold. 
Now, let silver be almost valueless and 
these mines can no longer be worked. Gold 
cannot last always. The supply will soon 
be exhausted. Every year it is falling off in 
production, and if it continues for several 
years to decrease a t the same ratio, the 
world will suffer for want of the precious 
metal. Silver will then have to be called 
into use for money. I t is the only metal 
th at can supply the money and other de 
mands of the world.

T he silver question is, a t length, begin­
ning to excite such an interest throughout 
the land as itB great importance impera­
tively demands. A meeting, composed of 
very influential gentlemen, in favor of silver 
coinage was held a t the Metropolitan 
Hotel, New York, on Wednesday evening. 
There were between sixty and seventy pres­
ent. The meeting was held under the Anti- 
Monopoly League. Among those present was 
Hon. A. J . Warner, of Ohio, the celebrated 
silveradvocate. Speecheswere madefavor- 
ing an equal rating of silver with gold as a 
circulating medium. Mr. Warner offered a 
resolution,which was unanimously adopted, 
declaring for the free coinage of silver cur­
rency and denouncing all attempts to in­
crease the amount of silver in the standard 
dollar. The fact that this meeting was 
presided over by Hon. E. Pierrepout, and 
th a t all others present are men of high 
standing in business and political circles, 
there is every reason for believing th a t its 
proceedings will exercise a vast influence 
over Congress, and largely counteract the 
evil works of the gold bugs.

The administration of President Cleve­
land, so far as appointment to, and re­
moval from, office is concerned, has been 
subjected to very severe criticism, not only 
from Republican journals and their follow­
ers, but also by the Bourbon Democratic 
press and its votaries. The first, out of 
pure charity, may be tolerated, because the 
disastrous defeats suffered by them have 
deprived them of all other political capital, 
therefore nothing remains for them with 
which to  excite and animate their party, 
except assaults upon the President for ex­
ercising his constitutional prerogative, as 
head of the nation, in removing his ad­
versaries from office and appointing his 
friends in their places. The Republicans, 
therefore, are to be pitied rather than cen­
sured, or even chided. I t is truly a sad 
plight for th at once great political organ­
ization to. be placed in, to have no other 
topic to discuss than th at of the decapita­
tion of office holders who are of th at faith. 
All the principles they formerly upheld, 
advocated and rallied around, have been 
buried, never again to be resurrected.

The Democracy, on the other hand, have 
run up their standard, upon which is in­
scribed in flaming letters, their immutable 
principles, upon the highest summit of 
political achievement. There it is destined 
to wave in triumph until the grand mission 
of the party is fulfilled, which willbeaccom- 
plished only when the necessity for political 
organizations ceases to  exist. This fact 
ought of itself be sufficient to prevent 
cadaverous office seekers of the Bourbon 
stripe, professing to be Democrats, from 
belaboring Mr. Cleveland in harmless terms 
because his duty to the whole party will 
not permit him to allow them to monop­
olize the federal patronage. They might
just as well suppress their clacque, because it
will have no more effect in swerving the 
President from what he conscientiously be­
lieves to be right than would the pouring of 
water on a goose’s back prevent it from 
plunging into a pond.

Wherever Mr. Cleveland has seen the ne­
cessity for removing a Republican, and ap­
pointing a Democrat to his place, he has 
always promptly done so. What more 
could be expected from him under the cir­
cumstances of his nomination and election 
to the office of President? He, by his writ­
ten and oral pledges, committed himself to 
the doctrine of Civil Service, as contained 
in the amended Act of Congress, passed 
nearly three years ago. In this he was up­
held by his party during the canvass. Be­
sides that, his hands are tied tightly by the 
Tenure of Office Act of 1867. Many 
hundred changes have been made by him, 
because good reasons for so doing have 
been brought to light for the removal and 
appointment of others, and these will keep 
cropping out until within a comparatively 
short time all Republican officers will have 
gone “ where the woodbine twineth,” and 
honest, capable Democrats occupy their 
positions. Mr. Cleveland is not infallible, 
hence he may make some mistakes in his 
appointments. Every other President who 
preceded him has committed the same 
errors. But he is honest though and has 
not, and will not appoint any man whose 
character is known personally to him to be 
questionable. This fact no man, however 
violent a partisan he may be, has dared 
gainsay; hence .his errors, if there ar ■ 
any, are those of the bead and not of the 
heart.

in regard to the Bourbon element now 
clamoring for office, and loudly censuring 
the President because he will not make a 
wholesale sweep of Republicans now occu­
pying nice, easy Federal positions, it can 
only be said that they, having secretly op­
posed Mr. Cleveland during his canvass, 
have no right to expect any favors from 
him; hence their fault finding amounts to 
nothing, and their curses, like young chick­
ens, will go home to roost. The “ outs,” 
however—that is the Republicans—as they 
are the losers, arc excusable, in a meas­
ure, for their opposition to the course 
of a Democratic President in removing 
them from office. They are entitled 
to and ought to be commiserated with. 
Poor fellows ! they have been sucking the 
public teat and fattening on Federal pa t­
ronage so long—almost a life time—th at it 
is quite natural they should grunt now 
th a t they are compelled to rustle for 
acorns upon which they are compelled to 
eke out a miserable existence. The only 
fear is th a t they will die in their wallow, 
because they have not ambition enough 
left to extricate themselves from it. Those 
among them, who have sufficient vitality 
to honestly work for a living, when turned 
out of office, are the last to complain. 
They knot! th at to the victors belong the 
spoils: and th at when they were appointed, 
a quarter of a century ago, Democrats 
were compelled to make room for them; 
hence, what is sauce for the goose is sauce 
for the gander.

I t is gratifying to find so many Republi­
cans, sufficiently posted in philosophy, as 
not only to refrain from finding fault with 
the President, for removing them or their 
friends from office, but who have the man­
liness to stand up and justify him in re­
warding his friends by bestowing official 
favors upon them. The News, one of 
the most sprightly Republican jour­
nals in the land, published a t 
Philadelphia, referring to this matter, says: 
“President Cleveland's frank and manly 
statement of his intention regarding his ap­
pointments has been met by the Republi­
can Senators in the spirit in which it was 
made. He notified them in effect th at if 
any one would show to him that his nom­
inee was unfit, he would not send his name 
to the Senate for confirmation.

“In return, the Republican Senators in 
caucus have determined to make no 
factious opposition to the President’s 
nomination, recognizing his right to ap­
point a t pleasure; th at their rejection of 
nominees will not restore past incumbents; 
and that they w ill only make rigid inquiry 
into the antecedents of persons appointed, 
rejecting only the unfit and those who are 
apparently nominated for purely partisan 
reasons.

“This determination of the Republican 
Senators is highly creditable to their pub­
lic spirit. The President was elected by 
party vote, but he is President of the. 
whole country. As President he cannot be 
guided altogether by partisan motives. He 
has the right to make nominations. For 
the Senators to present a partisan front 
against them would be as great a misuse 
of public trust as it would be if Mr. Cleve­
land were to nominate only “offensive 
partisans.” Judging from the spirit in 
which the President and Senate meet each 
other it is to be expected that no “dead 
lock” and no serious antagonism will soon 
occur.”

This ought to  satisfy the croakers th at 
the President’s course, in making removals 
and appointments, meets with the appro­
bation of the brains in the Republican 
party. His appointments will be confirmed, 
and the sore heads who have been re­
moved, compelled to keep silent and make 
the best of it.

A large body of excellent gold ore has 
been opened up in Stafford County, Vir­
ginia, averaging $10 per ton. The cost of 
working it is estimated a t $3 per ton. This 
leaves a  fair profit to the company.

T he Indian squabble a t Arlee, near Mis­
soula, day before yesterday, by which one 
noble red man was killed and another seri­
ously wounded, is traceable to the unwise 
policy of theGovernment in pensioningand 
supporting them in idleness. These Flat- 
heads were drunken tramps. If the Gov­
ernment would make them work to  earn 
their living, as whites are required to  do, 
there would be much less trouble with 
them.

P rohibition in Kansas, notwithstanding 
it is prescribed in the Constitution of that 
State of immaculate morals, does not work 
as successfully as its friends all over the 
land contend. Selling and making intoxi­
cating liquors, vinouB and malt,, are penal 
offenses; and yet it  appears th a t there is as 
much sold, made and consumed there as 
there was before the adoption of the Con­
stitutional Amendment. In some parts of 
the State the drug stores supply the de­
mand. Many of them are described as 
saloons in disguise, for the clerks are kept 
busy in supplying orders for spirits vini 
galici and frumenti. In other portions of 
the State saloons and breweries are in full 
blast. Even in Atchison, the metropolis of 
the State, saloons are kept going in open 
defiance of the law. This week it was found 
necessary to apply to the Court for an in­
junction to  suppress five of them. The 
experiment in Kansas works no more suc­
cessfully than it has elsewhere, in attem pt­
ing to suppress the liquor traffic. In the 
New Englund States, where the hot-beds of 
prohibition are said to exist. drinking men 
and women can procure all the liquor they 
want; and, judging from the police reports, 
some of them get more than their share. 
Several yearB ago Pennsylvania tried local 
option—th at is, giving cities and counties 
the rieht to  withold licenses to saloons. 
Quite a number of counties accepted it, but 
as they found th at the traffic continued 
unabated, their representatives favored a 
repeal of the act a t the following session of 
the Legislature. Drunkeness won’t  yield to 
force, but it may to moral suasion; not 
fanaticism.

T he Judge for this district is likely to 
come from abroad in case of a vacancy, be­
cause no efforts are being made to recom­
mend a Montana lawyer. Delegate Toole, 
in a letter to a prominent lawyer in this 
city, referring to th a t subject, says that 
there are no charges against Judge Gal­
braith, and th a t without such no removal 
will be made ; th a t a non-resident was ap­
pointed in Judge Coburn’s place because 
there was no general endorsement of the 
bar for a Montana man. Should a vacancy 
occur in this district he will use his earnest 
efforts to secure the appointment of such 
an one as has a general endorsement of mem­
bers of the bar. Why do not thé lawyers begin 
to move in the matter. No one knew nor 
does any one now know, of any charges 
against Judge Coburn. He was suspended 
without notice, and so may Judge Gal­
braith be. If so, a stranger will be sent out 
in his place, unless the bar bestir them­
selves. There is every reason to believe 
th at had there been any rumors of the sus 
pension of Judge Coburn, one month before 
it happened, th a t a petition recommending 
some qualified lawyer would have received 
the signature of every member of the bar in 
the Eastern District. These removals come 
like a thief in the night when they are least 
expected. The only way to prevent such 
an unpleasant surprise as the removal of 
Judge Galbraith and the appointment of 
another non-resident in his place, is for the 
bar to move a t once and recommend a 
talented lawyer for the place. This will, at 
least, give the Delegate an opportunity to 
present a name, if it accomplishes nothing 
else.

Mu. Gladstone is actively engaged in his 
efforts to secure the support of Irish sym­
pathizers in his struggle for power in Eng­
land. He first proposed a plan for settling 
the Irish question, but yesterday morning 
cameout in a card, published in the London 
Standard, denying its principal features 
and endeavored to qualify other portions 
of it. Yesterday afternoon the Pall Mall 
Gazette says th a t in spite of Gladstone’s 
denial, a liberal scheme for Home Rule in 
Ireland has been decided UDon. This pro 
vides for an Irish Parliament, and gives 
Ireland control of all mere local matters, 
and exacts a guarantee from Parnell that 
the rights of the minority and landlords 
shall be protected. It is reported th a t this 
meets with some favor by the Queen’s Cabi­
net. It is also said that if the Queen’s 
speech, a t the opening of Parliament, does 
not allude to these propositions th at Glad­
stone will move in theCommons an amend­
ment to the royal address, stating that 
such measures for Ireland are a necessity. 
This, he expects, will bring the Parnellites 
to the assistance of the Liberals, and, by 
the adoption of his amendment, defeat the 
Tories, and by this means ride into thePre 
miership again. The sly old fox.

A munificent bequest is th a t by J ulia 
Newberry, widow of Walter L. Newberry, 
late of Chicago, Illinois, who died recently 
in Paris, leaving a fortune estimated a t 
$5,000 000. Half of this sum was willed 
by her to found and support a public 
library in Chicago, the city in which her 
late husband accummulated his wealth. 
This sets a good example to those who 
have gathered large fortunes.

S ilver  coinage in India from 1878 to 
1881 inclusive, netted a profit to England 
of $37,445,000, or nearly 20 per cent, on 
the amount of bullion worked.

CORRUPTION.

It is apparent to all men who have had 
experience in politics or legislation thatthe  
most powerful influence which can be used, 
or rather device resorted to, in order to 
secure success is corruption. Arguments, 
moral suasion and principles fall beneath 
its insidious snares as does grass before a 
well-swung scythe. This is not agreeable to 
contemplate, much less is it to us as citi­
zens of a free Government to acknowledge. 
Yet the fact stares us in the face on all sides 
and in every direction. I t  has made elec­
tions a mere farce and rendered legislation 
a  reproach in the opinion of the great mass 
of the people. This is not confined to  our 
country, for investigations into elections 
for members of the House of Commons, in 
England, show thatthe  fangs of corruption 
are closely fastened upon the election sys­
tem in th a t country.

Even in little local contests,such as town, 
city and county elections, it is a  common 
thing for the candidates or their friends to 
freely use money to bribe election officers 
and voters. There is an element of no 
mean proportion to be found in every sec­
tion of our land that is open to purchase 
on election day, and those, of which it is 
composed, sell their votes a t such figures 
as the importance or emoluments of the 
office to be filled will justify. Legislatures, 
both State and National, are not free from 
its baneful yet patent influences if reports 
are true. I t  is a notorious fact th a t large 
corporations have secured most valuable 
franchises by legislative enactments in 
Congress and in various State legislatures. 
This is proved beyond a doubt by the 
Credit Mobilier investigation a t Washing­
ton in 1872-73. This inquiry resulted in 
an astounding revelation of one of the 
most gigantic frauds ever attempted. Its 
success was secured by paying a number of 
Honorable gentlemen in both Houses of 
Congress, large sums in money and bonds 
for their votes in favor of immense land 
grants, and bonds to  the value of millions 
to  the Union Pacific Railroad Company 
for which the Government has never re­
ceived any consideration.

Legislatures in moBt of the States and 
Territories grant great corporations all the 
privileges they ask for. In many instances 
the franchises granted are in direct conflict 
With the rights, immunities and sentiments 
of the tax payers. The press and the 
people join together in oppot ing such un­
warranted legislation, yet those to whom 
they confide their trusts, as representa­
tives, disregard their protests with the 
utmost indifference. Is it reasonable to 
suppose th a t legislators would utterly 
ignore the wishes of their constituents and 
unblushingly violate the trusts repoBed in 
them, if it were not for the irresistable 
power of money tendered them as bribes 
for so doing? Not by any means; because

man’s natural inclinations are of an honest 
tendency; therefore whatever he betrays, 
as a  legislator, the confidence of his consti­
tuents, his conduct cannot be attributed 
to any thing other than mercenary motives. 
There are scores of men in the States who 
entered legislative halls as beggars and have 
retired in affluence and wealth.

Seats in the United States Senate have 
often been secured by resorting to the same 
schemes of corruption. Senators under 
our system of Government are not elected 
as they ought to be, by a direct vote of the 
citizens, but are chosen by the Legislators 
of the various Stages. Investigations, in 
many instances, have revealed the deplor­
able fact that members of Legislatures have 
been bribed to vote for certain Senators. 
This scheme has been successfully practiced 
in more than one of the Western and Pacific 
States. This, to some extent, accounts for 
the deterioration of the statesmanlike 
qualifications of Senators. I t  is not so 
much the question of the ability of the 
aspirants for such honors, as it is as to the 
length and volume of their purses. The 
most notable instance of this character has 
been brought more dearly before the peo­
ple by the revelations contained in the 
Denver Daily News, of à recent date, which 
says, in referring to the election of John P. 
Jones in 1875 to succeed Mr. Nye as Sena­
tor from Nevada, th a t the most unblush­
ing frauds were perpetrated,and votes were 
openly purchased to secure the selec­
tion of a Legislature favorable to 
the choice of Mr. Jones. The election 
came off and the scenes incident thereto 
were peculiarly interesting as well as dis­
gusting. The day preceding it the poli­
ticians were ali on the qui vive; their 
arrangements were all completed, with 
nothing for the elector to do but go to the 
polls and deposit his ballot. Election day, 
so far as regards weather, was all that 
could be desired. All business was sus­
pended and an apathy shown surprising to 
the managers of Mr. Joues. An investi­
gation developed the fact th at the floating 
vote had learned of the existence of a sack, 
and the party manipulators were endeav­
oring to share it among themselves. As 
soon as th a t was learned to be a fact, th at 
element determined to vote theDemocntic 
ticket, and a heavy vote was cast for it. 
Later, the Jones men found they were los­
ing the day, opened the sack, and the most 
extravagant prices were paid for votes, and 
on the closing of the polls, the result 
was in doubt; but, equal to the 
emergency, to make sure of a certain 
vote in the Eastern part of the State, 
a row was created a t the voting place in a 
certain precinct a t its close which attracted 
the attention of the officers of election, and 
which so divided them th a t the ballot box 
was stuffed and the day carried. The gen­
eral result was a victory for Jones. Nine- 
tenths of the members elected were favor­
able to his election. The expenses necessarily 
incurred in the campaign aggregated $750,- 
000. The Legislature convened and John 
P. Jones was elected without opposition 
Seven hundred and fifty thousand dollars 
spent. For what? Either to pervert the 
political sentiment of the majority, or to 
gratify the vanity of a man’s aspirations 
to a seat in the United States Senate. No 
wonder th at so many conscientio us citizens 
stay away from the polls on election day 
This shows conclusively th at there is a 
canker gnawing its way into the very vitals 
of our elective system. Will the people, 
having a knowledge of these facts, stand by 
supinely and unconcernedly look upon our 
much boasted system of Government fall 
beneath the weight of its own corruption? 
If they value the blessings of liberty they 
should a t once rise up in the majesty of 
their sovereignity and purge every vestige of 
corruption from the ballot box and legis 
lative halls. *

O U R  N E W  C I T I Z E N S .

Gladstone’s Home Rule Scheme—An

L ondon, December 18.—London had a 
genuine sensation to-day. Early ™1H 
morning a young man and hi» wife, John 
and Sarah Magee, were arrested a t Ken-
..............in a charge of having attempted
to procure money from the Prince of 
Wales by writing threatening letters. They 
were taken into court, charges preferred 
agaiimt them and were remanded to await 
examination. I t appears the prisoners 
had writte two letters, but as they were 
not read in court it is impossible to give 
their exact language or state, except in 
general terras, what, they contained. It is 
known, however, th at the letters

M ADE A DEM AND F O R  £750, 
and intimated in unmistakable terms, 
unless the amount was forthcoming the 
Prince’s life would be in jeopardy. The 
Prince, it is said, paid only passing atten­
tion to the first letter which the Magees 
sent, but when the second came reiterating 
the demand and threats, His Royal High­
ness turned the letters over to 
the police and left them to do what 
ever they thought best. The police a t once 
qnietly set about planning the capture of 
the blackmailers. They sent a message as 
though coming from the Prince to  the ad- 
dress given in the letter, directing the* 
authors of the letter to appear a t a  speci­
fied time and place. Assurance was given 
that somebody would meet them a t the 
appointed hour prepared to hand them a 
package containing the money »hey de­
manded. The Magees a t once

which had been set for them. They ap­
peared a t the spot designated this morning 
and were presented with a package of 
farthings. As they started to leave with 
their supposed treasure the police threw off 
their disguise and arrested them. The 
woman thereupon made a voluntary con­
fession of the whole plot. At any rate the 
police say the confession was voluntary. 
The woman, however, has since declared 
she was forced by the police against her 
will to confess something. I t  is thought 
she tears the confession made by 
her in the first moments of her conster­
nation,after her arrest, may be bad for her in 
in the trial, and that she is therefore trying 
to weaken its effect by asserting it was 
forced from her by the police.

AN EM M ISSA RY O F  A SECRET SOCIETY.

A representative of the press called upon 
the equerry of the prince of Wales this af­
ternoon to learn any facts obtainable 
about the affair. He knew something of 
the contents of the letters. These, he de 
dared, represented th at Magee was anemia 
sary of a secret society and had been or 
dered to kill the Prince of Wales, but the 
letters further intimated Magee did not 
wish to obey the mandate. There was no 
help for ic, however, unless he could get 
money enough to go to America. He 
wanted £75, therefor. If this amount 
reached him he would a t once bid a hasty 
good bye to secret societies and conspir 
acies and sta rt across the Atlantic. Noth 
ing further can be learned to-night. It is 
believed disclosures of an important na 
ture may be made when the case comes be 
fore the court for thorough investigation

BULGARIA VS SERVIA.

Troops W ith d raw n -S eek in g  an A rm ­
istice.

P il l ip p o p o l is . December 18.—The Aus­
trian agent has notified Prince Alexander 
th at a military commission to demarcate 
the line between Servia and Bulgaria will 
consider the victories and defeats of both 
belligerents. He also says Serbia and Bui 
garia will not be represented on the com 
mission.

L ondon, December 18.—A report has 
been received here th at the Servian troops 
have been withdrawn from the Widdin dis­
trict.

V ienna . December 18.—A semi-official 
bulletin issued a t Nish yesterday says: 
“Peace is not yet assured. Bulgaria de­
mands th at Servia shall evacuate the 
Widdin district. King Milan considers 
this an unfair request Servia seeks an 
armistice and peace for political.reasons, 
but if they are not obtained she will con­
tinue the war war to the last extremity. 
She will, however, wait till the enemy takes 
the offensive.

ARMING FOR s e l f -preservation .

The Government of Montenegro, in view 
of the general military activity on the 
borders of that country, has taken the pre 
caution to arm and equip45,000 men, who 
will be held in readiness for immediate 
action in the event of the invasion of that 
country by a foreign army, or in case the 
government decides upon more aggressive 
movements.

DYING FRO M  D ISEA SE AND COLD.

Typhus fever and smallpox are raging 
among the Servian troops encamped at 
Wisch. The troops a t Pirot are suffering 
intensely from severe cold and thirty 
soldiers on an average are frozen daily.

NEW AMERICANS.

The P rice o f  Vot<s L ikely  to be Affected 
by the New Citizens.

San F rancisco, December 18. — The 
Chronicle's Ei Paso, Texas, special says: 
The Chinese located in El Paso are taking 
out naturalization papers, and intend to 
become permanent citizens. Eight were 
made citizens to-day. I t is thought the 
whole local colony, numbering over 200 
will secure papers. Leading Chinese in this 
city state the movement will become gener­
al, and their countrymen in all cities and 
towns in the Southwest will speedily re­
nounce their allegiance to China and be­
come American voters.

A Verdict in  Favor o f  Star Routers,
Denver , December 18.—The suit of th e  

Government against Barlow & Saudersou, 
late Star Route contractors, to recover 
$60,000, was concluded this afternoon in 
the United States CircuitCourt. Judge Hal 
lett held th at the large extra allowances 
that were made the contractors by Brady, 
were in direct violation of the law, but it 
was necessary for the Government to prove 
actual fraud in order to recover the sum 
paid. This ruling was unexpected by both 
sides. The jury brought in a verdict for 
defendants. The case will probably be 
taken to the Supreme Court.

AN APOSTLE DYING.

One o f th e O riginators o f the Church 
o f  Zion at D ea th ’s D oor.

R ichmond, Missouri, December 18.— 
David Witmer, one of the founders of the 
Mormon Church, and a resident of this 
village for almost half a century, lies a t the 
point of death a t the family homestead 
They are gathering the children, 
grandchildren and great _ grand 
children, and beside his death bed is a de­
voted woman who linked her life and 
fortune with his more than fifty years ago.

Whitmer was born in Pennsylvania in 
1805 and lived for a number of years near 
Watkin’s Glen, in New York State. There 
in 1829 he claims to have seen the plates 
which Joseph Smith translated into the 

BOOK O F  MORM ON, 

and to have been present during the work 
of translation. Whitmer became one of the 
Apostles of the new church and moved 
with it to Ohio. When the church was 
driven from Ohio it found refuge in Mis­
souri. Witmer has lived in Richmond 
ever since, and has been Mayor and Coun­
cilman of the town. He owns what is said 
to be the original manuscript from which 
the Book of Mormon was printed, and has 
refused an offer of a very large sum for it 
from the Mormon Church. Witmer always 
opposed polygamy.

South Dakota. Thediscussion has assumed 
a partisan character, and a number of Re­
publican Senators have entered upon a 
preparation of speeches.
