A Large Amount of Valuable Property
Destroyed.

J acksoNvILLE, December 17.—In spite of
all the efforts of the firemen the fire which
broke out last night in Hubbard’s ware-
houses, on the dock, spread to the Abell
block in which were located the Herald
newspaper and other offices. The build-
ings in the rear on the wharf with contents
are destroyed. Hubbard’sloss is estimated
on the building at $130,000. His in-
surance is $90,000. Benedict & Co. lose
on their warehouse $15,000. Abell'sstock
18 badly gutted, the loss being $25.000. It
is partly insured. Hazen’s lossis $50.000;
Kuntz Bros., $16,000 (insurance, $15,-
000); the Herald newspaper, $20,000,
partly insured.
At 1:30 a. m. it looks as if other large
houses would be burned out. The fire is
the most disastrous Jacksonville has ever
experienced.

A FIREMAN KILLED.
The fire on Bay street was stopped at
Kohn, Furrecht & Benedict’s store, on the
east western limit, including McConne-
hey’s store. About Z2a. m. a portion of
the wall of the Abel block fell in, crushing
four colored firemen, oneof whom, William
Bradley, was instantly killed; the other
three were badly, but not Iatally, injured.
During the day, a man working among the
debris was suffocated by smoke and carried
to the hospital in a senseless condition.
The loss is estimated at $450,000 and the
;nsurance at $350.000.

A FLOODED MINE,
s
A Curious Accident--A Mine Flooded by
= River.
S ESIBEES

WiLkES December 18.—The water
in the Susquehanna river at Nanticoke
broke through the workings at No. 1 stope
of the Susquehanna Coal Company this
morning and at noon there was about six
feet of water in the stope. - An alarm was
sent through the workings, when the dan-
ger became apparent and all the men ex-
cept seven Hungarians, who are believed
t have been drowned, were hurried to the
mouth of the stope and were rescued.

IMPRISONED IN THE DRIFTS.

Accounts from Nanticoke are conflicting.
Advices received this alternoon were to the
effect that thirty-nine men employed onrock
work in No.1 stope, were imprisoned in

Several miners entered the stope at 3
o'clock with boats, intending to use every
means to reach the men. A dispatch re-
ceived here at 6 o’clock this evening from
Nanticoke stated that sixty-one ol the
miners were unaccounted for, and that it
was supposed they were drowned.
TWENTY-FOUR UNACCOUNTED FOR.

Later advices state all the men are re.
ported to be out of the mineexcept twenty-
four. The fate of these is yet unknown.

PUMPS BEING PUT IN.

At 10 o’clock this evening the company
were making every possible effort to reach
the imprisoned men. Additional pumpsare
being rapidly put up. Another force of
men have been sent down the air shalt,
who will endeavor to cut throngh to the
spot where the imprisoned men are be-
lieved to be. This work will be kept up
night and day until the fate of the men is
known.

A BERIOUS MATTER.

The disaster at Nanticoke is more serious
than at first supposed. The theory that
the water broke through from the bed of
the river has been dispelled by the fact that
the place where the water came in is over
4,000 feet from the Susquehanna. It
flowed from a pool on the surface. It fol-
lowed the rock to a fault in the seam, ran
into a gangway and the stopes, and thence
to the lower workings of No. 1stope. When
the water was discovered working into the
stope there were nearly a thousand men
and boys at work on the various openings,
but at the particular spot where it first ap-
peared there were not over thirty persors.

THIRTY MEN SHUT IN.

It is reported there are now about thirty
men who are shut in by the water and rub-
bish that have accumulated in the west
gangway in the second drilt off the cross
seam. It is impossible to say what their
fate will be. A rescuing party is following
the face of the chambers in that part of
the gangway, with hopes of rescuing them
sometime during the night. Officials say
there is no danger of the men suffocating,
as they will get plenty of air from the faces
of the chambers that are not clogged.
Pumps will be put into operation to-night.
They have a capacity of 2,000 gallons of
water per minute, and it is expected that
the mine will be clear by Monday next.
Old miners are of the opinion that the
men who ave shut up will be rescued alive.

STRONG HOPES OF RESCUING THE MEN

Later information, received here at
10:30 p. m. from Nanticok, says the water
has subsided and a large force of men are
at work removing the quicksand that
blocks the gangway. The rescuing party
are now within forty feet of the men and
there are atr ong hopes of resculng them
by morning. The damage to the mine will
be extensive, and it will be some weeks be-
fore v vl is reumed.

HOME RULE AGITATION,
e
Civil War Predicted--Excitement Through-
out Great Britain.

—_——

DuBLiN, December 18.—The Daiy Ex-
press, a consistent upholder of the Loyal-
ists, devotes its leading article this morn-
ing to picturing the consequence which
would result from home rule in Ireland. If
the demands of the Parnellites are granted
and any such scheme of home rule is at-
tempted as Gladstone has been credited
with contemplating, the Express declares
civil war would not be unlikely to follow.
There would be such a clashing of class in-
terests. such rivalry between friends of the
old regime and partisans of the new order
of things, that civil strife could not be
avoided; and in case such extremities were
prevented, it is perfectly certain there
would be endless friction between the im-
perial government and that of Ireland.
THE EXCITEMENT UNABATED,

LoxpoN, December 18.—The excitement
throughout Great Britain on the subject
of Home Rule for Ireland continues with-
out abatement. The newspapers of all
shades, opinion and politics, are urging
Gladstone to speak definitely in regard to
his plans. The late Premier, in response
to a telegram sent to-day asking for infor-
mation with reference to the Irish home
rule scheme which, it is reported, he had
under consideration for some time, replied
as follows: *From my public declarations
at Edinburgh respecting the government of
Ireland, you will easily see I have no
further communication to make.” It will
be remembered that in the speech referred
to, which he delivered on November 17th,
he suid in effect, in reply to Parnell’s sug-
gestion to give a local sell-government to
Ireland, that when he learns through a
constitutional channel what the wishes of
Ireland are, he will give them attentive
consideration, but that hecannotgain this
knowledge until the new Parliawment meets.

GOSHEN OPPOSES THE BCHEME,

George .J. Goshen, a prominent member
of the Whig branch of the Liberal party,
having been asked to-day his opinion on
the reported scheme of home rule for Ire-
land, replied by telegraph that he main-
tained his hitherto expressed convictions
against home rule and could not comment
on any scheme of that nature until such
scheme had been fully declared.

Marquis Hartington, who was Secretary
for War in Gladstone’s Cabinet, declareshe
has not approved of the scheme, ashad
been intimated in certain quarters.

ORANGEMEN ON HOME RULE.

DuBLiN, December 18.—The City of Ar-
magh, in the province of Ulster, was to-day
the point of an immense Loyalist demon-
stration. The meeting adopted a resolu-
tion expressing the beliel that a resort to
the heme rule principle would be certain
sooner br later to eventuate in civil war,
and at exhorting the Loyalist party to go
to its utmost length in resisting the efforts
of home rule advocates. The resolution
commended the Loyalists in Ireland to the
sympathy of the Protectionists throughout
the British Kingdom. More than onc of
the speakers boasted with a degree of ear-
nestness which aronsed repeated cheers
from listeners, that the Loyalist party in
Ireland was ready to meet whatever issue
might be presented. *‘Ulster Orangemen
are ready to come to the front,” said one
of the speakers, amid great applause, “and
when their services are wanted 60,000 men
can readily be put in the field for active
service in defense of loyalty to the Govern-
ment.”

Two Hundred Operatives Out of Work,

ELizaBETHPORT, New Jersey, December
18.—The Singer Sewing Machine Company
shu* down to-day and 200 employes were
informed by a placard that operations
were suspended until further notice, be-
cause of the tax levy by the city. A public
meeting of the employes has been called for
to-morrow evening. The company owes
$20.000 in taxes, which it refuses to pay.
