An Unusually Large Number of 
Postmasters Appointed—Other 

News

W a s h in g t o n , D. G'.. January 5.—Precise 
ly at noon the Senate was called to order 
by Senator Sherman, the president pro 
tem., who, after prayer and the 
reading of the journal, laid before the Sen 
ate the credentials of John W. Daniel 
the newly-elected United States Senator 
from Virginia, which was read and laid on 
the table. Also a communication from 
General W. B. Franklin, President of 
the National Home for Disabled Volunteers 
and Soldiers, notifying the Senate of the 
death of General George B. McClellan, with 
the view of having the consequent vacancy 
of the board of trustees tilled. The com­
munie ition was referred to the committee 
on military affairs. Mr. Harrison, from 
the committee on Territories, reported fa­
vorably a bill to legalize the election of the 
Ninth territorial Legislative Assembly of 
Wyoming. For this he asked immediate 
consideration. Mr. Edmunds said he 
would not object if the consideration did 
not consume too much time, but he was 
anxious to get up the Utah bill as soon as 
possible. The bill reported by Mr. Har­
rison was then read the third time and 
passed. Among the bills introduced and 
referred were the following:

By Mr. Blair—To give the right of triai 
by jury to claimants for pensions, whose 
applications have been rejected by the Sec­
retary of the Interior, on appeal from the 
decision of the Commissioner of Pensions; 
also to provide for the erection of monu 
ments to Abraham Lincoln and U. S. Grant.

By Mr. Cullom- To facilitate promotion 
in the army by retiring from active service 
on their own application officers in service 
in the war of the rebellion.

By Mr. Hale—For the retirement of cer­
tain officers of the navy.

By Mr. Jackson—To define and regulate 
the jurisdiction of courts of the United 
States.

By Mr. Miller—To increase the pension 
for the loss of both arms or both legs, or 
the sight of both eyes or other injuries re­
sulting in total helplessness.

A resolution wasofleredby Mr.Mitchell, of 
Oregon, was agreed to, directing the Com­
mittee on Transportation Routes to in­
quire into the alleged grievances by discrim 
ination and overcharges on freight rates 
from the Far West, and also the subject of 
the improvement of the Columbia river, 
and the removal of the obstructions to 
navigation.

A resolution, offered by Mr. Frye, was 
agreed to calling on the Secretary of State 
to transmit to the Senate all correspond 
ence and information in his department re­
lating* to the extension of certain fishing 
rights and privileges under thé treaty of 
YVashington.

A resolution offered by J. M. Hoar, was 
at his request referred to the committee on 
Foreign Relations, requesting the President 
to take measures for revising and extend­
ing our extradition treaties, so as to cover 
cases of embezzlement and other breaches 
of trust. In off-ring his resolution, Mr. 
Hoar said : “This has special reference to 
the number of defaulting bank officers who 
try to escape punishment by flight to 
Canada.”

Mr. Sherman, taking the floor, offered a 
concurrent resolution, accepting a marble 
statue of ex-Presirtent Garfield, presented 
to Congress bytheStateof Ohioand now in 
position in thestatuarv hall ^  the capitol. 
Governor Hoadley’s letter of presentation, 
at Mr. Sherman's request, was read by the 
clerk. Mr. Sherman delivered a brief, ear­
nest and warm eulogy of tile ex-President, 
and moved the adoption of the resolution 
offered by him. Tue resolution was then 
adopted.

Mr. Gray gave notice that he would, to­
morrow, cull up Mr. Becs's silver resolu­
tion, for ttie purpose of making some re­
marks,.

Mr Beck inquired «s to the present par­
liamentary condition of the resolution 
referred to.

The Chair (Mr Sherman) replied that it 
was on the table and that the pending mo­
tion was to refer it to the Committee on 
Finance.

Mr. Beck referred to the criticism made 
by Mr. Merrill in his speech, and inquired 
of Mr. Merrill whet.ier, after a careful read­
ing of the speech he had not been mistaken 
in his understanding of Mr. Beck’s re­
marks

Mr Merrill replied that he took pleasure 
in Ha ving that he had someweat misunder­
stood Mr. Beck’s reference to the President 
and Secretary of tiie Treasury.

Mr. Beck disclaimed having made any 
personal attack upon the President or 
Secretary of the Treasury. His remarks 
regarding the Secretary’s taking up of the 
surplus would, he said, have been quite as 
well illustrated, and perhaps more aptly 
so, if he had said a cyclone had blown 
d >wn the Treasury building and scattered 
the surplus, and the people had picked up 
the money on the street and put in circu­
lation. That circulation would be more 
beneficial to the people than keepingmoney 
locked upn ithe Treqpury.

The Chair laid before the Senate a reso­
lution heretofore offered by Harrison, di­
recting an inquiry into the alleged practice 
of the late pension officers in taking into 
account in granting pensions consider­
ations other than the merits of the appli­
cations. Upon Harrison’s request, the 
resolution went over for to-day.

Van Wycke offered a resolution, which 
was agreed to, directing the Committee on 
Education and Labor to inquire how 
many hours’ labor per day was exacted 
of men and boys in the employ of street 
car and other corporations in the District 
of Columbia, and to report whether such 
number of hours were uureasonable and 
inconsistent with former acts of Congress, 
and, if so, wliat remedy was necessary in 
the premises.

edmunds’ uiah  b ill .
Mr. Edmunds then called up the Utah 

bill, reported by him for the Committee on 
Judiciary.

Mr. Hoar moved to strike out the sev­
enth section, prohibiting the exercise of 
suffrage by women in Utah. Mr. Hoar 
said he approved of the purpose of the bill, 
and the methods by which that purpose 
was sought to be effected, with the excep­
tion of the disfranchisement of the women 
of Utah. Woman suffrage existed in the 
Territories of Wyoming and Washington, 
and most careful and thoughtful observers 
testify to the excellent effect of that suffrage 
in those Territories. To deprive such of 
the women of Utah who were not plural 
wives, of a right which they already had to 
exercise, was undertaking to place them in 
the same category with what the law re­
garded as criminals, and was in violation 
of sound principles or legislation.

Edmunds replied that whenevera major­
ity ol the women of the United State or any 
State desired to have suffrage, they would 
have his (Edmunds’) vote in favor of that 
desire. Whenever our wives sisters and 
sweethearts come to believe they could bet­
ter serve society and themselves by exer­
cising suffrage and going into the political 
field, instead of confining themselves to the 
field in which they were now employed, they 
should have his aid in attaining their oh

dent transmitting draft of bill to provide 
for the allotment of lands in severalty to 
the Indians. It was read and referred.

THE UNION PACIFIC.

Mr Wilson, of Iowa, called up a resolu­
tion heretofore offered by him calling on 
the Secretary of the Interior for a copy of 
each report made by the Government di­
rectors of the Union Pacific Railroad Com­
pany from the first appointment of such 
directors to the present time. Wflson re­
viewed at iength the action of the Govern­
ment directors (of whom he. had himself 
been one) with a view to showingthat. had 
the Government paid attention to the in­
formation conveyed and recommendation 
made by the directors, the relation of the 
Government to the road would to-day bea 
better one. Wilson favored the bill report­
ed from the Judiciary Committee of the 
Senate of the Forty-eighth Congress, be­
cause, under such a law, there would bea 
uosrtibility of the Government ownership 
of the entire Pacific system. Not that he 
hoped that Government ownership would 
be necessary, for he did not take kindly to 
a measure looking to Government assump­
tion of business that might be understood 
by citizens, but with the contingency 
of Government ownership confronting 
them all, the companies included in the 
Pacific system would set thousands about 
devising means to avoid any impending pos­
session of their roads by the Government. 
Indeed, every road in the United States 
would take a lively interest in preventing 
Government ownership of Pacific roads, 
for their managers well know that with 
these roadB in the hands of the Govern­
ment the problem of regulating inter State 
commerce would be speedily and perfectly 
solved. In Mr. Wilson’s opinion, we have 
the case in our own hands, and should not 
consent. He, for one, would not consent 
to any settlement of the Pacific Railway 
question that did not embrace the features 
of possible redemption by the Government 
of the present paramount liens on the Pa­
cific roads, so the Government might pro­
tect itself against the defaults of the 
companies.

Upon the conclusion of Mr. Wilson’s re­
marks, the judicial salary bill was, on mo­
tion of Mr. Hoar, placed before the Senate. 
Without further action, however, the Sen­
ate went into executive session, and when 
the doors reopened adjourned.

H ouse.
Mr. Miller, of New York.made his appear­

ance in the house this morning for the first 
time, and took the oath of office. After the 
reading of the journal, the Hoar Presiden­
tial succession bill, proposing certain joint 
rules, was referred to an appropriate com­
mittee.

Contrary to general expectation,the com­
mittees were not announced after thereading 
of the Journal, and the Speaker immedi­
ately proceeded to call the States for the 
introduction of bills and resolutions. 
Awaiting the call the following were intro­
duced and referred:

By Mr. Findley,of Maryland—To provide 
for the construction of the Delaware & 
Maryland Bhip canal; also a resolution di­
recting the Committee on Ways and Means 
to enquire into the reason of the decline of 
Americau cooperage interest and timber 
and shipping interests connected there­
with.

By Mr. McComas, of Maryland—To pre­
vent the adulteration of food and drugs; 
also to establish a postoffice savings bank; 
also to establish a postal telegraph system; 
also for the redemption of the trade dollar; 
also for the erection of a monument over 
the grave of Francis Scott Key.

By Mr. Laird, of Nebraska. A joint res­
olution authorizing the President to call 
for one or two volunteer regiments 
of cavalry in New Mexico and 
Arizona, to be enlisted and offificer- 
ed by citizens of such Territories, for the 
suppression of Indian hostilities there­
in; also a resolution instructing the Com­
missioner of the General Land office to 
pais to patent all pending homesteads 
and pre-emption claims against which a 
specific charge of fraud is not [lending or 
proved, and also calling on such officer for 
a statement in detail of his reason forissu- 
ng his order of April 3d, suspending the is­

suance of patents.

Heaviest Flood ^Recorded in Twenty 
Tears—Great Damage to 

Property.

E mporia, Pa., January 5.—The heavy 
rains for the past two days and largequan- 
tities of snow on the timbered hills have 
conspired to produce the most violent 
floods kpown for many years along the 
Driftwood and Senna-Mahoning creeks 
Million of logs have broken from their fast- 
enings and are going down the swollen river 
at a terrific rate. It is said that the loss to 
lumbermen will approximate $6,000,000 
At this place there is over two feet of water 
in many of the streets. Reports from Cam 
eron state that the greater part of that 
town is under water, and .the residents are 
in great fear lest their houses be swept 
away. Many residences had tobe vacated 
A million feet of logs were torn loose and 
swept down Hunt’s Run. Saw mills and 
dams in various places along the creeks a re 
in imminent danger of being swept away 
The waters are well up in Driftwood creek 
where considerable damage has been done 
Last night was a night of great anxietyand 
excitement all through the valley.

AT LOCKHAVEN.
The flood on the Susquehanna river at 

this point is within two feet of being as 
high as it was in 1865. The greater part 
of the city is flooded, but the damage can­
not be estimated. Large quantities of saw 
logs have broken loose in the creeks above, 
and are passing here, as the boom caunot 
be hung. The canal is reported to he badly 
damaged. The thermometer is still rising.

AT WILLIAMSPORT.
The river is still rising slowly, but it is 

believed that it has commenced falling at 
head of the stream; all the booms west of 
Renon and several million feet of new logs 
went down this morning. Thewateris new 
surrounding the Philadelphia and Reading 
railroad station in this city and the tracks 
are covered both above and below the sta­
tion. No trains have gone out on the Pine 
Creek or Beech roads to-dav. The train 
from the east of Philadelphia and Reading, 
is detained below Royal Rock creek, where 
the bridges are impassable. A train was 
sent down from here to transfer passengers, 
and it has not been able to return. Cars 
have been plaeed on the tracks, loaded with 
iron, ro prevent the trestle work from giv­
ing. Almost the entire territory between 
the canal and the river in this city is sub­
merged and great damage has been done.

AT SHENANDOAH.
The rainstorm throughout this section of 

yesterday and last night was the most se­
vere for a number of years. No less than 
twelve collieries in the Mahoney valley are 
flooded and thrown idle by the rains, and 
the trains on all the railroads have been 
delayed from two to eighteen hours. There 
are three washouts between Delano and 
Ashland, on the Lehigh Valley Bailway. 
Some of the flooded collieries will require 
some time to remove the water so as to be 
able to resume operations.

had now, in a sense of final and complete 
law, a lawful right to vote. The laws of 
Utah were passed subject to the approval 
of Congress. The law, too, was intended to 
relieve Utah’s women of the condition of 
slavery in which they were held by their 
heirarchy.

Mr. Hoar thought this point not apppli- 
cable. A similar remark would have been 
made by some people twenty years ago, 
with regard to women professing the Ro­
man Catholic faith, and debates in the 
English Parliament for the past fifty years 
showed that many Englishmen asserted 
that the political movements of the Irish 
people were due to their submission to 
their priesthood. The right to vote once 
conferred was as much a vested right as 
any right of property. , .

Edmunds replied that the position in 
Utah w h s  unique. Plural wives and per­
sons under the influence of the hierarchy of 
Utah were under an influence entirely dif­
ferent from that which could be asserted 
o! men and women professing the Roman 
Catholic, Episcopalian, Methodist or any 
similar religion. It came nearer to a state 
of serfdom.

Mr. Blair supported Mr. IIoHr’s motion. 
If the reasons offered by Mr. Edmunds for 
the disfranchisement of the women of Utah 
were sound, it was equally applicable Mr. 
Blair thought, to the men of Utah, and the 
necessity for its application was the same. 
If the women who believe in polygamy were 
tobe disfranchised, why not the men who 
believed in it?

Mr. Vest hoped the bill would go overone 
d ay , and it went over accordingly.

A HAUNTED SCHOONER.

The Captain's Ghost Makes Things Beal 
Unpleasant.

F all River, Massachusetts, January 
5.—About three weeks ago the three- 
masted schooner William H. Jordan, Cap­
tain Thrasher, arrived at Somerset laden 
with coal. Duringthe trip the Jordan dam­
aged one of her bowers and the Captain 
sent it away for repairs. A week ago Sat­
urday it was returned, and while superin­
tending the unloading of the anchor from a 
car at the dock. Captain Thrasher was 
thrown between the cars by the sudden 
starting of t he train and killed.

The crew had previously been discharged, 
leaving only the mate, cook and cabin boy 
aboard the schooner, which lay at the iron 
works dock. The day after the captain's 
death the mateseemed nervous and looked 
as though he had slept but litt le. The next 
day he toid a man in the iron works that 
he didn’t want any more tricks played 
around that schooner in the night.

“Somebody was aboard last night,” he 
said, “and kept me awake for hours with 
the most outrageous performances you 
ever heard. The boy and I turned in about 
9 o’clock. I must have slept two or three 
hours, when I awoke suddenly with a feel­
ing that something was wrong, and heard 
the captain’s voice giving the order: ‘Take 
hold of that anchor.’ I might have thought 
I bad been dreaming if the boy hadn't 
heard the same thing. He said he’d heard 
a voice like the captain’s, but supposed it 
must be me. Just as I was dozing again, 
I heard something going on up for’ard on 
deck. I thought it might be the cook 
wraslin’ barrels about, and paid no atten­
tion to it until I heard a fearful thump on 
the deck. Then I sprang up and rushed up 
thif companionway and looked around. I 
couldn’t see a soul on board, and after 
waiting awhile I went below and lay 
awake until daylight. When I went on 
deck I found that the anchor had been 
dragged from the hows aft nearly to the 
waist. It takes a good many men to 
handle that piece of iron, and how it got 
there I don't know.”

The mate and cabin boy quit the vessel 
and left town after their second night’s ex­
perience, but the colored cook remains. 
He does not believe in ghosts, and says it 
was rats, but the mate’s story has pro­
duced such au impression that it is diffi­
cult to get a new crew, and several able- 
bodied men have refused the position of 
night watchman, notwithstanding the in­
ducement of $5 a night.

Finally they faced each other in the 
road. The gdrew pistols. Haves'fired the 
first shot and Hadley almost instantly re­
sponded. Hayes missed his mark, and 
Hadley’sshot took effect. Five more shots 
were fired, and then Hayes fell to the 
ground and Hadley fled. Three bullets 
were in Haye’s body and he died within an 
hour.

Jum ped H is Bond.
P ittsburg. January 6.—It is reported 

here that Milton Weston, the Chicago mil­
lionaire, who was recently sentenced to 
four years in the Western Penitentiary for 
complicity in the Murray ville gas well riots, 
but afterwards released on $15,000 bail, 
pending the decision of the Supreme Court 
on an application for a new trial, has by 
advice of his council fled to South America, 
and forfeited his bond. Weston’s applica­
tion was refused yesterday, and his friends 
think he will not return to abide his sen­
tence.

Caldw ell , Ohio, January 5.—The old 
story of Enoch Arden, with highly sensa­
tional features and g ossible criminal ac­
companiments, has just been repeated two 
miles south of Caldwell. John Sealock, a 
well-to-do farmer, himself a widower at the 
time, met a dashing black-eyed widow 
named Vinicent, at Beverly, Ohio, some 
two years ago. After a short courtship 
they were married and came to Mr. Sea- 
lock’s farm, near Caldwell, where they have 
lived very happily ever since. She had in 
her own right considerable real estate in 
Washington county, inherited from herfor- 
mer husband, who. as believed, died in the 
California mining regions nine years ago. 
Indeed, his brother, returning soon after, 
called upon the widow Vinicent and de­
livered to her the wearing apparel of her 
deceased husband. He said that he was 
with his brother when he died and saw him 
buried.

Before her marriage with Sealock Mrs. 
Vinicent proceeded to sell and convey a 
portion of the real estate and to rent and 
lease the rest, as she had no children by 
Vinicent. The parties who so purchased 
had no doubt whatever of her legal right to 
so convey it.

And so matters ran along smoothly 
enough until about one week ago, when a 
messenger arrived at the Sealock homestead 
and delivered to Mrs. Sealock a letter in 
the veritable handwritiug of her former 
husband, Charles W. Vinicent. The alarm 
and consternation of the stricken pair can 
better be imagined than described when 
they read in that letter the angry husband’s 
imperative demand that she should aban­
don Sealock immediately and join him at 
Amesviile, Ohio. Alike alarmed with fear 
of a criminal prosecution—he for living 
with a married woman, and she for big­
amy—they at once agreed that she should 
Start immediately for Vinicent, and she ac­
cordingly did so, Mr. Sealock courteously 
taking her to the railroad station in his 
carriage and bidding her an eternal adieu.

It is not poetical, but it is true that Mr. 
Sealock noticed that it was not much of a 
thunderbolt after all to the lady, because 
her old love had revived and her new love 
was off. This tended very much on both 
sides to alleviate the sufferings which must- 
have ensued if the good woman had seemed 
to regret her departure. Nothing further 
was heard from the lady until to-day, 
when Mr. Sealock received a letter from her, 
frigidly informing him that she had not yet 
determined what her future course should 
be, but one thing was certain, she had 
found out enough to know that it would 
be legally hazardous for her ever again to 
return to Sealock.

No further particulars are at present at­
tainable, but certaiu it is that several sen­
sational lawsuits must follow. Of course 
the parties who purchafed from Mrs. Vini­
cent have no title to their lands, and are 
consulting the lawyers about it. Sealock, 
who was greatly attached to his wife, has 
made some kind of a written marriage set­
tlement with and upon her, for the recision 
of which, as well as for a divorce, he will at 
once apply to the courts.

Hud Vinicent will probably sue Sealock 
for damages, and at the same time will en - 
ter suits for the recovery of his lands, 
deeded away by Mrs. Vinicent.

George Ellis, publisher of the Daily Ad­
vertiser and the Evening Record, at Bath, 
Maine, has resigned. It is stated that 
Heury'Cabot Lodge will take his place.

The prisoners who knocked down the 
guard at the jail in Charlestown, W.Va., on 
Sunday night and escaped, were arrested 
by detectives yesterday evening, and jailed 
this morning.

A statement of the Northern Pacific Rail 
road for December, shows gross earnings at 
$801,823, an increase over the same month 
last year of $43,594. The statement of 
the road from July 1st to December 31st, 
shows gross earnings of $6,627,719, an in­
crease over the same period last year of 
$1,420,032.

The Dublin Daily Express, the organ of 
the loyalists of Ireland, says: “British
rule has virtually ceased to exist in the 
southwestern district of Ireland. From 
West Cork, through the counties of Kerry 
and Clare, the National League is the only 
government recognized by the people, and 
it is ruling them with a rod of iron and in­
credible tyranny.
