Still Pegging Away at Dakota
and the Indians.

VEST OBJECTS

WasHiNgTON, January 29.—Aflter the
opening of the Senate, Mr. Walthail pre-
gented the credentials of re-election of Mr.
George, United States Senator from Missis-
sippi. The credentials were read and filed.

Mr. Ingalls, from the Committee on Judi-
ciary, reported favorably a bill reliawing
from political disabilities George 8. Storrs,
of Texas, and on Mr. Ingall's motion the
bill passed.

Mr. Platt submitted a resolution for
relerence to the Committee on Rules, and
and it was 8o referred, providing that ex-
ecutive nominntions shall hereafter be con-

gidered in open session.

A resolution offered by Mr. Edmunds was
agreed to directing the Secretary of the
Navy to transmit to the Senate copies ol
the drawings and report of the recent sur-
veys of the Nicaragua Canal route, made
by Chiel Enginesr Menscal.

Mr. Call, by request of the Governor of
Florida, introduced a bill to authorize the
Secrotary of the Treasury to settle and
pay the claims of Florida on account of
expenditures made to suppress Indian
hostilities. In introducing the bill, Mr. Call
said o similar bill had been before ‘the
Forty-eighth Congress, but at the request
of the then Governor of Florida, was al-
lowed to remain unacted upon because a
Washington claim agent named Wailes
claimed commissions amounting to $62,-
000 for services in connection with it. As
the amount of cash allowed by Congress
was only $92,000, there would bﬂ .httle
money left after paying the Commissioner.
Mr.Callregarded it as a reflection upon the
members of the Senate and House that the
money should be paid or contracted to be
paid for services never rendered in connee-
tion with legislation, while the soldiers who
had endured hard service to the State,
and the widows and orphans of such sol-
diers went unpaid and unprovided for.

THE BIOUX INDIANS.

Proceeding to the calendar, the Senate
resumed the consideration of the bill to
divide the Sioux Indian reservation. Mr.
Logan said if his (Logan’s) proposition of
ten years ago in the Senate had been agreed
to, there would have been no Indian wars
after that time. His proposition then was
that it was made a penal offense for any-
body to sell guns, or powder, or bullets to
the Indian. That was what was the trouble
in our Indian affuirs. In the debate Mr.
Teller said he had met a body of men who
had built and organized free schouls
among the Indian tribes, one of which
cost $18,000 and they kept up
the schools by private contributions
furnished by philanthropic people. Mr.
Teller thought it a burning shame that in-
dividual ci izens should be required to con-
tribute to Indian education while the Gov-
ernment had itself undertaken “hat task.
If the Secretary of the Interior were em-

powered to take the Indian baye o9 x.,
and put them intv manual lab ¢ A
whether their parents were willing . oust,

these children would have constmted
hostages and would have prevented further
Indian wars. Fifty Apache Indians placed
in such schools would save the nation mil-
lions of dollars.

DAKOTA AGAIN.

At 2 o’clock Mr. Vest took the floor on
the Dakota bill. He aisclaimed any hos-
tility, personal or political, to the people
of Dakota. and claimed himsell a friend to
Western men and prond of the western
country and its magnificent development.
He could show thut many brave ex-Union
veterans who were now residing in Dakota
were earnestly opposed to the measure
reported from the Senate Committee on
Territories, and insisted that Congres« was
the only power that could say when States
should come into the Union, and took the
broad ground that no ordinance or treaty
of this kind ever could hamper or
bind Congress in a matter of so funda-
mental a character as this. Mr. Vest
compared the position assumed by
Dukota with that of Montana, to show
thut the latter Territory bad acted in a

respectful and constitutional manner, al-
though he said he would be compelled to
vote against the admission of Montana
until it had a population at least equal to
the uuit of representation in the Lower
House of Congress. In conclusion Mr. Vest
said he would hereafter submit a propo-
sition to divide the Territory by a line
running north and south on the 101st
parallel of longitude, 8o a8 to provide for
keeping the unsettled western side in a.Ter-
ritorial condition. Mr. Logan then took
the floor, but gave way for a motion to
adjourn. The Senate accordingly ad-
journed until Monday.

THE PUBLIC LAND SUBJFCT.

The Senate Committee on Public Lands,
which has been giving a great deal of study
to the present condition of the land laws
and the mannerin which they are being
enforced, rome days ago appointed a sub-
committee to draw up a single measure
that would remnedy all the fauits in the ex-
isting legislation. so far ar poseible. The
committee has prepared a bill which will be
reported favorably to the Senate. It re-
peals all laws providing for the pre-emp-
tion of the public lands and the laws allow-
ing entries for timber culture and other

purposes. It is provided, however, that
this repeal shall not affect anv valid rights
h. retofore acerued under said laws, but all
bona fide claims lawfully initiated before

July 1, 1886, may be perfected upon due
compliance with the law, in the same man-
ner, upon the same terms and conditions,
and subject to the same limitations, for-
feitures and contests as if this act had not
been passed.

Oune section of the proposed bill amends
the act for the settlement of desert lands,
and reqaires that persons filing on desert
and shall reside thereon for five years, and
during that period cultivatesaid tract, and
that he or she must be a citizen of the
United States. It alao provides that the
party filing upon lands under this section
shall make his residence upon the same
within twelve months after filing, and that
residence therealter shall be continuous.
Any failure to reside upon the land for
more than six months shall work a forfeit-
ure. No person shall be entitled to enter
more than 320 acres of land, and that is to
bein a compact form. This act shall only
apply to California, Oregon, Colorado and
Nevada, aud the Territories of Washington,
Iduho, Montana, Utah, Wyoming, Arizona,
New Mexico and Dakota.

be incarcerated, to hire or contract out the
labor of said criminals, and imposing a
fine of from $500 to $1,000, or imprison-
ment from one to three years for a viola-
tion of the act. The sub-committee hav-
ing charge of the convict labor question re-
ported tavorably u bill prohibiting the us.
of material made by convicts in the con-
struction of Government works. The bill

is & long one and the full committee ad-

journed before concludingits consideration.
. INTERNATIONAL COPYRIGHT.

At a hearing given to-day by the Senate
Committee on Patents, to pn’bliuhen and
others interested in the subject of an inter-
national copyright, Gardner Hubbard
addressed the committee in opposition to
-the passage of any copyright bill. James
Russell Lowell, President of the American
Copyright League, was introduced, and
spoke at some length in favor of the pas-
sage of the bill. In reply to Mr. Hubburd,
he said, nobody would maintain that there
. Was property in an idea. The Constitution
recognized this in the grauting of patents.
Patents were nothing but 1deas fashioned
in a certain way; for instance, the Bell
, Telephone was a precisely parallel case,

with books. He declared there was one
kind of books better than cheap
books, and those were books hon-
eatly came by. He took a inoral

view of the question. Many of the argu-
' ments introduced by Mr. Hubbard might
be used in defense of pocket picking. O e
could live much easier if he couln live upon
the labor of other people, but this was not
considered honest when be was young. Mr.
Lowell spoke for an hour chifly in reply o
inquiries addressed to him by memhers of
the committee. James Welsh, President
of the Tyvpographical Union o« Philadel-
phia and representing the [Tnions of the
entire country, addressed the Committee
.and presented a memorial in sup ort of
the Chase bill and in opposition to the
Hawley bill. In reply to inquiries, he said
the Hawley bill amended as sugegested by
Senator Hawley yesterday, bv the inser-
tion of a provision requiring foreign works
‘copyrighted here to be printed in the
country, would be satislactory to the
Laborers’ Associations.
THE LETTER CARRIERS.

The National Letter Curriers’ Associa-
tion will appear before the proper commit-
tee next week in favor of an extension of
the eight-hour law to letter carriers.

® DISGRACED PAYMASTER.

The sentence imposed by the General
Court Marshal iu the case of Paymaster
General J, A. Smith, United States Navy,
having been approved by the Secretary of
the Navy, and cunfirmed by the President,
was promulgated to-day atthe Navy De-
partment. The charges upon which Pay-
master General Smith was arrainged and
tried were two, the first being “‘scapdalous
conduct tending to the destruction of good
morals,” and the second, ‘‘culpable ineffi-
ciency in the performance of duty.”

The Courtfound him guilty of both charges
and sentenced him ‘‘to be dismissed from
the position of Chief of the Bureau of Pro-
vision and Clothing in the Department of
the Navy, to be suspended from rank and
duty as pay inspector on farlough pay for
three years, and to retain his present num-
ber in' his grade during that period.” The
offense of which Paymaster Gen. Smith
was convicted under the first charge,
according to the findings of the court,
consisted “in scandalising and disgraciog
tke service by subordinating the interests
of the Government to those of favored con-
tractors, and by resorting to irregular ard
unlawful methods to accomplish thatend.”
The specificaticns, as proved under the
charge of “‘culpable inefficieny in the per-
formance of duty” on the part of the pay-
muster, embrace, acc' rding to the court,
“the making of contracts for excessive
quantities of supplies at times when they
were not needed, and his failure to enforce
legal contracts when supplies were needed.”

Poland and Prussia.

BERLIN, January 29.—The discussion of
the P..lish expulsion was continued in the
lower house of the Landtag this evening.
The Polish members denied that the Poles
were trying to alienate the German elemert
from Eastern Prussia, although thes con-
fessed that a hope was entertained of the
restoration of the Polish kingdom. Herr
Von Puttkamer, Minister of the Interior,
replied that any efforts to obtain a re-
establishment of the Polish kingdom would
constitute an act of high treason. “The
Government.” he said, *‘did not want to
hamper the Poles in regard to their religion
or their language, but it felt compelled to
put an end to the dangerous agitation
and enormous development of olandism
in Persen, Selicia and other partr of East-
ern Prussia.” Prince Bismarck emphatically
reiterated that the resioration of the King-
dom of Poland would never be effected by
constitutional means.

Central Pacific Lands.

New YoRrk, January 29.—Mr. C. P. Hun-
tington says there is no truth in the story
that a syndicate has offered to take allthe
Central Pacific land grauts in one lot. He
says: *We are offering land grants, and the
advance in stock is simply an effort of
traders to make a point or two. Our
Southern Pacific stock will not be ready to
be gnoted on exchange until we have stock
certificates ready, which w:'l probablv be
next week. The wmeeting of the trans-con-
tinental roads is set down for February
10, at which time our Southern Pacific
Company will be represented.”

A Boom for the Yellowstone.

Hon. Charles Gibson, of St. Louis, man-
ager of the new syndicate which is to have
charge of the National Park, states that
improvements on an elaborate scale are to
be made in the Park this spring. There
will be at least six new hotels erected,
covering all the main_points of interest in
the Park. General Passenger Agent Fee,
ol the Northern Pacific, has been so
importuned for dates for excursions by
Eastern and European agents that he
has gone east for a tour of the excursion
agencies in that section of the country. He
will be gone three weeks, at least, and while
away expects to arrange matters so that
there will be no conflicting dates. The an-
nouncement was made the other day that
the National Park stage live next season
would be opened by Wakefield & Haynes, C.
W. Hoffman havingsold his interests in the
outfit to F.J. Haynes, the efficient pho-
tographer of the Northern Pacific, and who
has large interests in the park.

A $600,000 Flood.

8iN Francisco, January 80.—A Btock-
ton, California, special says the cross levee
which separated the lower division of
Roberts Island from the middle division
gave way to-day, allowing the water to
coves 85,000 acres of land, of which 13.000
acres were in wheat. The levee which sur-
rounds the island broke at the middle sec-
tion several days ago and flooded the
iddle section, which comprised 12 000
acres of grain. This brought a heavy pres-
sure of water against the croes levee which
was bellig constantly - strengthened, but, it
proved without avail. Most of this inun-
duted land is owned by the Glasgow & Cali-
tornia Land Company, made up-of foreign
capilulists The entire loss by inundation

is estimated at $600,000.

Third Day’s Session of the
Denver Cattle Convention.

THE PROCEEDINGS.
i

Plan of Organizsation—Work Aocom-
plished — Pap-rs R-ad—The
Basis ot Representation,

Denver, Col.,, January 29.—The third
day of the International Kange Cattle Con-
vention was called to order at 10 o'clock
this morning. Afterseme preliminary bus-
iness the Cominittee on Resolutions report d
favorably upon a resolution to appoint
committees to confer with eastern livestock
merchants to secure a change of the com-
missions from per capita, to per head, and
the investigation of the poesibility of a
speedy completion of the Denver & New
Orleans Railioad to the Gull, and several
minor resvlutions. A. H. Swan, of Wyom-
ing, who had been asked to deliver an
address on the *Pooling Shipm nts of Beefl
Cattle from the Arid Regions,” sent
letter stating he did not believe it could
be made generally satisfactory on account
of the vast amount of territory covered
and advised the convention to take
no action npon the subject. Letters
from Norman J. Coleman, of Washing-
ton, District of Columbia, and ex-
Gov. Bent, of 8t. Louis, were received,
regretting that circumstances had pre-
vented their attendance. They had a
hearty syinpathy with the objects of the
Convention and wished it the greatest suc-
cess?* H. M. Murdy, of El Paso, sent a
paper on the *“Live Stock Interests of
Northern Mexico.” He stated Old Mexico
would soon ask the United States t» al-
low her to take steers across the country
to British America in band by rail; that
there were 100,000,000 acres of fine graz-
ing land 1n Mexico which will support three
times more cattle than that now upon it,
but that settlement was retarded on ac-
count of the Indiaus. Upon this subject
he says the *“Unitéd'Btates is not imposing
upon Mexico and the pioneers of the
United States by 'leaving barbarous Indi-
ans on the reservations and scattered over
the frontier, but she is imposing upon the
multiplied thousands of her peop'e Kast,
who need employment in the manufacture
of machinery and other implements to de-
velope the mines and other resources of
Northern Mexico and the frontier of the
United States; that these enemies of civil-
ization, industry and economy are terroriz
ng the settlers through the incompetency
of our present worthless Indian policy.”
Congressman Belford intruduced the fol-
lowing on the land question: “That the
Committee on Resolutions be directed to
inquire into the necessity of revising the
land laws of the Government so far as ap-
pertains to the occupation of the public
domain and report to this committee.”
Mr. Belford then in a speech severely at-
tacked the land wvolicy of the In-
terior Department and heartily supported
leasing of thearid region by the 50\'ernment
to cattlemen, and trusted the Convention
would not adjourn without taking action
upon the subject. He stated the driving of

A pub-
lic reception was given him on his arrival,
and the highest personages in the land in-
vited him to their houses and showed him
hospitality. He lived on the best, rent
free, and nothing was too good for him,
and had he been more careful as to his
living and abstained from late hours, it is
my opinion he might still have been cham-
pion of the world. I had considerable
facilities for watching his traiming, and,
however fit he may have seemed, yet [ hold
it to be an impossibility for a man having
accustomed himself to loose and easy liv-
Ing to pull himself up suddenly and go in
for arduous physical exertion, and then to
be in as fit a condition ar his opponent
who has been living quietly and workiig
hard all the time. His powers of endur-
ance must necessarily be greater, and the
other must succumb in a hard struggle.

Hanlan’s tactics have been to ‘‘burst”
his adversary from the jump, and in his
race with Beach he pursued this game, but
found after a mile he had rowed himself
out. Beach, being a *“‘sticker,” had hung
on to him, and was fresh as a daisy, free
to go ahead and win a8 he pleased; and I
have no hesitation in sayingthat Hanlan's
behavior toid on him often, and this was
the real cause of his defeat.

UTAH LAND AND OTHER FEAUDS-

A United States Senator Accnsed of Hav-
g ing Been Yurchased.
L — ]

C.1cago, January 30.—A Washington
special saye: When R. 8. Dement received
the appointment as Surveyor-General of
Utah Territory a few months ago he re-
ceived instructions to make investigations
into frauds which Mr. Sparks believed ex-
isted in the public land offices of that Ter-
ritory. Mr. Dement returned to Washing-
ton yesterday and was closeted until a late
hour 'ast night with Mr. Sparks. He had
a long interview with Secretary Lamar, at
which Benator Logan was preseat. He
claims that the entire federal system of the
Territory is honeycombed withfraud, and
the report which hie will make upon thatsub-
ject will contuin numerous sensational
features. lImwmediately after his arrival he
employéd theservices of fourdetectives. The
result of their investigation shows, he
cluims, that most of the public lands in the
Territory has been stolen by railroads
and certain prominent citizens; that 50
per cent of the entries made by Mormons
are fraudulent, as are also 25 per cent. of
These fraudulent
entries were mude, it is claimed, with the
collugion of a corrupt ring of Fuderal
officizls there and here. Mr. Dement also
claims to have documentary evidence in
his possession showing that the Mormon
church has spent large sums of money to
prevent legislation inimical to their in-
terests, and to secure favorable decisions
from the courts. This money has been dis-
bursed through a lobbyist bere. His re-
port will show that a certain United States
Senator received $25,000 for leading the
opposition against the Edmunds bill. The
report will also charge that a number of
Representatives have been similarly
bribed. Mr. Dement will have an inter-
view with the President on the subject to-

day.

Won a Wife by Falsehood.

WILRESBARE, Pa., January 29.—In the
fall of 1882, a young Polander named
Stanislaus Krosski emigrated to this coun-
try Irom the village of Czenstockow,
Poland. He came to Luzerne county and
found work at a coal mine near Forty Fort.
Previous to leaving his home in the old
country he became engaged to marry a
young lady, Lena S8abtski, with whom he
had. been keeping company for several
years, but the wedding was not to take
place until the lover had found a home for
his “ bride  in thie new country.
Krosski was temperate and frugal In
his habits, and last summer found
him in possession of $56,000. He re nitted
$85 to his betrothed, telling her to sail at
once for America. as he had a home pre-
pared for her. Krosski spoke of his com-
ing marriage to afellow countryman named
Zoboski, who, it appears, was a rejected
snitor for the hand of the girl whom
Krosski expected soun to be his wife. The
lover sent word to his sweetheart to come
direct to Forty Fort, five miles from
Wilkesbarre. Zoboski, having found out
from his friend the day the girl was to
arrive in Wilkesbarre. Tuesday, laid off
work and proceeded to the depotin Wilkes-
barre.

THERE HE MET THE GIRL.

They recognized each other at once. The
 girl asked where Krosski was. Zoboski

said he had been killed in the recent great
mme disaster at Nanticoke. The poor
girl’s grief knew no bounds. The girl aec-
companied Zoboski to his home, and, after
she had recovered sufficiently, he proposed
marriage, saying she was now in a strange
country, without friends, and it was the
best thing she could do. The disappointed
girl, seeing no other alternative, consented.
A wedding reeeption was held immediately
alter the marriage, which occurred Fridag-
evening. Krosski, thinking his sweetheart
would not come until the next day, went
to the reception with others, surprised at
the sudden step his friend had taken, and
anxious to know what the trouble was.
Imagine his surprise upon goinginto the
room to find the woman he was to have
married. The newly-made bride shrieked
like a crazy woman upon seeing her lover

and Krosski made a dash for the groom
and tore his wedding clothes to pieces. He
would have killed him had not friends
interfcred. The bride says she will not
live with the man who so cruelly deceived
her. Zoboski has been warned by the Pol-
ish residents to leave or he will be killed.

EL Paso, Texas, January 30.—Pedro
Harran killed Juan Urigarte, a fellow
employein the well-known firm of Echevarry
& Company, at Leon, Mexico, yesterday.
He shot hin nine times, and then thor-
ovughly armed, shut himself up in a room
and defying the authorities, fired upon
every one attempting to approach, and
killed & peon.

DENVER, January 30.—After tho Range
Convention was called to order this morn-
ing the question of the basis of represen-
tation, which was under discussion yester-
day at the time of adjournment, was again
brought up. Gov. Garsper, of Arsiona
moved that the chair appoint six addi-
tional members on the Committee on Per-
manent Organization, to which all objec-
tionable questions regarding the constitu-
tionand by-laws be referred without debate.
R. G. Head, of Colorado, moved to amend
that the Chair appoint a new committee
on orgamzation composed of two delegates
from each delegation, to whom shall be re-
ferred all questions regarding representa-
tion and the constitution, with instruc.
tions to report at 2 o’clock. The amend-
ment was accepted and carried and the
committee appointed. Several papers
upon range interests were then read,
notable among which was one from
J. Granville Stewart, of Montana,
upon “The Indian Question,” and
Phillip Hale, of the Fort Worth Live
Stock Journal, upon “Range Papers.” The
convention reconvened this alternoon,
when the Committee 'n Representationand
Constitution appointed at the morningses-
sion submitted a report. It recommends
that each association be entitled to one
delegate for itself and one additional dele-
gate for the first 10,000 cattle, and an ad-
ditional delegate for every 25,000 cattle
thereafter. The initiation fees will be $25,
with the same amount for annual dues.
This Association will assess each local as-
sociation one cent per head on cattle and
horses owned, to assist in its maintenance.
Denver was decided upon as the headquar-
ters of the Association, which shall meet on
the second Tuesday of every February alter
this year.. The business of the Association
will be managed by an Executive Com-

ittee composed of one ber from
every State and Territory represented,
who are instructed to incorporate the as-
sociation. It provides for the appoint-
ment of bureaus to prevent the spreading
of infectious diseases, stealing cattle and
for securing responsible rates of transpor-
tation. The constitution and by-laws as
revised were adopted. The election of offi-
cers was declared in order and Mr. O'Brien,
of New Mexico, nominated Col. R. G.
Head, of Colorado, for President. The
nomination was seconded by Texas, Utah
and Wyoming, and Mr. Head unarimously
elected.

Judge Faust, of Utah, in an able speech
announced for secretary, Col. H. M. Tay-
lor, of New Mexico, as Mr. Taylor was the
father of the association, and it was in his
brains the idea of forming the association
originated, and through his untiring efforts
it had its origination, he trusted the con-
vention would elect him. Mr. Dorsey, of
New York, was the only man who opposed
a suspension of the rules and the unani-
mous election of the gentleman. Af-
ter, Mr. Taylor's election he, in an
eloquent speech, declined to accept the
honors, and J. C. Leary, of New Mexico,
was chosen instead. Hon. John L. Routt,
of Colorado, was chosen Treasurer, and
Thomas Sturgis, of Wyoming, Senior Vice-
President. Mr. Siinpson, of Texas, sub-
mitted resolutions thanking Senator Tabor
for the free use of the Opera House, the
Chamber of Commerce for the use of its
hall, the Governor, Mayor and citizens
generally for the many courtesies shown,
which were adopted.  After the appoint-
ment of the Executive Committee the Con-
vention adjourned, to meet in Denver the
second Tuesday in February, 1887. The
ball tendered the cattlemen at the Mam-
moth Rink last night was the grandest
affair of the kind ever seen in the Rocky
Mountain region, it being estimated that
fully 10,000 people attended.

Maternal Depravity Which Is Unpar-

alleled in History.

There is not in this or any other country
a more debased speciman of womankind
than one Julia Benoit, who resides on
Galena street, between Main and Wyom-
ing. She is a courtesan, but even the vile
courtesans of Butte blush when her name
is mentioned. She is a mother, and it is
the horrible way in which she is training
her offspring that causes the blush of
shame to mantle the face of women who
are dead to shame, in the finer sense of the
word, but who still are women and imbued
tosomeextent with the feelings of maternitv
which are indissolubly implaated in all
womankind and which ordinary feminine
depravity cannot obliterate.

Julia Benoit is a Frenchwoman—an
offscouring of the pavements of Paris. She
is about 35 years of age, tall and muscu-
larly framed. Her face bears the traces of
beauty long ago removed by dissipation,
and a large sensuous mouth offsets a
rather finely-chiseled nose and eyes that,
once pretty, are still good-looking. She
and her children occupy one of the small
frame boudoirs on the northern side of
Galena street. Here she plies her shameful
vocation.

Xesterday afternoon a MINER reporter
was talking to Mr. George Fisher when the
woman and her children passed the door
of his place of business. Pretty, prattling
little things they were, and the fact of their
being incharge of a woman who so plainly
bore the stamp of the demi monde natu-
rally aroused the reporter’s curiosity. He
inquired who they were, and what relation
they bore to the woman.

“They are her children,” replied Mr.
Fisher. “One is a boy aged 6, and the
other, a little girl,is about 4 years old.
Their mother is a common courtesan, and
she actually employs her children to solicit
prostitution for her.”

The reporter gasped.

‘It is gospel truth,” continued Mr.Fisher.
“I have secen those pretty babes accost
men on the street and lisp out an invita-
tion to ‘Come and see mamma.’” [ have
heard men ask the children what their
mother wanted a stranger to visit her for,
and—it is disgusting truth—the little ones
reply in language no newspaper dare print.
I haveseen and heard those things my-
self, and there are others who have seen
and heard them.”

Committees of Congress Map-
ping Out Work.
VARIOUS SUBJECTS

Under Consideration — The Land
Laws—Diseases of Cattle—Other
Topics From the Capital.

———

Wasningron, January 80.—The House
Committee on Agriculture to-day began the
consideration of bills intended to prevent
the spread of pleurv-pneumonia among
domestic animalsa. The Committee was
addressed by Mr. Wilson (of Iowa), Rep-
resentative Breckenridge (of Kentucky),
Mr. Curtis (of New York), Commissioner
Coleman and Dr. Salmon. Dr. Salmon
said that the flesh of infected animals was
not injurious as food. Disease was com-
municable to animals within a period of
tifteen months after infection, therefore
quarantine should be extended to a period
of eighteen months at least.

Mr. Wilson expressed the opinion that
the trade in calves between the east and
west facilitated the transmission of dis-
ease.

All of the speakers favored a liberal ap-
propriation to enable the Department of
Agriculture to establish and maintain
quarantines and stamp out the disease.
They favored a measure that would not
allow the payment of damages to shippers
for stock found to beinfected and destroyed
where it appeared that proper precautions
have not been taken by the exporter to
ascertain the healthful condition of the
stock.

Several of the gentlemen expressed the
opiniun that the Committee should report
a bill including the diseases of hogs and
other domcstic animals.

THE PRESIDENT SUSTAINED.

The Democratic Senators met in caucus
to-day at 11 o'clock and adjourned at
1:45. They discussed the pending issue be-
tween the executive and the Senate fully,
and unanimously adopted the following
resolution, which the secretaryof the cau-
cus was authorised to make public:

‘Resolved, That we approve the views
and actions of the President communicated
to the Senate through Aitorney-General
Garland in his letter of January 29th,
1836, and that we cordially support the
executive therein."

The letter of the attorney general was re-
ceived by the President of the Senate yes-
terday, and was seen by senatois, but as
there was no executive session it was not
formally belore the body.

ABRMY OFFICERS REBUKED.

Adjt.-Gen. Drum has written a letter to
Chief Signal Officer Hazea in regard to the
recent court-martial convened at Fort
Meyer, in which he says the Secretary of
War has instructed him to express his
grave displeasure at the conduct of Lieut.
Greene, of the Signal Corps, who, he says,
has manifestly failed so far in his career to
comprehend the duties and responsibilities
of a commissioned officer, to realize that
the use of harsh, ins..Iting and abusive lan-
guage towards men, who, from their posi-
tion, could not reply to it, ntrikes at the
very roct of military discipline and evi-
dences in the officer a deplorable want of
sell-control, which if persisted in' would
demonstrate his utter unfitness for com-
mand. The Secretary of War also deems
it his duty to reprove the rude and coarse
mauner in which the officers composing the
court treated the counsel for the accused.
Such conduct is utterly unjustifiable in
officers sitting in miltary courts in the
capacity ol judges.

TELEGRAPH TO PEKIN.

Ensign Foulk, United States, Charge’d
affairs ad interim of the United States in &
Corean dispatch to the Secretary of State
of November 24, 1885, announces the com-
pletion of telegraphic connection to Pekin,
China, and thus with the outer world. He
also reports negotintions looking to the
early estubiishment of a sinnlar line from
Seoul to Fuson, so as to connect Corea and
vapan.

WAR UN THE ISTHMUS.

The Secretary of the Navy has received
infurmation from the Pacitic Mail Steam-
ship Company to the effect that another
revolution is threatened on the Isthmus of
Panama. Rear Admiral Jewett, com-
manding the North Atlantic Station, was
yesterday directed by telegraph to remain
at Aspmwall with the Tennessee for the
present. It is possible that the Tennessce
sailed from Aspinwall for Key West prior
to the receipt of theseinstructions, in which
eveut she will be ordered back in case the
situation demands it, and other vessels
will also be ordered to his assistunce. Not
much importance, however, is attached to
the present reports of danger.

PUBLIC LANDS.

The Senate Committee on Public Lands
to-day completed w bill for the repeal of the
Pre-emption and Timber Culture Laws, aud
the measure will be reported to the Senate
on Monday. It repeals the two laws men-
tioned outright, and amends the Desert
Land Act s0 as to give the claimant 360
acres, on condition that he shall make it
his permauent residence, and shall irrigate
one-half of it, tne patent to issuein five
years from the date of filing claimant’s no-
tice of intention. It also repeals the com-
mutation feature of the homestead law, and
limnits the time within which the Govern-
ment can attack a patent to five years.
The Committee ulso amended Senator
Berry's resolution so as to make it declare
that in the opinion of Congress the leases
of the bath houses and hot water privil-
eges at the Hot Springs, Arkansas, should
not be renewed by the Secretary of the In-
terior until the Forty-ninth Cougress shall
have legislated with reference thereto. The
resolutions will be favorably reported to
the Senate.

NOTES FROM LIBERIA.

Rev. Moses Hopkins, Miaister resident
and Consul-General of the United States to
Liberia, arrived at Monrovia, December
Oth, and on the 14th was received in his
official capacity by President Johnson.
The foreign representatives, Justices of the
Supreme Court and Judges of the Local
Courts of Ekiberia, and the Mayor of Mon-
rovia were present by invitation. Minister
Hopkins’ family are with him aund have
been welcomed by the leading people at the
Liberian capital. The annual message of
President Johnson was communicated to
the Legislature, December 18th. It per-
tains mostly to domestic affairs. It is
stated that the proposal to the United
Btates Government to form a treaty upon
reciprocal terms for introducing into Libe-
ris by Amwmerican vessels and American
traders of cotton and woolen goods
from the United States, the latter to
adwmit sugar, molasses, coffee and ginger,
the products of Liberiu, free of duty,
failed as it wus found that such was the
temper of the market, as well as the pres-
ent policy of the sugar producing coun-
tries, that the moment was not opportune
for its negotiation.

President Johnson remarks in regard
to immigration, *No one will ignore the
fact that our greatest need is men,” to
quute the language employed by myself on
my induction into office. *While we have
in our aborigenes popalation sufficient 1n
point of numbers for all the wants of this
nation, still therce will be needed to wsome
extent and for some time to coms, that
civilization and Christianity possessed by
our brothers in other lands to give to this
native element its proper direction, consis-
tency and force.”

BONDS REDEEMED.

Over $5,000,000 of three per cent. honds
embraced in the 132d call for $10,000,000
which will mature February 1st have al-
ready been reccived at the Treasury de-
partment for redemption.
