MONTANA WILL GET IN.

A Helena Man Explains the Situation

1o a Reporter.

On his way East, W. F.Sanders, Esq..
of Helena, was interviewed by a New York
World correspondent on the admission
question. Among cther things he is re-
ported as saying that “the residents of
Moutana were quite enthusiastic over the
prospects of its admission asa State.”
**We hope,” be continued, *to step into the
Union with Dakota. It is generally re-

arded as a Democratic Territory, the
mocratic majority ranging from 500 to
1,000 and on that score we believe that
we will be admitted as an offsett to Repub-
lican Dakota. A large majority of the peo-
ple of the Territory are in favor of admis-
sion.”

Mr. Sunders says that a constitutional
convention was held two years ago, which
framed a constitution and appointed a
committee to go to Washington and sub-
mit the results of the convention.

“For some reason,” he added, “the com-
mittee never visited Washington as in-
structed, but they are becomi g interested
in tne movement now, and will hold a
meeting early in February aud goto Wash-
ington at once. While there the constita-
tion will be submitted and energetic meas-
ures taken to have the Territory admitted.
Governor Hauser is interesting himself in
the statehood question and is, no doubt,
doing good work in Washington in that re-
spect. We huve a sufficient population to
entitle us to adwmission, and there is every
reason to suppose that our effort will not
he in vain.”

ESTIMATE THE SITUATION.

The Senators who have delivered silver
speeches have beensurprised at the requests
which they have received for facts, and the
extent of the correspondence which their
efforts have called cut. It is not an exag-
geration to say that hall a million of doc-
uments has gone to the country during the
last two months and thedemand is steadily
increasing. The change in the complexion
ol both houses shows that statesmen who
have a quick sail for veering winds have
gun to recognize the situation.

It is idle to assert that the mgubll_an
party, as a party, has been on the right
side of this agitation. It has furnished
some able advocates of bimetallism, but
the preponderance of force has been in the
camp of its opponents. For the first time
in a score of years the Democracy has fur-
nished the strength in a correct view of a
question of national finance, and the con-
sequences may be more momentous than
most people think. Quite a number of Re-
publican leaders recognize the party disad-
vantage and look forward with grave ap-
prehension to the congressional elections
this fall. Itis generally conceded that

the districts, and the result may be a very
startling one. It will give us a Congress
which will be practically unanimous upon
the subject of silver.

The special correspondent of the New
York Engineering and Mining Journal says
the transactions in copper stocks last week
were mostly in Calumet & Hecla and in
Quincy. The former opened quite strong
at $214onsaleofseventy shares; but more
stock coming on the market than there
were orders to buy, it declined sharply to
$210, closing Saturday with a small lot
at $212; sales for the week, 163
shares. Quincy declined from $54@$52 on
moderate sales, selling Friday at $47, ex-
dividend of $4 a share, equal to $51—anet
loss of $3 for the week; sales, 241 shares.
Franklin was dull and inactive—only one
recorded sale for the week of 20 shares, at
$11%. Osceola declined $1, with saies of
50 shares at $13. A sale of 25 shares
Central Mining Company at $7% is re-
corded, the first for a long period. Pewabic
sold 150 shares at $3, a decline of $Y;
and 50 shares of Huron sold at $13%,
against $2 the previous week. The rest of
the list was unchanged.

A New Method

A new method for separating copper and
cadmium is described by P. Gucci in the
chemical Nevs, as follows: “To the liquid
from which bismuth has been removed by
an excess of ammonia, and which contains
copper and cadmium, there is added hydro-
chlorie, nitric, or sulphuric acid until the
hydroxides of both metals are completely
redissolved. A slight excess of a 10 per
cent. solution of ammonium benzoate is
then added. when copper berzoate is depos-
ited. The filtrate contains the cadmium.
The dried copper benzoate is determined
as copper oxide by iguition in a crucible,
moistening with nitric acid, re-ignition, and
weighing. The process gives very accurate
results, even when little cadmium occurs
along with much copper.”

QUEER COSTUMES

—_—

An Indian Sport Which has Been
Vastly Improved by Yankee.
Ingenuity.

———

New York, January 31.—Our Canadian
neighbors have held a monoply of the sport

of tobogganing. We were compelled to be
satisfied with the glowing accounts which
reached us of the exhilarating effects of a
drop of a few thousand feet down one of
their celebrated slides. Last season a slide
was in use at Saratoga Spr.ngs, and one in
Vermon'. This winter they have been an-
nounced as being in full swing at various
points, the most notable one beinz at Orange,
N.J

The group of Oranges, or the five vil'ag s
bearing that name, are locat-d on an uzda-
lating plateau, about eighte:n miies west of
New York. Tue inhabi.ants are chiefly New
York business men, who make it their first
duty to look after their own health and that
of their families, for which reason they
choose to live in this suburban plice the
year round, rather than risk the effect on
health of the confinement of citv life. For
thi- r-ason outdoor <ports are cultivated ex-
tensively in Orange Then, beside, the
original setilers of *hv place were a INew
England colony, so it is not to be wondered
at that they would take kindly to any sport
that had the prestige of beinz popular under
the British flag. For in Orange English
manners and customs are beld to a more
reverential observance than in any other
town :n this country.

THE SLIDE AND SURROUNDINGS.

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JUDGE POLLARD

SR
Fully Prepared to Meet His Accusers
at Washingtoun.

On the 24th of the present month Judge
Pollard, the recently appointed Associate
of the Supreme Court of Montana. was in
Indianapolis, Indiana, and waxinterviewed
by a representative of the Seatinel of that
vity. The following extiact from the in-
terview is given: .

“I am glad you came up to-night,” said
the Judge, arising to greet the reporter,
“because I leave for Washington to-mor-
row morning to refute theinfamous charges
that have been made against me. Mon-
tana Territory was flooded with papers
containing these charges. and, just as svon
as I received one of them I made applica-
tion for a leave of absence that [ might go
to Washington and make some defense. 1
left Montana last Saturday afternoon for
Delphi, and arrived there Tuesday. With-
out & moment’s delay I began to procure
affidavits from the parties who have been
mentioned in connection with these slan-
derous articles. There's no use in me talk-
ing to you about this matter. 1'llshow the
atfidavite.” With this the Judge pulled out
a tremendous package of papers Irom his
valise, and the first one he exhibited to his
visitor wuas that of A. H. Bowen, against
whom Robert Barkley had brought suit
for $2.30C. The statement set forth that
after three years'litigation Barkley gave
upall hopes of recovering damages. and in-
formed Pollard he was going west; further,
if he (Pollard) wanted to follow the matter
up he could do 50, and retain po=session of
all the money realized if he gained the suit.
He went west and died, and after working
at the case seven years longer, Judge Pol-
lard recovered damages. The attorney
fees amounted to $850, and the costs of
finul settlement amounted to $20. The
Court allowed Pollard the balance for his
services. The affidavit states that Judge
Pollard is an honorableand upright gentle-
man, and acted fairly throughout theentire
case. Following this came the affidavit of
John W. Jackson, ex-Sheriff of Carroll
County, setting forth that he was present
when Barkley stat-d that he would have
nothing more to do with the case, and if
Pollard waunted to follow it up he could do
so. Judge Pollard then showed the
reporter the sworn statement of Charles
Allen, setting forth that instead of secur-
ing 104 acres of land by reason of a
change in the deed, he had purchased
the same from his futher shortly before his
demise. The record in the lar-eny case,
wherein Peter Liue figured as defendant,
having purloined a horse, was then shown
up. It proved that Mr. Line had been for-
warded to the State Prison, and further,
the word “horse” was spelled correetly.
